Another
firm—one of the oldest and most extensive in
the whole ‘country—say that business during
duly was highly satisfactory in every sense of
the term: that it was much better than in Jane
and in the quantity of goods handled very much
better than iri 1883, but owing to the low prices
and clo#e margins the ledgers do not show so much
net profit. Leather houses report amount of
business for jaly about the same aslast year

with the balance rathar in favor of 1831. Job-

bers in manafactured iron and steel, repnrt the

volume of trade considerably in favor of 1883 but
the the trade of July was fully equal toif not
greater than that of June. The general hard-
ware trade is reported as having been for the

whole Fear very much better than the year 1833
and that never in the history of St. Paul has the
hardware business beeh neatly so good in the
month of June and July as it has been this year.

The books will show largar balances and

this fact coupled with that of pheneminally
low prices, points to a very greatly increased
handling of goods. The only branch of com-
merce which secems unable to compare with the
month of June or with July of 1883 is the dry
goods business. These h have not done so
large a business and the reason is obvious.
Country merchants in former years have been in
the habit of buying in anticipation of the crops,
and the jobbing houses have been willing to sell
them on morigages as it were. For instance,
they were willing to sell them a line of goods to-
day and bill them for September or October.
But  this unsafe and  unbusinesslike
method of trading has been discontinued =nd
now when a country merchant orders a line of
goods it is billed the day the goode are shipped.

And so, although the business for July has not
been so large, and, with the extremely low prices
the balances are considerably less for the month,
the dry goods merchants do not anticipate any-
thing but a good showing at the end of ‘the year.
Country meérchants will only order when they
need the goods and consequently business
will be spread more evenly though the
season. Enough has been said at this late date
about the July trade and it I8 time to proeced
with the business of the week just past.

There is ample proof that there has been con-
siderable improvement in business daring the
week ending yesterday. 'The railroad returns
show a total of 2,014 cars of goods received
against 1,701 for the week ending July 29. which
shows a gain of 313 cars. The shipments were
1,322 against 1,205 for the previous week,
‘being an increase of 117 ‘cars. The
river carrying has also increased during the
past week the receipts by boat being
625 tons or 250 tons more than the previous
week. The shipments were 220 tons against 90
tons for the former week, being a gain of 130 tons.
These figures would indicate a considerable in-
crease in the aggregate volume of the city's
business, jobbing, commission and manufactur-
ing. That the jobbing trade has improved will
appear from the fact that the receipts of mer-
chandise for the past week were 450 cars against
435 for the previous week, a gain of 23 cars, and
the shipments 504 cars against 520, or a gain of
74 cars. And that the business of the city taken
as a whole was very much gréater than it was for
the week ending July 20 is fully borne out
by the ts of the merch th 1ves.
This fact connected with th2 other fact already
proved that the business for the last month was
so thoroughly satisfactory and so much in ad-
vance of last year should be cause of congrata-
lation and rejoicing. There is every excuse for
dwelling on this point at such length in the con-
trast of the state of trade east compared with
the position of affairs here.
