Thus far
our canvasser has done well, and some of our
prominent men have been very liberal, tak-
ing as high as 25 copies apiece, thus en-
couragingtbe work far beyond our expecta-
tions.

COLONEL ALTABES ALLEN.

Mr. Allen was born in the state of New
York in 1822; located on a farm withbis
father in Wisconsin in 1837, where be re-
mained five years; attended the high school
in Beloit during the winter, and drove team

summers to pay bis way; clerked in a retail
store for two years; in a jobbing house In
Milwaukee for three years: left for Dubuque,
lowa, and arrived at St. Paul in 1851;visited
St. Anthony; fell in Jove with the falls and
the country surrounding; loaned a gentle-
man his team to go to St. Paul, for which he
received $5, then the next day $10, aud then
the colonel exclaimed

—
"Wife, I've struck it;

livery is our business:"' and immediately
four horses and three wagons followed the
single team, und Allen was on the road to
wealth and to glory. Seeing that lie had
struck a lead, In- then added the veterinary
practice, and in this he was as successful
as in the livery business, receiving as high
us $50 for curing a single horse in the last
stages of disease; in five years In- bad a
stable Of fifty horses, carriages, wagons,
harnesses, and in 1850 purchased the stage
line and mail route of Patterson, Benson
and Ward, but subsequently sold one-half
Interest to C L. Chase, then Secretary of t'.ie
Territory, ami they jointly secured the route
from St. Paul to St. Anthony, for $21,000.
In is.V.l, in connection with the owners of
the Northwestern Kxpress Company, they
started the line from St. Paul to La Crosse,
and soon after consolidated, thus crippling
:•' nteuiplated opposition and making J. C.
Burbank manager. A party of stage men,
however, came on to St. Paul to establish a
line, ::n I after losing (175,000, withdrew,
leaving the held to the old puny.

III:ORGAN -MlTHE MONKEY.

Before this took place, an agent of the
souipany made his appearance and com-
menced soliciting passengers for his line,
When Colonel Allen accosted him as follows:

here is your hand organ and monkey t"
The agent for a moment looked dumb-

founded, when he replied:
"Iguess you have mistaken your man."
"Oh, no," replied the colonel; "Ican't be

\u25a0nistuken; Isaw you InDubuque playing a
hand organ, with a very Intelligent monkey
collecting Ihe pennies."

The agent became terribly enraged and
in very vehement language sought to con-
vince the laughing crowd that he was not
the lean, but the "boys" took up the
.tie, mid the ugi ut left for home, while
the perpetrator of tbe joke made the sur-
rounding hills echo with his laughter.

Mr, Allen followed the stage business up
to 1859, when he entered railroading, which

-
lie continued up to l^;::,anil tin purchased
Col. Shaw's interest and lease in the Mer-
chants hotel for $40,000: he then bought the
hotel Itself of Col. Potter, for $275,000, and
has added largely to its accommodations
Mu.u then.

Mr. Allen was tliu second mayor of St.
Anthony; has been alderman for four terms,
lT fight years, of the cityof St. Paul, aud
president of the council four years.

COLONEL ALLEN "'ERSONALLT.
Mr. Allen is a finely proportioned

num. physically exteriorilly strong, wellbuilt,
withhead erect and with the tread of a man
of power. lie bus the appearance of a per-
son who had been educated at West Point,
and could be very easily taken in a crowd,
for \u25a0'\u25a0 retired Major-General, so Imposing are
bis movements as be circulates among bis
guests at ins hotel. He is always cool;—-
-we never saw him In a hurry, and yet he ac-
complishes a great deal of labor and
runs his huge mammoth eating establish-
ment like clock work. His features indicate
strength, power, push; and still he is the
in.--; genial of men, ever ready with a good
word for all. and never failing to tell an
amusing story at the proper time. He Is a
natural landlord, and during the eleven
years he bus been at the bead of the Mer-
chants, he has added hosts of friends
every year by bis polite and
gintlemanly traits of character. Men who
cliinl' to heights of honor or wealth, do not
usually do so on the golden rounds of the
ladder of unearned prosperity, but usually

by hard labor, and such lias been the case
with Colonel Allen. Several times he has
beeu in a condition to almost retire from the
active duties of life, but the perfidy of man
has interfered aud swept bis bard earnings
iuto tbe ocean of oblivion; but believing
"that there's a divinity which shapes our
ends." he has boldly pushed forward, fought
bravely the battle of life, and is now on th
top wave of prosperity. He is positive in
his expressions, and as a public man decided
In his convictions. Be never trims; he
never skulks; be never avoids responsibili-
ties: be scouts policy; he proclaims his sen-
timents boldly: he is :'.ir seeing and saga-

cious. Iva word, be Is a man of strong,
rugged ability, a kind, genial, social gentle-
man, au excellent citizen.

K. C. ni'RDICK.
Burdick is a character, but as we can't

catch him as be is. we shall hnve to catch him
on the fly. He was born in Michigan in
1834; had a common school education:
came to St. Taul -.:-. 1850; from Elgin to
Galena, he supposed *ie rode In the stago.but
"walked half the way and carried a rail the
other half;'" paid the captain ofa steamer to
St. Paul, his last nickle; "struck the town a
pauper,'? so be says: went to H. M. Rice for
a. loan; got it; started up the country and

brought up at Watab; sometime afterwards
read law withRice, Hollinshead and Bocker;

didn't think he would make a lawyer and
gave it up;

—
clerked for 8. B. Lowry at

Watab in the winter of '52-3; went to Pem-
bina in 1853; wintered in 1854-5 at St.
Joseph, thirty miles west of Pembina; bunted
Buffalo in the summer of 1855; in that fall
was elected a member of the Territorial Leg-
islature, representing more counties than
people; in 1856 went into the general trad-
ing business at Wutab; the crash
came and wiped him out;
entered the service of Mr.
Kittson; took charge of his Red River

j wooden carts, and continued withhim up to
I1862; came down from the Fort Garry

country with a company of eight, ouly three
of whom are living; entered the* services of
the Stage company in 1863 and continued
up to 1865; that year engaged with the Hud-
son Bay company; continued with them five
years; ran a store in Winnipeg; was there,

when the Rebellion broke out in1869-70:
was imprisoned by the order of Riel; but was
so well acquainted with the French half-
breeds, and spoke their language so accu-
rately, that Rlel couldn't set them to hold
him, and be was released; had charge of
men in1870 to build aU. S. fort at Pembina;
in 1871 was in the employ of H. C. Burbank,
shipping goods under contract of Hudson
Bay Company; was in the employ of the St.
Paul and Pacific Elevator company in 1872;
moved to Willmar in 1873; was
with Commodore Davidson in 1877,

as "general utility" man; was employed by
the Millers' association at Minneapolis in

1879 and remained with them up to 1881;
then was employed by A. B. Stickney to
take charge of a body of men to explore and

survey a pass in the Rocky mountains, 900
miles west from Winnipeg; two years after
this he went to the same place in a Pullman
car; and was finally in the employ of the
Canadian Pacific Railroad company as supply-
agent. Mr. Burdick has had six children,
live of whom still live.

AX INDIAN MURDER.

Mr. Burdick says that in the winter of
1855 the Indians were very troublesome in

the settlement of St. Joseph, where be was
then living,making frequent raids upon the
settlers, stealing horses and killingsuch of
the inhabitants as could be found away from
the village. Mrs. Spencer, wife of a mission-
ary, was killed by them that summer, and
when discovered she was lyiug upon the floor
dead, with two children three and live years
old, sitting on each side of her body,
and a babe upon her bosom, whose face was
all bloody from Its efforts to secure nourish-
ment. The citizens got track of a party of
Indians that summer and followed the trail;

met and killed four out of seven, and two
more of the remaining three were slain by
hunters on the plains, so Mrs. Spencer's
death was avenged, but itdid not bring back
the dead mother to the poor little children.

A CLOSE CALL.

In the winter of 1854-5, Burdick made a
trip from Pembina to Crow Wing, with dogs
and on snow shoes. The first day out the dogs
broke into their provisions and devoured all
there was, leaving them to exist on tea and
rotten fish tin:rest of the trip, but they came
out alive though considerably emaciated.

BURDICK AS A MAN.

Although 50 years of age, yet Mr. Burdick
is as viperous and as active as a person of
30 years. He has been a great roaiuer; is
bubbling all over with fun; la fullof magnet-
ism, with a well developed physical organi-
zation capable of enduring almost any

amount of exposure and fatigue. lie is an
off-hand, humorous, kind-hearted gentle-
man, and can show a record of experiences
in the northwest that can discount any other
traveler. He now resides in this city.

Sherwood HOUGH
—

FIRST CITY CLERK of

ST. PAUL.

Mr. Hough was born In New York in 1827 ;
came to St. Paul In 1851; was appointed
Dept. Clerk of the District Court of Ramsey
county, which otlice he held until 1860,
when lie was elected Register of Deed for
two years; In 1854 was elected the first
city clerk of St. Paul, for two years', elected
city comptroller In1857, which office he soon
resigned; was again appointed deputy clerk
of district court of Ramsey county, from 1868
to 1865; in 1866 was elected clerk of the su-
preme court of the state, holding that office
by re-election three terms; has been grand
secretary and grand treasurer of the I.O. O.
V.of the state of Minnesota for some ten
years; ban been a director In the St. Paul
Building association, the first organization of
the kind in this state: also one of the incor-
-lonitors and a member of the board of trus-
tees of the Minnesota O. F. M. B. society,

. from its organization in 1870, formany years
thereafter; in 1876 commenced the book and
stationer} business and has been engaged
in it ever since.

HOUGH PERSONALLY.

Mr. Hough has been a great Odd Fellow
nil his life, and has filled
many offices of honor and of trust in that
society. He is a man or ordinary size. quiet
in his manners, very attentive to business,
aud much devoted to bis family. An unfor-
tunate disability in the use of one Hint), pre-
vents blui from mlugliug much with his fel-
lowmen, and yet he is social and pleasant to
all who know him.

i.. E. REED.

Born In Massachusetts in 1830;
removed to Ohio when three years
old; came to St. Paul in 1851; went to Long
Prairie with a missionary, where lie worked
on the government farm; in the fall of 1851
walked the whole distance from Long Prairie
to St. Paul, or lid miles; taught school
about fifteen miles north of Freeport; re-
turned toSt. Paul 1852; hired out to a car-
penter to do rough work.

GOV. uamsi;t DRIVING nails.

His first duty was to build a fence around
Gov. Ramsey's lot. lie went at it, but
in driving the nails broke every other one,
which attracted the attention of the governor,
who, mi appearing before young Reed, told
bim that lie was destroying more nails than
his day's wages came to.

"Well," said Reed, "these nails are not
good."

"Yes they are," said the Governor, "but
you don't know how to drive them."

"But these nails came from Pittsburgh,
and they are not worth a tinker's snap."

"Oh-hot young man," said the Governor,
these nails are good, but you don't strike
them right. Give me the hammer; I'm an
old cabinet maker, and I'llshow you how to
drive nails," aud the Governor drove every'nail withouta break, to the utter astonish-
ment of Reed.'

"Now, youug man," said the Governor,
"what have you been in the habit ofdoing!"

"Well," said Reed. "Ihave been working
on a farm," his face longer than the board,
he was trying to adjust on the rail of the
fence.

"Take this order," said the Governor;
"go out to my farm, near Lake Como; go to
work and Iwillpay you $35 per month, "and
Mr. Reed did so.

FIRST M'CORMACK KEEPER INTHE STATE.

Here Mr. Reed drove the first reaping ma-
chine ever in the state of Minnesota, and as
four horses were attached to it,he was
prouder then than at auy other period ofhis
life. Jus Ramsey had an ugly horse that could
not be used, but Reed put a" Spanish bit on
bim. hitched him in with the others, and he
worked thereafter as docile as a child. In-
deed, the horse and the machine were great'
curiosities and. many visited the field to see
the animal and the machine cut the grain,
not only that of the Governor's but of the
neighbors at large.

810 INDIANBRAVE.

While at Long Prairie one night the In-
dians stole two horses. Reed went in pur-
suit of them, and coming up with, the
thieves, sought to get back the stolen ani-
mals, when one of the Indians tired his
pistol at him and the powder flew into Reed's
face. Notbiug daunted he knocked the In-
dian down, secured his pistol and its para-
pharn-lia, and was about moving away, when
another Indianknocked him down. Recov-
ering himself, he seized the horses and
mounting his own, started on a full gallop,
when all of a sudden the animal he was
riding, gave a jump and he discovered
an Indian lying by the way- i
wayside who, as he -passed, had tried to j

"iWILL VOTE FOR YOU A8LONO A3 ILIVE."
On the Fourth of Juy, 1852, it was agreed

that the best way to celebrate tbe day was to
entertain strangers at the residences of the
citizens, so J. W. Bass took twenty, some-
body else ten, and Deacon Cavender ten.
Among those who went with Cavender, was
Reed. Fifteen years afterwards Reed ran
for alderman iv the same ward in which
Cavender lived, and Reed, finding out that
Cavender was about to vote against him, ad-
dressed him as follows:

"Cavendei, yon are not going to vote
against me?"

"Yes, Iam."
"Butyou wouldn't vote against a friend

you once entertained at dinner?"
"Younever took dinner with me."
"Yes, Idid."
"Prove it, and Iwill vote for you," said

Cavender, and Reed did prove it, even tell-
ing him what they had for dinner fifteen

"Give me your hand and a ticket," said
Cavender, "I'llvote for you for any office
you may run for, as long as Ilive," and he
did, only regretting that he could not do the
same favor to the other nine who sat down
to his hospitable table on the Fourth of July,
