There is great anxiety for Maine in the

Blame camp. The election occurs on Mon-
day, September Sth, and in addition to the
state ticket and really overshadowing it, is
the question of submitting the complicated
question of a prohibition constitutional
amendment. The liquor laws that have been
enacted there are not satisfactory, and a

jrank prohibition amendment is proposed.

"Tea" to be Lager Beer and
Whisky.

The first of the liquor

seizure cases under the lowa prohibitory law was
ended here to-day, after a three day's
trial. A saloonkeeper of this city
dealing in "Mumm" and "tea" had
his stock confiscated, the claim
being made that the articles of traffic were beer
and whisky, and the jury hoid such to be tbe
case, holding the "muram" to be beer and the
"tea"' whisky,and that they were kept for sale
inviolation of one of the provisions of the new
law. The defendant gave notice of appeal to the
district court. Tha law is being violated daily
and no decisive steps have been taken to en-
force it.

BLACK DAMP.

Seven MenKilled ina Shamokm, Pa-
Mine.

Shamokin; Pa., Aug. 21.
—

Seven men lie
buried in the Greenback colliery, near thin place,
the victims of the deadly black damp. Their
names are: William Kyler, married; William
Carl,married; Patrick H. Hearley, married; Wil-
liam Shaukweiler, married; William Fox, mar-
ried; Kobert White, Mngle; Frank Wardrep,
married. Not since the frightful accident at
Henry Clay's works, years ago, haa this town
been so excited as to-day when tne news of the
disaster spread abroad.

The Greenback colliery is located about two
miles east of Shumckin. On Wednesday fore-
noon the Buckridge colliery on the Kenshaw and
Johnson track, was discovered to be on fire, and
the mouth of the slope was shut up. The Green-
bnck colliery lies next to Buckridge on the Ful-
ton and Beardly track, a line filler of fifteen
yards intervening. When the flre broke out S.
H. Whiting and other miningexperts, after care-
ful examination, decided to drive a hole from the
Greenback into the workings of the Buckridge.

The men who were engaged indriving the hole
worked all night and had made good progress,
and everything at daybreak seemed favorable to

the plans adopted for extinguishing the fire. By
6 o'clock, however, the fire had burned through
the old workings of the water level and great
quantities of gaa began penetrating into tho
Greenback workings, and seven men, whose
names are given, were overcome before they
could get out of reach of the deadly poison.
Valentine Depner made an effort to recover the
bodies and narrowly escaped with his life.

Kverything possible Ubeing done to reach
them, but no doubt exists any longer of their
fate. Eleven ninks are supposed to have been
smothered or burned. The flre is bnrning
more fircely than ever. Both coileries are likely
to be a total loss. Anestimate of lons to the
Philadelphia and Reading Coal and Iron com-
pany, which owned the mines, cannot be made
until the exact extent of the fire is ascertained.
The Greenback and Buekridge eolleries employ
over (500 men and hoys, who willbe thrown out
of employment inconsequence of the fire.

The flre started in the flre house,and the flames
ascended rapidly. All the timbers which sup-
ported the roof of the mines have already been
burned away. Heavy falls of top coal and rock
are constantly occurinu. The Reading official*
are on hand and doing all they can to get the
dead men out. The excitement in town is in-
tense. Atthis time but little headway has been
made. The men are slowly moving down the !
sloue carrying with them arbrattro and air pipas
of three inches in diameter. Itis not supposed
the bodies of the men inthe slope willbe recov-
ered before Saturday morning.

The month of the Burkridge slope was opened
this evening. Gas at the face of the Greenback
colliery overcomes any one who goes within five
feet ofit. Ifair can be put down to the water
level of the Greenback elope, which is about 200
feet higher than the Buckridge, the men can!
easily be reached. Nothing willbe left undone,
nor expense spared to reach the bodies. The
loss to the coal and iron company will probably
reach $100,000, besides the long term of idleness
forced upon the en poyees.

Street and Walk Improvements Orclered-
Honkius Street.

The common council held a speciul meeting
yesterday afternoon at 8 o'clock at tho council
chamber in the city hall for the purpose of tak-
ing final action in the mutter of laying sidewulks.
Considerable otlier business was attended to.

ACommunication was received from the mayor
calling attention to the use of Fifth street as a
hay market and suggesting that the council Kike
some action \vi;h v view to removing this ob-
struction to tho travel of the street.

.lolin G. Baaseu sent in a communication in
which he strted that on thu night of January 23
last, while walking on the Wubashew street
bridge, his foot slipped through a crack in the
floor and his leg was broken. He asks for such
redress as the council is willingto graut.

The following reports from the bourd of public
worßs were favorably acted upon, and the clerk
directed to advertise for bids:

For the construction of a sewer on Dbyton av-
enue, from Farriimton avenue to Summit ave-
nue, ami on Summit avenue, from Dayton avenue
to Kice street: opening, widening and
extension of Van Buren street, from Dale
street to Lexington avenue; opening,
widening and extension of La Fond
street from Dale street to Lexington avenue;
opening, widening and extension of Minnehnha
street from Western avenue to Lexington ave-
nue ;opening wideningand extension of Thomas
street from Dale street to Lexington avenue ;
opening, widening and extension of Edmund
street frjin Dale street to Lexington avenue;

opening, widening and extension of Blair street

from Dale street to Lexington avenue; opening,
widening and extension of Elien street from
Dale street to Lexington avenue ;grading Dayton
avenue from Dale street to Victoria street ;grad-
ingHopkins street from Bradley street to St.
Paul & Duluth railway; grading Kent street from
Iglehart street to Carroll street; grading Missis-
sippi street from Pennsylvania -avenue to Acker
street, and constructing the abutment for the
iron bridge over the track of the St. Paul, Min-
neapolis &Manitoba railway.

The following from the committee on streets

and parks was read, and aftor some discussion
referred back to the same committee :

Resolved, That the Buard of Public Works, in
the matter of paving Fifth street, between St.
Peter and Franklin streets, be requested to so
modify the manner of constructing the curbs and
gutters between the points named as to obviate
the necessity of raising the sidewalks at the cor-
ners of Washington and Fifth streets.

The following communication from the board
of public works was read and placed on file:
To the Board of Public Works:

Gentlemen: In the matter of the enclosed
order, directing plan and estimate of cost ofgrad-
ing Hopkins street, from Bradley street to St.
Paul &Duluth railroad, approved June 19, 1884,
1findthat there is no grade established on this
portion of the street, and that a line from the
grade of Bradley street to the St. Paul &Duluth
railroad willmake a grade 10^ feetper hundred.
A partial grade could be made on this line at an
expense ofabout $100. As a roadway for public
use this would be dangerous, and should not be
constructed. Itmight be admissible simplyas
a convenience forgetting wood out of the yard*
along the railroad track, but, if constructed for
this purpose, the general public should not be
allowed touse it. It should be closed by sub-
stantial gates at the top of the liili,and the par-
ties forvhose use it is constructed should be re-
quired to keep the gates closed except when pas-

UNCONSTITUTIONAL LAW

Knocks Down the Minneapolis Munic-
ipal Court.

A Scuiwtloiial Discovery that Promotes
the JuflticeH of the l'euce.

Another case of unconstitutional legislation is
rising to the surface to be dealt a disruptive
blow by the supreme court within a few days.
Within a short time it has been discovered that
the legislative enactment creating the municipal
court of Minneapolis did not, on its passage, re-
ceive the required two-thirds vote of the legisla-
ture, but only a majority of those present at the
session.

Following the case of the State of Minnesota
exrel Attorney General ilahn vs. W. K. Gould,
judge of the municipal court of the city of Moor-
head, the supreme court will of course, in that
instance, issue a writ of prohibition to Judge
Mahoney, demanding that he pass no more sen-
tences, bold no more hearings, etc.

The mistake of the legislators in the passage
of the act creating the municipal court of our
sister city willthrow matters Into a pretty kettle
of fish, and fatten up the fees of tbe otherwise
impecunious Minneapolis justices of the peace.

THE NEW BEIDGE.

That is to Span tho Mississippi River
at St. Paul.

The followingis a full text of the bill passed
by congress and approved by the president, July
5, for the construction of a bridge across the
Mississippi river at St. Paul:

Anact to authorize foot and carriage or rail-
road bridges across the Mississippi river at Saint
Paul, in the state ofMinnesota.

Be it enacted, etc., That the common council
of the city of Saint Paul, in the state of Minne-
sota, and its successors, are hereby authorized
aud empowered to erect, esiablish, and maintain,
or authorize the erection, establishment, and
maintenance, of one or more foot and carriage or
ranroad bridges across the Mississippi river, ex-
tending from such point or points tobe selected
as lie between the easterly and westerly bound-
aries ofsaid city to a point or points on the op-
posite side of said river,now known as the Sixth
ward of said city;that said bridge or bridges
shall not interfere withthe free navigation of
said river beyond what is necessary in order to
carry into ellect the rights and privileges hereby
granted, and incase of any litigation arising
from any obstruction or alleged obstruction to
the free navigation of said river, the cause may
be tried before the Federal court of the United
States inthe district in which such bridge or
bridges may be situated.

Sec. 2. That anj bridge or bridges bnilt nnder
the provisions of this act may, by direction of
said common council, be built as a draw-bridge,
with a pivot or other form of draw, or with un-
broken or continuous spans : Provided, That if
said bridge or bridges shall bo made with un-
broken and continuous spans, it shall not be of
less elevation inany case than fifty-five and one-
half feet above extreme high water mark over
the main channel of said river,as understood at
the point of location, to the bottom chord of the
bridge, nor shall the spans of said bridge or
bridges give a clear width of water-way of less
than two hundred and fifty feet, and the piers of

said bridge or bridges shall be parallel with the
current of said river, and the ninin span shall be
over the main channel of the river and give a
clear widthof water-way of not less than three
hundred feet. And provided also. That if any
bridge or bridges built under this act shall be
constructed as a draw-bridge, the same shall be
constructed as a pivot draw bridge, witha draw
over the main channel of the riverat nnaccessible
and the best navigable point, and with spans giv-
ing a clear width of water-way of not less than one
hundred and sixty feet on each side of the cen-
tral or pivot pier of the draw, and the next ad-
joining span or spans to the draw shall give a
clear width of waterway of not less than two
hundred and fifty feet, and said spans shall not
be less than thirty feet above low water mark,
and not less than ten feet above extreme high
water mark, measuring to the bottom chord of
the bridge or bridges, and the piers of said
bridge or bridges shall be parallel with the cur-
rent of the river where said bridge or
bridges may be erected; And providedalsu,
That said draw shall be opened promptly upon
reasonable signal for the passage of boats, ves-
sels or other craft: Prodded however. That no
bridge or bridges shall be built under the pro-
visions of this act except there also be built at
the time of the erection of the piers, proper
sheer booms or other proper protection to safely
guide boats, vessels, rafts, and other water
crafts through said spans and at the expense of
the city of St. Paul, or of the persons or corpo-
ration constructing, owning, or operating said
bridge.

Sec. 3. That any bridge or bridges constructed
under this act and according toits provisions and
conditions shail be a lawful structure Or struc-
tures, over which may be transmitted the mails,
troops, and the munitions of war of the United
States free of charge ; and the United States
shall have the right of way for a postal tele-
graph and telephone lines free of charge across
said bridges, and muy declare tue same to be a
postal route.

Sect 4. That the gtrncture or structures herein
authorized shall be built and located under and
subject to snch regulations for the security of
navigation of said river as the secretary of war
shall prescribe, not however tobe in any wise in-
csnsistent with any of the provisions or condi-
tions of this act; and to se-
cure that object the said common
council shall submit to the secretary of war for
his examination and approval a design and draw-
ing of said bridge or bridges and other accessory
works provided for in tiii< act and a map of the
location, giving fortho s, »"e of one mile above
and one mile below the popoced locution, the
topography of thy banks of the river, the shun;

lines at high and low water, the direction and
strength of the current at all stages, and the
soundings, accurately showing the bed of the
stream, the location of any other bridge or
bridges, and shall furnish such other informa-
tion as shall be required for a full and satisfac-
tory understanding of the (subject; and until the
said plan or locatiou of the bridge or bridges and
the accessory works provided lor in thin act are
approved by the secretary of war the bridge or
bridges shall notbe built; and should any change
be made in the plau of baid bridge or bridges
during the process of construction, hu< b
change t-hall be subject to tho
approval of the secretary of war; and the said
structure or structures shall be at all times so
kept and managed as to offer reasonable ami
proper means for the passage of vessels through
or under said structure or structures; and to we.-,

cure the safe passage of vessels at night there
shall be displayed atsaid bridge or bridges, from
the hour of sunset to that of sunrise, such lights
as may be prescribed by the secretary of war;

and the said structure or structures shall be
changed at the cost and expense of said cityof
St. Paul, from time to time as congress may di-
rect, co as to preserve the free and convenient
navigation of -aid river: and tbe authority to
erect and continue said bridge or bridges shall be
subject to revocation and modification by law
whenever the publicgood shall, in the judgement
of congress, so require, without any expense
or charge fat the United States.

Sec. 5. That it shall be the dntyof the Fecre-
tary of war, on satisfactory proof that anecessity
exists therefor, to require the company or per-
sons owningsaid bridge to cause such aids to tbe
passago of said bridge to be constructed, placed
and maintained, at their own cost and expense,
in tbe form of booms, dikes, pier*, or other suit-
able and proper structures forconfining the flow
of water to a permanent channel and forthe quid
ingof rafts, eWatnboats, and other water-craft
safely through the d;a-.v and raft-spans, as shall
be specified inhis order inthat behalf; and on
the failnre of the company or persons aforesaid
to make and establish such additional
structures within a reasonable time, the said
secretary shall proceed to caase the came to be
built or made at tbe expense of the United State*,
and shall refer the matter without delay to the
attorney general of the United States, wbo?e
duty itshall be to institute, in the name of the
United States, proceedings in any circuit court
of the United States inwhich snch bridge, or any
part thereof, U located, for the recovery of the
cost thereof; and all moneys accruing from such
proceedings shall be covered into the treasury of

I the United States.
Sec. 6. That Iks rizM to alter, amend, or re-

peal this act is her 1;)/ expres'ly reserved; and'
the right to acquire any changes in sacb strnc-

i ture, or its entire removal, at the expense of the
jowners thereof, when ever congress shall decide
Ithat the public interest requires it is also ex-

THE RAILROADS.
Tito. Claim That the. Northweitern and Wa-

iitix/iiir<- no Lonyer inthe Tripartite Com-
bination.
Itis the opinion among railroad men that the

position taken by tbe Kock Island and Milwaukee
&St. Paul roadu regarding the Northwestern's
withdrawal of its Sioux City & Pucitic business
from the Western Trunk Line association— that

the Northwestern has thereby forfeited its mem-
bership jju the association

—
ie well taken, but

they cannot see how the Wabash can be forced
outof the association ou account of the North-
western's action. The Kock Island and Milwau-
kee & St. Paul people claim that the North-
western and Wabash came in under the same
supplemental agreement, aud that ifone violates
it both will have to stand the consequence*.
Those who maintain these ideas quote from one
of the supplemental ugreementa to sustain
their position, and then go on to

show from that the Northwestern
is guiltyof a palpable broach of the agreement.
The purchase ofthe Sionx City&Pacific by the
Northwestern, it is said, does not absolve itfrom
its obligations, as it undertook to secure the ap-
proval of tliis contract which it made for itself
and the Sioux City &Pacific. The terms of the
'Contract, they say, secured to the Missouri Pa-
cificH and the Chicago, St Paul &Omnha 5 per
cent, of the revenue which should be divide:!
from traffic originating at or destined to Council
Bluffs, Omaha, and Papillion. The Northwest-
ern and Wabar^h and the St. Paul & Omaha and
Missouri Pacific agreed that these supplemental
agreements should he ratified by tlieirdirectors.
The Northwestern and Wnbaßh directors have
done this, but the Missouri PaciZc and St. Paul
&Omaha division have not taken any action in
this matter, and consequently if. is claimed that
the supplemental agreement has notbeen prop-
erly adopted, and all the roads a!iove namod
which came in under the agreement ecu there-
fore no longer be regarded as members of the
association, the agreement being now in effect
onlyas far as the three original tripartite roads
are concerned.

The Preliminary Skirmtsh.
[Chicago Times, 21. J

The first gun in what promises to be an east-
ern trunk-line passenger war has been fired, and
ifthe hostilities are not at once checked passen-
ger rates between Chicago and New York will
soon go to pieces. The trunk-Una passenger-
pool contract provided that no commissions
should be paid. The pool expired Aug. 1, and
since that date, until within two or three d;.ys,
the provisions of the old contract have been, by
mutual agreement, carried out. The Lake Shore,
Michigan Central, and New York Central have
begun to pay commissions through a steamship
agency on all tickets between Chicago and New
Yorksold by the latter's agents, as the follow-
ing circular issued to agents by Charles Koz-
minsk & Co., representing the Hamburg-
American Packet company at Chicago, will in-
dicate:

We are pleased to inform you that on and after
this date (Au<r. 15,) and until further notice, we
willpay you a commission of S4 on tir.-t and
second class railroad tickets from Chicago to
New York, upon orders drawn on us.

Trusting that this liberal railroad commission,
in addition to the steamship commission paid to
you by us, willbe the medium of greatly in-
creasing your business for the Hamburg-Ameri-
can Packet company, and assuring you, etc.

At the bottom of the circular the rates from
Chicago to New York, on both first and second
class business, are given over only the Lake
Shore, Michigan Central and New York Central.

The other lines will undoubtedly meet this
commission rate, and that means a rapid reduc-
tion of all passenger rates between Chicago anil
New York to a minimum. The Lake Shore and
Michigan Central people justify their action by
charging that certain of their competitors have
been doing the same thing, and that they are
compelled to take this Btep in self protection.
It is to be hoped that n meeting of Mr. Fink's
committee willsoon be called, and that matters
willbe adjusted before the demoralization shall
have made much progress. The prospect of an
early settlement, however, is not promising. •

Prof. Cogan'a Academy of Individual

town is justly proud of the academy build-
ing lately erected here under the supervision
of tlir:Rev. Prof. C'ofran.

Some two years ago a few enterprising
citlzius of the town raised, by subscription,
ahandsome lionus, which, together with live
acres of land, they tendered tbe professor as
an inducement to locate his institution here,
hehaving ~been established some six vtar3
at Grove Lake, where be had become noted
as a successful iustrnetor upon a syst< in en-
tirely new and original,Ithink, with him-
self. Instead of a series of classes, no mem-
ber of which can advance faster than tho
class advances, each pupil is taught and re-
cites individually aud may pursue any one
branch of study with all the facilities of a
college course., and none of the temptations
and extravagancies of a college Hfe.

This plan of teaching opens a wide door to
numbers of boys and young men in every
community, those who by reason of sickness
or any adverse circumstances have been
obliged to abandon their standing in any of
the organized schools, n.ay here resume
their studies, overtake and perhaps advance
beyond their former classmates within a
given time. Besides each student may de-
| vote his whole time to any one branch of

study which his inclinations or interests may
lead him to.

This school is strictly a boarding school;
no day scholars willbe admitted, thus giving
tbe principal entire control, not only of the

While the academy is a Christian institu
tion itis, and ever shall remain, non-sectar-
ian. Every facilitywillbe given the students
in their reading hours to investigate ancient
history, ecclesiastical and profane; the re-
searches of the scientist shall be boldly and
fearlessly discussed, aud at the same tima
the fundamental principles of Cristiauity
rigidly maintained, and infidelity and skep-
ticism find no resting place within its walls.

The location of the building is most ad-
mirable, being on the bank of the beautififi
Sank lake, one mile due north mid in full
view of the town. The main building front-
ing the south is 104x60. On the first floor is
an elegantly fitted up office and reception
room, a large, well lighted, well ventilated
study hall, several recitation rooms, also coat
and wash rooms. The dining room, which
is very large and roomy, is on this floor.
The whole of the second story is nsed as a
dormitory, arranged and furnished with spe-
cial reference to cleanliness and comfort.

The kitchen, laundry and store rooms are
in a separate building in the rear.

There is also adjoining the main building
on the north an annex now being fitted up
as a gymnasium. Boat and bathing houses
willalso be builton the bench, so that the stu-
dent will have abundant opportunities for
physical training and development.
