Tur election campaign in Kansas this fall
will have epecial interest for all who are in-
terested fu the probibition question. That
state, under the lead of St. John and his as-
sociates in the prohibition movement, has
adopted ss a part of its constitution an abso-
lute prohibition of the manufacture and traf-
fic in intoxicating liguors. It is said the re-
#ult has not answered the expectations of the
Probibitionists, and it is apparent that the
anti-prohibition feeling in that state is
stronger than ever before. Those who
are opposed to the prohibition have
now organized a party throughout the state,
sud, calling themselves resuomissionists,
demand that the question be again submit-
ted to popular vote. They will make their

Their state convention met at Topeka Thurs-
day, with the Democtatic convention, and
adopted the fusion to elect Glick for gov-
ernor and Halliday for licutenant governor,
with a great show of enthusiasm. The move-
ment is likely to reduce the Republican ma-
jority in Kansas this year, and to end,
sooner or later, in again legalizing the
manufacture and sale of alcoholic liquors in
Kansas.

MR, DONNELLX'S SPEECH_'.

The great speech delivered by Mr. Don-
nelly at Glencoe last Wednesday night is
given in full in this morning’s GLOBE.
While it is 2 lengthy document it is one
which, onee begun, the reader will not lay
the paper aside until he has read the last
line. While it is a masterly and crushing
expose of the record of Major Strait, it is a
document which will bear a wide circulation,
and should be put in the hands of every
voter, not only in Minnesota, but in the en-
tire northwest.
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BLAINE’'S PETTIFOGGING.

It may be of interest to those who pin their
faith to Blaine on account of his supposed
regard for the rights of American citizens
abroad, to read his opinfon in the case of
O’Connor, a naturalized Irishman, who was
arrested while on a visit to Ireland, under
the notorious act of March, 1881. This act
provided that any person living in a pro-
scribed district might be arrested at the will
of the Lord Lieutenant and sent to Windsor
without bail or trial. It was under this ne-
farious act that O’Connor was arrested, and
soon after his casc was brought before the
administration at Washington. The follow-
ing is the opinion which Mr. Blaine filed in
regard to the application: “The act of par-
liament,”’ he said,

Under which Mr. O'Connor is heldis a law
of Great Britain, and it is an elementary princi-
ple of public law that in such case the govern-
ment of that country, in the exercise of its var-
ied functions, judicial und executive, adminis-
tersand interprets the law in question. The
right of every government in this respect is ab-
solute and sovereign, and every person who vol-
untarily brings himself within the jurisdiction
of the country, whether permanently or tempo-
rarily, is subjcet to its laws. whether he be a
citizen or mere resident, so long as in the case
of an alien resident no treaty stipulation or
principal of international law is contravened
by the proceedings taken against him. In
stating this familiar principle no more is con-
ceded to Great Britain than every country may
of right demand, and it is one of the sovereign
rights that the government of the United
States has alwaye insisted upon and maintained
for itself.

When it is remembered that under the act
of parliament the act of habeas corpus was
suspended, and the liberty of any person
within certain limits was at the mere whim of
an individual, it is not  apparent
that Mr. Blaine took that decided
course with Great Britain which itis expected
heis to take by Irish supporters. If he
would not interfere in the case ofan Ameri-
can citizen arrested without warrant, and
confined in prison without the privilege of
bail or trial, in what case would he make
himself felt? His opinion above given, and
which appeared in the Congressional Record,
Nov. 25, 1881, is one of the most cowardly
imaginable. It proves that heis willing that
any outrage may be perpetrated on any
American citizen, provided it is done under
cover of local law. In the same spirit of
subserviency he would not object to the mas-
sacre and eating of Americans by cannibals
for the reason that it Is permitted by the law
of the country in which it should occur.

{0 AMERICAN GOLD.

For many years one of the rallying cam-
paign cries in this land of universal balloting,
was ‘“British Gold!”’ It is heard even yet
from some of the old fossils who have not
advanced any in a quarter of a century;and
who are like a venerable Georgia ‘-cracken”
who issued a few days since from the ‘brush”
and learned for the first time that Lee had sur-
rendered. But there was a time, when,fail-
{ny in all other matters wherewith to damn a
caudidate, there was hurled on him the
weirht of “British Go!d.”” When no stain
could be found in a man’s private life, when
he was known to be immaculate as a citizen
and a politician, then it was that his motives
were explained by the startling announce-
ment that he was the recipient of ‘‘British
Gold.” If this charge did not settlea candi-
date, it was not because there was any fail-
ure in making the charge, or let-up in its
reiteration .

Steangely enough, this method of ecam-
paigning has been transferred to great Brit-
ain, or rather, American gold is now cut-
ting afigure in English politics. This class
ot political eampaigning is not a new one in
England, save in so far as it makes use of
American gold. Anyone familiar with Eng-
lish politics knowa that there have been
times when ‘‘French Gold” played a very im-
portant part, and that the influence of “Ger-
man Gold” and even ‘‘Russian Gold,’”” hus
been potent in the shaping of English af
fairs. That is to say, whenever a party in
England cannot otherwise malign the oppo-
sitlon, itcharges it with being corrupted
by somebody’sgold. Itis now the fact that
the wdvocates and leaders of the movement
in favor of the extension of the franchise are
being charged with being corrupted by
sAmerican Gold.” The franchise agitation
originated in this country, and has for its
purpose the corruption of English polities by
diluting it with Yankee Republicanism, and
has forite end the ultimate abolition of the
crown and the House of Lords. These as-
sertions are being freely made by the St.
James Gazeite, and probably are believed by
the editor and a certain per cent.of his
readers.

Admitting this to be true, it proves that
this conntry hastaken a long stride forward
in political management, and development.
We lhave established a republic on our own
accournrt, and now we are furnishing the gold
for the establishmentof aunother one. It
may be that the patriots who are supplying
gol;l trom tlsis side for the purpose of turning
England into & republic may be under the
impression that the attempt has failed here,
and timt there are better opportunities for
pushing the experiment in Great Britain.
There are many people, who, examining this
government without knowing its professe
chareter, would not suspect that itisa re-
publie, or, if one, that it is & very dishonest,
and badiy-managed one. It is possible,then,
thai there are good republicans, in the true
meaning of the term (not the Biaine repub
licans Wwho do wish to found a republic, and
who are direeding their efforts towards Grea
Britain.

1f it be the iutent of these American po-
litical philanthropists to establish a true re-
publie in Great Britala, then it will be mon-
ey well spent in case of success, but if the
purpose be to rear one similer to the Repubd-
lican Republic such as has beeu in exist-
encein this country since 1860, then the
English people will do well to resist the in-
novation at any cost of either blood and
mouney. They would find themsclves in-
fected with a political iteh, in case of the
success of such a republie; they bave never
hnown in the worst phases of their career.

BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS.

Various City Improvements Taken
Up and Acted Upon.

An Alderman Called Upon to Back Up His
Statements.

At the regular meeting last evening all the
members were present and Mr. Farrington
presiding, the following business was trans-
acted.

In the matter of the assessment for grad-
ing Winnifred strect from Goffe street to
Ohio street and Starkey street from East
Delos street to the levee, all notices of as-
sessments were annulled and the elerk
ordered to give new notice,

The contract of Geo. A. Moran for grading
Herman street from Pleasant avenue to Ex-
change street was referred to the attorney to
to draw up and the president to execute.

The estimate of $2,720, of J W. Donerty,
for sewer on Mississippi and Williams streets
was approved and allowed.

An adverse report was sent to the council
in the matter of grading and guttering Min-
nehaha street from Seventh to Burr strects.

The matter of the change in the contract
of John W. Doherty, for the construction of
asewer on Mississippi and Nash streets,
from Nash fo Willams and Mt. Airy streets,
and from Missis¢lppi to L'Orient street, was
reterred to the city attorney to prepare neces-
sary papers to carry out.

The following were referred to the engin-
eer for plan and estimate of cost: Grading,
paving, curbing and constructing the neces-
sary retaining Wall on  Oakland avenue, as
lutely opened frém Ramsey street to Summit
avenue; grading Front street from Como
avenue to Victoria strect; constructing a
sewer on Norris street from Canada street to
Cooper street; constructing a retaining wall
to proteet the steps running from Dakota
avenue to Prospect Terrace; grading View
street from Randolph to Grace street.

The following were referred to the engi-
neer for profile: change of grade on Burr
street from York to Case street, and chang-
ing the grading of Grove street, between
Mississippi street and Monroe place.

The resolve of the council that the board of
public works are hereby directed to construct
a stone sidewalk along the west, side of Sib-
ley street in front of lot 6, in block 8, Whit-
ney & Smith’s additian to 8t. Paui; also on
the north side of Sixth street from Jackson
street to Sibley street, was referred to the
engineer to carry out by yeas. 5, nays 1.

The matter of opening a strect through the
north one-half of lot 3, of Leech’s out lots,
irom Prairie street to Sturgis street, was re-
ferred to the engineer for plan of land to be
taken.

The following was unanimously adopted
by the board:

WHEREAS,—At 2 meeting of the common
council on the 19th day of Augzust, 1884,
Alderman Dowlan publicly charged the board
of publ’e works and the city engineer with
having a tered the order of the common
council for the paving of Broadway from
Third street to Grove street, so that the same
was made to read from Third street to Miss-
issippi street, thence on Mississippi street to
Grove street, and stated that he bad the evi-
dence before him to prove his charge, there-
fore be it

Resovel, That the common council be re-
spectfully requested to ask Alderman Dowlan
to produce before this board his alieged proofs
without delay. Adopted, yeas 6.

Moved that after Sept. 8 next the Friday
cvening meeting of the board be dispensed
with. Adopted.

Adjourned.

WEST SEVENTH STREET PEOPLE.

Appeal to the City Attornay to Ascer-
tain Their Rights Regarding
the Street Railway.

A meeting was held at the Migsion school
on West Seventh street last night, of resi-
dents and property owners of the southern
limit of the Fourth ward, to protest against
the action of the strect railway company in
the abandonment of that portion of the track
on West Seventh street between Randolph
street and Lee avenue.  The attendance was
quite large and the proceedings were char-
acterized by an earnestness and force that
seemed to indicate business.

It may be stated that up to a few weeks
ago the street railway company ran its cars
to the old barn on West S8eventh street, or
more properly speaking, to Lee avenue.
Recently the company abandoned the track
between the streets named, making the term-
inus of the road at Randolph street, and
thereby cutting off the facilities of transpor-
tation to the very large populalion resid-

ing beyond that thoroughfare and
on the line of  Seventh street.

The action of the company in depriving so
large a number of citizens of the privileges
formerly enjoyed aroused a spirit of indig-
nation, and the feeling crystalized into a call
for the meeting which was held last night.

The meeting was called to orderat 8
o’clock, and Mr. E. D. Trudgeon was elected
president and Mr. J. T. Kerker secretary.
Mr. Trudgeon explained the object of the
meeting, and read two communications from
President Lowry, of the Street Railway
company. The first communication
was dated August 18 avd referred toa con-
versation with Mr. F. B. Clark regarding a
bonus which was to have been paid the com-
pany for laying certain portions of the track,
and Mr. Lowry stated that the company was
ready to carry out their part of the contract,
and that if the citizens would fulfill their
agreement, the cars would be run as before.

The second letter, dated August 21, re-
ferred to the call for the meeting and inti-
mated that as the company was both able
and willing to protect its legal rights, the
gooner war was commenced, if this was what
they wanted, the better.

A general discussion ensued, in the course
of which it was explained that, according to
an old contract, made over two years ago,
the citizens agreed to pay for the cost of lay-
ing the track, providing that it was put down
by Sept. 20, but that it was not laid for some
time afterwards, and moreover that the com-
pauy had never called on the residents for
subscriptions, but that the track had been
abandoned without their consent or knowl-
edge. It was also explained that the com-
pany now dematidéd the price of the double
track before running the cars to the old ter-
minus.

It was then decided to appoint a commit-
tee of three to confer with the city attorney
and city engineer with the view of ascertain-
ing the rights of the people in the premises.
Messrs. Orme, McVeigh and Kerker were
appointed as such committee, and they were
also instructed to confer with the president
of the company. A vote of thanks was ten-
dered the members of the press in attend-
ance, and the meeting adjourned until next
Friday night at the same place.

Death of Ex-Alderman Fischer.

Ex-AMerman Louis Fischer, of No. 80
West Seventh street, whose illness was men-
tioned yesterday morning, expired yesterday
afternoon, at the age of afty-four years. His
iliness was of & very brief eharacter, lasting
but two days, yet during all that time he
was unconscious, He was a8 tailor by trade,
and was always a quiet, gentlemanly, unob-
trusive citizen.  He was not active as a pol-
ftician. In the council Mr. Pischer always
performed the duties devolving upon him in
a quiet, pleasant and conscientious manner.
He never sought to avoid any work that be-
longed to him to do, and was a peinstaking
member. He seldom spoke, and when he
did it was to the point. He wasa good citi-
gen, an exeellent neighbor and am homest
man. Notice of his funeral will be given
hereafter.

Cattle Disease—Notice to Stoek Men.

Froora. Kas., Aug. 22.—Hoan John Full-
enwiider, member of the United States board
of anima! industry, made an examination of
thiee head of grade eatfle that have just died
here, and pronounced the disesse splenie, or
Texas fever. A gentleman by the name of
Lake F. Joues shipped forty-eight head of
Holstein, Durbam and Hereford cattle from
Wellingion, 0., ¢ ihe?ounlr. arriving

here August 7. They were unloaded at De-
catur, {ll,, where there were several head of
sick and dead cattle, presumably of Texas
fever. 1In seven days after unloading at De-
catur, several head of Mr. Jones’ cattle
were taken sick. Of the forty-eight
head, nine have died and nine others were
sick, but have recovered. Although the
cattlie were in the pasture with others, none
haye been sick or exhibit symptoms of the
disease. These cattle were given cpsom
salts and fed green corn, which seemed to
have good effects. Mr. Fullenwilder asks
the press of the states of Kansns, Minne-
sota and Nebraska, and the territories of
Dakota and' Montana to request all stock
men to furnish him with a list of all deaths
in their herds, with the cause of same, from
January last to date, with future reports to
January 18385.

CHANDLER'S YACHT SUNK

The U. S. Naval Steamer Talla-
poosa Sunk in a Collision,

Said to Have Been Caused by a Wrong
Order to the Helmsman.

Secretary Chandler Not on Board—Four Men
Missing—Personal Effects Lost.

The Vessel Can be Raised and a ¥at Job
Provided in Repairing Her.

Corrrat: Crry, Mass.. Aug. 22.—The Uni-
ted States steamship Tallapoosa sank off this
coagt last night. The survivors landed at
Woodsholl. She collided with a three masted
schooner, and lies with the mainmust and
the top of the smokestack out of water. 1t
is reported eight lives were lost by the disas-
ter.

THE PARTICULARS.

BosToN, Aug. 22.—The facts of the sink-
ing of the Tallapoosa are ps follows. The
Tallapoosa, with 190 men and officers, was
bound to Newport to take on board Secretary
Chandler. At 11 o’clock lasl night, during
a thick fog, threc miles cast of Oak Bluffs,
Martha's Vineyard, she was struck in the
bow by the schooner James 8. Lowell, of
Bath, Capt. Reed, from Baltimore for Port-
land, with a carzo.of coal. Her side was
crushed in and she sank in five minutes in
ten fathoms of water.

As she went down her whistle was blown as
a signal of distressand heard by the steamer
Gate Clty, which came to her assistance and
rescued the erew with the exception of the
surgeon and one man who are said to be
missing.  The Gate City blew a whistle and
the steamer Fish-hawk, lying at the wharf at
Woodsholl, sent her steam launch.  The
Gate City lay to until 3 o’clock transfering
the crew to the launch.  Theyall landed at
Woodshgil. The Taillapoosa lies on what is
known as Smash meadow. The smoke stack
only is visible. The schooner Jas. 8. Lo-
well hasaboard several of the Tallapoosa
passengers.

HOW 1T HAPPENED.

Capt. Reed, of the schooner James S. Lo-
well, states that he was passing through the
sound last night with a strong southwest
wind, all sails set and was going at nine
knots. The night was clearbut dark. When
two miles away the lookout reported a light
ahead. Shortlyit was seen to be a ned
light, and he said, speaking to the wheelman,
“Red, Lord keep herstraight!” I stood:near
the wheel during all the time and the course
was not altered antil word
came that the green light could be seen to
avoid a collision, seeing the steamer was do-
ing nothing to avold us, I ordered the helm
dropped head down, but before it could be
done, and before my vessel had altered her
course at all, the two vessels struck each
other, their stems seemingly coming together
exactly. Our vessel's stem glanced by the
Tallapoosa’s and penetrated her hull.  After
the vessels stopped the steamer swung-round
along side of the Lowell and her crew might
have jumped on board, but it was not then
known what was the condition of either ves-
sel.  After getting my family into the boat
I examined my vessel and found she was
leaking quite badly, though notin immediate
danger of sinking. The Tallapoosa drifted
away from us and sank within ten minutes,
before many of the officers and crew had left
her. As ghe went down those who could do
so took to the rigging, and were taken off
later. The schooner Mary A.
Wood came along and assisted in
saving crew, and later the steamer Gate City
was signaled and came to our assistance.
After all who were saved had been trans-
ferred she steamed away to Woodsholl.  Our
vessel was badly damaged, the stem  being
started and the wood ends injured. She
made twenty-one inches of water in a short
time. We were under way proceeding to
Vineyard Haven.” Touching the collision,
Captain Read says: ‘It is the most carcless
piece of work I ever saw. The night was
clear, and the lights of the Lowell were
burning all night and were perfectly visible
a long distance.

NEGLIGENCE OF THE OFFICERS.

There was some difliculty in obtaining the
story of the steamer’s officer, her executive
officer, to whom the reporters were referred,
declining to make any statement. One of
the men on the the look out on the” steamer
says hé saw the schooner’s lights fiftcen min-
utes before the collission, and reported the
fact. Several of the crew of the steamer ac-
knowledged th: steamer to be at fault, and
admited that the schooner was stcering south-
east by south, and the steamer in
exactly an  opposite dircction,  with
the sailing vessel having the right of way by
law. Many men were in the water, being
fished up an hour after the sinking of the
vessel. Numerons wrecking schooners and
the steamers Fish Hawk and Verbena are
cruising about the sound in the vicinity,
secking to secure bodies of the drowned and
any wreckage.

THE MISSING.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 22.—The names of the
missing from the Tallapoosa are: Past As-
sistant Surgeon Clarence E. Black and Geo.
E. Foster, a landsman. Some of Secretary
Chandler’s personal effects were in the vessel
when she sank.

ANOTHER ACCOUNT.

Bostox, Aug. 22.—Paymaster Tarbell, who
was a passenger on the Tailapoosa, says: “It
was about 10 o’clock when the schooner

struck. I was abed, and supposed she had
gone aground. Some one called down the
companionway, ‘‘All hands abandon the
ship!” The men rushed on the
deck, but there was mno excite-
ment. The officers a2nd men were
very cool. A few who were near

the bow jumped overboard, but moest of us
took the boats. As soou as we were clear
from the ship we could see the result of the
collision. We were in channel and the
schooner bad struck us square on the star-
board side by the foremast. The schooner’s
bow cuct half way through the ship, tearing
a terrible hole inside, through which the wa-
ter was rushing. The foremast was cut away
and the schooper’s bow shattered. The
Tallspoasa sank in ten minntes. All that
can be seen of her now is about half her
smoke stack. She sank bow first, and there
was no time to save anything. We had to
leave just as we turned out of bed. The
schooner sent boats to help pick up those in
the waterand to tender any assistance nec-
essary. Another schooner also came up,
and took part of the men, while the re-
mainder went on board the schooner that
run us down. She was leaking badly
the captain was afraid he could not keep her
above water. The water was gaining on
him, so our men took turns at the pumps
uniil be could get the steam pumps working.
After that be was all right. The Gate City
came up in a few minutes, and took the Tal-
lapoosas crew. Our men were destitate of
clothes, but their wants were supplied by
the officers and men. When we were to-
gether the roll was ealled, and we found
two men were missing. Dr. Black, the
sargeon, and one of the men did notanswer.
They were probably drowned. No one saw
them go down. When last seen Dr. Black
was afloat on a rail preparing to jumo. Cool-
ness of officers and men accounts for the
small loss of life. The captain told me that
every boats crew was at their and the
men went to boats ed them.

LIEUTENANT EVERETT SPE .

BostoN, Aug. 22.—Lieut. Willlam H.
Everett, excutive officer, ensign Willlam B.
‘Whittles, and Mate Hugh Kuhl with 100 men
trom the wrecked Tallapoosa arrived to-night
at the navy yard, where they go upon Wwait-
ing orders. Lieut. Everett says he belicved
the Tallapoosa did act in a manner to avoid
the line water over which the schooner
would cover. He was on deck at time of the
collision, but from conversation he has had
since he feels convinced that steamer was
in the right. ““The vessels,”” he says, ‘‘were
coming in diametrically opposite directions.
The head of the schooner should have
been hept straight, and we should have
passed to one side of her; but it would seem
as though the officers in charge of the sehooner
were afraid we would not alter our course,
and turoed their vessel’s head from the
|ﬁ'opar course. Now it is a perfectly eagy
thing to avoid a fixed point, but when that
puint keeps bobbing around there is no tell-
ing whbat to do. The very way the schooner
struck us would indicate that she had
changed her course, coming as she aid full
head into us, instead of grazing along the
sida.”?

WHAT THE BAILORS SAY.

Statements of others of the Tallapoosa,
however, would tend to show that a different
set of movements were followed. The gen-
eral opinion among the sailors is that the
schooner was moving in such way as to
leave the Tallapoosa the option of passing
astern or across her bows. The Tallapoosa
chose the latter course, and in endeavoring
to glide in front was run into by the
schooner. Says a sailor, who claims to have
been in the pilot house at the time of the
disaster: ‘The captzin, navigator and mate
saw  the lights of the schooner. but
disputed whether it was a green
or a red light, avnd finally the cap-
tain  exelaimed: “Well, do something;
turn her cne way or the other, ‘“‘and then we
struck.”’ One of the men at the wheel de-
clares that ‘‘they gave order hard a-starboard
when it ought to bave been hard a-port.”’
Wherever the fanit rested, certain it Is that
the schooner plunged full head into the Tal-
lapoosa on the starboard bow, and cut clear
through the timbers of the vessel, opening an
immense hole for water to pour in.

About sixteen men were on the deck of
the government boat with the watch, but ac-
cording to the statements of several of the
wateh, they and most of their comrades were
asleep forward. The men of
the crew below were rudely awakened
by a terriffic shock, and eprang hastily
from their hammocks. The water flooded
both decks, and instantly the sailars aban-
doned everything and rushed on the deck
through the debris. There they found eon-
fusing noises resounding, so as to drown all
words of the ofiicers, eaused by the escaping
stcam through the whistle. The steam was
quickly cut off and then the only order of
the hour was heard: “Man the boats—
abandon ship.”” The was no confusion. but
a great deal of haste. Some twenty or thirty
men took to the water instead of the boats.
All of this happened in a little
over five minutes. The Tallapoosa had
already begun to settle,and in a few minutes
her hull was completely submerged. Not
one of the head officers had left the craft.
Captain Merry, Licutenant Everett, Engin-
eer Towne, Muster Mechanic Steever and
Walker, and four railorstook to the rigging,
surmising the depth of the water was not
sufficient to submerge the maintop. Ensign
Whittesey and Mate Gallagher clung to the
ridge rope. The schooner in the collision
had stood by to aid the boats, and boats
made to her as well as to » second schooner,
the Mary A. Hood, which hove to in
response to calls for help. Having placed the
men on board, the boats returned and took
the sailors floating in the water, and rescued
the others from the rigging., Capt. Merry
was the last man to leave his vessel, and
Licut Everett left only just before him. No
attempt was made to save personal effects.

The men were later transferred to the
steamer Gate City, of Boston, for S8avannah.
which brought them to Woodsholl. The men
reached here this evening, Capt. Merry re-
maining with a few scamen at Woodsholl.
Four men were reported lost, but of these
only one was drowned. The man lost was a
colored saloon bhand mnamed George
Foster, belonging in Norfolk, Virginia. He
had quickly seized alife preserver, and rush-
ingto the hurricane deck threw himself, pre-
server in hand, over the stern. His body
struck upon the the monkey rail, and he was
probably instantly killed, for the preserver
floated, but the body was not to be seen.
The other two missing men are William
O’Donnell, a seaman, of Boston, and W. E.
Jones, landsman, of Wilmington. It is con-
fldently believed they have stowed them-
selvesaway in the Gate City. Beveral of the
sailors declare-ghey saw Jones upon the Gate
City. A fewof the sailors were also injured
by the faliing spars and by slipping down
the chains, but none seriously. The carpen
ter's mate, Chas. Carlson, who went to the
surgeon even when the ship was sinking, to’
sccure treatment, was seriously injured
while lying in his hammock on the berth
deck, by afalling mast. His wounds are on
the band and leg.

EXAMINING THE WRECK.

Said Exccutive Officer Everett: “Friday
morning we went out to look at the wreck.
We found only a .portion of her mainmast
and smokegtack above the water. I think
she can be raised. She is worth it. The
launch, we found, had been removed from
its anchorage, and we soon discovered a lit-
tle schooner making off with the boat as
booty. We gave chase and got it back.”
Lieut. Everret strongly denies the statement
that the Tallapoosa had acquired an un-
favorable reputation in maritime circles,
and says: ‘I mnever heard her ecalled
“old calamity,”” and I have always consid-
ered her reputation very good. She never
had any serious accidents, the accident with
a schooner a year or two ago being excus-
able.

THE SPEED.

Master Mechanic Steever was in charge of
the enginc at the time of the disaster. He
says they were going at nine or ten knots an
hour at the time, the regular rate being
twelve to fourteen. Only one boiler was in
operation. They kept on at this rate until
two minutes after the collision. Two
beils were rung and I slackened speed.
Immediately the water began to pourinto the
room, and he was obliged to rush out. It
was exactly 11:10 p. m. when they first were
struck. He went to the rigging with the
captain and others. Boats made off for the
schooner, each looking after himself.  Cap-
tuin Merry bziled them, and finally the whole
boat returned for them, and afterward the
barge for the captain and lieutenant. He
found that the general opinion is the Talla-
poosa attempted to crose the schooner’s bow,
and got run down. The Tallapoosa, in bhis
opinion, was a splendid boat.

WHAT THE MATE SAYS.

Mate Kuhl says: *‘My state room was
abaft where the s¢hooner struck. I rushed
on deck and heard some one groaning be-
gide a fullen spar. I turned to look for the
man, but then heardtbe order to abandon
the ship, and hurried to my boat. We picked
up all those floating that we could,and pulled
to the schooner in the collision. I staid on
that vessel with seven men,after others were
taken on the Gate City, to help if necessary.
We found the Lowell’s wood end sprung and
lesking a little, so we patched it up with
oekum. She was not badly injured.

The light house inspector has placed a new
buoy over the wreck of the Tallapoosa in
nine and one-kall isllioms of water.

THE PAYMASTER'S VERSION.

@orrace City, Mass., Aug. 22.—Paymas-
ter Tiffany, of the Tallapoosa, came here
swimming. Hesays be was asleep when the
collision oceurred, and on reaching the deck
learned the steamer was sinking. He took
his station for a time, and finding his pres-
ence there of no avail he went below, hur-
ridly collected a few valuables, and returned
to the deck just in time to dive through
the stern part as the ship settled into the
water.

A CAMPAIGN TRICK.

Government Officials Substitute Re-
bublican Lies for Democratic
Truths.

WasHINGTON, Aug. 22.—Secretary Post of
the Democratic congressional campaign com-
mittee, discovered to-day that the committee
was helping along the Republican campaign
by distributing Republican documents. The
Democratic committee has been sending out,
as one of its principal cal.npalgn documents,
a speech delivered by Senator Voorhees
on the imprisonment of McSweeny, an
Irish suspect, by the British officials during
the Garfield administration, and copies of
the speech are obtained by the committee
by requisition upon the senate folding room.
They are delivered to the committee in large
quantities of several thousand ata time,
alrcady folded and in wrappers, and are ad-
dressed by the committee’s employes and
placed in the mails. It appears to bave been
the custom of the committee to rely alto-
gether upon the integrity and care of the
senate  folding room officials, and to
mail the docaments received from them
without examination. To-day, however, an
employe of the committee discovered, on ac-
cidentally opening one of the documents he
was about to malil, that instead of Voorhees’
speech the committee was distributing—
‘‘“where they wonld dothe most good’—a
Republican campaign document entitled
“History and bencficence of protection,”
made up of speeches on thgbpmtectlonlst side
of the tariff question, delivered in the house

of representatives last winter. An exami-
nation followed, and disclosed
the fact that  all the supposed
Voorhees speechies in  the possesgion

committee were copies of this document.
Sceretary Post went at once to the superin-
tendent of the folding room and took him to
task about the matter, and was informed
that the substitution of one document for
another was an honest mistake.

Tt
has the merit of comparative brevity, but no
other that we can discern. He acquiesces in the
principles set forth in the Chicago platform. e
has views about civil service reform that should
please those Republicans who asked for his
nomination. He thinks the working classes
ought to be protected, and he indites a few plat-
titudes that are fitted to any situation, It is
spiritless and ineffectual writing, the fecblest
and most unstatesmanlike document that a
like occasion in our history has ever inspired.

There exists
for us as a class, but one market, one set of
buyers, who ecan grade our wheat to suit
themselves, end fix the price accordingly,
and from this decision there is practically no
appeal.

By this means, the very low market price
has, in many or most cases, been made
lower to the extent of 5, 10, or even
more cents per bushel, as can be abund
1y established by aflidavits: and from t
low price the rich corporations which have
built their roads with the people’s money
and lands, extort their pound of flesh in  the
shape of an exorbitant and ruinous rate for
transporting our grain. Need we tell you,as
business men, that this process leaves us no
margin of profit? Need we explain to you
that the result of it is that the amount the
producer is allowed to retain, is only suftici-
ent to defray expenscs, and lure him on to
produce another crop: while all the profits of
his work, of his risk, and the cream of hisg
fertile lands are being transferred to the
pockets of monopolists? Thus the money
that should go to the couniry merchant, and
through them to you, is diverted from its
proper purpose, and made to swell dividends
upon watered stock, and enrich millionaires.

The name of this monster is railway and
elev ator monopoly: and its brain is the Mil-
lers Association. That it exists in deflance
of law, as well as of right and justice, we
know full well. But ithas fastenedits dead-
ly and tenacious grip upon us and to shake
it off will require a desperate struggle. For
that struggle the farmers of the Red River
Valley, in common with those of the state at
large, are -mow  girding themselves. Con-
seious of their power, they are organized to
place legislation upon our statute books as
will result in throttling this monster and re-
leasing his grip.  In this effort we are bound
to succeed for right and justice, as well as
power, is on our side.

But we invoke your aid in this great work.
We want you to know why it is that we can-
not pay our debts, and where the moncy that
rightfully belongs to yon, goes to; and hav-
ing shown you this, we ask you to take hold
at the proper time and see that from your
great commereial eity no pot-house politician,
or suppliant tool of mounopoly, shall enter
the degislative hallg, and thus aid us to  win
the coming vietory, and share with us in its
grand results.
