The park contains about sixty acres, and
has a yery fine half mile track constructed
after the most modern and approved meth-
ods, and which contains just enough of the
admixture-of sand so that two hours after a
Leavy shower it is ready for trials of speed.
The track is neatly fenced upon both sides
and opposite the judges’ stand and report-
ers’ gallery (which is a fine three-story build-
ing,) is the ampitheater. This will comfort-
able seat three thousand people, and will be
enlarged if thought necessary. The nature
of the ground however is such that a most
excellent view of the entire track can be had
at & number of points adjoining the home
stretch and along the last quarter.

The general character of the ground which
composes the park, and which is nicely en-
closed with the regulation eight foot tight
board fence, i3 slightly rolling, and thus
thoroughand perfect drainage is readily se-
cured.

THE BUILDINGS.

At the left of the Broadway street entrance
are located the long lines of stables and
sheds necessary to the reception and proper
care of horses, cattle, sheep and swine pre-
sented for exhibition. The south side of the
grounds are also lined with stables for a good
share of its length, and in fact along the
west side, except in close proximity to the
Exposition building and Floral hall. The
stables are of th\. most desirable nature,
large and roomy, and are furnished with sin-
gle roof, and are as comfortable quarters as
can be found in any of our modern palace
trotting stables. They contain five hundred
stalls and are easy of access, while an abund-
ance of the best of pure well water is close
at hand. The sheep and swine pens, seven-
ty-four in number, are also well built and
have heavy plank floors.

mmanm.\ BUILDING.

This mammoth structure, which was en-
tirely demolished by the cyclone last year,
and again rebuilt, is located on the west side
of the grounds at the right of the main en-
trance and nearly in the rear of the amphi-
theater. Itis 72x112 feet in extent, two
stories high, and is constructed upon the
plan of the Centennial buildings used at
Philadelphia. It is a magnificent building,
and by far the finest one of its character in
the state. Tt will contain the flne arts gal-
lery and all smaller articles of exhibition,
except the vegetables and grains, which will
be consigned this year to the building now
known as Floral hall, an octagon structure,
which is 208 feet in circumference, and is
located near its more pretentious mneighbor.

PRIVATE BUILDINGS.

PUBLIC LAND THIEVES.

Fraudulent Entries in all the
Western States and Ter-
ritories.

Extra Land Grabbing Operations of
the Great Cattle Raising
Companies.

Numerous Complaints | Accusing, Govern-

WasmiNeroN, D. C., Aug. 24.—Some time
since the commissioner of the genersl land ofilce
ordered a sarvey of certain public lands in Colo-
rado and Nebraska with a view of bringing suits
at the next term of court against cattle com-
panies that have illegally fenced in large tracts in
those states. A special agent, who has been
superintending the survey in Colorado, in a re-
port to the commissioner says that eight cases
have been found against the Prairie Caitle com-
pany, composed of Scotchmen. An examina-
tion has been made of tracts containing respect-
fully 100 square miles, 25 square miles, 16 square
miles and 5 square miles. The agent is at pres-
ent examining a tract containing over 100 squ are
miles. All of these are under control of the
Prairie  Cattle company and the agent
says are illegally fenced in. Officials in the land
office say the practice of illegally fencing large
tracts of land and making fraudulent entries has
been greater the past year than ever before.
They clajm that between 5,000,000 and 6,000,000
of acres are now illegally fenced and that several
million of acres are fraudulently entered. Com-
plaints from settlers are being received daily by
agentg,and at the land office here. Settlers say
the cattle men are driving them away and taking
from them lands which they have settled upon.
One of the land officials sald that if' the practice
is continued cattle men will have control of the
best public lands in the United States within

twenty years. Relative to fraudulent
entries of land, a land agent in
New Mexico informs the general land

commissioner that of the entries of land in that
territory ninety per cent. are fraudulent, and
another agent in Dakota, writing npon the same
subject says that seventy-five per cent. of the
entries are fraudulent in that territory. A table
completed, yesterday, for the forthcoming an-
nual report of the land commissioner, shows the
number of fraudulent entries that have been in-
vestigated during the past pear and approxim-
ately the number of illegally fenced aces (in the
various states and territories) 10 be as follows:
Arkansas 70 fraudulent entries, Dakota 460;
Colorado 880,and 2,800,000 acres illegally fenced,
California 139, New Mexico 827
and 1,500,000 acres illegally fenced
Minnegota 311; Washington Territory 109 ; Idaho
021; Nebraska 170 and 300,000 acres illegally
fenced; Montana 24, Wyoming 10, and 250,000
acres; Alabama 153; Wisconsin 10; Florida 71;
Oregon 83; Kansas 182 and 600,000 acres;
Nevada 60,000, Besides the cases embraced in
the foregoing list there are about 5,000 entries
on which action has been suspended until an
examination can be made by special agents.
These entries will average about 150 acres of
land each. Acting Commissioner Harrison says
that no doubt but there are 1,500 other frandu-
lent entries but that the office can only investi-
gate those which are brought to its attention

by settlers and  others. Among the
cases of unouthorized fencing  specially
reported to the land office by

agents are those of the Pruirie Cattle company,
(Scotch) embracing upwards of 1,000,000 sacres;
the Arkansas Valley company, 1,000,000; H. H.
calf, 200,000; John W, Powers, 200,000 ; Mc-
& Davis, 75,000: J. W. Frank, 40,000;
Garnett & Langford, 30,000; E. C. Lane, 50,000;
Beatty Bros., 40,000; Chick, Brown & Co., 30,-
000; Reynolds Cattle company, 50,000 acres, all
in Colorado; Brighton ranch, 1,250,000; J. W,
Wilson. 25,000; Kennebeck ranch, 40,000, and
J. W, Bosler, 20,000 acres, in Nebraska; and
Wm, Humphrey, 25,00u, and Nelson & Son, 20,-
000 acres, in Nevada. Entire counties are re-
ported as being feuced in in Kansas, In Wy-
oming more than one hundred large cattle com-
panies are reported as having fencing
on public lands. Referring to the practice of
large companies making fraudaleut entries on
lands illegally fenced, Major McKenzie, of the
lend office, said: *“These eutries are made along
streams that run through the land. Cattle men
will employ men to herd their stock and then
will give 850 or $100 to each one to make an
entry for 160 acres. When he has secured his
patent it is understood that he must transfer it
to the party who advances the money. Many of
the cattle dealers will not employ men unless
they will agree to make entries. A common
fraud in New Mexico, Arizona, California, Idaho.
Wyoming, Moatans, Utah and Nevada is prac-
ticed by means of the desert land act, which
provides that in selecting 640 acres of
desert land twenty-five cents per acre shall be
paid down, and that the person entering the land
shall be allowed three years in which to pay the
remainder. Instead of taking desert land, the
practice is to take fhe very best land. The
parties hold it and get the use of it for three
years for comparatively nothing, and for as much
longer as the title is in dispute. Complaints
from settlers come from nearly all the western
states and territories accusing government land
agents of collusion‘with the land grabbers.

DIAMOND SUMMARIES,

The Milwaukee Team Leading for the
Northwestern League Pennant,
With Minneapolis Second.

Providenes has the Advantage in the National
League and Metropolitan in the
American Association.

Northwestern Lou;ue.

The new serics of the reorganized North-
western league opened on Tuesday at Winona,
the Milkaukee team securing then the first vie-
tory by a score of 2 to 1. Milwaukee took the
second game of Winona by & score of 12 to 2; the
third of St. Paul in thirteen innings by a score of
6 to 5; the fourth of St. Paul by a score of 8 to 3,
and the fifth of Minneapolis in twelve innings by
a score of 9 to 8. Minneapolis won of St. Paul
by 8 to 0, of Winona by 9 to 0 (forfeit) and 5 to
2, St. Paul won of Winona by 6 to 5. Milwau-
kee has a decided lead, but the Cream City
team is not materially stronger than the other
three. Two of the five games won were gecured
through erroneous decisions by umpires and the
third was so meager a victory as not to be good
evidence of superiority. We believe the struggle
will be a close and exciting one, and although
it would perhaps be safest to bet on Mil-
waukee, it is by no means certain that the pen-
nant will not go to Wiuona or either of the other
two cities. The only perceptible advantage Mil-
waukee now has is in pitchers. All of the other
teams are better fielders. Itis unfortunate that the
St. Paul team is so weak in its pitching material.
Weare assured that the financial shakiness of
the league has been the cause of the failure ot
the home management to secure one or two
pitchers. Manager Thompson says he could
have secured either Brown or Clarkson,but there
was no one who would back him in paying the
salaries they asked and as he was not able to ad-
vance the money from his own pocket he had to
allow them to go elsewhere. The matter is there-
fore reduced to a business basis—we can’t have
what we want unless we have money to pay for
it. If some individual with an abiding interest
in the national sport will come forward with a
sufficient quantity of legal tenders we can yet
have a first-class pitcher, otherwise the team
will be obliged to finish the season with ordinary
twirling timber.

National Leaqueé.

The western clubs met the eastern clubs on
the native heath of the latter in sixteen games
during the week, and fourteen of the sixteen
proved victories for the easterners. Cleveland
scored one trinmph over Philadelphia and Buf-
falo one over New York, Chicago and Detroitlos-
ing every contest. Providence and ngpon
are relatively where they were seven
days ago, and Boston will probably not be able
to decrease the lead of the Rhode Islund team.
New York took third place from Buffalo on
Thursday and surrendered it back to the Bisons
Saturday afternoon. There will be more interest
for the rest of the season in the struggle between
these teams than between the New England
leaders. The clubs from fifth position down are
likely to.retain their places in their present order
until Oct. 1. The addition of unew pitching ma-
terfal to the Chicago, Cleveland snd Detroit
teams does not seem to have added the desired
amount of strength. Henry, the Grand Rapids
change pitcher, now with Cleveland, was hit for
fwenty-six bases in the Philadelphia game of
Friday. Getzein, also of Grand Rapids, has
been hit hard since going into the Detroit team,
and Brown, of Fort Wayne, has suffered a like
fate with the Chicago White Stockings. Clark-
son, of Saginaw, is also with the latter club, but
has not pitched any as yet. It is probable that
he will prove more effective than any of the
others, as his pitching was more uniformly suc-
cessful in the NoAthwestern league. Dut, even
if he should provdw puzzler, Chicago is too far
behind Buffalo and{Sew York to get a better po-
sition than fifth, The summary to date is ap-
pended:

MeNoMONIE, Wis., Aug. 24.-—Over thirty
persons were poisoned at a wedding about
six miles east of this city yesterday. Edward
Eberts was married,and had an old fashioned
German gathering. After returning from
church and eating supper they commenced
getting sick. They were taken with severe
pains, cramps, convulsions, vomiting and
diarrheea, after which they would become
cold and senseless. . The large party became
thoroughly frightened, the women rushing
from the house, fearing cholera or some
other contagious disease had attacked them,
and the men were so scared they could not
hitch up their teams, and horses, harness
and wagons became inextricably mixed up.
When they got a team ready they would load
up & family of insensible, cramping and

vomiting inmates and etart them for
their several homes. The half
dozen brought to this city

are all out of danger except Minnie Swant,
whose life is despaired of. Albert Quilling,
banker, is out of danger. The Swant girls
brought some cake home with them. Their
mother ate some and took sick soon after.
The minister and his wife left before the
sickness commenced and took some of the
wedding cake. This morning before they
heard of the sickness the latter ate some of
the cake and she took to vomiting, but is not
considered in danger. The last news from
the country was that there were no deaths
yet, but that Miss Martha Cuttow was not ex-
pected to live, she being in spasms and con-
vulsions continuously. The bride and groom
were taken sick also. It is supposed that
poison was bought through mistake in pur-
chasing baking powder or in the essences
used in seasoning the cake. All who ate of
certain cake weré affected. Dr. Nichols is
attending the cases in the country, and Dr.
Deiker those in the city.
