begin my speech in that way. A farmer boy,
brought up inmy early youth on a farm

stone and never touch ground. Iknow some-"
thing of farm life. Itisa hard lifeif well fol-
lowed. \u25a0 Itis a stern life ifwell followed. Itis
an onerous lifeif well followed. The farmer.as
a rule, does not get rich, but he always has a
comfortable subsistence, and if he is in-
dustrious and frugal he lays up a competency
forIns children, ilhe has taught them to work
with him, and not let them get the foolish idea
that the highest vocation a man can have is to
measure oif calico with a yard stick behind a
counter. Neverdothat. Stay at home, boys, on
the farm. Let me tell you one or two things,
and this is politics, only you don't know it.
Ninety-nine out of every hundred men that go
into the cityand go into business do not succeed
in a highdegree, and more than ninety outof
every hundred fail utterly. Successes yon hear
of,but failures sink away into obscurity;and
your sons who are gone into, the city find their
place at last in the poorhonse, where
history does not deal with them to any consider-
able extent, and itis as much worse forgirls, as
you can think. Ispeak likean old man to young
men and women and mothers and fathers. Find
a good honest farmer or mechanic in your neigh-
borhood, and marry the girls to them, and let
them be happy parents of fine children, again,
to marry withthat class upon which the very
foundation of the government rests.

Now,Isay farm lifeis a hard life;but why is
it a hard life? Because you don't get a fair share
of the profits of what you produce. Look at the
agricultural implements 1sue here. How much
has the power of the farmer
been increased by this improved ma-
chinery? How much has production been
increased? More than two hundred fold. You
can produce two hundred fold as much in the
same time. Now, why is not the, condition of
the farmer two hundred fold better now than it
was before the good giftsof God, in the shape
of machinery, were givenhim to make produc-
tion? He either ought to get twohundred times
richer, or he ought to work two hundred times
easier, or he ought to work two hundred times
less than formerly. But he don't. Where has
this money gone to? Who has got it? (A voice
in the crowd: "The monopolist.") Not always
the monopolist, but he gets most of it. The
farmer hasn't got it. He has got his land a little
better or a little worse, but all this great produc-
tion has gone somewhere. Itha» notbeen eaten
up. Ithas not been burned. Ithas not taken
wings and flown away. You willsee it in these
immense fortunes whichhave been acquired. I
am not here to arraign the laws of the country
which allow them to so accumulate wages of
honest labor and honest production. [Ap-
plause.] 1am here to say the laws and legisla-
tors that can be so manipulated as to make the
rich richer and the poor poorer, ought to be
changed.

There are fifty billion dollars of property in
the country. Farmers own more than one-
fourth. Well, why have they not got
rich. Because, first. riches don't flow
in piles to them. Itis steady stream, and then
you pay all the taxes substantially. Why doI
say that? Why, if we could get all this fiftybil-
lion dollars of property taxed, taxes would be
nothing at all. J'hey woud not be a flea bite.
Bat .Mr. Vanderuilt swears thai under the law
In: isnot taxable at all for national and other se-
curities; and yet by your law* he had at that
time $~5~',000 of the national debt and other se-
curities, and the law would allow him to escape
taxation. Do you say a word about those laws?
Oh, no: you get up all manner of quarrels over
state rights, and oldmatters of any kind that
were matter* of importance long ago; and one
willcallhimself a Republican and another a
Democrat, and get vexed and angry and make
a great row, and are bled every day
while you are quarrelling. Nothing
more or nothing less. Why does
the farmer pay so much Itis because all his
property lies where it can be seen, and the tux
gatherer can't miss it;whereas, my bonds, if I
have any, and my stock, and my notes, and my
securities lieavay in my safe, and assessor
can't and them. The farmer is worse oil than
the workingman, because he has got something
to be taxed that can be seen. The workingman
has got his capitol which is his capability ofdoing
a day's work,that is not taxed. Bat the farmer
baring one fourth of the property of this
country pays three fourths of the taxes.
