IOWA FUSIONISTS.

A Projeet on Fcot for a Fusion With
the Greenbackers at To-day’s
Convention.

[Special Telegram to the Globe]

Davexrorr, Ta., Sept. 2.—Unless all indi-
cations fail the Democratic state convention
which meets here to-morrow will bring to-
cether a very large number of people. The
afternoon and evening trains have brought

to the city hundreds of Demoerats
and ~ the greatest enthusiasm prevails.
The principal topic of the convention
is the proposed fusion with the

Greenbackers. For some months the matter
has been thoroughly canvassed by the lead-
ers of both parties, and at their state conven-
tion the Greenbackers fulfilled their part of
the agreement by nominating electors in the
First, Fifth, Eighth, Ninth and Eleventh
Districts, also candidates for treasurer,- su-
preme judge, and sccretary of state. The
Democrats will nominate, to-morrow, candi-
dates for auditor and attorney-gemeral,
and a  ticket will be made wup
embracing the names of the Green-
back and Democratic candidates. There
will be nothing said about fusion in the eqn-
veution unless some of the ‘“‘dynamiters”
who are oppozed to the unifon attempt to
raise a row by opposing the project. So far
as the situation to-night is concerned the
coalition appears to be a certainty, and the
Democrats will endorse the Greenback can-
didates by quietly putting their names on the
ticket. Henriques, of Marshalltown, is the
most formidable candidate for the suditor-
ship. Mr. N, Gannon, of Davenport, leads
the race for the attorney generalship. Nu-
merous caucuses were held during the day
among the Democratic leaders as to
the best manner in which to handle
the fusion, and, with very few exceptions,
all agree to incorporate the six Greenback
electors and their candidates in the Demo-
cratic ticket without much debate. Under
this plan the Democrats will designate seven
electors, and the combination ticket will un-
doubtedly raise considerable noise before the
clection is held. Elaborate preparations
have been made for an immense ratification
meeting to-morrow evening.

Gov. Butler’s Western Progress.

GrAND Rarips, Mich., Sept. 2.—Gov. But-
ler arrived here this mording accompanied
by N. A. Plympton and ex-Senator Ames.
He was met at the depot'by a procession in
carriages and 3,000 or 4,000 people at the
hotel awaited his arrival. An hour or more
of the forenoon was given to an informal re-
ception. Gov. Batler speaks here this after-
noon and al Muskegon this evening.

MusKEGON, Sept. 2.—Gen. Butler ad-
dressed 3,500 people here to-night. Muske-
gon is a large lumber town and there were
one-or two strikes here last year relative to
the hours of labor. Butler advocated the
eight hour system.

Indian Outbreak Threatened in Mon-
tana.

l’zns.\'.&, Mont., Sept. 2.—There is a
threatened outbreak of Indians at Poplar
River agency, northwestern Montana. Six
thousand Indians stationed there have been
for the past year receiving only half ra-
tions. They managed to exist by
eating their dogs and Killing cattle on the
ranges. Stockmen, for protection of their
herds, withdrew as faras possible from the
agency. This left the Indians with only the
rations issued by the government. Theyare
hungry and discontented and threaten, un-
less better fed, to go on the war path. Major
Hartz, commanding at Poplar River, believes
an outbhreak imminent and has called for re-
inforcements.

£6,000 Fire.

To Speak There To-Night and to Cau-
cus with His Friends,

CuicaGo, Sept. 2.—Chairman Waters, the
new head of the state convention, of the
People’s party ,arrived in Chicago this morn-
ing to mect Gen. Butler to-morrow.

The Butlerites
intend to make a demand on ‘‘the cock-eyed
son of destiny,”’ for « contribution to the
sinews of war. If the Democrats consent
to a fusion om the electoral ticket,
it will be with the distinet
understanding that the people’s party shall
contribute in proportion to their shares of
the clectors.  Money is the one thing which
the people’s party is extremely short on.
Butler;s wealth has been estimated to be all
of 250,000, but the generel hus always man-
ifested u determination to dodge the issue
of “sonp.” His managers are mustering up
courage to strike him for at least $3,000,
and they think this is an extremely low fig-
ure since Michigan has already made
a demand for $10,000. Between the fusion
and the demand for ‘‘soap,” Gen. Butler's
visit to Chicago may not be¢ as agreeable as
he would like it.
