Sewer on Oak street, from Walnut to - Sherman
street: grading alley in block 30, Kittson's addi-
tion; grading Douglas street, from Ramsey
street to Goodrich avenue; sewer on Jackson
street, from Fourteenth to Fifteenth street;
change of grade on Concord street, from Andrew
to Arthur street.

The assessment for constructing a seweron
Tenth street, from Cedar to Minnesota street,
was completed, and the clerk authorized to give
confirmation notice.

The matter of the assessment for widening,
opening and straightening Mississippi street
from Grove street to Nash street, was adjourned
to Sept. 15.

The petition of Blodgett & Osgood, and the
majority of the property owners assessed for the
grading of Locust street, that Contractor Nash,
who did his work well and at a low price, giving
universal satisfaction, have paid him the $#40
penalty put upon him for not having the work
done at a stated time, was placed on file.

The matter of the opening and extension of
Bedford street, from North to Hopkins street,
and the communication of John Wagener, asking
that this improvement be made, was taken up
and discussed, and the same was referred to the
whole board to view the premises.

The engineer was instructed to send abillof the
cost of repairing Eighth street, $250, to the street
car company for payment, said car company hav-
ing made said repairs necessary by removing its
tracks.

The largest amount of work done on any one
contract is on the Seventh street fill, the fill be-
ing made up to the grade of the old bridge, ex-
cept avthe point where the viaduct over the St.
Paul & Duluth railvoad is being built.,

The work of laying sheeting stones on the
emall arch of the viaduct is in progress and the
centering eurly finished preparatory to laying
the sheeting stones on the large arch.

In Trout Brook Valley the abutment wall at
W end of the proposed St. Paul & North-
ern Pacific railroad bridge is finished and work is
etarted on the pier between the right of way of
the St. Paul, Minneapolis & Manitoba railway
and the St. Paul & Northern Pacific railroad.
This contract provides that there shall be a road-
way not less than twenty feet wide across the fill
by the 1st of December, 1884, and that it shall

The Rice street grading, the contract time
for which expired the 1st of this month,
is mnot yet completed, but iz so far ad-
vanced as to be easily finished be-
fore it is practicable for the ratlroad company to
put up the bridge over their tracks.

The several paving contracts are well under
way and are being rapidly pushed to completion.
The contractors have had some difficulty, in pro-
curing suitable material but are now being  sup-
plied with good material and in  quantities
suflicient to properly carry on the work.

Included in the above cost is an item of $250
fo!' repairs on Eighth street where the street
ra_llway company abandoned their track between
Sibley and Locust streets. This track was aban-
doned and the rails taken up, leaving the
etringers and ties in the ground, making it
necessary to re-surface the street.

The lag-ge quantity of mud constantly being
dragged int from unpaved cross streets makes it
impossible to clean the paved streets by sweeping,
B0 th:at we are forced to depend entirely npon
ecraping off the mud with hoes,which at the best
is but a makeshift as it only removes a portion of
the dirt. Even in this we are greatly bothered
by the sprinkling, owing to the fact that it is
mecessary to even partially clean the pavement
that the dirt should be well wetted, and having
no control of the sprinkling carts, we are fre-
quently obliged to depend upon the rain for the
n;celsnry wetting to admit of its being scraped
off.
Another diflicuity which adds considerably to
the expense is that the men employed in scrap-
ing.the streets are constantly being driven from
their work by passing teams. This can be ob-
viated by doing the work at night, provided, we
can arrange to have the streets sufficiently wet
at the proper time.

With the increased area of paved streets,
when these now under contract are com-
pleted, I am of the opinion that it
would be desirable next season to experiment
wita a sweeping machine. By the use of a
sweeping machine, which. can only be usedon &
comparatively dry strect, the streets can be
cleaned between 12 o'clock at night and 6 o’clock
in the morning, and so cleaned as to require
much less sprinkling during the day, and by
preventing their beims; sprinkled late in the
afternoon or evening tb ey would, by 12 o’clock,
except in case of raim, be in proper condition for
Eweeping, resulting, I think, in considerable
eaving in cost and doing away with the mud now
ever presenton our best cleaned streets,

Our labor reports for the month show a total of
20,931 days’ labor of men, and 4,714 days’ labor
of teams. The highest number at work on any
one day being on the 28th of the month, consist-
ing of 895 men and 211 teams. Notwithstanding
the fact that there has been considerable rain
daring the month our reports show that work
has been done each day including Sundays, and
that for ninetewn days there were over 800 men
employed. The lowestrecord is on the 17th,
when there ‘were only 43 men and 10 teams at
work.

The petition of E. F. Krammerer to use a
mna-hole at the corner of Sixth and Osk streets
for the purpose of sewrage to a building to be
erected by him on Oak street, and the objections
of the engineer, recommending that instead a
sewer be constructed on Oak street from F£ifth
to Sixth streets, to be built for an estimated
cost of $650, and paid for by an assestment on
abating property which would realize $860, was
sent to the council asking for the passage of an
order.

The grading of Front street from Como avenue
to Victoria street,was referred to the full board to
view the premises.

The engineer reported a list of lots in several
blocks in Rice and Stinson's additions on the
proposed list of grading Whithal street which had
not released to the city for sloping which must
be done before the work is undertaken.

Estimates were appraised and allowed amount-
ing to $3,948. Adjourned.

A Case in the Wrong Court.

Judge McGrorty filed an order yesterday grant-
ing the motion to dismisss the petition of Robert
A. Smith for an order directing John Jones as
executor of the will of Wm. L. Mintzer, de-
ceased, to convey to petitioner lot 2, block 19,
Robert and Randall's addition to St. Paal, a
valuable property near Hotel Ryan. The peti-
tion was filed under chapter 58 of Young's
statutes, but the judge held that by reason of
the special matters pleaded in the petition and
the nature of the relief therein prayed,
the probate court has mno  jurisdiction
to entertain the petition or grantsuch relief. The
petition sets forth that on the 19th of March,
1883, Mintzer was the owner of the lot subject to
certain pretended tax titles held by Anna R.
Mintzer, his wife, and subject also to the con-
tingent statuatory interest of his wife in case of
his death leaving her surviving, That on said
day the said deceased, by John R. Burkhart, his
duly authorized agent, sold and coutracted to
convey said lot to C, M. Dittman for $5,000,
and that Mintzer died before the con-
tract counld be executed, and that
Aung. 8, 1883, Dittman assigned the cortract to
the petitioner for a valuable consideration; that
by reason of the death of Mintzer the title to an
undivided one-third of his real estate was vested
in Anna I2. Mitzner, the widow; that the widow
now refu.ses to convey her interest or to comply
with the. contract. The petion also claims that
the valae of the lot isdiminished by the existence
of the tax titles, and alleges that it would re-
quire at least $200 expense in litigation to clear
said titles from off the property.

During the month of August the mean temper-
ature was slightly above the average in New Eng-
land and 3 deg. 6 min. above in the north Pacific
coast region; also at Mount Washington, where
it was 0 deg. 8 min. above, and at Fort Stockton,
Texas, where it was 1 deg. 5 min. above; it was
normal in the middie and south Pacific coast re-
gions, and below the normal in all other districts
varying from 0 deg. 1 min. to 4 deg. 4 min,; it
was more than 2 deg. below the normal in Ten-
nessee, the lake region, upper Mississippi and
Missouri valleys, the western plains, and Salt
Lake City; the Missouri valley having the great-
est departure, viz., 4 deg. 4 min.

The rainfsll has been in excess of the average
for previous years in New England, the upper
lake region, upper Mississippi and Mi i val-
leys, the extreme northwest, and the western
plaims, the south Pacific coast region, and Mount
Washington. The greatest excess occurred in
New England, the extreme northwest, eastern
Colorado and Kansas, Indian Territory, and on
Mount Washington; there was a deficiency in all
other regions, the greatest deflency being
throughout the southern and middle Atlantic
states, Tennessee, and the Rio Grande valley.

Droughts have been reported in Ohio, Illinois,
Indiana and Kentucky, where crops have been
somewhat

Frosts occurred in northern Dakota and Min-
nesota on the night of the 25th, and were re-
ported in the press as having occurred in Maine,
New Hampshire, Vermont, Connecticut, Long
Island, New York, and New Jersey on the Sth
and Oth; also in southwestern Dakota on the
2ist, and in Michigan on the 10th.

On the 21st severe local storms. with hail, oc-
curred in Virginia, New York, New Hampshire,
Pennsylvania, Connecticut, and Massachusetts;
also at Pittsburg, Pa., on the 16th: in Wisconsin
on the 2nd, and at Moorhead, Minn.

Thunder and lightning, with heavy rains, were
reported in nearly all sections.

THE RAILROADS.

Meeting Called te Consider the Tripartite
and Other Complications.

A meeting of the committee of general man-
agers of western roads, appointed at the mun-
agers’ meeting in Chicago a short time ago to de-
vise a plan for the settlement of tripartite and
other complications, has at last been called by
the chairman of the committee, Mr, J. C. Mec-
Mullin, of the Alton. The meeting will be held
at the Grand Pacific hotel, Chicago, Sept. 15, and
a general meeting of the roads interested in the
business east and west of the Missouri will be
held the following day. If the committee fails
to devise a plan by which the existing difficulties
can be overcome, the general meeting will have
nothing to do but to adjourn, as without a defi-
nite plan it will be impossible to discuss in-
telligently the questions to be settled. The roads
are all anxious to have the difficuities settled and
paying rates r d on all basi But still
great doubts are entertained that anything will be
accomplished. The new position recently taken by
the Chicago & Northwestern regarding its Sioux
City & Pacific line has unsettled all plans pre-
viously made, and it will be no easy matter to
harmonize the interests of this road with those
of the other tripartite roads. The other tripar-
tite complicgtions will not be so difficult of ad-
justment, as the Rock Island, Milwaukee & St.
Paaul, and other eastern allies of the Tnion Pa-
cific seem to be willing to waive their right to
make through rates to Utah, Colorado, and Pa-
cific coast business, provided the Union Pacific
will absolve those roads from the requirement to
give it all through business. If the Union Pa-
cific, however, refuses to concede this,its eastern
allies will insist upon their right to make
through rates, as they cannot afford to give up
the only advantage they have for giving the
Union Pacific all their through business. These
questions must be settled before anything can
be done regarding Utah, Colorado, or California
business,

The Transcontinental association will also
meet again in this city September 16, to take
action regarding the proposed reorganization of
the association in case the tripartite roads should
be able to adjust their dificulties. .

Transporting Cattle,

WasuiNeToN, Sept. 5.—Acting Commissioner
of Agriculture Carman has issued the following
circalar relative to the prevention of the spread
of Texas fever among cattle:

In view of the recent outbreak of Texas or
southern cattle fever in the stockyards of Kan-
sas City and Chicago, and other points in Illinois
and Kansas, I respectfully recommend, at the
urgent request of a large number of practical
and experienced operators, who believe this dis-
ease to be transmitted by cars on the lines of
transportation, and by contaminated yards and

pens, that all cars used in the trans-
portation of cattle from points along
the border of southern Colorado, Kan-

eag, southern Missonri and southern Kentucky,
northward be thoroughly washed and disinfected.
Also that all cars used on lines east of Kansas
city, St. Louis or Chicago for the transportation
of stock from points south to those mentioned
above or eastward be washed and disinfected inf-
mediately after unloading, and further that all
yards used for penning cr feeding such cattle
from south of the points designated shall be
thoroughly cleaned and disinfected twice a week,
or oftener. These precautions are regarded
highly essential, as the feeders purchase all
cattle for their winter stable and feeding during
the season from August 1 to December 1.

The Rate War,

New Yorg, Sept. 5.—There was a conference
to-day between the railroad magnates Thompson,
Ledyard, King, Blanchard, Harnolt, Newell and
Hayden, but its resunlts conld not be ascertained.
Manager Hickson, of the Grand Trunk, and Vice
President Blanchard, of the Erie, repudiate the
dispatch said to have been sent to Chicago by
Commissioner Fink, declaring the war opened
by their roads. It is said the Grand Trunk line
has notified the commissioner that it is not satis-
fled with its award and demands a revision,

clusive of elevated roads in New York city; Illi-
nois fourth, with 25,000,000; New Jersey fifth,
and Ohio sixth. :

The annual meeting of the stockholders of the
Chicago & Atiantic railway for the election of a
board of directors was held at Huntington, Ind.
Thursday. The following . directors were
elected: H.J. Jewett, C. L. Atterbury, John
King, Jr., Jacob H. Sciuff, and O. W. Childs of
New York, George J. Bippus of Huntington, T.
A. Lewis of Indianapolis, J. M. Adams of Cieve-
land, and C. C. Waite of Cincinnati. The new
board will meet soon in New York for the elec-
tion of officers.

The fact is now out that at the ‘meeting of the
board of directors of the Chicago, Burlington &
Quincy Railroad company at Boston Aug. 19,
Mr. T. J. Potter was promoted from third vice-
president to first vice-president. Mr. Potter
will continue to hold the title of general man-
ager of all the Burlington lines, both east and
west of the Missouri river. Mr: Peasly, the
treasurer of the company, will continue to hold
the position of second vice-president. The third
vice-presidency has been abolished.

The annual report of the Pittsburg, Fort
Wayne & Chicago shows 758.55 miles of track in
operation, nearly all of which is laid with steel
rails. It has 303 locomotives, 157 passenger
coaches, 7,655 freight cars. The total revenpe-
vielding tonnage for the year is 5,084,708 tons.
The total earnings for the line have been $10,-
07%,635; operating cxpenses $6,552,965; net
earnings, $3,524,670; a decrease for the year of
24.39 per cent. Twelve people have been killed
and 118 injured. There have been 346 train ac-
cidents, of which 193 were derailments and 42
collisions,

thing is it is surprising it is not much worse. At
the south end of the Duluth freight sheds and
under the platforms there seems to be an extra
amount of filth, enough to breed all kinds of dis-
ease. It may be said that the health officers
should attend to having all nuisances removed,
but so long as the city has all its sewers opening
on the lake front, and the discharge therefrom
not emptying into the lake, but left to spread
and dry in the sun, how can a health officer do
anything? The health officer appears to have
very little power, and he 18 not backed by the
city authorities in the manner he should be, The
city authorities are culpably negligent in not
providing the health officer with the means to put
the city in a healthy condition, as no better officer
can be found than Dr. Merrill, but having no
funds at his dizposal, what can he do? If itwere
not for the healthy location of the city we could
not fortell the results, but if we were on a level
plain like many cities, with no better sanitary fa-
cilities than we have, we would have the highest
instead of the lowest death rate that the city has
always boasted of. If we cannot have good
sewerage we would like to know who can, but to
have the sewers exposed at their outlets we
think needs attending to, or the resuits may be
much morse than they have yet been.

Preparations for the County Fair.

Yesterday your representative, through the
kindnessof the officers of the Washington county
fair, was driven out to the grounds, and below he
gives a few of the results of the trip. The streets
leading from the city to the grounds are being
put in first class order by Street Commissioner
Butler, and is being made as smooth and well
graded as that eflicient ofiicer knows so well to
have done. In this the fair1s a benefit to the
street. There will be other improvements to
the roadway leading into the grounds from Olive
street before the fair opens,

On arriving at the grounds, the improvements
being made are easily seen. We turn to the
right and come to as well made cattle sheds as
we have ever seen on any grounds anywhere,
and the new ones being erected are 420 feet in
length, giving stall room for over fifty cattle.
The doors are divided into ten parts, the upper
hall being wider than the lower, and in case of
hot weather the upper may be left open, ensur-
ing plenty of air. Before arriving at the cattle
stalls we pass a number of pens for pigs and
sheep, and which may be covered at will.

To the left of the cattle stalls is the agricul-
tural hall, which is of suflicient size to accom-
modate a large amount of machinery, carriages
and such articles.

To the east of this hall is one of the most com-
plete stables we have ever scen, forming the
three sides of a'square, and stalls for sixty-five
horses. A verandahruns in front, facing the
yard, and security is guaranteed to every animal
inside. Every convenience is there for horsemen
and their charges,

The entrance to the track is at the west of the
grand stand, and no track could be in a better
condition than the one we saw yesterday. It was
as smooth and level as a floor, and not too hard
to make fast time. A scraper is being used, and
wherever an irregularity appears it is razed off.
Those who are here at the fair next week can-
not fail to appreciate the good track of the Liiy
Lake driving park. From the grand stand every
part of the track can be seen, and the action of
the horses noted. Immediately in front of this,
on the inside of the track, is the judges’ stand,
an oriental looking structure, of three storys,
the upper one being occupied by the judges and
the timckeeper.

To the east of the grand stand is the stand for
the band, and which is a well finished, strong
piece of work, and well fitted for the use for
which it is intended.

Going east from this we found a large open,
level space, with a track circling the large horse
stables and the ladies’ department. This is for
the exhibition of stock, and there is ample room
to show them to advantage. The soil is a sandy
Joam, and should a shower fall it will be no det-
riment to it.

The largest bnilding is the one near the cen-
ter of the agricultural grounds, and which isin
the shape of a right angle cross, the wings run-
ning east and west being 60x30 feet, whiie the
ones north and south are 40x30 feet. This has
open and closed stalls, and is a fluely arranged
building for show and race purposes. Here we
found that Mr. Isaac Staples had already housed
and entered for the fair seven stallious and four
brood mares with their colts, the whole number-
ing twenty-six. Several of these are prize tak- \
ers, and of the best Mambrino and Hambletonian |
stock. Isaac thinks there is a little chance for
him. They had just got back from the Minne-
apolis fair, and the grooms were giving them a
thorough cleaning.

East of this still, and at the farther east end is
the floral hali, which is also in the form of a
cross, but each arm is only thirty feet square
This makes a good sized building, and when the
excellent arrangements that are being made on
the inside are completed, it will give more room
than anticipated. It will be handeomely fltted
up. In the center L. Allenburg is again fitting
up, and will make a large display, whilst others
of our enterprising citizens will not be far be.
hind. The ladies. we trust, will have a full dis-
play of all kinds of fancy and plain work, that
the schools will show what they can do, and
that every citizen will try and make this the best
fair ever heid in the county.

Near the ladies department there are a num-
ber of coops arranged for the poultry, but, from
the number of coops, a very extensive display is
not expected. Any one having fancy fowls of
any kind should have them on the grounds.

We have now given a short deseription of
what most particularly struck our notice, and in
conclusion we may say, we have never seen
grounds Dbetter suited for the purpose of exhi-
bition, and as far as the race course is con-
cerned, all horsemen speak of it being better
than anything in the northwest by several sec
onds. There wiil be a plentiful supply of wa
ter on the grounds, and stock will be well fec
and watered. Every arrangement will be com-
pleted before the fair opens, as the officers are
indefatigable in their exertions,
