St. Paul, Sept, 10.—The week just concluded

has not been altogether \u25a0 satisfactory- one in
commercial circles, and there is do doubt that, :

notwithstanding the fact that some branches or
trade have been unusually active, the vol- !
nine of goods handled and their monetary value,
have been considerably mailer than they were :
for the week ending Sept. 2. There is no doubt |
thnl this is owin^ chiefly to the low ,
prices c* grain and produce. Al- j
though crops arc splendid Carmen
cannot bring themselves down to accept the
situation and consequently grain is not moving
to any great extent and business is consequently
more or less fettered. There is no doubt about
the fact that the tillers of the soil are the main
spring which keeps the whole machinery of the j
merchantQe world in motion, and if anything is i
wrong with that spring the regularity
and progress of commerce are
interfered with. In computing the
entire amount of the carrying trade for the past
week, it is found that the receipts were 1,950
cars by road and about 15 by. water, against
1,627 by rail and 33 by water, being a gain in the
receipts of 109 cars. . Examining the figures
more closely, It is found thai the gain was In
coal, wood, railroad and builders' materials, ibe
shipment* were 1,102 cars by rail, and some three
or four by boat, against ittotal of 1,188 the pre- !
vious week, being a decrease of some 32 cars. The
receipts of merchandise were 513 ears against
5H2 lor the week ending September 2, or 09
cars less. The shipments of merchandise were
3'J can loss, or about 6]{ percent. —not a very I
serious falling off, but much too large and very
different from the showing of the last review.
Referring to the different branches In detail it ;
is found that Jobbers in groceries have little or
nothing to complain of. Business with them I
has been good with rather an
increase than a falling off in the j
bulk of goods handled.

their immense crops into market. There is

nothing new to. note in the leather trade ; prices
remain steay and linn, business quiet and fully
equal to what it was the came time last year.
Heavy hardware and finished iron and steal, quiet
and dull. Prices are steady, but no material in- i
crease in business can be expected till the great
inactivity of the wheat market is broken. Gen-
eral hardware is as a leading house expressed it, !
Buffering a most unaccountable dullness. Busi-
ness is not anything what it should be at this
time, and the little spurt of two weeks ago teems
not to have proved an indication of a very heavy
fall trade. There is nothing In prices nor In the ;
state of the market to deter buying, but without
doubt the same cause refer;, dto before Is an- !
swerable for this dullness. The only change in i
price lists is nails Which are marked down. Drugs
and druggists 1 sundries are unchanged, and
prices current remain just as they were last
week. Business during the past week has seen
some improvement, but a very much larger one
is expected when the crops begin to
move. Dry goods jobbers seem to be
entirely satisfied and report more business the
past week than at any time during the past four j
years; that is, of course, at the Fame time of !

year. The activity is principally in woolens,
flannels and heavy domestics, although dress
goods are in good demand. White goods, notions
and haberdashery arc also fairly active. Milli-
nery goods are quiet. Manufactured furs are
beginning to move, but i: is too early in the sea- ;
son for any extensive trade. There is no doubt
that the only thing now wanted to make this the
busiest fall that the jobbers of St. Paul ever bad,
is that the tanners ship their grain to market. !
