Incorporation of the St. Paul &
Minneapolis Elevated Rail-
way Company.

One of the Coming Roads to Cross the
River on a Double-Track
Iron Bridge.

Increase in Traflic, Land Sales and Profits of
the Northern Pacifie.

Continued Large Movement of Cattle—
General Reil and River News,

Notes From the Fortheomiug Annual Re-
port of the Northern Paciye.

The annual report of the Northern Pacific
railroad is parly written and has been con-
sidered by the directors. Itis a short and
businesslike document which explains the
actual condition of the company’s affairs.
According to the document the road is in ex-
cellent condition and the promise for the
future is bright. Work on the Cascade di-
vision is progressing rapidly, and at the end
of the year it is expected that seventy-ene
miles of road will remain to be built to finish

the report shows that the business has fully
met the expectations of the most sanguine
friends of the road. The net earnings are
fully up to the estimates, and the report
shows a surplus of upwards of $1,000,000

after  paying all charges. This
really belongs to the preferred stock-
bolders, * who are entitled to all earn-

ings, after the interest charges are paid,
but it was thought wise by the board to keep
the money on hand. The land sales re-
ported for the year amount to §2,400,000,
nearly one half of which is applicable to the
retirement of the preferred stock. The lease
of the Oregon Railway and Navigation com-
pany is not recommended, as that company
demands too heavy a guarantee from the
Northern Pacifle, and President Harris and
a number of the officials of the Western
Pacific company have made a thorough ex-
amination of the Orezon company’s property
this summer. The Northern Pacliic people
estimated the value of that property at about
$25,000,000, while the Bostonians w ho own
the Oregon company claim it to be worth a
little less than ,000,000. There are no
fears that the Union Pacific will gat hold of
fhe, Oregon company, as the company cannot
be leased on account of an injunction. Itis
rumored that the Oregon & Transcontinental
will ask for representation in the board of
directors of the Northern Pacific at the an-
nual election next week.

8t Paul and Minneapolis Elevated Rail-
road,

Articles of incorporation were filed with
the sceretary of state yesterday of the St.
Paul & Minneapolis Elevated Railroad com-
pany, to construct, maintain and operate a
railroad with one or more tracks. and all
necessary or convenient spurs or lateral
tracks, siding and appurtenances, from some
point in 8t. Paul to some point in Miane-
apolis, upon such route, elevated or upon
ground, or bdth, as may be deemed feasible.
The commencement of said corporation
dates May 11, 1884, for a eontinuation of
fifty years, and the principal place of busi-
dess is to be at St. Paul. The capital stock
is placed at £3,000,000, divided into 30,000
shares of $100 each, to be paid in as called
for by the board of directors or as may be
otherwise agreed upon in any contract, for
the sale of the stock, or any part thereof,
and may be divided into preferred stock,
and may be issued upon such terms and
conditions as the board of directors may de-
termine. The highest amount of indebt-
edness is limited to two-thirds the amount of
the capital stock.

no business. The Pennsylvania persists in
having nothing to do with the brokers, but
it is said they have engaged in their service
numbers of salesmen in dry goods stores all
over the city, who receive an allowance for
supplying their customers with coupons en-
titling them to 2 on Chicago tickets for $16.

Hadley Still on the Stand.

New York, Sept. 11.—The examination
of Heury H. Hadley on a judgment against
him was continued to-day. The counsel for
Hadley claimed that the proceedings were
merely for the purpose of making political
capital. Hadley was asked the date of his
report to the Democratic national committee
of his investigation of the Morey letter. He
could not remember the date and would fur-
nish the record of the committee. The next
question was as to the nature of the services
rendered the committee by Hadley. He an-
swered that John Davenport had asked him
a similar question in 1880, and that he had
gathered up all the memoranda on the sub-
ject in his possession and in possession of
the committee. Witness was asked further
questions about the money he received from
the committee. He said it was $1,500 to
$2,000. If the counsel were fair and just

to produce which would give such informa-
tion in detail.

Coal Breaker Burned.
