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THE RAILROADS.

The FEast-Bound }' Sit i
Worse Than Ever--An Opou War Can
No Longer be Avoided,

{Chicago 'l‘rlbnne, Sept. 12.]

The failare of the g of
the joint executive eommltbee mda at their In-
dianapolis meeting Wednesday to arrange for the
restoration of peaceful relations leaves the gitua-
tion regarding east-bound passenger affairs in
worse shape than before. The result fully con-
firms the predictions heretofore made that it
would not be possible to form another pool or
enter into another differential rate agreement,
and that the only way by which the maintenance
of rates could be made possible hereafter would
be an ironclad agreement providing heavy pen-
altics and stopping the payment of exorbitant

issi Such an ag t was submitted
by Mr. Ford. The agreement would have made
the restoration and maintenance of rates pos-
gible. But, as expected. there were some roads
that were not prepared to tie their hands by en-
tering into an agreement of that kind, as they
would not be able to get much Lasiness unless
they could cut rates as they pleased. The pro-
ceedings proved beyond a doubt that the com-
mission  system is  the gource of
ali the present complication. This sys-
tem -~ is the stock in trade of many
of the general passenger agents, and if
it were abolished they would soon lose their
prestige. This fact makes it certain that the ex-
isting troubles can never be settied by the gen-
eral passenger agents themselves. Not until the
managers take the matter in hand and compel
their general passcnger agents to enter into such
an agreement as prepared by Mr. Ford can the
railroads hope to get a fair revenue from their
passenger traffic. The passengeragents seem to
have come to this conciusion, as they decided to
refer the proposed agreement to their general
managers, with the recommendation that they
call a meeting soon and adopt it. Asmost of the
general managers, however, are guided by the
opinions of their general passenger agents as re-
gards passenger affairs, it is hardly probable that
they will succecd any better in securing harmo-
nious relatious between their various roads than
the general passonger agents did at the Indian-
apolis meeting.

Doubt is no longer expressed that the existing
troubles cannot be terminated withont first fight-
ing an energetic war in rates, which will bring
the obstreperous roads to their senses and make
them more tractible. Tickets were sold atall
the scalping offices yesterday at $i4 and in some
instances for less from Chicago to New York. It
was rumored during the afternoon that tickets
were being sold for 814 over the counters of the
recular ticket offices of some of the roads, but
the reports counld not be verified. It is quite cer-
tain, however, that an open cut in rates will be
made before the end of the week, as some of the
roads have become tired of carrying on the war
any longer through brokers and scalpers.

TZumbermen in Council.

« A meeting has just been held of the Inmber-
men from Eau Claire,Stiliwater and Minneapolis,
and George W. Bogue, arbitrator for the North-
western Traflic association, the Central Jowa
Traffic association, and the Western Lumber-
man’s association, and J. W. Midgely, commis-
sioner of the Southwestern Railway association.
The meeting was called on account of objections
made by the Eau Claire lumbermen to the dif-
ferential rate, which they say is not favorable to
them. They think they should be on the same
basis as Minneapolis and Stillwater. By the
present basis of differentials it was said Chicago
men claim they are getting too little of the south-
western trade. Stillwater men are willing to
have the whole guestion of differentials re-
opened, and say they will take their chances.
At present they thought they were kept out of
such western territory to which their position
entitled them. Mr. Bogue =aid that as the matter
now stands Ean Claire is at a disadvantage of
eix and one-half cents as compared with Chicago
and four and one-half cents as compared with
Minneapolis.The present system hasnot been long
enough in operation to warrant the reopening of
the ,whole matter. He, with Mr. Midgley, is in-
vestigaticg the whole system and would submit
areport to the association. They found in some
places milis were being built nearer the source
of supply, and this would have to be taken into
consideration. The reason given by the Eau
Claire men for asking a change of rate is that it
costs them more to get logs to their mills. Mr.
Bogue said that after the August report was
made ont by Commissioner Midgley the change
asked for would be farther considered.

Minnesota Central Railway Companiyy.

Amended articles of incorporation were filed
with the secretary of state yesterday afternoon
by Charles F. Hatch president and L. Z. Rogers
secretary of the Minnesota Central Railway com-
pany, withdrawing £1,000,000 of what is known
as the land stock of said company from its in-

corporated capital stock of $11,000,000, and
canceling and annulling all such spe-
cial stock. This leaves the capital stock

of the road in $6,000,000 of common stock and
$4,000,000 of preferred stock. The £1,000,000
land stock thus canceled consisted of 10,000
shares of $100 each, which did not participate in
the earnings and dividends arising from the
operation of the road or its other property, ex-
cept from lands granted to said road by the state
ot Minnesota to aid in its construction. The
gtockholder ownership of the canceled stock had
the exclusive management of this land through
a committee selected from their number, who
are known as the land department of the road.

My, Morgan Resigns from the Northera Pa-
cific Directory.

J. Pierpont Morgan, of Drexel, Morgan & Co.,
New York, who has represented the syndicate
in the board of directors of the Northern Pacific
railroad. has written a letter to President Harris
resigning his position in the directory. Mr.
Morgen gives no reason for his action, but it is
understood that his position in the board has en-
croached too much on the time which he finds it
necessary to give to his immense private busi-
ness. The road has arrived at that point where
it is no longer considered necessary that the syn-
dicate's interest should have a represetative.
Mr. Morgan’s letter has been referred to the
committce appointed to select a ticket to be
voted for. They have not yet considered it, and
it is by no means certain that they will not put
Mr. Morzan’s name on the list in spite of his
declination.

Forthe Benefit of the Farmers.

The Northern Pacific and the St. Paul & Mani-
toba roads have issued acircular to agents and
shippers which says that “‘On and after the 15,
September, 1884, the rule relative to charging
penalty on excess loading will be suspended on
wheat shipments only. No excess penzalty will
be charged on excess loaded in cars of these
companies. This concessionis made owing to
the very low price of wheat, and to assist as
much as possible in the handling of the present
crop. These companies reserve to thamselves
the right to cancel this circular at their option,
and will insist upon the penalty clanses uniess
shippers, elevator men and others interested, ex-
ercise due diligence and caution in loading cars
to their marked capacity.”

Rail Notex.
That washout and land slide near La Crosse,
still troubles the trains a little.
The St. Panl & Omaha road escaped without
losing any bridges by the high water at Eau
Claire.

Two new agencies have been established on
the Northern Pacific road, one at Tappan, D. T.,
with Wm. Bartholemen agent, and the other at
Sterling, D. T., with J. H. Smith agent.

A mecting of inte-ested persons was held at
Boston ycsterday to revive the project of a rail-
road between New York and Boston by which
180 miles are to be traveled in_three houre. It
is estimated the needful double track road can
be bailt for $25,000,000.

Yesterday afternoon as the Stillwater train was
going ont on the Omsha road, an engine was
backing down the track and run into onc of the
cars of the truin. One car was splintered some-
what but no serious damage was done. No one
was hurt and the train was delayed but a short
time.
