A RAILROAD WAR.

Between the Manitoba and Min-
neapolis & St. Louis Roads,
Over a Track 800 Feet

Long.

The Latter Road Accused of Deliber-
ately Wrecking Twelve Box Cars.

A Noyel Expedient, Which Wins for the
Time Being.—What it is About.

Now that municipal distractions have
somewhat quieted down, it has devolved
upon the railroads to kick up a rumpus, to
keep up the reputation for Minneapolis as a
place that always has something *‘going.”’

Yesterday morning a gang of workmen
under the directien of Roadmaster Myers, of
the Manitoba road, went at work tearing up
the track of the Minneapolis & St Louis
road which runs from the Lyndale avenue
crossing to elevators A No. 1, and A No. 2,
owned by the Minneapolis Elevotor company.
This is not the main track, but a side, or
leading track, about 800 feet i length,
which has been wused by the St. Louis
road for a number of years

The St. Louis people were soon aware of
the fact, but no violen demounstrations were
made. Mr. Myers was asked by what autho-
rity he was acting and in reply said he bad
‘“‘the papers for it” in his pocket. About 11
o'clock the mnoise of an approaching train
was heard, and the Manitoba men looked
up to see a string of empty box cars coming
down upon the St. Louis road at lightning
speed, the motive power being given by
two engines at the otlier end of the train,
which were pushing for all they were worth.
The wheels of the first car after leaving the
tracks at the point where the removal of the
rail began, sank in ten feet of soft earth and
the car fell on its side, while car after car
piled on top in rapid succession, and were
as rapidly reduced to the consistency of
kindling wood.

THE WRECK.

As a wreck is truly an artistic plece of
workmauship and proves an effectual
stopper to the laying of any rails in that
vicinity for a while, the shattered remains of
twelve box cars, making a pile about fifteen
feet high and about fifty feet long, which lies
exactly along and across the grade made for
the Manitoba track. Some of the cars are
completely smashed up, others stand on end
or upside down, the whole making hetero-
geneous mass of splinters, wheels, brakes,
rods, ete. This sudden coup d'elat settled
the Manitoba track laying, and a force of
men under Roadmaster Burke proceeded to
relay the St. Louis rails from the track to
clevator A No. 2 again. No one was injured
although there was but little warning, and a
number of Manitoba men who were eating
in a shanty had just time enough to
run out of the building before it was covered
by the debris of the wreck. There was a lit-
tle loud talk, but no violence. A squad of
police soon, however, arrived and prevented
any furter continuance of the “‘war” if it
was contemplated.

THE M. & ST. L. SIDE.

Vice President Truesdell, of the St. Louis
road, was interviewed by the GLoOBE last
evening and said in reply that to inquiries
‘‘as to what it is all about”” that this road
has owned and malntained this
loading truck for a number of years. That
the Manitoba people had made this sudden
move to gobble it, and had selected Sunday
for the work so that mo writ of injunction
could be issued to stop them. Something
had to be done, and that quickly, to main-
tain the rights of the Minneapolis & St
Louis company. Roadmaster Burke, of the
road, was interviewed, end said in
substance that the Manitoba people had gone
to work early in the
had taken up ten St. Louis rails and were
substituting their own. They had a frog on
the ground, and with the connections once
made would have run their cars on the track
as fast as it was laid, and thus prevent any
possibility of the St. Louis peopie again get-
ting possession of the track. He said there
was plenty of warning and no one had been
in danger of injury. The cars wrecked, he
said, were old ones and he thought the loss
would be under $1,000.

THE OTHER SIDE.

C. W. Tracy, superintendent of the eleva-
tors of the Minneapolis Elevator company,
was next questioned. He gave the efrecum-
stances about as follows: The Elevator
company owns the ground upou which the
track in question is laid. Recently the Ele-
vator company ordered Minneapolis & St.
Louis road to take up this track, but their

order had Dbeen disregarded. Con-
sequently the company had author-
fzed the St. Paul, Minneapolis &

Manitoba road to take the track and substi-
tute their ralls and make the connections to
ensble them to use it. Saturday night they
commenced laying their track on the other
side of Elevator A, No. 2, which is uader
process of erection. and after going through
the building had taken up the St. Louis rails
of the loading track and were putting down
Manitoba rails, and were also preparing to
make connections with their main track. He
said there was no attempt made to take ad-
vantage, as ounly an ordinary force of
men were at work on this job, and mno par-

ticular haste had been exercised. The work
would have been commenced Saturday
moruning if the men could bave been con-

veniently procured. He counsidered the
smashing up of the cars a reckless piece of
business, as well as o costly expedient,
which he thinks will not benefit the S&. Louis
road in the end.

THE REAL CAUSE

of the dispute is of course a
fight tor the business of the elevator com-
pany. The *‘out” or carrying away of grain
from the.elevator A No. 1has been about
4,000 car loads a year, and this has been
done by the St. Louis company. The eleva-
| tor company is now bullding elevator A No.
“. which will double this business, and the
ordering of the St. Louis road to remove its
loading track means that the Manitoba road
is to have the emntire carrying business,
both  coming and going from
the elevators, as most often wheat come from
along the Manitoba line.

Just how the matter will be settled no one
seems to know at present, but the courts will
prodbably be appeaied to. The St. Louls road
is now In possession, having relaid its track,
and baviog loaded cars standing on iis en-
tire length, which will hold the rails down
very effectually, so there is little danger of
their blowing away, or of the Manitoba com-
pany taking them up.

There does not seem at present to be any
prospect of & fight between the employes of
the rival roads, although what may bappen
cannot be foretold. To prevent any possi-
bility of such an occurrenee, however, 8
;qn.d of six policeman in charge of a ser-
geant has been placed on the ground.

Grand Chaplain Venable’s Sermon
.to the Sovereign Grand
Lodge.

“It Ministers to the Physical Suffer-
ings and Leaves the Spiritual
° to the Church.”

The Services at St. Paul’s Church Yesterday,
and the Programme for
To-Day.

St. PxMs Episcopal church, on Hennepin
avenue, was filled to its utmost capacity with
an audience which embraced many of the
delegates of the Sovercign Grand Lodge and
Odd Feilows of Minneapolis. The church
was very prettily decorated witn fiowers in
honor of the occasion, and the selections
rendered by the choir were especially fine.
The order of services observed was in ac-
cordance with the announcement in yester-
day’s GLOBE.

The rector, Rev. T. Walton, announced
that the offertory of the occasion would be
turned over to Rev. J. W. Venable, of Ken-
tucky, to be applied as he should see fit. Mr.
Venable said, in accepting the offertory, that
he should devote the contribution to mission
work in his charge in Kentucky—
to ald in building  the fourth
church established by him in that state, and
that he should take pleasure in turning the
money over as a joint offertory from the
members of 8t. Pzul’s church, and the
bretheren of the I. 0. O. F.

THE GRAND CHAPLAIN’S SERMON, ‘‘BENEVO-
LENCE.”?

Grand Chaplain Venable took for the text
of his discourse the 16th verse of the thir-
teenth chapter of St. Paul’'s Epistles to the
Hebrews:  ““‘Bat to do good and to commun-
icate forget not; for with such sacrifices God
is well pleased.”

The following is a brief snynopsis of his
discourse:

No precepts, he said, in the epistles of St.
Paul, are given with such emphasis as the
injunctions to do good to one another, to be
kind; to Dbe hospitable. These commands
had bad a wonderful inflvence upon the
primitive church, and some of the sacrifices
made by the early Christians should put
modern churches to biush. Many sold
their lands, even homes, that
they might give tothe poor. The Apostles
held themselves in readiness at all times, to
go anywhere or to make any sacrifice for
their fellow men, and if you follow them you
will see them traveling in foreign lands,
among idolaters, separated from their friends
and without the comforts of life. This was
the spirit of true benevolence imparted to
the Apostles by our Lord. People now have
an iudistinet idea of doing good, and even
with an understanding it is difficult for them
to earry out the principles of benevoleace. It
is hard for the loity to stoop to the lowly;
for the avaricious to be generous. Selfish-
ness is then the most difficult of all impulses
to subdue. This love of self is the founda=
tion of the religions of delusions, and the
crimes of men. Christianity furnishes the
only protection against it, and in the religion
of the pagans and the philosophers there
is no such provision. There is always some-
thing for everyone to do to help his brother,
One can give a day, another a dollar; one
can speak, another listen; one can direct,
the other can execute; one can pray, the
other can say amen; one can do this, an-
other that, ana all can do something. Christ
says ‘‘go work in my vineyard now,” and
there is always  opportunity. Parable
after parable is given to show that
we all have gifts for which we are trustees
and must make account.

ODD FELLOWSHIP

is not a religion, but it does not interfere
with the functions of the church. Its motto,
frienship, love, truth, is the foundation
upon which it rests, and the commands ‘‘re-
lieve the distressed, bury the dead, visit the
slck aud educate the orphan’ are the precepts.
Sce the results at the meeting of the
Grand Sovercign lodge at Providence, R. 1.,
in September 1883, it was shown that §1,-
882,443 had been expended by the Odd Fel-
lows during the past year upon benevolent
objects. These are mere figures. Who can
determine the amountof suffering alleviated
by this money and by the cfforts of the half
million Odd Fellows scattered in every state,
territory and province? I have
heard some object to Odd Fellowship
upon the ground that it interfere with the
church. This is a mistake. The church
administers to the spiritual needs of mau;
Oddfellowship to the physical needs. Christ-
ianity and the work of benevolence go hand
in hand. In England, for example, where
protestantism took its great and firsc stand,
we see numerous institutions and societies
devoted to deeds of charity and kindness,
considering that the United States is
vet in its infancy, there is no country freer
and more hopeful than our own in this re-
spect.

In conclusion,if you would have a delight-
ful employment, sece how much good you
can do for others and then the blessings of
heaven will be assured to you. “To do
good and to communicate forget not; for
with such sacrifices God is well pleased.

THE SPIRITUALISTS,

An Interesting Talk by Mra, Fox Upon the
Avenues of Spirit Power,

Malcum hall, 253 Nicollet avenue, was
filled last evening to listen to the talk of
Mrs. Fox, of Ottumws, Iowa. From the
subject, ““The Avenues of Spirit Power,”
the speaker gave a very cloquent talk of
three-fourths of an hour.

For ages men had been taught to believe
that there was but one source of spirit com-
munication—that indicated by theology.
Children had been tsught this idea from the
cradle. The text books in our schools were
even now full of it. The happy couple
standing before the matrimonial altar had
been instructed in the bellef, and the aged
man tottered to his grave surrounded with
like impressions. The advance of civilization
had made inroads on these teachings.
It was quite different from what it had been
a hundred years ago in this respect.

The artist no longer confined himself to
the painting of such scenes as that of the
Lord’s supper, the cross ete., but draws from
Nature his models. Artis no longer Relig-
ion. The same may be said of politics. Re-
ligion and politics are separating. Indus-
trial life is changing its babits of thought.
People do their own thinking to a greater
extent than ever before. Their chief care
now is not so much to avoid future death as
to gain present life.

Forms and ceremonies no longer enchant
them. We are a reading people from youth
to age.

If faith is dying out where does it drift to?
Where can & man go to receive spiritaal
truth? ¢

Theology taught that man must become a
spirit. Spiritualism taught that man is a
spirit. The Bible recognizes spirit com-
munion, but the theology of the day does
not. There could be but one channel of
communication, and that was mediumistic.
Man is a spirit with a body. The spirit has
been the power directing the artist in all
great human efforts, in all ages. If we look
to Nature’s works, the question comes, how
would these things be without intelligence?

Death does not destroy, it only separates,
like a great river. The spirit may pursue
the study of the arts and sciences, but how
is his friend to know this? He can only know
through spirit chaunels. Referred the audi-
ence to the history of nations to prove spirit-
ual phenomena. But men will not belicve
these evidences. The Bible was full of the
same kind of evidences, but even Christians
refused to accept them as true, and men
would be heard to say when confronted with
the proof, *‘Oh! that must be wrong."

The history of the early churches proved
the power of mediumship. The speaker fin-
ished her address by stating that what Her-
bert Spencer called positive force, the spirit-
ualists denominate God. All nature reveals
Ilis intelligent authorship.

THE PROHIBITIONISTS.

A Sunday Meeting--The Address Delivered
by Miss Ella C. Rogers, of Pennsylva-
nia,

The meeting of the Reform club, at Harri-
son’s hall, yesterday, was well attended not-
withstanding the rain which prevailed.

Prayer was offered by Rev. E. W. Stevens,
M. D., after which Miss Ella C. Rogers, of
Pennsylvania, addressed the meeting.

The lady has lectured in nearly all the
states aud territories west of here, and gave
some interesting points illustrating her tray-
els and the good work she has been doing.
The speaker hegan her talk by compliment-
ing the mottoes she had seen on entering
the ‘‘prohibition hall.”” The workers in the
cause of temperance might meet with tem-
porary reverses, but in this noble cause there
could be ‘“*no such word as fail.””

Rum was first manufactured at Boston dur-
ing the year 1700, and in 1790 the traffic had
grown to such proportions that in Pennsyl-
vania alone more than 30,000,000 bushels of
breadstuff was converted into the poison
known as aJeobol. So gross were the meas-
ures employed to advance the foul traffic
that people became alarmed and started re-
forin socleties. The pledges at first were
vague and temporary in their character, but
as time swept on the methods of reform had
strengthened. The speaker then reviewed at
some length the attitude of liquor dealers in
the various means resorted to to evade the
prohibitory laws, and notwithstanding all
these the effect in the state of Mamne had
been so comptete that the business fell oif
from 13,000,000 to about $500,000 an-
nually.

At the close of Miss Rodgers’ speech Dr.
Denton was called and said that when the
Republican party came into power thirteen
or fourteen states had some form of probib-
itory in force which had been passed by
Democratic legislators. These several laws
had given place to license laws, but of late
the Republicans had taken hold of the matter
again. The doctor congratulated the country
on the happy advance in public sentiment
which had grown up of Jate. He himself
could remember when it was not popular for
ladies to take part in such gatherings, and
row they were among tt+ chief workers. He
hoped the time would soon come when jus-
tice would be done those deprived of the
ballot on account of their gentler sex.

This happened in the presence of about 500
people, who acted as an escort from the de-
pot, and if ever a man looked crestfallen
and thoroughly ashamed it was this
particular  would-be  funny individ-
ual, who had the appearance
and clothes of a gentleman. The African
amazons gave their names and announced
their intention of prosecuting their ‘‘as-
sailant” to the full extent of the law. Prob-
ably the matter will be hushed up, for if the
young man has not had punishment enough
be probably has money enough to calm the
storm.

One man
made the remark this evening that Mr. Don-
nelly would *‘get two to one over Mr. Strait
next November, in this part of the district.””
That being a fact Mr. Donnelly’s election is
assured. At the close of the meeting the

All the Tammany district leaders said that
Tammany would support the ticket. Mr.F. W.
Dawson, the Democratic national committeeman
from Scuth Carolina and chairman of the nat-
ional committee’s sub-committee for the south
Atlantic states, called at the national committee
rooms to-day. He said the Republicans in North
Carolina have circulated a false report that the
Democrats had declared their intention to carry
the state even if they had to resort to intimida-
tion. There was no need, Mr. Dawson said, for
using intimidation to carry any of the south At-
lantic states for the Democracy.

The Irish Not for Blaine.

CrATANOOGA, Tenn., Sept. 14.—For several
months newspaper correspondents of leading
Republican papers have been boasting that the
Irish disaffection in Tennessee was great, and
was increasing every day. They interviewed
everywhere, and created the impression that
Tennessee was about to give the electoral for
Blaine. In the past two weeks a frantic effort
has been made to hold an Irish Blaine and Lo-
gan meeting to form & club. The call was pub-
lished in all the morning papers, and
every device emplyed to drum up a large
crowd. When the meeting was called to order
there just fourteen people present, one-third of
whom were not Irish. An organization was ef-
fected by electing Pat Garvin, a Greenbacker,
chairman; Matt Keily, a Republican postal
clerk, secretary, and Eugene Batch, the Repub-
lican county jailer, who is not an Irishman, cor-
responding secretary, Col. Case, a Republican
candidate for state senator, Justice Freeman, a
Republicau, Charley Hassett, a postal route
agent, and one or two other well known Repub-
licans were present. Pat Melly, the only Demo-
crat present, was rejected for corresponding
secretary, because he coualdn’t write plain
enough. The Republicans are very much dis-
gruntled.

Fatal Boiler Explosion.

RicamoND, Va. Sept. 14.—The steam tug
Frank Somers exploded a boiler on the
James river near City point this morning.
At the time of the accident she was towing a
schooner up the river to the city. The crew
of the tug consisted of Capt. Cavanaugh and
four men. As soon as the explosion oc-
cured all the men jumped overboard. Cava-
vaugh and a boy of eighteen were drowned.
The remaining members of the crew
were saved by the men on the schooner.
The Frank Somers belonged to Capt. Cava-
naugh.
