New Yoke, Sept. 16. —A Morning Journal
special from Niagara Falls says of Oliver
Wormwood's proposal to go over the falls :
"He will be hermetically sealed inside a ball,
purposely made large to afford air to the
balled up adventurer. Itwill be very light
and float In a buoyant way in the rapid 3.
When it shall have reached the edge of the
cataract, Wormwood has calculated it will
roll about half over and then bound about
200 feet in the air above the river,
and then drop into it. It will not
descend more than twenty feet
and quickly come to the surface on account
of its great lightness. Kow boats cruising
about below the cataract are to catch the ball
with boat hooks, unseal it. take Wormwood
out and convey him to the shore. The ad-
ventnrer has estimated that the condensed
air within the rubber ball will support res-
piration for ten minutes and after being
canned up in the sphere it will take him only
three seconds to go over the falls. Three
minutes more will suffice for his rescue, so
that he will have nearly seven minutes of
air to spare.

He has not the slightest fear as to the re-
sult of the the adventure. He came here
from Loudou, is of ordinary quiet ways
and indulges in no boasting. He is thirty-five
years old, of medium height and wears
side whiskers and glasses. When aeked as
to his occupation, he said he used to be shot
out of a cun non at a circus. He looks on
going over the falls merely as an opportunity
to make a $1,000. Last night be was busy
writing to his friends, making appointments
to call on them after he had gone over the
falls. A few bets have been made at ten to
one that he would not go over the falls alive.
A few claim to have seen him buying pools
against his success. Some say the man in-
tends to get up a public exhibition and com-
mit suicide.

The Visitof the Odd Fellows to St.
Paul.

A Drive -About Town, a Reception and a
Banquet

The Sixtieth Annual Session of the
Sovereign Grand Lodge of Odd Fellows of
the United States being in session at Minne-
apolis, the St. Paul members of the fraternity
improved the occasion to invite them to St.
Paul. In this invitation the chamber of
commerce co-operated, and yesterday after-
noon the guests, about 400 strong, accepted
the hospitality extended.

The Visitor*Finally Arrive.
Owing to a change in the arrangements,

and at nearly 2 o'clock, after the crowd had
assembled at the depot to meet the visiting"
Odd Fellows, information was received noti
fying the committee on arrangements that
they would not reach St. Paul tillabout an
hour later than was at first announced. This
disappointed everybody. ' Many left, and all
felt that the time here in St. Paul would be
altogether too limited. The Great Western
band had already marched up to Odd Fel-
low's block and escorted the reception com-
mittee down to the depot, and all waited for
something over an hour more when at 3
o'clock the St. Paul & Manitoba train swung
around onto the fiat below the depot, and in
a moment or two more the Odd Fellows by

hundreds were emerging from the cars at the
foot of Rosabel street There is so much
lumber and building material in the vicinity
of the spot where they left tbo cars, and
also aruund the foot of Broadway
that it -was not 'very easy or quite
pleasant to handle such a large number of
people. The carriages had been placed on
Broadway, and it became necessary for the
people to go around by Rosabel and Fourth
streets to reach them, which they did with-
out very much discomfort.

not be confined to the lodge room, but h?
wzs instructed to go oat into the world and
help afflicted mankind wherever he may find
it: the mission of the order was to visit the
sick, bury the dead and educate the
orphan ; their mission was one of charity
and the order was but a helper to
the Christian church." the precepts were
alike, both strore to lift up the downtrod-
den and prove a benefactor to failen man ;
tae church should never fnd fault with Odd
Fellowship, the holy book could be found in
rrery lodge room in the country; it was not
kept for snow nor was the dust allowed to
collect on it. Odd Fellowship was not a

ipolitical ixutitaUoa ; no sectarian or political

institution; no sectarian or political senti-
ment or debate was allowed to enter the
lodge room. In conclusion, be invited an
investigation and study of the order, assur-
ing all tbere was something in it to com-
mand the respect and admiration of all peo-
ple.

OHiND SIRE NICDOLSOK.
James B. Nicholson, past grand sire, of

Philadelphia, was then introduced us the
apostle of Oddfellowship. After the applause
had subsided Mr. Nicholson began his elo-
quent address l>y referring to the legend of
Hiawatha. Tlu- speaker 6aid that he camo
with no charm of eloquence; there were
others more capable of charming with the
sweet of speech; he spoke from and
appealed to the heart in homely phrase of
speech. The field of morals and reform was
like a primeval forest; the*" way
had to be cleared and there
was much work to be done;
the question naturally arose, what is the
necessity of Odd Fellowship? This was a
utilitarian age, and the motto of the world
was progress; mankind wanted moral and
intellectual agencies that kept abreast with
the material progress of the age. What the
age wanted was agencies that made men
stand closer together; instrumentalities that

j brought him heart to heart and hand to hand;
agencies that combined and identified his in-
terests; first it was a union of ten, then a
hundred; tben on upwards to millions, and
the object ofit all was to biud men closer to-
gether and alleviate their ills and wants.
The speaker then refered to the name of the
order, how it originated was a mystery, but
while soundiug strangely ha did not believe
that any member would want to change it,
as it was so thoroughly expressive of all the
dearest interests of the society; the name
was every day becoming more and more
intelligabie aud significant and the great
prevalence of crime demonstrated that every
day tb* world was more in need of Odd
Fellows.

The speaker then described the regalia of
the order, and in this connection he gave a
graphic picture of the establishment of the
order in Baltimore, and he made eloquent
allusion to the grateful beneficence of tho
orJi twhose symbolic and mysterious links
were allied to the sympa-
thy, suffering and charity of mankind.
He laid especial stress on the object of the
order which made it imparative for all mem-
bers to visit the sick and relieve the dis-
tressed. He referred to the mission of the
order which he said was for the people of the
habitable globe ; for the benefit of all men
everywhere, and Odd Fellowship shall not
have accomplished its mission umil its
eternal truths were recognized and embraced
by all men. Reference was then made to
the secret nature of the order; the society
was not among those that believed dynamite
or gunpowder were among the reformatory
agencies of the world; Odd Fellowship was
not secret for the reason that its objects and
aims were open to all the world; on the
other hand the ordei had a detestation of
many of the unholy secret orders of the age.
There were matters however, of private in-
formation, which it would not be feasible to
give out to the world; there were some men
who desired to exist off the industry of
others and for this and other reasons it was
necessary to protect the members of the order.
In the United States $5,000 was distributed
daily; this did not represent the vast reserve
fund on hand, and it was necessary to pro-
tect this fund and its members from impos-
ture or unjust Invasion. The speaker illus-
trated this part of the address by relating a
very appropriate anecdote. It was neces-
sary to give tho members of the order a key,
which wlu;n properly obtained, was the open
sesame to the vaults of the society all over
the land. In conclusion several anecdotes
were related, going to show the benefits of
Odd Fellowship in moments of distress, and
be said that the order was charity and love in
their completeness, and beneath the princi-
ples of the order were the springs that would
eventually overturn the world, for the law of
the order watt love, aud love luustat last rule
the world, and war would be a thing of the
past; when the order reached its cornp'cte-
ness mere wouiu oe uo war or 6ianuing ar-
mies, and liL'fit, love and liberty would be
carried with their sublime el-

ects throughout all the world.
The object of the work was to build up men ;
good, loving, noble men whose lives would
tend to the advancement of the earth; be
dlliiant, cirin st and faithful aud in the
end would come the reward; the selfish
mlirlit sneer, but God is love and love would
some day rule the world.

After music the audience was dismissed
with the benediction, by Grand Chaplain
Yenable.

The llanqiiet.
Itwas 10:30 o'clock when 464 members

of the Sovereign Grand Lodge sat down to
the feast prepared for them at the Merchants
hotel. The above number of covers hud
been laid and there waa scarcely a vacant
chair to be seen in the vast dining hall.

The grand dining room of the Merchants
hotel has been honored v*ith a great many
notable gatherings, but seldom has it been
graced by such a largo, cosmopolitan and
handsome an assemblage. The tables pre-
sented a very tasteful and beautiful appear-
ance, being adorned with vases of cut flow-
ers and pyramids of fruits.

Afterthe Immense crowd had been seated
grace was said by the Rev. Josiah Marvin,
after which those present commenced to dis-
cuss the substantial and elegant menu, which
embraced almost every delicacy of the sea-
sons, and it was served by a force of ninety
competent waiters under the direction of

Mr. Charbonneau. During the banquet mu-
sical selections were performed by Seibert's
orchestra, whicu was stationed on a platform
at the east end of the dining hall. On the
wall, back of the orchestra stand, was the in-
scription "Welcome," composed of ever-
greens, while beneath the word were three
inwrought links, the insignia of the order.

At 11:20 o'clock the gathering was rapped
toorder by Rev. Mr. Marvin, who announced
as the first sentiment of the evening, the
sovereign uranu lougc, me iuii ioasi ocing

as follows:

seed-sown in 1819, God- bless the day, it
brings fresh to the mind of every Odd Fel-
low that fortunate train ofevent* wbich has
reared the institution of Odd Fellowship.
Faithful hands are at the helm,
we are in for the war.
The great grand adventure of the fathers is
before us, and with heroic hands to * lead,
we shall posh on in the grand work for a
common humanity. Responded to by Fast
Grand Sire Nicholson.

In responding he said that be first at-
tended a session of the Grand lodge in 1500
at Nashville; at thai time the dark cloud of
secession was rolling over the land; they
bad next assembled at Baltimore; the east-
ern and western states bad responded to the
roll call, but when the brethren from the
•oath were named a silence fell on the con-
vention. The speaker then paid a' fine
compliment to the southern members of
Odd Fellow lodges who bad always
remained loyal to the grand lodge. This bad
proven that the ties that bound the members
of the order together were not of any sect or
shade of politics, bet they • originated and
were based on a common platform as broad
as humanity. In conclusion, be paid a glow-
ing eulogy to the order and it*object*.

i amid it all. The patriotism -'.'-. we
admire is kindled by their influence. -The
eloquence which thrills us catches its inspi-
ration from their lips. The holy life that
blesses man is the answer to their prayers.
First at the coach of disease and pain, their
influence heals all wounds, and if need* be,
wipes the cold sweat from the marble brow.

Itwas responded to by 3. B. Orrendoff, of
Illinois. He commenced by saying that . the
theme embraced much; man thought," ln-I theme embraced much: man thought in-
•ttacflTeij of sweetbeart, wife and mother;

each in turn claimed and exacted his atten-
tion and devotion. As to sweethearts, if
there were any present who had never had
one they are not deserving of au explana-
tion. From sweetheart toe transition to wife I

w&a graceful and easy. He then referred I
to the noble attribute of woman in
the capaelty of mother, and in
this connection he paid the character of
women an eloquent and glowing eulogy. It
was the purpose of the order to emphasize
tbe teachings Uught at the mother's knee;
the faith learned at the mother's knee was
the euidinu star oi the order.

This toast was responded to by the Hon.
L. F. MeKenny* of New Hampshire.

He said that the man who made a long
speech should be expelled, and he concluded
uls very ahort address with a poetic out-
burst.
