FISHER AND MULLIGAN,

The most natural rejoinder the partisan
Blaine papers have to offer to the mass of
evidence so damaging to Slippery Jim is to
make the wild charge that Messers Fisher
and Muiligan are men unworthy of credit.
While this is about the only thing the
cornered Blaincites can say, it is one of the
most ridiculous methods of defense. The
damaging matter in the whole affair is the
evidence furnished by Blaine himself, the
Jetters that he begged for on his knees with
tears and pitcous entreaty in behalf of his
wife and six children. TItis idle to under-
take to dismiss these letters as campaign
fictlon, but that is what the dishonest, ras-
cally Blaine editors endeavor to do. The
fact is, and squirm and twist, make faces
and call names as they please, the Blaine
advocates cannot escape the rugged fact that
the whole series of Fisher and Mulligan let-
ters have produced a profound sensation,
and that the more recent revelations have
the effect to clinch the former averments, so
evasion and explanation are utterly impos-
sible.

Perhaps
this man is fifty years old or more, and yet
it would be hard to guess within ten years of
his age, so neat and nice does he look for &
man of his years.

Mulligan, continues this narrator, has had
a curious career. For a time he handled the
cash of oue of the best theatres in Boston.
Afterward he was the confidential book-
keeper of the Stanwoods, relatives of the
Blaines, and is now.and has been for many
years the trustee of Wwhat is known as the
Fisher estate. He has handled millions of
money without mistakes in his accounts and
still isa trusted expert in financial affairs.
In the capacity of court manager of the Fish-
er estate these letters of Mr. Blaine’s came
into his possession. They were a part of the
assets of Warren Fisher when he passed
through bankruptey. Mulligan did not in
the first instance intrude them before the
public and wasin nowise responsible for
their being given to the world. When called
to Washington in 1876 to testify he was a
most unwilling witness, but the facts of Mr.
Blaine’s transactions with Mr. Fisher were
forced from him by the action of some very
prominent Republicans of Boston.

Warren Fisher, like Mulligan, was and is
an involuntary party to the revelationsin
which he occupies so comspicuous a place.
Blaine’s lJetters to him passed out of his pos-
session in the regular order of proceedings
in bankruptcy and he has simply been in-
truded into this matter as an accident of the
occasion. Mr. Fisher is 2 well known char-
acter in the business life of Boston. He is
quite an old man now—perhaps fifty-five
years of . ze. Just at present he is living
quietly upon his farm up in Vermont, and
he only comes to Boston when business re-
quires his presence. It is said of him that
he feels very keenly the unpleasant position
he has been placed in by this political ad-
venture, into which he has been dragged
against his will, and that whatever he does
in this matter now will be to protect himself
against the assaults which may be made up-
on him by Mr. Blaine or his friends.

And now comes a most interesting scrap
of information not before possessed by the
public. Dauring the Congressional investi-
gation of 1876 Aquilla Adams wrote a note
which called ont the Blaine letters to Fisher.
Mr. Adams is President of one of the largest
Boston banks. He was one of the men who
knew of the existence of these letters through
having some business relations with the
Fisher estate. Adams is described as alarge
man, with 2 bald head and a big moustache.
He is rather tall, stoutly built and gives one
the idea that heis a solid man of affairs. An
important and pertinent story is now told
for the first time which shows how earnestly
many Republicans in Massachusetts were
anxious that Mr. Blaine’s fiscal operations
should be known to the public besides those
who are now figuring in these matters. It
is stated upon authority that R. M. Morse,
Jr., who was the chairman of the recent Re-
publican State Convention of Massachusetts
was the real power by which Mulligan and
his letters were brought to Washington by
the Congressional committee. He was the
assignee in bankruptcy of the Warren Fish-
er estate and all these disclosures which are
now gradually coming to light are said to
have been brought out in examination be-
| fore the register in bankruptey. Itis told
upon the disclosures made Mr. Morse took
steps to call out for the benefit of the public
the letters which were printed in 1876, and
the new omes which are just nmow being
| presented for the edification of the United
| S ates. 8o it would appear that neither
{ Mulligan nor Fisher were in any way re-
sponsible for the publicity given to this sub-
ject in the first instance. It also now ap-
pears that Mr. Mulligan took only such let-
ters to Washington as he was obliged to
take under the call of the committee. The
balance which he is now producing are sim-
ply called out by the personal assaults being
made upon him by Mr. Blaine’s partisans.

In the light of this information it is seen
how absurd and bootless are the Blaine at-
tacks on Fisher and Mulligan, and none
but blubbering fools will indulge in such a
performance. The end of this business,
there is high authority for saying, has not
been reached. There are additional and
racy developements yet to come and mew
witnesses can be called to the stand. There
is a Republican mem ber of Congress from
Massachusettts who rushed off to Europe
in 1876 1o escape giving testimony, and if
he does not get into hiding somewhere he
will be called for soon. Indeced it is said
that the man is down upon a eick bed at the
revival of the scandal and his near relation to
it. In his madness to produce an aggressive
campaign Blaine has blundered at every step,
His inciting the burst of scandal upon Cleve-
| land, his Indiana episode, his manufactured

BLAINE'S IASOU ERADE.

He Poses Before a Philadelphia
Crowd and Then Flies Back to
New York,

Pmunumu, Sept. 23.—About 3 o’clock
Blaine and party returned from a drive to
the park. After luncheon Blaine proceeded
to the Union league house for the public re-
ception. This took place in the large assem-
bly room. Blaine was attended by a com-
mittee of thirty of the younger members of
the league in evening dress. Thousands of
people streamed through the room, until half
past four, when the reception terminated,
and Blaine drove back to the Continental
hotel for dinner. While party were still
at dinner Senator Don Cameron came to bid
Blaine good-bye. As soon as it was known
in the hotel that Blaine had returned from
the Union league the guests began to gather
in groups. in the corridor leading to his
rooms, and just as dinner ended some ladies
gently pushed the door open far enough to
sce the distinguished candidate, and
stood there gazing at him. When
Blaine’s attention was called to this
be turned from the gentlemen with wkom he
was talking and shook bands with the ladies.
At about 7:30 Blaine, protected on one side
by Elkins and the other by ex-President
Baker, of the league, made his way through
the usual crowd to his , and was
driven to the private entrance of the
club  house, where again the
police had to hold the people in check when
he made his way into the building, The club
house was relatively more crowded than the
street, and Blaine was compelled to undergo
a hand shaking ordeal. At a few minutes
past 8 Mr. Benson, first vice president of the
league, requested all but Blaine and party to
withdraw from the room, which was becom-
ing very close. This request was complied
with slowly and while the gentlemen in
the room were leaving there were others
begging to be allowed, ‘a word with
Mr. Blaine,” but Benson was compelled to
be inexorable. Blaine was then escorted
to the platform erected in front of the build-
ing where he reviewed the parade at the
head of the procession, led by Gen. Hart-
rauft, as chief marshal, passed the stand
and was enthusiastically applauded. From
the Union League Club house one could see
about a mile and a half down the broad
street. The procession filled the whole of
this space, and during the whole time Blaine
remained on the stand. he torches ap-
pearing in the distance were as a mile of
solid mass of moving fire and could be secn
filing into the broad street at the lower end.
All the clubs were uniformed and moved in

military order and the marching of
most of them was admirable. Each
club as it passed the stand gave

‘‘three cheers for James G. Blaine,”
‘‘or forJames G. Blaine our next president,””
and Mr. Blaine in response removed his hat
and bowed. The young Republicans of
Philadelphia, a body of quite young gentle-
men, were especially demonstrative. They
cheered in college boy style as they passed
and were in turn loudly cheered by the
crowd.

The mayor of the city expressed his opin-
ion that there were more than 30,000 men
marching, and he believed ‘‘half the popula-
tion of Philadelphia were out’ looking at
them. It was understood there would be no
speaking, s0 no demand was made for a
speech.

At 9.15, while the procession was still in
full view, Blaine bowed repeatedly and left
the stand. Upon entering the club house he
took some refreshments, after which he
passed out amid most enthusiastic cheering,
entered a carriage and was driven rapidly to
the depot, and left for New York at 9:85 on
a special train.

RETURN TO NEW YORK.

New Yorgk, Sept. 23.—The special train
over the Pennsylvania road which conveyed
Blaine and party from Philadelphia, made
but one stop at Elizabeth. The trip was
made in less thamn two bours. The
train arrived in Jersey City
at 11:35 in the evening. Blaine and
friends took carriages, crossed the Desbrasses
street ferry and were driven to the Fifth
Avenue hotel. Blaine was greatly pleased
with the reception at Phiiadelphia and on
the return trip declared that notwithstanding
the labors of the day he was not at all
fatigued. ;

With people who really dine, as distin-
guished from those who only feed, it has be-
come the fashion to top the sherry, claret
and campagne with a small glass of a mys-
terious concoction, known under the gen-
erie name of liqueur, but embracing vast
variety of flavor and color, from the luscious
sweetness of rich Brown curacoa to the in-
describable white kummel and the bitterness
of green absinthe, Held up to the light the
clear, oily liquid of whatever color it may
be, with a glow in the center like a hottled
sunbeam, bhas an appetizing and enticing
appearance which only a Good Templar
could resist, while it has a knack of absorb-
ing reminiscences of all the flavors that have
goue before it, which, after a dinner of
many mixtures, is an attribute not to be
despised. Yet few of those who sip and
smack their Hps over its pleasant aroma
have more than the vaguest idea of how it ig
compoged or whence it comes.

When we consider how comparatively few
people ever use liqueurs, and in what small
quantities they are consumed, even by those
who habitually drink them, the statistics of
their consumption is nothing less than as
tounding. The Fourvoirle containg 60 casks
or butts, some of a capucity of 2,500 gallons,
and when all filled they are capable of hold-
ing 150,000 gullons. The stock in bottles s
always kept up to 80,000, and the monthly
sale averages 12,000 or 150,000 a year. In
the Benedictive distiilery, which, however,
has nothing monkish about it, save that it e
built upon the site of the old monastery, and
has attached to it a curious museum of relics,
150 work-people are employed. Ten steam
sawg are required to cut the wood for the
packing cases, and over 100,000 botiles are
annually set forth. To these number & we
have to add the productions of all the Dutch
houses, and more than all besides, that of

the Parisian.  One of these Parisian firms,
the largest in the  trade, always
keeps in stock 10,000 liters of

absinthe avd over 5,000 liters of Cassis
and Vermouth, besides innumerable other
preparations for which there is a small de-
msand. Each week they send out 2,500 bot-
tles, and Paris alone tokes a hectoliter daily.
to deliver this nine carts are constantly af
work. And these are statistics of only one
out of scores that carry on the same trade.
The French themselves are the largest con-
sumers of ligueurs; every restaurant, dowr
t> the most humble,every pastry cook, sweets
stuff, or chandler shop displays samples of
these decoctions fn their windows; even
the ouvrier does not think his dinner com-
plete without » petit verve of some cheap
abomination that goes by that name., Ab-
sinthe is their chief favorite, and there i
little doubt that much of the physical deb
line of the Parisian s owlng to excessive in-
dulgence in that and other pernicious intox-
fcants of 2 like kind. It would seem more-
over, that the use of ligueurs is greatly on
the increase in this country, as of late years
