Strips of con-
lrasting colors will combine with piain fabric
of the darker tint; in fact contrasts have
been granted a new lease in fashionable
life; and all can be well dressed with such a
variety to select from ; there are shotted and
hair line fabrics, stripes and plain geods for
the short and stout; and pronounced as well
s invisable plaids for the tall elegant figure.
cashinere, camel’s bair, ladys cloth, bison
and the pretty flannels, that are finished to
look like cloth, and are desirable because of
their light weight, are some
of the desirable goods in  woollens.
Velvot, the favorite of all  female
bearis, and eargerly desired by all
women, is, and will be more sought after
than last year; both the plain and brocaded
will be used, and all the cloth colors, as well
as lighter tints full dress will be on sale.
Now that velveteen is made with such won-
derful finish and really of worth, this will be
used for miscellancous wear and by many
who can afford the genuine Lyons. Any-
thing but the best in velvet is poor economy,
and such brands as Nonpariel, Lewis, Ar-
caldia and several well known brands are to
be prefered to silk faced velvet, unless used
for trimming. The heavy uncut velvets are

very handsome, and are used for suits and
parts of suits, as wraps or redingote. Suits |
of woolen good are generally made with

polonaises.

Skirts are wider, and the widening is pro-
duced by goreing the skirts less and adding
to the fullness at the back. The tiny plaiting
at the foot continues in favor. Round waists, |
the real old fashioned waists such as our |
grandmothers wore, are again worn. Some
sew them to the skirt with a cord or piping
just as they did, but the best way is to have
Lhe waist a few inches longer than the waist
line and make, the skirt with a belt, over
which another belt of leather or ribbon may
be worn ; wear it over the waist, the belt giv-
ing it « stylish finish. The accordian apron
is ome of the newest fancies, and is plaited
in the usual way and spread out by being
taken bigh over the hips. The jerseys come
this fall fitted with seams like a dress waist,
with fur backs. Bome of the new importa-
tions show the skirts of dresses more
bunchey, and the added fullness of skirts
gives it this effect.

Young ladies and misses wear belts with-
out buckles, these are clasped under a rosette
or ribbon bow. The same bow on the shoul-
der and in front of the neck. Belts can be
worn with all walsts, narrow or wide, just as
prefers, The directoire sash is also
worn.
