A SUCCESSFUL KXTERPBI.SE.

The Milwaukee Woman's Suffrage exchange,
mention of which was made in these columns
J;i.-t winter, hag grown hi sturdily that it* pro-
jectors deemed it advisable to clothe it with the
dignity ofa charter. Articles of incorporation
have been filed with the secretary of state, and
the first meeting under the new organization will
be held at the club room in the Plankinton house
on the Ist of October. The idea of the institu-
tion is to assist women who desire to obtain
money by disposing of articles of'their own man-
ufacture. A lady desiring to avail herself of the
benefits of the exchange must first purchase a
depositor's ticket, which costs $1 and entitles her
to the privilege of placing goods on sale at the
exchange for the term of one. year. The prices
ate fixed by the maker* of the articles, and the
exchange retains 10 per cent, for its labor in
negotiating the sale. A lunch department Is
condnctcd for the benefit of the exchange. It is
patronized by between ninety and 150 luncbera
per day, and returns a daily average £rOBS In-
come of £30. All the pies, cakes, bread, cold
meats, etc., used in the lunch department are
purchased from depositors in the exchange, but
a* a matter ofnecessity the hot meats, vegeta-
bles.tea and coffee are prepared on the premises.
There are now 200 active depositors in the ex-
change, and ten persons ore employed in ran-
ning the institution. The beginning of the en-
terprise was very modest, but the monthly sales
have steadily risen, and are now doable what
they were three-quarters ofa year ago. The in-
come forAugust, the largest for any month
since the birth of the exchange, amounted to up-
ward of £1,-100.
