THE MAYOR'S PROCLAMATION,

His Honor Liable to a Fine in $1,000 and
Imprisonment jor Sixty Days in the
County Jail for Develiction in Office.

On the morning after the First ward spe-
cial aldermanic election the GLoBE took oc-
casion to call attention to the mayor’s dere-
liction in failing to issue a proclamation to
the saloon keepers to keep their respective
places of business closed on election day
(Monday.) The administration papers were
promptly called upon to help kis honor out
of the difficulty. Yesterday one of these un-
reliable sheets said:

‘It has been claimed that Mayor Pillsbury
has rendered  himself liable to a fine of
£1,000 because he failed to issue a procla-
mation ordering all the saloons in the First
ward closed on Monday, the day of the
special election for alderman, and upon first
glance mavy will be disposed to condemn
the mayor for neglect without further hear-
ing: But, as usual, there are two sides to
the question. It appears that the matter had
been submitted to the city attorney on a for-
mer occasion, when the conclusion was
reached that a proclamation of the character
indicated, is not required for a special elec-
tion in any single ward, and the opinign is
based upon the wording of section 7, of the
ordinance ‘‘regulating licenses in the city of
Minneapolis,”” which reads as follows:

Sec. 7. That every saloon and the bar of
every tavern, inn and other places where
liquors are sold by tihe glass or drink shall be
closed and kept closed during the whole of
every Sunday, and every day of a general
state or city election, and during the time of
any riot or disturbance. .

It is claimed that the law above quoted
does not call for a proclamation in the case
of a special election in a single ward like
that of Monday, and that the mayor is not in
any manner liable for his failure to issue.”

Now, it is an incontrovertable fact that the
city ordinances have, in many instances
been carelessly and loosely drafted. That is
the case with the one above quoted. The
Grore quotes better authority, the compiled
statutes of the state of Minnesota for 1878,
p- 56, Sec. 94.

SALOONS TO BE CLOSED ON ELECTION DAY.

No spirituous, malt, vinous or intoxicat-
ing liquor shall be sold or given away, at re-
tail, nor shall any saloon or bar room, or
place where such liquor is sold or given away,
be open on any general or special election
day from the hour of five (5) o’clock in the
forenoon to the hour of gix (6) o’clock in the
afternoon, within the limits of any incorpo-
rated city.. ® ® ®# % ® & # Tt ghall
be the duty of the mayor, on the day next
preceding any election, to issue his proclama-
tion in a public manner, that the provisions,
of this section will be strictly enforced. In
the case that the mayor fails to perform the
duty herein described, he shall be subject to
afine in one thousand dollars ($1,000) or
imprisonment in the county jail for sixty
days, or both, in the discretion of the court.

Brunswick & Co. Again.

Last spring Brunswick & Co., the man-
ufacturers of billiard tables, brought suit
against Brunswizk & Co., billiards, and the
J. M. Brunswick & Balke company, on the
ground that the latter firms had, by imitating
closely the style and manner of advertising
of the former, endeavored to create the im-
pression that the goods sold by them were of
Brunswick & Co’s. manufacture. A tem-
porary injunction was secured pending the
trial in the district court. The case was de-
cided in favor of the defendants and the in-
junction dissolved. The defendants above
named yesterday became plaintiffs in  suits
against Brunswick & Co.,*for damages
alleged to have been sustained to business by
the injunction, compelling them to
their style of advertising and giving them an
unenviable business reputation. Each firm
charge that the expense of defending their
interests amounted to $1.150, and place their
dam at a sum sufilcient to make the
amount ssked for 15,000 in each case.

THIRD WARDERS.

The Democrats of the Loyal

Third In an Enthusi-
astic Mood.

Ames Makes a Characteristic

Address and Arouses Great
Enthusiasm,

Dr.

Shaking the Dry Bones—The Hypocrites of
the Republican Party Shown Up.

The Third ward Cleveland and Hendricks
club held an enthusiastic meeting at their
headquarters on Plymouth avenue last night.
The attendance filled the hall, and many
new members were enrolled. It was voted
that Hon. O.C. Merriman be requested to ad-
dress the club next Wednesday night.

DR. AMES’ ADDRESS.

Dr. A.A. Ames made an excellent ad-
dress, and was frequently interrupted by ap-
plause. He spoke particularly upon the per-
sonal liberty question, and scored the Re-
publican legislators and the Republican city
council without stint.

In speaking of the methods resorted
to by Republicans to elect their ticket the
speakersaid:

1 have seen voters driven from the Harves-
ter works by the score with the Republican
whip cracking over their shoulders and
ballots were placed in their hands—ballots
which these laboring men working in the
Harvester works loathed—but théy were com-
manded to voté them or receive their dis-
missal. Thkese men were heads of families
and it was a question of bread and butter.

The doctor recited the ridiculous scenes
and incidents connected with the Republi-
can county convention. He said it was a
circus, a circus compgsed of clowns. [Cheers
and laughter.] The Republican party meets
with its great success upon the spoils system,
and they can afford to distribute money to
carry primaries. This is necessary because
that grand old party is split in the middle,
and it is so rotten that the stench is terrible.
[Applause.] I think it was cut with a cheese
knife, and I can only compare the
party split with tkis knife to
limburger cheese. [Laughter.] Do you
know of any laws recently passed for the
protection of the poor man? No! These
laws which our legislators have passed are
passed solely for the protection of the wealthy
classes—the manufacturers and great corpo-
rations and monopolies. It has been said,
and I take this public occasion to deny it,
that Imoved from the Fifth to the Fourth
ward for the purpose of seeking the nomina-
tion tothe legislature. I am not seeking office,
nominations from both parties, and money
would be no inducement. I cannot afford
to run for any Office, so much as I would
like to take a three tined pitch fork and
throw ‘‘the rascals out.”” Understand now,
Iam not a candidate. Now I want to con-

jure you, don’t accept anything
from these ,men who are running
for the legislature. They will

tell one man they are for prohibition and
then they will go to the cormer
saloonkeeper and promise to work for the
whisky interest. They have no iutegrity,
you must know they lie to you. These office
seckers cannot . be trusted. Select honest
men on your ticket, the Democratic ticket.
Nominate an honest, intetligent laboring
man who bave your real interests at heart as
well as you have. The old Jeffersonian
principle was first to inquire is he honest
and second is he competent.

Among office holders is a most
deplorable amount of hypocrisy.  The poor
maun is entitled to just as much considera-
tion as is the man who counts his money by
the thousands or by the millions.  There is
another cardinal point. The question should
be asked, ‘‘Is the man a hypocrite!”’

To illustrate the hypoerisy I will cite to
you that during the fair week on the grounds
which are outside the patrol district, liquor
was sold, and they were not molested. On
the outside of the fence was a poor German,
who saw the sale of liquor on an exten-
sive scale on the fair grounds,
and he thought that to him was presented an
opportunity to make a few dollars for the
support of his Jarge family. He purchased a
keg of beer, but bad not offered it for sale a
half hour before the police dropped on him,
and he was taken off to the calaboose. It
was because this man was poor that the
mayor arrested him, but the others were not

disturbed. JIs this hypoerisy? I wiil cite
another instance. A  poor woman
in the same locality went to the
mayor and said: “I am a poor

woman struggling to support a large family,
I 2m a woman and can’t harm anybody. I
want to sell a little beer.”” The mayor re-
plied: **No, I can’t haye it, you may sell
pop but no liquor.””  The woman went home
and put in a stock of pop and ginger ale,
on the opposite side of the stréet was & man
selling liquor of all kinds without a license.
Pop is not a popular drink, and as a matter
of course the poor woman’s business was
not prosperous, she went to the mayor
again and said I can’t stand this, and she
explained that ber neighbor was doing all
the business because he sold liquor. The
mayor sat and reflected sagely for a morffent
and rejoined: Go back and open your back
door and sell what you plesse zll on the
quiet.
THE MAYOR'S LOOSNESS,

The mayor has failed to issue a proclama-

tion to close saloons on election day, and he

is liable to a fine under the state
law £1,000 and ° imprisonment
sixty days. Now I esteem the

mayor as a gentleman, but as he has started
outto prosecute certain classesof our people,
I think the mayor should be compelled to
pay his fine as the poor saloonkeeper docs.
Give to the old goose some of the sauce he
has so freely dished out to the ganders.
[Cheers].

There are rumberless laws on the books
which it is npot intended to  en-
force. It is in the power of
the mayor to stop  every train
which undertakes torun into the city on
Snnday. That is only one of the many laws
which was enacted only for the protection of
the people and not intended to be enforced
except when found necessary to protect the
interests of the people.

IMPRISON POLITICAL THIEVES.

I want to see a law enacted which will
imprison every office holder who is found
guilty taking money from the public treasury
I wantto urge upon you the necessity in self-
protection to orgsnize. Look at the assess-
ment rolls and you can plainly see the need
of orgauizing. These assessment rolls will
show you that such men have made affidavits
that they have only one to three thousand
dollars worth of personal property. Now
what do the poor men do! They make honest
returns. Ifthey have a cow it is marked at
§25, a sewing machine at $15, because they
paid that amount for them. They make
affidavit to their personal possession and
know they are paying themseives if they
piace things at 3 less value than they paid
for them. Ifsold under the auctioneer’s ham-
mer the personal property would not bring
one-half as mch as they are taxed for.

THE CONGRESSIONAL TICKET.

THE MILLING INDUSTRY,

A Review of the Flour Product for the Past
Week, at the Ealls,

To-morrow’s issue of the Northwestern Miller
will contain the following review of the mill-
ing industry for the week:

The mills on the falls are now ranning
strong, but not yet up to the maxium,
though they are likely to attain that position
before another week. The flour production
last week was the heaviest since last fall,
and gives promise of growing until equaling
if not surpassing any previous record. The
total out put last week was 119,286 bbla—
averaging 19,881 bbls.—against 76,640
bbls. the preceding week, and 87,000 bbis.
for the same week last year. With ample
water power and an abundance of wheat, the
mills are warming up to their work, and in
a few days will be turning out the last bar-
rel that they are capable of. Out of the
twenty-two mills in the city, twenty
started in Monday oun the week’s
work, and another was to resume operations
Thursday. Next week’s output will not full
much short of 135,000 bbis., and it may go
over that figure. A good demand for old
flour is about the only noteworthy feature of
the flour market. Export trade is confined
to dealers who have a regular trade in our
flour, and to a light business in consign-
ments.

CHICAGO’S GOBBLE UP.

Which Comnrised Taking a Minneapolis
Clothing Store Bodily to the
Garden City,

[Chicago Times, 24th, |
In the 8. Friedman failure, on Monday,
the officers who were armed with executions
were batlled in their efforts to find property
opon which to make a levy of their writs, but
they bore their rebufls patiently, hoping for
better times.  Yesterday morning Deputy
Sheriff Burke was rewarded when he levied
eleven executions on atrain load of clothing,
hats and caps, and furnishing goods, cap-
turing it as soon as it reached the Cook
county line, at Blue island, on
the Rock Island road. Know-
ing that Friedman had a store in Minuneapo-
lis, which was called the ‘‘Ameriean Eagle,”
Mr. Newman; of the firm of Moses & New-
man, attorneys for the Chicago creditors,
hastened to that city, arriving there on Sun-
day. He al once chartered a locomotive and
three cars, over the Rock Island road, for
which be agreed to pay $1,500 for a run to
Chicago. He then hired twenty American
express wagons, and at midnight com-
menced the removal of Friedman’s stock to
his train, completing the work by 2 o’clock.
The stock was piled in the carsin a con-
fnsed mass, and as soon as word was given
that the last load was in, the train moved
out for Chicago with instructions from
Conductor Jacob Newman to run
at the rate of forty-five miles per hour, mak-
ing no stops iu the state of Minnesota, nor at
any country towns between Minneapolis and
Chicago. This precaution was taken to pre-
vent service of process of any kind en route.
The ran was made in safety, transferring
the stock of goods from Minneapolis o Chi-

cago in about sixteen hours.

The scheme was known to Deputy Sheriff
Burke, who spent the night at Blue Island,
watching for the arrival of his train. Aftera
sleepless night it hove in sight, and as soon
as it landed he levied upon the entire lot,
the executions for the following parties:
Herman Felsenthal, $6,300; Felix Kahn, $2.-
092.50; Edson Keith, $854.83; Adolph Moses,
$2,300; Abram Hart, $3,413.36: M. Gimble,
£266; B. Kuppenheimer, $5,591.22; I. Ein-
stadt, $377.85; Rothschild & Brother, §6,151,-
69; Max  Lashar, $8,400;  Daniel
Richter, $5,250;—a total of $41,001.45.
The stock levied on was estimated to be
worth $50,000. It was learned yesterday ai-
ternoon that Friedman was disposed to pre-
fer some of his credltors, and, as he could
not do so under the laws of the state of
Minnesota, took the step he did in order to
accomplish his purpose. Of course the dep-
uty ‘‘happened to know’’ the stock of goods
was coming and was conveniently present
to make the levy for Mr. Friedman. It was
remarked that Chicago had simply gone up
to Minneapolis and walked off with a cloth-
ing store, leaving the Minnes ta ereditors to
whistle for something to levy upon, and it
was a ‘‘cold day’’ when Chicago got left.
