THE MARKETS YESTERDAY.

The bnlls took the bears into camp in the New
York market yesterday. Speculation was rather
tame, with the tendency toward higher prices.
The opening was irregular, and New York Cen-
tral weakened % per cent. Before midday a
firmer tone set in, and there was a general ad-
vance in prices. A little later, however, New
York Central dropped to 934, the lowest point
of the week, In final dealings there was a rally,
under the leadership of St. Paal, which returned
to 80%. The market closed strong, prices be-
ing %4 @1% per cent. higher than Friday's close,
except for Central Pacific, New Jersey Central,
and New York Central, which were 3@ 3% per
cent, lower, Union Pacific wasfirm. Govern-
ments were strong, railways generally firm, and
state securities dull, The balls also got the
longest end of the rope in the wheat market.
At Chicago wheat opened a fraction stronger
than Friday's close, weakened off a few points,
and then started on the up turn, closing strong
at  %c advance over; the opening. At
Milwaukee wheat opened Xc up, followed the
course of Chicago, and closed %@ %c up from
the opening. Wheat was about 1c stronger at
St. Paul. Receipts of hard wheat are light and
the demand good.

Not so with King Humbert, He is an ex-
ception to every royal personage that wears
a crown. He walks the streets of Naples.
He goes into the most desolate and forbid-
den quarters of the city, seek out the dis-
tressed and suffering and with bis own hands
and by those of his attendants relieves their
woes, as far as human capability can do it,
and saves life whenever it can be done. If
this is royalty, it is a type of it that adorns a
throne, and does honor to humanity itself.

MR, DaVIS CORRECTED.

Hon. C. K. Davis addressed the young
men’s Republican club on Friday night. He
is one of the most effective speakers in the
Republican ranks, and should never permit
himself to descend to the level of the ordi-
nary stump orator by misrepresenting the
facts of past history. It is impossible to fol-
low Mr. Davis through his entire speech on
this occasion and we will coutentourselves by
correcting him in only one particular. He
says:

“There are in New York city wonderful ele-
vated railroads, on which youn can travel from one
end of Manhattan island nearly to the other for
ten cents. A bill in the interests of poor people
who must use the roads to get out into the
cheaper suburban homes was proposed in the
legislature of New York to make elevated rail-
road fares flve cents, The lower house passed
this bill by 125 to six, and the senate by twenty-
four to seven. This act was not oppressive. It
did not abuse the franchises of the roads. is
act the Democratic candidate vetoed. He thereby
stamped himseif as the friend of monopolies—
the enemy of workingmen.”

Now these are the facts:

The elevated railroads of New York city, un-
der their charters, charged a uniform rate of
fare of five cents from 5:30 to 8:36 a. m. and
from 5 te 8 p. m. in which the great body of
workingmen go to and from their homes, and
ten cents for the rest of the day. In 1883 the
legislature passed a bill to make the rate of
fare five cents throughout the day. This bill
the Governor vetoed, upon the ground that it
involved a breach of faith on the part of the
state. The general railroad law, passed in 1850,
and for nearly a quarter of a century, declaring
the policy of the state had promised that the
legislature would not reduced the rates of any
railroad until its reduced rates should produce a
profit of ten per centum on the capital actually
expended. The Governor declared that until the
profits of these roads should have been
ascertained to exceed the limil, the policy of
the state forbade the reduction. A subsequent
examioation by the railroad commission, con-
sisting of one Democrat, one Republican and
one Anti-Monopolist,showed that the earnings of
the roads were not such as to justify the pro-
posed reduction of fare, thus justifying the ac-
tion of the Governor.

Another reason for his veto was found in the
express provision of special acts applicable to
these roads. It was therein provided that the
company should under bonds pledge itself to pay
a certain percentagze into the city treasury which
should *‘constitute an agreement in the nalure of
a contract between the city and the constructing
company, entitling the company to the legalized
rates of fare, which shall not be changed without
the mutual consent of the parties.”’

The railroad company having made these pay-
ments to the city the Governor considered that
under those terms of this act there had been con-
stituted **an agreement in the nature of a con-
tract’’ between the city and the company, which
the state could not in good faith abrogate.

It also appeared that still another contract in
writing, to the same effect, had been made
between the rapid transit commisgioners and
the railroad companies, before the roads were
built and to induce their construction, thus con-
stituting a third promise on the part of the pub-
lic which this bill proposed to break. The Gov-
ernor did not believe that the people of New
York nor its legislature, when brought to a
knowledge of these facts, would desire the
great state to be even suspected of trifiing with
its obligations, and so in a message so explicit
as to necessarily reach great length, he trans-
mitted to the assembly the reasons why he was
unable to approve the bill. The effect justified
his estimate of the honor of the state and of its
legislators. (A majority voted to sustain his
veto, while two-thirds would have been necessary
to overrale it.) From every side came expres-
sions of commendation for the scrupulous atten-
tion that had been given to the maintenance of
the public faith, and (though there was dissent
from the Governor's conclusion that & contract
existed), none doubted but that this being honest
conclusion, he was by his oath bound to disap-
prove the bill. This admitted sincerity of his
conclusions derives additional support from the
soundness of the reasons set forth in his mes-
sage.

The veto message is within easy reach and
an able lawyer like Gov. Davis should read
it, when he will be convinced that Governor
Cleveland’s course in the premises was em
inently right and proper. It is not queer
that the able speaker had not a word to say
as to the honesty of his candidate.

POLITICAL PABULUM.

Blaine’s Reception in Ohio
Less Spontaneous Than
was Predicted.

Election Too Near at Hand for
the Advertising Scheme
to Work.

Blaine's Movements.
FROM CLEVELAND TO ELYRIA.

CLEVELAND, Sept. 27.—At about 11:30
Mr. Blaine came down from Mrs. Garfield’s
house to the Kennard, where he remained
in his parlor receiving callers until he went
to the depot to take the special train for
Elyriaat 1 o’clock. On this short trip he
was accompanied by ex-Gov. Foster, Hon.
Amos Townsend, M. Hanna, Judge Foraker,
Hon. A. W. Tenney, of Brooklyn, Hon. W.
Bingham, president of the Businessmen’s
club of Cleveland, and others. In the party
were also Mayor Gates, of Elyria, who had
come to escort Mr. Blaine, Judge West, the
blind orator of Ohio, and Mr. Blaine’s son
Emmonsg, who had come from Cedar Rapids
to meet his father. As the train
moved slowly out of the city it
passed the works of the Lake Erie company,
where a remarkable scene occurred. A few
of the workers outside the shops cheered, and
Mr. Blaine, at the suggestion of Mr. Hanna,
of the state committee, appeared on the rear
platform. As he did so a large body of men
came running out of the shops and rushed
forward, shouting and cheering, to shake
bapds with Mr. Blaifie. They were evidently
genuine working men, with bare breasts and
arms, and sweating and begrimed faces.
Mr. Blaine leaned forward, holding out his
hand, and said: ‘‘How are you boya?’ The
men shouted back: ‘‘Blaine, Blaine. We're
Blaineto a man.”’ Then they cheered again,
and the handshaking continued until the
train started.

Senator Plumb, of Kansas, was on the
train when 1t arrived at Elyria at a quarter
before 2 o’clock. The pretiy little town was
crowded with its own citizens and people
from the surrounding country, and the jam
at the depot was so great that there was dif-
ficuity in getting to the carriages, there was
a meeting in progress at the court house
square which was about to be addressed by
Secretary Windom. When Mr. Blaine got
upon the stand the people cheered him re-
peatedly. He was introduced by Mr. C. W.
Johnson, the chairman of the county com-
mittee, and he spoke as follows:

“Mr. Chairman, ladies and gentlemen of
the county of Loraine: This is not my first
visit to vour beautiful county. I recall with
great pleasure a previous visit, when I was
met as cordially as I am to-day, and I knew
of your county years before I had the pleas-
ure of seeing it, for who does not know of
the advanced stand and the great leader-
ship which the county of Loraine took in the
prolonged anti-slavery struggle. It was
your sturdy citizens and the great institution
at Oberlin that dissewminated those princi-
ples of freedom, which made this northwes-
tern country the van-guard in the contest
with sluvery. That contest ended in victory,
and another is now committed to your
charge, and to-day in an emphatic sense to
the leadership of Obio. That is—all other
questions laid aside—shall Americon labor
be protected? During the pendency of the
anti-slavery struggle, there was no side
issue that could divert the anti-slavery men
of the western reserve from the one great
absgrbing question, and I believe that the
same discipline of mind prevails now, and
that no side issue wilj be permitted to divert
you from the controlling question of the cam-
paign. I thank you, gentlemen, for your
reception and I consider that I bave only in-
dicatedthe subject upon which others will
address you, while "I bid you a very cordial
farewell.

Judge West made a brief speech, and was
followed by ex-S8ecretary Windom. and Mr.
Tenney.

Mr, Blaine and party returned to Cleve-
land, where they arrived at 4 o’clock.

CLEVELAND, O., Sept. 27.—Mr. Blaine re-
mained at the Kennard house receiving call-
ers and attending to correspondence until
near six o'clock, when he returned to Mrs.
Garfleld’s. He will spend a quiet Sunday
there, going to church in the foremoon, and
in the afternoon will probably visit Garfield’s
tomb. On Monday at nine he will leave for
Toledo and beyond.

Blaine Can’t Face Butler and S8t. John.

Ixpraxrons, Ind., Sept. 27.—Senator
Harrison bas received a telegram fiom Mr.
Blaine stating that it will be impossible for
him to come to Indianapolis next week, be-
cause of an arrangement made for him in
Ohio that cannot now be changed. Blaine
will visit Indiana at a later date.

Cleveland’s Visit to Bujffalo.

ALBANY, N. Y., Sept. 27.—The report that
Gov. Cleveland would leave Albany this
week for a short visit to Buffalo is not true.
He will leave on this tour about Thursday of
next week. Great preparations are being
made for his reception, which will far surpass
the one given to Blaine Thursday evening.
The after effects of Blaine’s passing through
this state do not appear to be so marked as
Republicans here claimed. A chosen few,
the favorites of the state committee, were ad-
mitted to the special train at Albany. One
of the two rival Republican general commit-
tees was recognized; the other was ignored.
Other cases of insults occurred in several lo-
calities, and along trail of {ll feeling was
left in the wake of the departing train. The
The visit will be a bindrance rather than a
help to the Repub licans.

Gen, Bragg Nominated,
[Special Telegram to the Globe.]

BeavER Dam, Wis., Sept. 27.—Gen. Bragg
was unanimously nominated for congess on
the 150th ballot to-day. For over two weeks
the balloting has been im progress. Dela-
ney led most of the time, closely followed by
Sumner, the sitting member. For several
days Bragg had been considered practically
out of the race, or at best nothing but a dark
borse. Delaney and Sumner at last became
convinced that neitber could capture the
prize, and after @ number of baliots bad
been taken this morning the break came out
at last and the old commander of ] the Iron
brigade was declared the unanimous choice
of the convention. Speeches were made,
amid enthusiasm, by the Hon. A. K. Dela-
ney and Judge Sawyer. after which the con-
vention adjourned sine die.

Gen. Bragg was defeated two years ago,
after s dead-lock lasting for overtwo months,
by Sumner, who has just been beaten. He
has been brought into great prominence
during the present year by the scathing and
and unanswersble reply he made in the
Democratic nstional convention to Grady,
Cochran and the other Tammany opponents
of Grover Cleveland. The wonderful reply
he made to Grady, in which he declared,
“We love him forthe enemies he has made,”
referring to the opposition of Tammany, was
the incident of that great convention. Such
a speech was made by no other delegate in
that remarkable body; and such

spplause—such  overwhelming, voeif-
erous spplsuse—as answered it was granted
no other speaker, This sentence has been
distorted to mean a challenge to the Irish
simply because Grady was an Irishman, bat
no such meaning could be distorted out of

it. It was simply a deflance to' Tammany,
and as such it stirred the vention as
nothing else did. \

One of the incidents of the present con-
vention, which has also lasted some weeks,
was as follows: Two years ago Bragg was
called away in the midst of the dead-lock by
the iliness of his wife. During the recent
dead-lock she again met with an accident
and had an arm broken. She, however,
telegraphed her hushand: ‘‘You stay where
you are; I'm all right.”

New York, Sept. 27.—When, soon after
the nomination of Cleveland, William Pur-
cell, editor of the Rochester Union and a
member of the electoral ticket, resigned both
positions and it was given out that he was
bitterly opposed to the election of Gov.

The Independent Movement Gaining
Ground.

Bosrox, Mass.,, Sept. 27.—The Independent
movement grows daily in strength, and is spread-
ing rather unexpectedly to the state ticket. The
Indepeudents are mad at the course Gov. Rob-
inson is taking and there are plenty of them who
do not  hesitate to declare that they
cannot support a mar who white-
washes the record of J:: G. Blaine, particularly
one whom they coneider in ~ucere in the position
he has taken. The Independents have been
prone to look upon Gov. Robinson as one of
their kind, both by training and instinct, and
in view of his record, they assert that they
rallied to his support last fall with great
unanimity, but he can no longer expect
their undivided support. The leaders of the in-
dependent movement are in sympathy with no
half-way business. Republicans who caunot vote
for Blaine and yet will not vote for Cleveland are
not wanted, and are not counted in their lists.
In Cambridge, for instance, a club of
400 is being formed exclusively
of Cleveland Republicans, and yesterday 300
names had been secured. In the adjacent city
of Somerville there are 300 more of the same
stamp. Ex-Gov. Long continues his remarkable
defense of Blaine which he "began in Maine.
His latest motto is: +*A little penny question of
personal character.”

A Preacher on Blaine.
[Special Telegram to the Globe.)]

New Yorxk, Sept. 27.--The Democratic
national committee are receiving consid-
erable money in response to their address
recently issued. Almost all of it comes in
small sums. A clergyman, who is pastor of
a small parish in a western state, sent one
dollar to-day. In his letter he says that he is
opposed to preaching politics from his pulpit,
and adds:

‘‘Ag a citizen, however, I have and claim my
right to express my political preference, which I
do this year not so much for Cleveland as against
J. G. Blaine, in the candidacy fer the chief
magistracy of our beloved country. President
Arthur I could and would have voted for most
gladly, as I did for Garfleld four years ago, but I
think now that every God-fearing citizen. not
party blind, must join me in the fervent prayer
—may God in his mercy avert the day when the
majority of the American people shall have be-
come so lost to honor as to prefer for their chlef
ruler Jas. G. Blaine, whose only title to their

CASUALTY RECORD.

FATAL TRAIN COLLISIONS.

Quig-
ley, engineer, was injured fatally; Henry
Kappes, fireman, badly cut and bruised.

The fireman of the same engine and a stock-
man on the second train were badly injured.
The entire train was badly wrecked, and one
car of cattle consumed by fire.

THE FIRE RECORD.

PorrsmouTs, N. H., Sept. 27.—The Rock-
ingham house, the largest hotel and one of
the finest in New Engiand, was burned this
morning. Nothing but the walls are stand-
ing.

Greex Porst, L. 1., Sept. 27.—About
1:45 a. m. a fire broke out in the furniture
factory of Charles Neideis & Co., Williams-
burg, eand quickly gutted the building.
Thomas’ planing miil adjoining was partially
destroyed. Loss on buildings, machinery
and stock estimated at $75,900.

Steamship Morayia Injured.
QuEesEc, Sept. 27.—The steamship Mora-
via from Glasgow arrived to-day and reports
that August 27 heavy seas struck her side,
forcing water against the exhaust pipes and
causing the condenser door to burst. The
engine room was flooded, the lower fire
out and the pumps choked.

Upon her refusal he
knocked her off the horse with a blow, and
after beating her until insensible, mounted
the horse and rode away. Miss Strom was
found shortly afterward, and searching par-
ties immediately started in all directions to
hunt her assailant. He was captured shortly
afterward some distance away and taken to
Sharpsburg, where he gave the nmame of
Hugh Adams, and admitted the assauit, but
said it was only for the purpose of robbery.
There was great excitement and for
a time it  was feared he
would be Iynched as threats
were freely made, but finally moderate
counsel prevailed and he was brought to this
city and lodged in jail. The young lady is
greatly prostrated, but will recover.

SEDUCTION AND ATTEMPTED MURDER.

Map1sox, Ind., Sept. 27.—Lon Imel, liv-
ing at Bee Camp, seduced a girl by the
name of Brinson some time ago, and find-
ing that she was soon to become a mother,
decoyed her into the woods, attempted to
murder her and left her for dead. She was
found a short time after in an unconscious
state, with three ribs broken and otherwise
injured so that in all probability it will result
in ber death.

A DARING ROBBERY.

New Yorxk, Sept, 28,—To-day an un-
known man stole a bar of gold worth $500
from the brekers’ office of Martin & Run-
yon, in the basement of 102 Broadway, in
the presence of clerks, He dashed out of
the door hotly pursued and ran up the stairs
leading to offices in the building, Through
an office on the fifth floor he reached the nre
escape, ascended to a room in an adjoining
building and got down through scuttles to
Pive street, where he escaped. It appears
the thief visited the law office of Mr. Com-
stock through which he escaped, both yester-
day and this morning, He pretended to be
a workman, and asked permission to ex-
amine the fire escape and some wires.
Leave being given he descended the fire
escape this morning and took an opportunity
to open the scuttles in the flat roof to which
escape leads.

COULDN’T FACE THE MUSIC.

NEW YORK, Sept. 27.—Inspector Bassett
yesterday began an investigation of the post
office at Patchogue, Long Island.

TULLY'S CROOKEDNESS.

INpIANAPOLIS, Sept. 27.—Seth W, Tully,
whose arrest at Washington charged with at-
tempting to defraud the Northwestern
Mutual Life Insurance company, as was re-
ported by the Associated Press last night,
has arrived here. The reports . of his arrest
contained several inaccuracies. Tully’s rel-
atives never submitted any proofs of his
alleged death, but claimed the insurance
money simply on the grounds of his disap-
pearance. On the company refusing to pay,
his relatives brought suit, and the company
having reason to belleve that he was
not dead, instituted a search for him. There
waa no charge against Tully by the insur-
ance company, but he was required to give
$1,000 bail for answer to the charge of failing
to make an annual report while he held the
position of assignee in bankruptcy. Bond
was given and Tully was released. There is
no suit against him by the insurance com-
pamy.

TRYING TO BEAT THE INSURANCE COMPANIES.

Porr Jervis, N. Y., Sept. 27.—George
Leppert, Jr., a notorious person, seuntenced
two years ago, took out $150,000 in policies
on his life, and claimed to be paralyzed from
an injury received by being struck by a pro-
jecting timber from a train at the Erie depot
here. Several doctors pronounced him
shamming, and all but two companies re-
fused to scttle. Suits are pending with these
companies.

A DEFAULTER FOR $30,000.

Bostox, Sept. 27.—It is said that the
amount missing from the trust fund in the
security safe deposit vauit, to which Charles
E. Stevens had access. is about $30,000, and
that the total amount of the fund is about
$100,000, which is held for the benefit of the
two daughters of the late William H.O'Brien,
of the firm of Jordan, Marsh & Co. Young
Stevens is reported as in Europe. It is be-
lieved he took only about $1,000 with him.

MORTALLY WOUNDED BY A DESPERADO.

LovuisviLLE, Ky., Sept. 27.—At Magnolia,
Larue county, eighteen mlles from here,
James Shipp shot and mortally wounded B.
J. Beavers,a well know business man. Shipp
is a bad charaeter and had been ordered to
leave the country by the regulators.

DISGUSTING, IMMORAL AND INDECENT.

ToroxTo, Sept. 27.—Charles Goodman,
proprietor of 3 museum of anatomy, a show
which is said to have been fitted out in New
York, was before & magistrate charged with
exhibiting to the public for money disgust-
ing, immoral and indecent objeets. He
threw himself on the mercy of the court and
was remanded on his own bail. The magis—
trate said if he heard of him exhibiting any-
where in Canada he would have him brought
back and sentenced.

UNITED IN DEATIL

Darras, Tex., Sept. 27. — A shocking
double tragedy developed this afternoon by
the discovery in the woods just beyond the
corporation limits on the west fork of Trinity
river of the dead bodies of a man and woman.

Personalities aside, the most
prominent matters *‘before the country’ seem to
be, the proposed formation of a National Asso-
ciation, the prospects of Steinitz’ Magazine, and
the welcome appearance of the American edition
of Cook’s Synopsis.

Dr. Zukertort, New York, Aug., 31, to the
New Orleans Times-Democrat: *‘Directly after
my arrival in London I shall inform Mr. Steinitz
of my readiness to play him in London. Any
further steps will then have to Ve initiated by
him.”

THE RAILROADS.

Railway Traffic Inereasing.

A marked improvement in railway traffie
has been experienced within the past week,
and indications are that there will be a still
greater improvement. The northwestern
stock business is becoming quite heavy, the
Milwaukee & 8t. Paul road receiving from
the Northern Pacific at St. Paul, for Chicago,
from 75 to 100 car-ldads of Montana stock
daily. This road also reports a very gratify-
ing increase in the demand for cars at all
stations on its main lines and branches,
The movement of coarse produce is heavy,
and that of the new wheat crop, which has
been very quiet up to within a short time,
shows indications of a healthy improvement.
It would only require a trifle better prices for
grain to bring about such a flood of business
that the railway lines would be compelled to
work to the limit of their capacity
in order to - handle it. The lumber
lines report a much better movement of
that product, and say they have every reason
to believe that they are on the era of an ex-
cellent season’s business,

But in addition to the brighter outlook for
traffic there are other things which tend to
lighten the heart of the Western railway man-
ager. Up to the time of concluding the re-
cent pool meetings in Chicago the outlook
for Western traffic was exceedingly dismal.
War clouds were hanging low and threatened
to burst at any moment. But happily this
serious aspect of affairs has passed and the
impending trouble has been averted by a
strong agreement for the maintainance of
paying rates until January 1 next, at least.
What may be done at the expiration of that
time cannot be foretold, but it is enough to
know that the railway lines are to profit by
the unusually large stock and grain business
which is about ready for them in the west,
instead of handling it for a mere nothing, or
even at a loss, as would have been the case
had hostilities continued.

Northern Pacific Ticket Thief Captured,
St. Louis, Sept. 27.--Ww. Case alias W.
A. Yates, late emplioyed fa vhe auditor’s
office of the Northern Pacific railroad at St.
Paul, was arrested here thkis afternoon for
purloining tickets of that company. He
offered to sell tickets from 8t. Paul to Port-
land to scalpers at St. Paul, and is said to
have attempted to dispose of them at differ-
ent points between that place and 8St. Louis.
He admits to baving taken six tickets while
clerk in the auditors office, but the detectives
think the number very much greater, prob-
ably amounting to several thousand dollars’
worth, He will be taken back to St. Paul.
