COMMERCIAL
St. Paul, Oct. 7.—Summer weather at this

season of the year is hardly an Incentive to sea-
sonable trade, and there Is no doubt that the ex-
tremely sultry and phenominally hot weather of
the past week had considerable influence with
country merchants in their purchases. This re-
fers more especially to fabrics, but there is no
doubt the weather also in a minor degree affects
the market for articles of consumption. llthas
been observed by the weather wise that when
hot weather follows September rains an open
winter ensues, mild in proportion >

to the heat following the rains. If "this .
is a faithful saying." The ' approaching winter |
will be a mild one, indeed mild as ifDon-
nelly's comet were to give the earth another
touch with its tail and change the inclination of
the axis a few degrees beck to its old position.
But probably there is a more serious cause for
he failing oil in* business the past week.
Farmers have been looking forward for large
crops, which \u25a0 they have, and for good
prices, which they do not get.
Anticipating large crops' they have
in many instances, mortgaged their crops as it
were by going into debt. Just suppose a case
of farmer in Dakota with bright prospects of a
lar^'e harvest and with the promise of the san-
guine ones who have held before his eyes the
glittering bauble of wheat will be worth, over a
dollar a bushel before harvest, he has gone into
debt to his grocer and to a less extent for cloth-
ing; he has bought new machinery and even
ventured to add another 40 acres to the farm.

Without allowinganything for labor in prepar-
ing for the crop this leaves the magnificent sum
of $105 to oe expended on clothing for the win-
ter, blanket's, boots and shoes and groceries.

A reference to the
receipts and ' shipments will enow that
there has been a perceptible fall-
Ji.g off in the volume of trade during
the past week. The gross receipts by rail were
1871 ars against 1949 for the previous week, be-
ing78 cars less, but on the other hand the river
receipts were heavier, amounting to 930 tons,
double what the/ were lor the week ending Oc-

tober 1 : but even this will leave a deficit of at
least 4') cars. The shipments were 1,188 earn,
against 1,2,9 for the former week, being HI cars :
less, while the river Shipments were about equal j
to the week before. Of merchandise 521 ;

A hit the Commission Men. - ' '-'\u25a0

A continuation of low prices is beginning . to
discourage those who, allowing their wish to
drive their judgment have kept a stiff upper lip
and their granaries locked, consequently more
wheat has come to market the past week than
for tome time back. But stillthere is not a very
free delivery ; this is in agreat measure owing,
however, to the fact that mills are not over free
buyers. They do not as heretofore buy so
much for the morrow, but from past
experience have learned to "take no heed of to-

morrow" and are content with a EuGkiency for
present wants. Even the bulls and bears have
almost ceased to wrangle and fight over the
golden grain.and are now devoting the full energy
of their gambling natures to corn, in which the
bulls stand well to get their horns !as badly
broken as they did a week ago. • Foreign ad-
vances are not more encouraging than they were
a month qr three months ago, and in fact they
are more depressing, for, besides the low price
of wheat, farmers throughout Europe are
agilating and the people are in a measme
backing them up. forprotection against Ameri-
can grain and produce generally, and should
England be co unfortunate as to supplant Glad-
stone's ministry ijya tory administration, there
is no doubt at all but that there willsoon be I en-
acted not only "corn law?,'" but heavy tariffs on
sewing machines and other American manufac-
tures, tit for tat will be the game, and who will
be the gainers? IfGladstone is defeated it will
be as great a calamity to the workinjnnen of
Britain as the election of Blame would L« to the
workingmen of this country. The situation is
hardy understood by the farmers of this country
and perhaps itwouid not be out of place to men-
tion a fact or two here in this connection. Manu-
facturers are sending to-day cotton goods,
watches sewing machines, and other machinery,
iron castings, locks and door fastenings, cutlery,
Cheese and butter, hams, bacon and pork, flour i
and many other commodities to England, where
they not only under sell the English market, but
are selling them at prices greatly under the
prices at mkiek they are offered to the home con-
sumer. Ifthe manufacturer can afford to pay
freight, and can then - undersell . the European
manufacturer on his own ground,' how ) much
better able is he to do it at' home
when the foreigner has the freight to pay. The
difference between the prices asked here for a
tewing machine $00 and the price asked in Lon-
don $30 together with the freight is a bonus
given by the blind people of this country to the
manufacturer to sell them an article constructed
of poor material, i'.ut back again to the subject
01 wheat; the prices of British wheat' at Mark
Lane last week was 32 s. 4d per quarter, which
is just 97c per bushels. - How would our farmers
like to raise wheat at this price when good arable
laud cannot be got for less than £3 and in
many instances £5 per acre annually, that is at
rents from $15 to $:.'O per acre, and this land, too,
needs the labor of from live to ten horses and at
Least eight men for about 200 acres; the horses
ar 1 worth from S~'OO to $150 each, and the men
are paid from fifteen to eighteen shillings a
week.

The movement of wheat, according to railroad
returns, was greatly in excess of the previous
week; 11U cars were received and 23cars shipped
against 79 cars received and 31 cars shipped for
the previous week, making a gain of 37 cars
received and a fallingoil of 8 cars in theshipments.
Of the cars received 48,781 bushels went
into elevators, and there were taken out of ele-
valors 18,815 cars. The St. Paul Roller mill*re-
ceived ny rail 10,500 bushels of wheat, aud from
farmers' wagons on delivery from 600 to 1,000
bushels daily. Prices paid by the mills ranged
from 53@0Gc forNo. land No. 2 at country
points, varying according to distance. Spot
prices to-day (Oct. 8) are No. 1 hard 71c; No. 1
regular CCc; No. 2 regular 61c; The mills here
are not anxious buyers, their men at the various
country points sending in all they can take care
of. Wheat has been celling down
the river at Red Wing, Lake (.it;,- and other
points at s.'> Me, being under the St. Paul street
prices. The shipment of flour from this point
has not been up to the average and was 3 . cars
short of the previous week's shipment*. Prices i
at the nulls are 50c lower, red cross being quoted
at St. 7o and orauge blo«om $5.25, these being
the choicest brands. The foreign flour trade is
even worse than it was a month or two ago,
advices state "Hour diflicultto move at the rates"
and millers here say they can get nothing ap-
proaching acceptable terms even at the present
price of wheat. There has been very little do-
ing in corn; the receipts have been very i

light and all of No. 3 grade which has sold at a |
uniform price of -I'Jc. The receipts of oats have
been extremely small, only some half dozen curd
having been shipped in against 27 cars for the
p.evious week; prices have been low 21&25c.
The probability Is that there will be a consider-

prcxeat prices. In Europe the crop is not large
and the consumption very, great, it being with
beano the a!moel exclusive grain fed to
horses, maize being but little used
for this purpose.
