REPORT OF FOREMAN.
To the Honorable, the District Court of Ram-
sey connty, Minnesota.
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PUBLIC OFFICES.
St. PavL, Oct. 10, 1884.

To the grand jury: Your committee ap-
pointed to examine the pubiic offices of Ram-
sey county respectfully report that they have
personally inspected the offices of county as-
sessor, auditor, treasurer, register of deeds,
clerk of court and sheriff.

In the oflices of the assesor, aundifor and
treasurer the records and accounts seem to
be kept in a manner showing precision and
method and refiecting eredit upon the present
incumbents. From information furniahed it
appears that the volume of business in these
oflices has increased nearly three fold in the
last five years, and in our opinion the facili-
ti in those oflices for carrying on the
amount of business required are entirely in-
adequate.

We would recommend that the salary at-
tached to these offices be increased to an
amount commensurate with the value of the
| services performed, and to enable these

officers to procure a suflicient number of
competent deputies and elerks.
The oflices of register of deeds and clerk
of appear to  be well administered,
| but both suffering inconvenience from want
of room for the proper storage of documents.
‘lie sherifl’s ofiice in our opinion should
suilicient fees attached to it to enable
t o carry on the dutice®®r his office
in erimi ions without personal expense.
The sherifi complains, in our opinion justly,
that the allowance for board for
prisoners fixed by the legislature is insufli-
cient, and claims it should be increased.

Your committee find in the sheriff’s office
a large number of executions placed in his
hands for the collection of delinquent per-
sonal taxes for the years 1881 and 1882. Re-
turos of these executions to the court should
be made within the sixty days allowed by law
with the reasons, if any, for failure to collect
noted thereon as a matter of record.

Your committee would further recommend
that in addition to the provisions of law now
existing for the eollection of personal prop-
erty taxes, a further provision be enacted
providi or the publication of the names of
all persens delinquent for such taxes in at
least two of the daily papers published in the
city of 8t. Paul, once cach week for three
: weeks, prior’ to any applieation
for judgment, and that the board of county
commissioners of Ramsey county are re-
quested to prepare and procure legislation
accordingly.

Your committee would also recommend
that owing to the large increase in the duties
of the county sttorney that he be provided
with the services of a stenographer when
such services would facilitate the discharge
of the attorney’s duties. Respectfully sub-

CALVARY CEMETERY.

Dedication of the Mortuary
Chapel Erected by Bishop

Grace,

As a Testimonial to Joseph Cretin,
First Bishop of Minnesota.

Impressive Ceremonies Yesterday, Witnessed
by Theusands—Bishop Ireland’s Ora-
tion—Reminiscence History.

The Catholics had a very pleasaut day yes-
terday for the ceremony of removing the re-
mains of the late Bishop Cretin, and the
dedication of the new mortuary chapel at
Calvary cemetery, and an immense number
of people attended to witness the saine.
These ceremonies commenced at 9 o’clock
in the morning and continued to 12 m.
Long before 9 o’clock many carriages,loaded
with people on the way to the cemetery,could
be seen on Rice street and Como avenue,and
as the hour approached these vehicles in-
creased, while those who lived out nearer to
the cemetery could be seen on foot, all on
their way to witness the event of the day. No
carriages were allowed in the grounds and
as they were driven up to the gate they de-
posited their occupants on the outside and
called there for them on the termination of
the ceremonies.

THE CEMETERY.

The cemetery is a very beautiful plece of
ground consisting of fifty-two acres. Most of
the tract lies high and the whole
piece is rolling. It lies well to the
sun and in all respects presents a very at-
tractive appearance. The trees are all
trimmed up, there is no underbrush, and the
grounds are in a very neat and clean condi-
tion. During the summer months from
twelve to fifteen men are kept employed on
the grounds. In the winter the number is
considerably reduced, of course, there being
but little work to do. About half the grounds
are laid out and platted and the remainder
will be also as soon as it is required that it
should be. Messrs. McCarthy and Donnelly,
who have charge of this beautiful enclosure,
have the exclusive management and diree-
tion of it so far as keeping it in order is con-
cerned. These gentlemen take great pride
in its appearance and succeed most admir-
ably in rendering it an attractive spot.

THE MORTUARY CHAPEL.

The idea, and the whole project of the
consiruction of this chapel belongs to Bishop
Grace. Itis located on an elevation, and
not far from the center of the tract of land
occupied, aud faces pretty nearly north. It
is octagonal in shape the diameter in the
clear being twenty feet. The chapel proper

is on the main floor and an
altar is to be placed on the east
side, a temporary one having

been constructed for use yesterday. Oppo-
gite the altar is a tablet in the wall, placed
there by Bishop Grace to the memory of the
late Bishop Cretin, bearing the following in-
scription :

To the Memory of
JOSEPH CRETIN,

A man of Most Eminent Virtue, and of
great Apostolic Zeal, who, having been on
the 26th day of January, 1851, consecrated
the first Bishop of St. Paul, ruled the Church
in this State during six years amid many dif-
ficulties and in a manner most praiseworthy,
commenced in the year of grace 1856 the
building of the

proved himself a Most Devoted Servant of
the Rlessed Virgin Mary, and beloved of God
and men fell asleep in the Lord the 22d day
of February, 1857,

His successor in office, albeit unworthy, has
erccted this memorial.

Beneath is the basement, around which is
constructed a receiving vault ten feet wide,
A part of this space is partitioned ofl for the
reception of the bodies of the bishops. This
is about 10x12 feet. It was in this vault
that the remains of Bishop Cretin were
placed yesterday. The vault is about eleven
feet below the surface of the earth, and as
the ehapel is about three feet above ground,
the vault is fourteen feet below the floor of
the chapel. Opposite the front entrance of
the chapel is a tramway upon which the
casket is placed and conveyed to the vault
beneath. The latter is lighted by four small
windows, with heavy iron gratings. It is
ventilated by three flues running from the
floor of the vault to the roof. There is no
connection between the chapel and the
vault, and the floor is plastered with cement
and conerete. The structure is built of
Dresbach stone, and is surmounted with a
dome, uponfwhich stands a gilded cross,
six feet in height. The dome is painted and
sanded in imitation of sténe. Altogether it
presents a very beautiful appearance.

BISHOP CRETIN’S REMAINS.

The completion of the chapel and the ded-
ication tbereof was accompanied with a very
interesting event. On the 22d of February,
1857, nearly twenty-eight years ago, Bishop
Cretin, the first bishop, of St. Paul, died,
and a few days after was buried in Caivary
cemetery. It was determined to transfer
the remains to this chapel as soon as it was
completed. This was done yesterday ia
connection with the ceremony of the dedi-
cation. On Thursday the remains were
taken from the ground and placed in the
chapel. The fleshy habiliment was found en-
tircly wasted,except around some parts of the
breast where it still adhered. The gold cross
and riug that were buried with him were
found in a state of perfect preservation.
The remains as they lay in the casket yester-
day were covered and near the head was his
mitre. On the outside of the casket was a
silver plate upon which were these words:

“Right Rev. Joseph Cretin, first bishop of St,
Panl, died February 22, 1857."

On the inside of the casket and near the
head was another plate, upon which were
these words:

“Remains of the Right Rev. Joseph Cretin,
first bishop of St. Paul.” Died February 22, 1857.
Transfesred to this vault October 10, 1834."

The remains lay in state in the chapel and
the vast concourse of people were permitted
to pass'in and around the same, so that ail
had an opportunity to gaze at them.

After passing entirely around
the building inside and out, and spinkling it
with holy water, it was dedicated under the
title of **The Holy Cross.” After the dedi~
cation 2 requim mass was celebrated by
Bishop Grace.

BISHOP IRELAND'S ADDRESS.

The mass baving been completed, Bishop
Ircland appeared in the main entrance to
the chapel and addressed the assemblage in
regard to the life apd character of the de-
ceased bishop. The following is a pretiy fall
abstract of his remarks:

the world would call great, but he did much that
is great before Heaven. He was 4 saint, a man
of God, one of those high born souls that the
Master sends from time to time upon the earth
to inspire us by their holy lives and deeds with
love for supernal things, and an ambition to fol-
low them upon the royal road of spiritual per-
fection.

Born in France in 1799 of a family noted for
its piety and deserving well of the church for
loyal services during the regretable sceues of the
French revolution, Joseph Cretin was even as a
boy and as a student kuown to be and called a
saint. I have had the pleasure in his
home of conversing wiih the playmates of his
youth, with his teachers, with his near relatives.
The theme was always lis noble character, his
exemplary innocence, his spirit of prayer, his
love of penance and mortification. I have scen
the instruments of penance wich in those days
he wore upon his person, and which a nt's
hand had taken from him, to be, as the priests
who were intimate with  him  afterwards in
St. Paul can attest, replaced by others. His
intelligence and iove of study eqnalled his piety.
As the days of his ordination approached he re-
soived to spend his life for God's  greater glory
in distant countiies where priests were more
needed than in France. He offered his services
10 & bishop in China, and - was already on his
Jjourney {0 the seaport to sail for the east when
he was overtaken by his father and compelled to
abandon his plous design. The fourteen years
of hus preisthood in France were spent at Fer-
ney, Voltaire's home. 7The prescnce of the in-
fidei philosopher hiad almost banished Christian
faith from the population. Joseph Cretin be-
came the apostle of Ferney and made religion to
flourish anew. He established there a college
which to-day takes rank among the foremost in-

stitutions of France. Ferney since the days of
bis ministry is known for its deep
religious spirit. e wrs recogoized as a

leader among the clergy of his hative diocese
and whatever advantages and honors a priest
might ambition were open to him. Bat advan-
tages and houers he desired not—but one thought
possessed his soul, to labor for God’s glory, and
when in 1836 Bishop Loras, of Dubuque, arrived
in France to find missionaries for the northwest,
Father Cretin at once resolved to accompany
him. Lest flesh and blood might interfere, he
fled from his parish during night, saw neither
parents nor friends, and came to the valley of the
Mississippi with five other clergymen, the sole
survivor of whom is with us this morning doing
honor to his remains, For twelve years he
labored in Dubuque, in Piairie-du-Chien, and
among the Winnebago Indians, with the zeal, the
disinterestedness, the self sacrifice which always
characterized his life. The second day of Jaly,
1851, he landed in St. Paul, the first bishop of
this diocese, and what ke was among us until his
death in 1857 you all know.

Bishop Cretin’s passion was a love for d,
This was mauifest from his sermons, his dally
conversation, his frequent prayer. This divine
love gave tone to his entire life as a christian
and a bishop. He practized carnestly and contin-
uously the virtues which should endear him to his
Savior and make him a follower of this great
model. Humility, meekness and self denial were
his choice virtues. As a bishop he was distin-
guished for burning zeal which was always tem-
pered by prudence and intelligence. He loved
the diocese of St. Paul with a fondness that be-
tokened the tenderness of a mother for its first-
born. How he labored, and wrote, and talked,
and planned for the developmeut of the diocése!
He built the cathedral, the hospital, opened
schools, invitéd hither communities of nuus, es-
tablished societies. He was often in St. Paul
without a priest to assist him. The poor and the
infirm found him often at their door. He was
unceasing in preaching the word of God. The
people were poor, the country new, and many of
the bishop’s pians were beyond his power of
realizing them, They are remembered, however,
as showing his wide range of mind, his judicious
forecast of the future. As he intended to do,
#0 we to-day may do. He had unbounded confi-
dence in the future of Minnesota and of the dio-
cese of St. Paul, and he worked in view of this
great future; he sowed and we reap.

What a happiness for us to-day to look back
toward the early history of our diocese and see
in its founder a saint, a worthy follower and im-
itator of him jn whose honor it has been named.
From heaven, we may be confident, he looks
down upon us, gathered around his mortal re-
mains, and in his love for us he prays for us be-
fore the throne of grace. May his life be ever a
lesson to his successors, to the priests and the
people of Minnesota,

But, my Christian friends, my words this
morning would not please our venerable bishop
were they merely words of eulogy for him. I
must tell you the practical lesson which the cer-
emony teaches us, which he from the coffin by
my s¢ide, and your friends and relatives from their
graves hard by, repeat to us. It is this—live for
God, that you may live with God beyond the
grave. It is a salutary act to withdraw from the
sin and excitement of the world into this city of
the dead. Here we may estimate at their true
value wealth,honor,pleasure. What, we may ask,
are the treasures, the prizes of earth? What
becomes of them after the brief days that we may
enjoy them? Ask the autumnal winds what be-
comes of the leaves that during summer besuti-
fied the trees of the forest? Ask the frosts of
winter what of the roses that -shed fragrance in
springtime over the lawn? All these things last
for a day and disappear. The visible, the tangi-
ble upon earth does not remain, it is not truly
real. We live and move amid flitting shadows,
pursuing dreams and illusions. The only real
is God and the life with God, and this if we de-
sire happiness we must seek. While living on
earth let us work and plan for our welfare on
earth and that of our fellow men—this is com-
manded to us. Butlet us de it without forfeit-
ing our right to heaven. To gain heayenly life
on earth is Ged's will, and this only is wisdom,
this only is happiness. Life without the fath
in the invisible, without the hope of heaven is

vanity, and illusion. All its promises
break, all its pleasures cease all
its  attractions vanish at the gateway

of the cemetery. The grave, this is all that re-
mains of the world, Think, then, lightly of it,
Mau’'s hope is in the cross which in the Chris-
tian cemetery tops every lombstone and which
points to another life, guaranteed by Christ's
words, earned by his blood, and which awaits all
if we but follow out in our daily lives its inspira-
tion.
DEPOSITING THE REMAINS.

At the conclusion of the address the re
mains of Bishop Cretin were deposited in the
vault. This ceremony consisted of a proces-
sion headed by the cross bearer and acolytes,
a body of ladies, followed by men, alter
which came a large number of boys, and the
clergy with the casket containing the re-
mains. The procession thus formed marched
around a considerable portion of the ceme-
tery, after which it returned to the chapel,
and the remains were finally deposited in
the vault, from which itis not likely they
will eyer be removed. This closed the whole
ceremonies, and the vast andience dispersed.

MISCELLANEOUS.

Bishop Ireland announced publiely {hat
hereafter on Nov. 2, every year, the same
being Ail Souls’ Day, requiem masses will
be celebrated in the chapel at 10 o’clock,
a. m.

Besides Bishops Grace and Ireland, the
following clergy participated: Fatbers Ra-
voux, Shanley, Reily, Oster, Danehy, Caillet,
Nealis, Starieh, Burns, Koeberel, Stimler,
Bernard, Simplicius, Stanislaus, Cornealius,
Pavolny, Egan, Powers, Moyn and Ryan.

The Jamestown Alert learns that Delegate
Raymond will at once on the opening of congress
press the passage of his bill providing for the
divizion of the territory on the 46th parallel into
two territories, leaving the south to get in as a
state when it can. He has no interest in that
part of the matter, but by setting the north off
into a new territory, he expects an opening will
be made for him to go back to congress. The
admission of the south as astate wiil not con-
cern him more than the admission of Montana.

Neither of the Fargo papers have put up the
ticket nominated by the Republican legislative
convention on the 8th, and it is believed there
will be a generalbolt. Party ties are very loose,
and politics do not amount to much in the legis-
lature. Independent candidates are coming out.

Mr, O’Toole, the Democratic candidate for con-
gress in Montana, is making an active canvass.
His appointments for the Yellowstone valley are
as follows: Glendive, 23d; Miles City, 24th;
Billings, 25th; Livingston, 27th; Bozeman the
28th. MHe will speak in every settled county in
the territory.

The Republicans at Moorhead and in Ciay
county are Kkicking, and will largely support in-
dependent candidates because four of the nomi-
nees of their county convention turn out to .be
staunch Democrats and supporters of Cleveland.
Party fences must be rickety when Democrats
and Republicans mix up in conventions in that
way, even in a state where politics are supposed
to count. Some well informed persons claim that
Clay county will give a majority to Cleveland and
Hendricks. It has always been very strongly
Republican, but has a large Norwegian vote
which is believed to be slipping away from the
Republicans. If this is true generally in Minne-
sota there must be a remarkable change in its
election figures.

Gov. Crosby, of Montana, went east in re-
sponse to a telegram from S, B. Elkins of the
Republican National Committee, to take the
stump. The people of Montana feel somewhat
gratified that their governor is of such weight
and infiuence in the nation that he has been
called from his home in the mountains to go to
and fro among the doubtful states of the dim
and distant east to strike vahaut blows for his
political masters,

Some have noted that no call has been made
upon the governor of Dakota for such service,
although he is constantly making litile speeches.
In noone of them, however, has he indicated
that he i= a sapporter of Blaine, or differs with
the Chicago News, of which he was recently ed-
itor, in its intense hostility to the Republican
candidate. Some imagine that the prospects of
the Republican cause must be full of foreboding
when the territories are raked for stump speak-
ers. Roosevelt has been called from his ranch,
Donan, Plummer, Stoyeil and others from their
various labors, to save the country. Next Tues-
day may show how well these fears were based.

Bismarck Mines.

The Bismarck 7'ribune has this mention of the
supposed remarkably rich gold regions lately dis-
covered on the Missouri river* a few hundred
miles above Bismarck: “Reports of rich gold
finde in the Little Rockies, near Rocky Point,
continue to come by river and rail, and the dis-
coveries promise to furnish a genuine and per-
manent mining excitement.

Dennis says there are good
claims in that section. Mr. Webster, while not,_
a practical miner, has faith enough in the dig-
gings to warrant him returning. IHe says it is
reported Dutch Louie bas taken out overa
thousand dollars in Little Alder gulch. Mir.
Webster is located on People's creek, where
they have done good solid work. A drain has
been dug about 130 feet in length and seven feet
deep with encouraging prospects. The drain
will be sunk to bed rok this fall. He will take
back with him a full supply of lumber and other
articles needed in the camp.’

Adventure with Highwaymen,
