Lyons, a cultivated English gentleman (a
younger brother of Lord Lyons, and uncle, I
believe, of the British minister at Washing-
ton),who taught with great success the youths
of. this vicinity. I know not > whether
he be living, hut if he is I beg to make my
acknowledgements to him for his efficiency
and excellence as an instructor. As Ilook
upon your faces lam carried back to those
days, to Lancaster as it then was. In that
row ofdwellings ou the opposite side of the
street, in one of which I am now a
guest, there lived at that time the
first three lawyers of Ohio, Thos. Ewing,
Henry Stannary and Hacking Hunter I
vividlyrecall their persons and their pecu-
liarities. Shortly before that time there had
come home from West Point a tall and very
slender young man, straight as an arrow,
with a sharp face and a nil suit of red hair.
His name was Sherman, and he had in his
pocket an order to jolu the army in the field.
You have heard of him since. You have
heard of bim and he will be Qheard of
as long as the march through Georgia holds
its place in history. He will be heard
of as long as lofty character and military
genius are esteemed among men. About
the same time, from a country town to the
southwest of this place, was sent to West
Point, a sturdy, strong-headed youth, who
was also heard of In the war, and whose fame
has since encircled the globe. His name
is Ulyssis S. Grant. Right in
the adjoining county of Perry
there lived a short stout hoy who
has since become known to the world as Phil
Sheridan. Combative, yet gentle in nature,
he achieved a reputation not unlike that
which Key attained in the Napoleonic wars.
.So that do was then preparing military
leaders lor great contlngences and for an
unforeseen crisis. Iremember another youth
of this town, Mender, tall, stately, who bad
jnst left school and was a civil engineer on
the Muskegon river improvements. You
have Since heard of him His
name is John Sherman. At that time this
town seemed to my boyish vision to be the
centre of the universe, and my idea was that
the world was under deep obligations for
being allowed to revolve around Lancaster.
Irecall these scenes, I recall my early at-
tachment and love for this town and for the
near kindred and the dear friends that were
in it, some of whom were here when
Arthur St. Clair was governor of the
northwest territory, and some of
whom are here still; and when I think of
those days, and of the deep attachments I
inherited and have since maintained, I feel
more like dwelling upon the old stories and
old scenes than talking about the political
contest. But, after all, these things are
gone by for more than forty years, and a
new generation meets in a new era and
uuder new responsibilities. We meet
on the eve of an important election,
and the people of Ohio, 'as is
their wont, and as has been their fortune,
are placed in the vanguard of the fight. I
am satisfied that on Tuesday next you will
show, a« you have shown in preceding presi-
dential elections, that Ohio Is fit to be en-
trusted with the responsibility of leadership
in a great national contest. Ido not stop to
argue any question, time forargument has
passed. Ido not stop even to appeal to you.
An appeal has been made. I stop only to
remind you that ifyou do your duty on
Tuesday next as becomes men of
your lineage and your inheritance
the Republican administration of this gov-
ernment willbe continued.

Hubbard ran against Donnelly for congress
over in Minneapolis in 1878, and that 8. P.
Hall was the editor of the Globe.

Aftergoing on at^reat length in unquali-
fied abuse of Mr. Donnelly and vehemently,
with a great deal of gesticulating like a mule
kicking the cans out of a milk wagon, brand-
ing Mr. D. as a liar, etc., be closed his re-
marks by saying that his relations with Mr.
D. had always been very pleasant, and sup-
plemented the above by adding that be had a
great deal of faith in Mr. D. [loud applause].

Contrary to all expectations, not one word
was said in relation to Mr. Donnelly's late
speech here or in Glencoe, and Pierces ar-
gument consisted of the worst bombast and
buncombe, with about the strength and
body ofadulterated buttermilk, and although
the gentleman may be a good lawyer he is
evidently far better qualified to run a shout-
ing camp meeting than to make a political
speech. No man in Shakopee, whether
Democrat or Republican, will deny that the
speech made by the nervous, excited lawyer,
has caused the greatest dissatisfaction, "be
cause it was expected by the people here that
an able argument would be made on the
major's ~ behalf. The St. Paul
speaker did not offer one in-
telligent or convincing argument, on
the contrary he showed himself to be a man
but slightly acquainted with the deep subject
of politics, and the many mistakes he made
were carefully noticed by the audience. The
only compliment paid Mr. Pierce was done
by himself when, towards the close of his
speech, he said: "I thank you for what 1
have said." etc. Confused and bewildered,
and between the fumbling of manuscripts,
eye glasses, and his search fora copy of the
Testament, from which he tried "to trace
"Strait's" ancestry back to the Bible,
he made himself ridiculous, and
the audience plainly and undeniably showed
signs of disgust, and thus Mr. Pierce closed
one of the most senseless speeches ever
listened to by the people of our town.

Not to forget the head miller who made
himself so prominent at the time of Don-
nelly's speech. I must mention the fact that
he was present and sound asleep most of the
time in the back part of the bouse, and was
heard to say that he was "out of politics."

Hon. Albert Scheffer in a short speech ad-
dressed the Germans. He made an unsuc-
cessful attempt to apologize for and explain
his Inconsistency in slumping against Mr.
Strait six years ago, in favor of Mr. Paehler,
and coming before the Germans of Sha-
kopee to urge them to support a man against
whom he himself had worked hard to defeat. |
Mr. S. could consequently carry no Influence,
and his "German friends" say, "too thin
Mr. S."

In conclusion itis not too much to say
that the meeting was a disgrace to Mr. Strait
and made votes for Donnelly.
