Dilutu, Minn., Oct. 11.—'Shortly after 1 |

o'clock p.m. a fire broke out in the dry bouse |
of the Oneota Lumber company at Rice's
Point, and for a time it looked as though the
whole mill plant would be destroyed. The
dry house was quickly enveloped and past
saving. From the dry house the flames com-
municated with the planing mill and lumber
shed and both were destroyed, together with
lumber, lath and shingles. The saw mill
and lumber yard were saved. Several other
parties lost lumber which bad been sawed by
the Oneota comyany, and four cars ofthe St.
Paul &Duluth road, loaded with lumber be-
longing to Bradley, Han ford & Co. were also
burned.

The wind, which blew from the east
was very light at the outstart and only a few
minutes sufficed for tho flames to leap across
the road and catch in a large mercantile
building owned by Walton Bros., but while
the fire raged furiously in the territory
named, it was sweeping eastward on
the opposite side of the street,
destroying the stockyards and buildings,
of Combs & McDonald, the dry house"or
warehouse of Walton Bros., containing a
large quantity of grain, and the blacksmith
shop of George Westervelt From this point
the fire crept along against tha wind to the
southward, where it destroyed a box car on
tbe track near the mill, from there to several
corn cribs south ef the railroad, thence to
the Obdrll lumber works office of John
Decker & Co., lumber commissions™, and
of .1. Smith, both In at arcade of the dock,
just across from tie mill destroyed.

THE NEW PARLIAMENT HOUSE 'BMW.V UP.

LoxDO*-,Oct. 11. An ultimatum has been i

sent the Transvaal govern merit by Great Brit- '
am. Itrecalls the reported violations of the j
treaties and acts of violence committed by
the Boers beyond the boundary lines of the
Transvaal country. It demands ofthe Trans-
vaal government due satisfaction for these
acts of repression of Boer filibusters, and a
thorough observance of the articles of tLe
last convention entered into by both coun-
tries. It is reported the British war office is
already preparing an expedition of
8,000 men to proceed to South i
Africa, a portion of which will be drawn
from the East India army. The withdrawal
of the proclamation annexing the Montectas
territory is not expected to alter the position
ol affairs, as the Boers continue to hold a
grip upon the lands.

The decision of Gladstone that a protecto-
rate should be established over New Guinea
was hastened by reports sent the British col-
onial office of the great increase of the slave
trade upon the coast. Several labor vessels
from Queensland have been seizing the
natives, and one incident in connection
therewith is related in which some trading
vessels shot thirty-eight natives. The Brit-
ish gunboat Swinger captured a slave
schooner and sent the vessel and crew to a
coast town where the latter will be tried.

No communication is yet recelvrd by the
British foreign office inviting England to
send a representative to Berlin to participate
In the proceedings of the con-
ference of the powers to secure a freedom
of the commerce in the Congo country. : A
portion of the press of France is publishing
articles opposing the proposition for the
French government to send a representative
to the conference. Saliel say* upon this
subject that the success of the conference
will result only in profit to Germany, and if
the conference should fall Germany would
still manage to engage France in a policy
hostile to England.

A conference 's expected between the Earl
of Derby, secretary of state for the colonies,
aud the Canadian premier upon the question
of the admission of the West India colonies
into the Dominion of Canada. The Earl of
Derby In an interview with a committee
from the West Indies, stated the home gov-
ernment would acquiesce in the proposition
to connect the West Indies with the Domin-
ion of Caa-ifta. \u25a0 ':.

at the Connelton jailand was very threaten-
in*!:, but did not do anything, because they
seemed to have no leader, and the non-ar-
rival of the mob from Troy discouraged them.

At 2 o'clock to-day the officers in charge of
the prisoners at Cauneiton got the prisoners
into a covered express in the rear of the jail
and took them to the river and on boord the
steamer Henry Logan, which had previously-
been chartered for the purpose, and steamed
off down the river with them. The people
are. greatly excited and would have pre-
vented the accomplishment of the rescue if
they had had any idea of what was transpir-
ing.

— The boat has passed Troy with the
prisoners. A mob gathered of about fifty to
tryand head the boat off. The boat husrged
the Kentucky shore and passed on down the
river.
