Of the amount charged to street repairs
there was expended in  putting Concord
street in passable condition $164.00; Hubert
street $86.00, and for a box drain on Fuller
street $15.00 making a total of $265.00.

In connection with the paving and con-
struction of stone walks along Third street I
would respectfully call attention to the prac-
tice of sweeping the dust and refuse of stores
on to the sidewalk and from the sidewalk
into the street and gutter, and in some
cases opening packages of new goods on
the sidewalk, allowing straw, paper, and
other packing material to be scattered on the
street. This was bad enough before the
street was paved; and now with the street
neatly paved and mnew sidewalks built the
effect on the general appearance of the street
is very much worse, and it is time that the
matter should be taken in hand by the proper
authorities with the view of correcting the
evil by providing a system of scavenger
carts which should call at each house at least
once a week, and in the business portions of
the city daily. To successfully put this plan
in operation the city should be divided into

| districts. cousisting, first of districts in the

suburbs, where it is only necessary to visit
once a week; other districts where the needs
of the residents require visits twice a week,

and still others where daily visits
are mnecessary to a  proper cleanli-
ness. In  many cities this work is

done by contract, which is, perhaps, the best
method, after the details of the work and the
boundarics of the district are determined.
But as it is impossible for contractors to bid
intelligently without this information, it will
perbaps be better to start with a small foree,
working in the more thickly populated dis-
tricts, snd, as the necessary information is
gained, enlarging the boundaries and in-
creasing the force until the whole city 1s cov-
ered, using at all times great care in the
supervision of the details and the recording
of such information as will be necessary to

which, with the assistance of this informa-
tion, the work might be done by contract.

Barnes county will send to New Orleans
cabbage heads weighing from twenty-five fo
forty pounds.

The Huroti Times hias scen it and says:
The 185 poand Dakota pumpkin, which is
in the exhibit car of the Chicago, Milwaukee
and St. Paul railway on its way to the World’s
Industrial exposition at New Orleans,is over
eight feet long and a trifle more than six feet
in circumference; and if used for pies
would furnish material for more than flve
hundred large sized pumpkin pies.

To show how garden crops are produced in
that section the Jdmestown Capital gives
these results obtained from E. Stauffer &
Bro. in that vicinity: Off one-eighth of an
aecre they raised from the seed 100 bushels
of onions, large, well ripened and in excel-
lent condition for winter keeping. Other
products of Stauffer Brothers’ farm this year
were 3,000 celery plants which sell rapidly at
20 cents each; 50 bushels of ecarrots; 100
bushéls of red beets; 20 bushels of parsnips;
100 bushels of rutabagas; 150 bushels of po-
tatoes; half an acre of No. 1 sweet corn.

Nellie Knapp’s Crucl Fate,
Canning, in the Pierre region, is badly
torn up socially ever the Nellie Knapp mat-
ter, which has been referred to in dispatches.
Many agree with her father that she has been
cruelly aspersed. The Pierre Signal says of
the matter: 1t appears that several married
ladies of Canning were very jaslous of Miss
Knapp, and on Friday they called upon her
at her boarding house,accused her of naughty
things, and advised her to leave town im;
mediately under penalty of receiving a coat
of tar and feathers, and at this the young
lady became greatly exeited and did not re-
tire but walked the floor until morning, when
she suddenly disappeared, and no clue
could be found of her whereabouts. It was
feared that she had committed suicide by
drowing berself in the Medicine ereek, and
they proceeded to drag all the ponds for
quite a distance up and down the creek, but
nothing could be found. She has been
traced from Pierre, and is thought to have
gone to her brother, Mr. Mecher, eighteen
miles north of Pierre. It is feared her mind
has been unsettled by the harsh treatment.

Seven New Townshipz,

The Carrington News shows how the land
is being taken up in that new region: Five
new townships in the Fargo land district and
two new in the Bismarck district, and all in
the vicinity of Carrington, bhave just come
into the market. The townships are, 147-65,
147-66, 147-67, 148-64, 148-65, 148-66 and
148-67. Toshow bow rapidly land is taken
up in this neighborhood we may state that of
the four townships in ranges 65 and 66, con-
sisting of sixty-four sections, thirty-six sec-
tions were filed on from Carrington in three
days after the plats rcached here. There was
consequently the large extent of 23,040
acres spapped up in three days by settlers
many of whom have been waiting for some
weeks for the opportunity of getting filings
upon this fertile area.

Travel on the N. . R. R.

Parties who witnessed it relate to the Man-
dan Pioneer this interesting incident of trave-
on the Missouri division of the N. P.: Herds
of 50 to 150 antelope are seen daily along
the track in the Curlew valley and in the
vicinity of Knife river and other pointe west
from there. On Monday Captain Wrenshall,
Superintendent Greene’ and Roadmaster
Ray, in the special car “‘Crow Wing,”” wit-
nessed a novel and successful Indian mode
of hunting antelope.  As the train was puli-
ing into South Heart, four antelope sur-
rounded and corralled by bears in & small
valley near the track were discovered. The
engineer, knowing that Capt, Wrenshall was a
famous Nimrod, dlowea up to give the party
an opportunity to participate in and enjoy
the sport. The captain had his favewite
Winchester in the car, and was soon ready
for the exciting fray.  Bear shooting being
more to his taste than the more common an-
telope, he drew 2 bead on one of the bears
about 200 yards from the track.

The captain is the most famous shot this
country has ever produced, with the possible
exception of Daniel Boone ana Davy
Crocket; but as luck would bave it, in this
case the motion of the ftrain eomewbat
marred the accuracy of his aim; a puff of
smoke and the sbarp ecrack of the
rifle echoed . through the 2air! a
blanket flew up from the supposed bear,
disclosing an Indiaa underneath,
who had a close call for the happy hunting
grounds. The leaden messenger whistled
80 close to the red skin’s ears that prudence
snd safety compeiled him to unmask by
throwing off his blanket and jumping to his
feet. Tbe blanket had been cunningly fixed
up with ears and 4 tail, and the Indiat on
all fours made so a counterfeit of the
cinnamon bear that an old hunter like Capt.
Wrenshall was deceived by it. The dieguise
having no resemblanee to the hamsa fofm,
it was no wonder the foolish antelope were
deeeived, decoyed end surrounded by eight
or ten Indians similarly disguised. The
captain discovered his mistake, commenced
churning his Winchester ou the antclope,
and in & very few minutes three of the foar
lay dead, the other one getting away on ac-
count of the poor marksmansbip of two In-
dizms, who missed a dozen times, though

only forty or fifty feet from the surprised
game.

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Yellowstone National Park.
[Special Correspondence of the Globe.]

Sr. Paur, Oct. 13.—Having summered
two seasons now in the Yellowstone National
park, I think I can say something new about
this only- recently discovered wonderland.
Coming  from' the north with the Northern
Pacific railroad from Livingston, om the
branch line, we pass through the Paradise
valley, so called for its fertility. We clmb
up with the train along the lower Yellow-
stone canyon.s The river here makes &
descent of some 4,000 feet in some seventy
miles, a river carrying more water than the
Mississippi. We come to Cinua bar, so-
called from a slide of fiery red quartz run-
ning down hill some 600 feet. We stage it
from here six miles and come to the Mam-
moth hot springs, which formed three ter-
races of calearcous deposits of over 1,000
feet each, which I may eall geyserite for
convenience sake. The middle oue oniy
is overrun with water mow and shows in
thousands of forms how nature surpasses in
models all designs of our best artists. The
waters of Mammoth hot springs run off
mostly under ground below the lower terrace
which is honeycombed with large caves.
Some very large ones open yet on top, which
made it also necessury to build the hotel on
long poles driven through this geyserite. 1
leave the description of all the pulpits,
punch bowls, liberty cap cupids caves to the
gulde books. In this section of the globe,
where we can see nature in its nascent state,

where the crust of the earth secms -
to be forming yet under our eyes,
are s0o many things wnot mentioned

by the guiu =, and new discoveries every
year, like tue Mammoth cave, only discov-
ered in May of this year, that I will talk
only about objects not much known yet.

Ascending we find terraces over terraces,
generally thirty to fifty feet high, where the
waters from above collect in pools, and run-
ning over the edges they form these beauti-
ful and perfect bowls, looking like petrified
waterfalls, mostly snow-white. but partly red
where the wfter now overruns them.  With
a very #mall outlay all the old formations,
now crumbling away, could, during: one
winter season, be given a new coating, a
new dress, by running some pipes from the
pools on top of the terrace over the old form-
ations. Most of the basins are full of stalat-
ites of the greatest variely in shage and
color; some look like palm leaves or berries
of any size and shape, and each basin seems
to contain only one form and one specific
color. The water is as clear as crystal, of a
bluish silver white hue, and the temperature
is 164 degrees in the stalactites caves, and
there are some of them quite wonderful, es-
pecially the Arsenic caves where a strongly
impregnated arsenic water gives all the
formations a grecnish, purple, brownish or
red eolor, with white pearls projecting, all
these colors so briiliant that they could be
compared only with the plumage of tropical
birds.

I had the best chances to see them in full
glory in the latter part of the seacon, when
the small supply of snow water from the
summits above makes the caves accessible—
no rain as a rule falling since May. In
one cave I stopped over an hour, when T was
nearly overcome with the arsenic vapors,
and I was charmed by the ravishing forms
I saw until a heap of dead birds reminded
me of being in an arsenie cave and I went
out pretly quick, but had to suffer for some
days from the effects. The arsenic springs
ar¢e very kealthful to take baths in
as it whitens the skin and com-
plexion wonderfully and drinking this water
for a while caused one man to gain forty-
eight pounds. It is also used in one garden
for bot irrigation at night because night
frosts in June and July would not allow in
an attitude of 7,700 feet such a luxurious
crop of vegatables.,

They have a bountiful supply of different
waters. There are soda springs all through
the park as glso a lemonade spring where
nature did even the sweetening, another
spring’is so strong that the glazing of a por-
celain piteher came off after using it awhlile,

Here is also a bath lake which I ought to
deseribe, It is about one half acre size and
has throukhout the year a temperature of
90 degrees and strongly charged with car-
bonie acld gas, swimming on some boards
in the middle of the lake sueh immense
quantitics of gas raise from the bottom fifty
feet below, one experfences such queer sen-
sations a8 we have safling in a balloon, and
the stimulating effect is so great that when
acenstofied to it people may remain in there
for hours and hours. Dr. DEpOLPH.

Convieting Dead Men.

T RENTON, N. J., Oct. 13.—The United
States grand jury has just made preseutmentg
againgl the New Brunswiek National bank of
New Jersey. The presentment etates the
jury made a full investigation, in which it
was discovered that a loss of more than the
surplus of the bank was caused before last
June by fraudof the cashier, with the possi-
bie connivance of the president, but no
other offieials participated. The presentment
states, however, that the statement to the
com’)ﬂer of the currency in June, after
the uds were committed, was false and in-
tended to coneeal frauds, and the directors
who attested its correctness did so without
examination.
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
