How much better is this
than granting subsidics to tribes, to bave
them cheated by rascally “Indian Agents,”
and robbed of their supplies. These dishonet
agents are the cause of Indian wars. The
‘‘savages” use the arms imprudently fur-
nished them by the government, for maraud-
ing, murderous expeditions against white
frontier settlers, invited to thece acts by the
wrongs and robberies of which they are made
the victims. The 3an Carlos experiment
shows the possibility of Indian civilization,
and is a rebuke to the unwise policy of the
government in its trestment of the Indians.
Their unarmed confinement on reservations,
and a stop put to cheating and robbing them
by government agents, and encoursging
them to work, and to be self-supporting is
more in accordance with humanity and civi-
lization.

In the halcyon deys of the Republie, or,

From tbat day to this it seems to
have beenthe sole ambition of the editor of
the Leader to make good the opinion of the
distinguished Ohio statesman, who,whatever
his political heresies,was a2 man who told the
truth, even if it shamed a Republican editor.
In the course of the present campaign, asa
supporter of the talented Annanias of the
Amcrican continent, Jingo Blaine,the editor
aforesaid has bad ample opportunity to ply
his favorite avocation of lying.

The depression of the times brought about
by Republican rule have within & few weeks
caused the managers of the Cleveland Roll-
ing mill, who are Republicans, to reduce
the wages of their two thoussnd employes.
Senator Henry B. Payne is a stock bolder in
the rolling mill company, but has exercised
no part in its management. Upon the an-
nouncement of the reduction of wages the
Leader assaulted Senator Payne as the author
of the movement with a view to inflame
the minds of the working men against the
Democratic party and the Democratic candi-
date for congress.

Iy thing and retract his own lie, but intima-
ted that the Senator was lying, and accused
him of deducting from the wages of the mill
hands the pay for the two days spent by the
hands in attending the funeral of Henry
Chisholm, thie late président of the mill
This aroused the old statesman’s anger, and
Saturday evening last at an immense meet-
ing of working men. which lasted till mid-
night he said that the editor of the ZLeader
had lied. He declared that Wm. Chisholm,
brother of the dead president, and one of the
two Republican members of the board of
four directors, and now president of the mill
controlling the matter of salaries, had asked
the ediior of the Leader to publish a retrac-
tior: of the lie that a deduction for time lost
in attending the funeral had been made
from wages.

“The edifor promised to retract fhe lie"
said Senator Payne, with terrible emphasis,
‘‘but the imp of Lell has not done it.”

The Senator, with unanswerable truth and
fervid eloquence showed that the present
hard times are the legitimate fruit of Repub-
lican misrule, extravagauce and reckless dis-
regard of the plainest policy of integrily, and
in the course of his speech brought out the
fact that circulars issued by the editor to in-
jure the Democratic candidate for congress
had been seized and burned by the Republi-
can committee as soon as they discovered
them, that body declaring that the circulars
would do the Democrats vastly more good
than harm.

In concluding, Senator Payne with mateh-
less power said :

“The Democratic party has great work to do
and I am saving my energies to helpdo it. . With
that great statesman, Grover Cleveland, in the
Presidential chair, as he surely will be on the
4th of next March, I pledge my konor and all I
am worth that the interests of American work-
ingmen will not suffer.” :

This incident of the campaign at Cleve-
land is a type of the methods adopted by the
Republican party everywhere. In the des-
peration of their last ditch there is nothing
that devilish ingenuity can contrive that is
not resorted to, todebase and brutalize the
canvass. The cloven foot that has been con-
cealed under false pretenses, futile promises
and broken pledges bas been uncovered and
exposed, and the enormities of Republican
treachery, duplicity, fraud and general rot-
tenness pile up before the country with all
the horrors of a deadly simoon. There is
still integrity and patriotism enough among
the people to hurl thisinfamous dynasty from
the throne of power, and on the 4th of No-
vember next, its doom will be forever sealed.

THE RESULT.
The more complete returas from Ohio
show that the state has gone but little if any
more for the Republicans than was conceded

by the GLoBE prior to the election. The
Republican  estimate  has been  re-
duced to 12,000  plurality, while

the Democrats do not concede oyer 10,000,
It is yery probable that the official figures
will bring the Republican plurality below
10,000 and in no event can it exceed 12,000.

As Obio has been a Republican state at
both the October and November elections,
for the last seven Presidential campaigns,
and as it gave 19,000 in October
four  years ago, there 1is mothing
surprising or discouraging in the result of
Tuesday. It was only those who lost their
judgment through political enthusiasm, who
looked for a Democratic victory in Obio,
in any other manner than holding down the
Republican majority.

In West Virginia the Democrats made
greater proportionate gains than the Repub-
licans did in Obio.

The result can be summarized that the
Democrats carried a Democratic state with
gains, and the Republicans carried a Repub-
lican state wilh loss.

Grand Democratic Rally at Winona,

[Special Correspondence of the Globe.]

Wixoxa, Oct. 14.—The Democrats and re-
formers were out in force last night. The
streets were swarming with people and not
even the advent of the Blaine show could
have produced more enthusiasm. At 7
o’clock in the evening the different wards
formed in line with torches to the number
of nearly 600—which was, by the way, all the
torches we had—we could have manned as
many more—and paraded the streets of Wi-
nona with banners floating in the breezes,
music from three bands, firing the patriotic
blood of the Democratic masses, and striking
transparencies in profusion.

New Yorg, Oct. 15.—Gov. Cleveland leit
Albany this forenoon, accompanied by Dan-
iel 8. Lamont, his private sceretary, and
Mayor Banks, of Albany. It was the express
wish of the governor that no demenstration
should be made in his honor along the route.
At Poughkeepsie, however, the crowd was so
large and enthusiastic that he was induaced
to show himself to the assemblage, and for
five minutes shook hands with all who could
reach him. At this point Scnator and Mrs.
Newbold boarded the train, and the governor
chatted pleasantly with Mr. Newbold until
Garrison was reached. Here Hamilton Fish
got on board the train and entered the car
occupied by the governor. They greeted
each other cordiaily and conversed together
until the arrival of the train at the Grand
Central about 10:30. A committee com-
posed of Senator Barnum, chairman; Abram
S. Hewitt, Senator Gorman, of Maryland,
Ex-Mayor Grace, Senator Gwyne, J. W.
James, C. D. Campbell, J. C. Chapman, J.
B. Coleman, Eugene Kelly and Messrs.
Greene and Vanderpool met the governor at
the depot and after exchanging greetings es-
corted him to a carriage, which be entered
in company with Senators Barnum and
Lamont.

A large crowd had assembled at the depot
and when Gov. Cleveland made his appear-
ance cheers were given which continued
until the carrisges departed. Large num-
bers of men rushed toward the governor and
held out their hands, which be, smiling,
grasped. Several times after the car-
riage had started the driver was ordered
to stop his horses so the governor could
satisfy those who desired to shake his hand.
The party drove to the Fifth avenue hotel
where the governor alighted and immediately
proceeded to his rooms. Quite a crowd had
gathered outside the hotel and gave hearty
cheers on the arrival of the Democratic can-
didate. The rooms of the governor were
immediats Iy beseiged by politicians and re-
porters, who were anxious to geta word
from him or his secretary, but Cleveland re-
mained in his private room, to which only a
select few could get aceess.

Up to 2:30 this afternoon Gov. Cleveland
was kept busy receiving visitors. Among
the large number of these who called were
delegations from Columbia College Cleveland
and Hendricks campaign club, a committee
of Veteran’s Rizhts union, Perry Belmont,
Col. Silas W. Burt, Jas. Stevens, 8. 8. Cox,
Rev. Erskine, M. White, Rev. P. C. White,
ex-Gov. Hoffman, Gov. McLane, of Mary-
land, and Gen. W, C. King. The governor
lunched with Chairman Barnum, Senator
German and Jeffs,Hon. Jos. Pulitzer and ex
Gov. Hoffman, 3

Governor Cleveland continued to receive
visitors up to five o’clock. Many local poli-
ticians cailed. Col. J. Kingman Page,
Franklin Pierce’s private secretary, intro-
duced his wife and daughters. A united
delegation from the produce, stock, cotton,
coffee, petroleum, mining, grocers and dry
goods exchanges, invited Gov. Cleveland to
be present at a business men’s meeting this
evening. The governor accapted the invita-
tion, Thomas Harland presented Gov.
Cleveland with a silver watch made by Har-
land’s grandfather in Norwich, Conn., in
1790, when Cleveland’s grandfather was an
apprentice in the shop, and which was after-
ward repaired by the governor’s grandfather
when he succecded Harland as proprietor.
The repair marks are visible in the case of
the watch. Gov. Cleveland was much pleased
with the gift, thanked Harland cordially and
asked him to write out a sketch of the history
of the time piece.

The Basiness Men's Meeting.,

New Yorg, Oct. 15.—The business mens’
meeting to-night at the Academy of Music
and all thereabout was a great success. Ex-
Mayor Grace presided. Henry Ward Beecher
was received with the wildest enthusiasm,
and before he had finished his characteristic
speech a roar was heard from the outside

und the crowd inside knew Gov. Cleveland
was coming. The cheer was
promptly taken up and Beecher was
unable to proceed. He stood silent,

one hand on the speakers table watching the
flect of the governor’s advent upon the
people. In a few minutes Cleveland made
bis appearance. His reception beggars de-
scription. Every person in the vast audience
rose to his feet and cheered and waved bhand-
kcrehiefs or hat as though out of his senses.
Beecher appeared to be greatly - affected by
the enthusiasm. Gov. Cleveland came to
the front of the stage and made several at-
temps to speak. He wasnot allowed to pro-
ceed for fully five minutes. At last he suc-
ceeded in saying:

“Ladies and gentlemen, I thank you for
this kind reception, and Iam sureitisa
cause for congratulation that 8o many of the
business men of this great metropolis have
found reason in the pending political strug-
gle for the united and earnest effort. It has
been my firm belief that one reason why we,
as a people, do not enjoy to the utinost the
advantages of our form of government is
found in the fact that our business men
are apt to  neglect their political
duties. The idea is too common among
them that there is a heroism and a virtae in
refusing to bold office; and the stern denial
of any interest in politics seems to be re-
garded by many of this ciass as the best as-
severation of their private virtue and business
integrity. The protection and safety of the
interests they have in charge are closely
connected with a wise administration
of tbe government, and it has always
seemed to me that if regard for their duty
as citizens did not impel them to take a more
active interest in political affairs, the desire
and need of self-preservation should. I be-
lieve, too, that the best administration of the
government is sccomplished when it is con-
ducted on business principles, and it is quite
apparent that the active participation of our
business men in political campaigns is an
effective mode of impressing these prin-
ciples upon the management of public
affairs. 1 construe this large and enthusias-
tic meeting, and the determipation on the
part of the business men from which it bad
its rise, as the promise of a time when they
shall find the path of duty as well as interest
in a practical and intelligent interferemce
with political questions and issues.

The following letter from S8amuel J, Tllden
was read before the meeting dispersed:

Grey Stone, Oct. 15, 1884.—Gentlemen :
T have just received your letter in behalf of
the New York produce and maritime Inde-
pendent merchants of the Cleveland and
Hendricks club, and representing also sev-
eral other classes of business men, inviting
me to be present at the business men’s mass
meeting to be held at the Academy of Music
on Wednesday the 15th instant, in support
of the election of Cleveland and Hendricks
to the offices of president and vice-president
of the Unit ed States. Tregret that the deli-
cate condition of my heaith compels me to
forego the plessure of joining with you on
that interesting occasion, I remember

gratefully that  when it was my duty
as governor to engage in a grap-
ple with the canal ring, which then

swayed all the administrative, legislative and
judicial departments of the state, a majority
of the local organizations of the Democratic
party, and of the organization of the Repub-
lican party at the New York prodvee ex-
change, railied to'my support and stood by
my side until that gigantic power was com-
pletely overthrown. T cordialiy concur in
your opinion that the election of Cleveland
and Hendricks is demanded by the best
interests of the country. I Dbelieve

The  crowd almost prevented the
passage of the carriages. Such

a crush is rarely ever seen in New York.
On his return Gov. Cleveland was visited by
Joln Keily, General Spinola and Senator
Cullen, of Tammany ball. Mr. Kelly as-
sured Gov Cléveland ofthe sincere support
of Tamwany. The governor afterwad re-
viewed a torch light procession  from the
balcony of the hotel.
THE WORLD'S REPORT.

New York, Oct. 15.—From the World’s
report: Governor Cleveland was in his room
when the committee of business men en-
tered. He did not keep them long. M.
O'Donough linked arms with him and the
procession began to move. In the long
career of the famous Fifth Avenue hotel,
which has contained many crowds, there
never was such a gathering. It was liter-
ally packed with people, who waved
their hats and handkerchiefs. The governor
bad scarcely made his appearance when a
series of deafening cheers went up. It was
a grand ovation. A score of policemen
were barely able to open a passage sufficient
for the procession to make its way to the
door. The men crowded upon each other in
their vain endeavor to catch a glimpse of
their favorite candidate. They touched his
coat, placed their hands upon his shoulder
then with true Democratic spirit made way
to give their neighbors a chance to do the
same. At one time it seemed as though
a dozen lives wounld be sacrificed. One man
fell in the desperate crush, but he was for-
tunately picked up in time to avert a calam-
ity. They surged after him, and until the
strect was reached it was impossible to
breathe. The first cheer was a signal every-
body joined until the earth fairly shook.
The governor was hastily placed in a car-
riage, and the reception committee followed
in closed landaus.

From the hotel to the Academy the streets
were lined with sight-seers, who welcomed
the carriage as it passed by. Scores of en-
thusiasts grabbed the wheels and axles, and
ran with it. Union square was a second
edition to Madison square. Fourteenth
street was almost impassable, and the word
that Grover Cleveland was coming was
enough to set the people wild. The acres of
people in Madison square scattered after the
departure of Gov. Cleveland from the Fifth
Avenue hotel for the Academy, but 5,000 re-
mained in andabout the square, awaiting his
return.

A parade of uniformed Cleveland and
Hendricks campain clubs and legions mov-
ing out of Union square ttrough Fourth ave-
nue, Eighteenth street and Fifth avenue,
divided ic front of the Fifth Avenue hotel,
marching up town on the west and east sides
of the park. Their line of march’ was
thronged with people who gradually drifted
back into the square again, and the
crowd kept swelling until upwards of
25,000 people were congregated. There was
great and continued cheering along the
route of the procession, and notwithstand-
ing the wait of an hour before the return of
the governor to the hotel the crowd was
bubbling over with enthusiasm. So densely
phcked in Fifthavenue and Broadway were
the people that the services of the police
were required to clear a way for
the stages and street cars, which were blocked
at long intervals. At 10 o’clock Gov. Cleve-
land was escorted out of the academy through
the crowd to his carriage. His appearance
wasthe signal for a repetition of the demon-
strative weleome accorded him on  his first
appearance. Men and women struggled
through the crowd of more fortunates
near the carriage to catch a glimpse of him.
They followed the vehicle for blocks and
then repeated cheering was taken up by the
crowd along the route and re-echoed. It was
like one long continued cheer from the
academy to the Fifth avenue hotel, When

his carriage drew up at the Madison
Square entrance to the hotel
there was a spontaneous outburst

of enthusiasm. Cheer on cheer went up
from the throats of thousands, which, when
heard in Union Square and far up Broadway
and Fifth avenue, sounded like the rumbling
of a heavy railway train.

Shortly after the distinguished guest made
bis appearance on the balcony and the cheer-
ing was long( continuedj and, if possi-
ble, with a greater fervor than
before. As the procession of uniformed
clubs and batteries, bearing torches and lan-
terns, passed, the Murphy battery made a
short halt and a salute from their field pieces
was blended with the popular acclaim. Gov.
Cleveland was much touched by the visit
from the delegation of the Columbia college
Cleveland and Hendricks campaign eclab.
It was nearly 9 o’clock when the reception
committee of business men headed by Jas.
J. O'Donough of the coffee exchange ar-
rived. They all wore badges of their respect-
ive associations. They were from the produce
exchange club, stock exchange club, petro-
leum exchange club, coffee exchange club,
mercantile exchange club, cotton exchange
club, dry goods club, and New York petro-
leum exchange club.

No Nominations by County Democracy.

New Yorg, Oct. 15.—The county De-
mocracy and independent Democrats held a
county convention this afternoon, but no
nominations werc iszde. Fach organiza-
tion appointed a commitice to comfer wiih
the other Democrat bodies who had not yet
named a ticket. At a meeting of the Tam-
many ball committee on organization this
afternoon, John Kelly, president, called for
reports from the district leaders as to the
amount of disaflection existing to the na-
tional ticket. The Fifteenth assembly dis-
trict was the only ome where enthusiasm
did not prevail for Cleveland and Hendricks.
The nomination of Willis S. Payne for
comptroller was formaily made.

Democratic Rally at Des Moines.
[Special Telegram to the Giobe.]

D=s Morxes, Ia., Oct. 15.—Thbe weather
was favorable for the great Democratie rally
bere to-day. Visiting Democratic clubs be-
gan to arrive early in the morning, and
every incoming train added to the erowd in
the streets.  The Hawkeye club, uniformed

and bearing a flag and a handsome red
and  blue silk banner, met the
visiting clubs at the stations. Large
delegations were present from Indianola,
Winterset, Newton, Kellogg, Knoxville,
Prairie City, Pella, Osceola, Leon, Adel,
Panora and Stuart, while many towns sent
small numbers. The Democrats appeared
unterrified by the Ohio election, aund said
they did as well as they expected. At 2:30
p. m. the court house yard contained about
10,000, and Speaker Carlisle was intre-
duced by Congressman Cook, of Newton,
who said that the orator of the day would
leave the third office of the -nation with a
better record than all the Republican speak-
ers since the war.

Mr. Carlisle begged indulgence for his
hoarseness. Very many farmers were in the
audience. The speaker dwelt at length upon
Republican maladministration. A local
paper, having ascribed the policy of the
land giving to the Democracy and citing
the Illinois Central as proof, Mr. Carlisle
said that Democracy had bestowed lands
on states, but nmever to private
purposes, and said that the Iliinois Central
now pays 7 per cent. of the gross earnings
into the Illinois treasury.

A Card From J. W.Sencerbox.

SuaAkoPEE, Minn., Oct. 14, 1884.
To the Editor of the Globe.

I noticed in your issue of the 10th inst.
the report of Mr. Donnely’s speech at Jor.
don, in which he made certain
to Major Strait’s pension business in con-
nection with myseif. As Major Strait, in
your issue of the 11th positively denied every
statement and insinuation contained in thag
speech relating to his pension business, and
us the story was so absurd upon its face, I
did ot suppose that even I. Dounelly would
bave the bardihood to repeat it, but I am
credibly informed that he is repeating the
story, and as the charges made by him are as
mueh against me as against Major Strait I
ask permission to make this answer through
your columns, in which the chargzes were
published.

That my answer may be better understood,
I make the following extract from the report
referred to which contains the charge:

‘A poor soldier has a pension clzim. Hea
applies to the pension bureau and his claim is
rejected for some informality or for the lack
of some item of proof.

Sencerbox.  Capi. sencerbox  enters into a
written contract with the soldier that he is ta
give him one-half of all that is coilected.
Then, and not till then, Strait takes hold of
the case.  What does Seneerbox do. He is

| no lawyer; but he prepares the papers; ten

or twenty dollars would be a reasonable com
pensation  lor such services; or perhaps
Strait gets the papers or copucs oi them from
the pension officc and Sencerbox docs noilie
ing. Strait introduces the bill, does all the
work, carries it throurh the committees, and
the house and senate.

The old soldier is taken into the back room
of Strait’s bank and there is compelled to give
one-half of his claim, be it $500, $2,000 or
$4,000, to Sencerbox. Sencerbox would, of
course swear that the virtuous Strait never
received a cent of this money; butif he did
not, what did Sencerbox do to earn it?
And why should Strait refer the applicunt to
Sencerbox and then work so hard to put
money into Sedcerbox’s pocket? It is too
thin. The soldier goes away swearing at the
fraud practiced upon him,and Strait points to
the act for the relief of the old soldier aa
proof of his patriotism and industry.”

The only truth or semblance of truth there
is in that charge, are the statements that I
am no lawyer, and that I have occasionally
prepared papers in pension cases, and the
pensioners have generally paid me for my
services.

I have mnever prepared papers in
or had anything to do with any case whick
has been rejected except one and that case

| ttands rejected to-day. I have never entered

nto a written contract with any applicant
or a pension relating to the compeusation
1 or any one else was to receive.

I never had anything to do directly or in-
direetly in any pension case wiere the pen-
sion was granted or was to be asked for by
a special act of congress, and have never
had any conversation or communication di-
rect or indirect with Maj. Strait or any applie
cant for a pension relating in any maner tg
the granting of any pension by special act,
I never heard or knew of a pension draft hee
ing ‘‘sent to Maj. Strait’s banks in Shako-
pee’’ or any other bank, or person other than
the pensioner direct.

I have never settled with a pensioner for
my or any other services relating in any
manner to his pension in the back room ot
any other room of Strait’s baunk or any other
bank in Shakopee or elsewhere, except in
one instance.

Strait’s bank in Skakopee has no back
room.

Strait has no bank in Shakopee,

There never was any of “‘this money’ that
Donelly refers to, hence there is no neees-
sity for me to ‘‘swear that the virtuous Strait
never received a cent’” of it. But I would
swear and have sworn that H. B. Strait never
received one cent of any money that wae
ever paid to me or eame into my hands for
any services or assistance in procuring
pension,

As I have never practiced or been party
to any fraud upon any applicant for a pen-
sion, 80 mno soldier has gone away after
scttling with me for my servizes “‘swearing
at the fraud practiced upon him.”

I think the foregoing denials are positive
and explicit enough to put in issue all the
points made in Mr. Donelly’s charge, but I
will not rest the case upon simpie denials
but wish to show that Mr. Donnelly’s story
was not only false but, impossible and ab-
surd, and that it could only cmanate from
an ignorant or dishonest source.

The whole gist of the charge is based op
the assertion that Maj. Strait has obtained
by special acts of congress, pensions grant-
ing large amounts of back pay to the pen-
sioner and that the drafts for this back pa
were sent to ““Btrait’s bank in Shakopee,”
where the pensioner could only get his
money by dividing with me.

Now itis a fact which every one, who

| knows anything about government pension

business knows, and which a candidate for
member of congress, especially when he is
an ex-member of congress certainly ought to
know, that none of the special acts granting
pensions by congress, ever carry with them
any back pay, except in a very few instances
of special acts for general officers for unusu-
ally meritorious service.

It is another fact, which every pensioner
in the United States cap bear witness to,
that pension drafts are always made payable
to the order of the pensioner, and sent
directly to him, and never under any cir-
cumstances to any one eise.

In view of these facts, Mr. Donnelly’s
story is seen to be not only false, but Im;;)s-
sibl. 11 I. Donnelly did not know these facts,
he was very ignorant of the subject he was
talking about. If ke did know them, he was
deliberately circulating a falsehood for the
purpoge of injuring bis opponent.

I would prefer to attritute Mr. Don nelly’s
statements to his ignorance rather than te
his wickedness, and it might have been
ignorance in the first mstance, but I am in-
formed that the facts showing the impos-
sibility of his story, were stated to Mr.
Donuelly on the 10th inst., and if so,his repe
titions of the story since then cun be auc-
counted for only on the supposition that ng
falsehood is too low or barefaced for him to
circulate if by so doing ke secs
& chance to deceive a voter into vothing fop
bim instead of Maj.
