A VICTORY niirCJl MEAXS DEFEAT.
The Ohio election, over which the Repub-

licans were inclined to be very happy on
Wednesday, la proving 'anything but reas-
suring to Hip "grand old party." In-
stead of 20,000 majority, or plurality, as
at flrst claimed the Republicans have gradu-
ally descended from their pinnacle and
now only claim 10,793, while the Democrats
concede a still lower figure. It is probable
the titial figures will bring the
Republican plurality over the Democrats a lit-
tle under ten thousand and their
majority over all. Green backers, Prohibition
Istsand Democrats combined, not to exceed
two or three thousand.
. On the morning of the election the Gi.ohf.
published a table showing that the state had
been Republican since 1856 when there was
a full vote out, as in Presidential years,
never recording either at October or
November anything but ' Republican
majorities. It added: '

As a remit of all this effort the Republicans
ought to carry the state to-day by at least ten
thousand majority, In spite of the vigorous cam-
paign which ha* been made. If they cannot
exceed that majority it will be a practical Demo-
cratic victory. The Republicans are claiming
from 15,00'J to 25,000 majority, and they know
that they v..v.>i reach those figures to secure any
moral prestige from the result. We shall be
happily surprised if any less than a ten thousand
Republican majority is recorded in Ohio to-day.
Such a verdict will have no damaging effect upon
New York, where the real and final battle takes
place.

The sequel proves the correctness of the
Gt.onE estimate, and even that small major-
ity was secured by the fact that the Prohib-
itionists offset the Germans by uniting with
the Republicans. It is a victory which means
defeat in November.

My Dear Sir: —I have just received your
valued favor of the 28th, ult., in which you
tell me that copies ofthe acts of the legisla-
ture (obtained from the Republican commit-
tee in St. Paul), in reference to the appoint-
ment of a board of commissioners to provide
for the management of railroad corpora-
tions, passed in 1574, and another providing
for the appointment and election ofone rail-
road "commissioner, passed in 1875, are
being exhibited, and that it is claimed that I
voted against those bills in the senate in the
interest of the railroad companies; and that
I thereby sold out the people who had elected
me In the senate.

This only shows what a contemptible thing
political bigotry is. In a political campaign
resort is had to any kind of"argument to in-
jure an opponent.

TERRIBLE TRAGEDY.
Frank A. Burton, a Respected

Citizen of La Crosse,
Foully Assassi-

nated.

No Reasonable Cause Known for
the Terrible Deed Except

Personal Spite.

The Jail Doors Battered Down aud
the Murderer Lynched by the

Infuriated Citizens.

A Burglar Killed at Menoinonee— The Daily
Calendar as Reported by

Telegraph.

TERRIBLE TRAGEDY AT LA CRO3SE.

La Cros3e, Wls., Oct. 16.—F. A. Burton,
president of the Blame anil Logan club, was
shot dead by a rutlian known as "Scotty" at
8 o'clock this evening, while the ' Republi-
cans were forming in procession on Main
street. Seven shots were fired in quick suc-
cession. The murderer was arrested aud
hurried to jail before the immense crowd
could realize what had occured. As the
fact was made' known there was the most
intense excitement, and hundreds of men
in uniform and carrying their torches hur-
ried to the court house yard and demanded
that the prisoner be handed over to them.
"Lynch him, lynch him," was the general
cry, and at this moment, 8:40, there are
hundreds of men beseiging the jail. Sheriff
Scott, Chief of Police Clark and a posse of
police are at the jaildoor trying to calm the
infuriated multitude. No violence has been
done yet and none may take place, but there
is an awful current of public feeling. The
body ofMr. Burton has been taken to the
drug store of T. H. Spence, where an exam-
ination shows life extinct, every shot taking
effect. Those who stood near the scene of
the murder say the man advanced from the
crowd on the sidewalk to within a few
feet of his victim and fired the
first bullet into his back. Mr. Burton fell to
the pavement and the murderer followed
with six shots into his body and head. He
then threw the revolver at his victim and
gave him a kick, saying: "That is the —of
a b that knows me, and that Ihave been
looking for," or words to that effect. All
this was done in a minute's time and before
any one could realize what had happened.
Mr. Burton is a broker and commission mer-
chant for J. H. Dowry & Co., of Milwaukee,
and son-in-law of Captain I. 11. Moulton,
agent of the St. Paul company here.
He was one of the best known
and most prominent young business
men in the northwest, was chosen
president of the Blaiue and Logan club at
La Crosse and was managing the campaign
in this section . The motive of the murder
is not known. He is said to be a dospcrrte
character, who has followed the river for a
living. He has served a terra in the states
prison. After throwing the first revolver at
his victim, it was found that he had another
in his pocket, but he was arrested before he
had an opportunity to u«e it. The Republi-
cans were to have celebrated the Ohiovictory
to-night with a parade, fire works a*id
speeches, but the scene has changed, as if
by a terrible magic, to a scene of terrible ex-
citement of a far different character.
Threats are deep and determined,
the city being greatly aroused.
Ifthe crowd had a responsible, cool-headed
leader, the murderer would swing in an hour.
The deceased leaves a wife and three chil-
dren. It is the most heart rending tragedy
that has ever taken place in this city.

THE MCRDEKER STRUNG UP.
Later— p. in.—The officers were not

able to stay the mob, who refused to listen
to arguments. From 9 o'clock to 10 the
court house yard presented a scene which
beggars description. The mob increased in
number until the entire space on three sides
of the jailwas" a dense mass ofhumanity, all
demanding that the murderer be hung. The
torches of the men flared above the sea of
heads, and the white plumes moved reso-
lutely about the square. The best citizens
in the place were present and watched
fbe fearful scene with blanched
faces, but with no expression of sympathy.
There were hundreds of women in the thor-
oughfare, and the walks about the jails. The
excitement grew steadily in force and the
determined mob at last found leaders, with
cool heads, who went methodically about
taking the man from the prison and lynch-
ing him. Beams were procured and in a
short time the heavily bolted and barricaded
doors on the Fourth street side of the jail
were battered in, and the crowd
passed into the first floor rooms. The
sheriffs and assistants succeeded in elearieg
the room the first and second time, but on
the third rush the mob overpowered them
and held their ground. The interior wooden
doors in the cooking department yielded
like so many plates of glass. In the mean-
time the heavy oaken door leading to the
stairway on the west side, was battered down
and the crowd had full possession of the
main corridor. While all this
was going on the crowd became
almost collosal about the place, but aside
from the rush of the men at the jailthe best
oforder prevailed . There were, no drunken
men in the mob, the whole work being done
by. resolute fellows who decided to make the
murderer pay the death penalty before they
left the s'|:iar\ Once in the corridor sledge
hammers were used to break in the heavy
iron doors, two In number, that intervened
between. them and the cell room. These
soon yielded, and as each fresh advance
was nßude the crowd were apprised
on the outside, and a constant cheer of en-
couragement went up. The prisoner had
been confined in cell number three, on the
lower corridor, aud tin: crowd bad little
trouble in finding their man. He was taken
from the cell and dragged into the yard.
He was identified up the man who did the
shooting, and the officers when appealed to,
declared they had the right man.
When he appeared from the jail door,
held up by the men who had him in charge,
there was a long peculiar}" IIthat went roll-
ing through the trees an.l clown the streets,
making everyone for blocks realize, without
further assurance, that awful retribution had
been nearly meted out. Numerous men were
soon climbing to the branches of the trees
and in a minute more one was selected, a rope
thrown to a man setting on the first BtrOSg
limb, quickly attached, and everything made
ready for the execution. At this point in the
proceedings there was a pause. Among the
leaders there were some who wanted the mur-
derer to make a statement, while other*,
more impetuous, - urged immediate ac-
tion The murderer declined to say anything
except be was the man who shot Mr. Bur-
ton. At this juncture the cry went round:
"Pull him up!" "Hang him!" "Don't let
him live a minute loDger!". It was under-
stood that the light guard. Company C, of
the Third regiment, W. N. G-, had been or-
dered out to charge the mob, and there was
an impression tbat the execution would be
prevented. No r^liy of t.ie guard v. a- made,
however. The mob seized the rope and
and made a ctrong pull but the ruffian freed
his bands and the rope broke before be was
raised from the ground. In less than five
minutes, a new rope wag thrown over th*
heads of the crowd and fell within a few feet
of executioners. This was adjusted, iiihands
and arms firmly tied, and in another mo-
ment be was hanging in the air, with his face
closely pressed against tbe limb of the tree,
and the terrible tragedy was over.

The tragic scenes of this night will prob-
ably never be experienced again in La Crosse.
Words fail to express the darkness and in-
tensity of the gloom tbat has settled like a
pall over tbe community, not only for the
fearful act of the assassin, which has taken

! away one of the best and most highly es-
teemed young men of Wisconsin,, but for the
blood curdlinir incidents which succeeded
it. Men are beard to say that ;
|if they 'could only blot from .their

memory the scenes of . th fateful
night, they would give years. The body of
the doomed man was left hanging only a few
minutes when it was taken down lifeless and
left in charge of the sheriff, who will see the
remains interred. During the hour between
Dine and ten o'clock, when the excitement
was at its highest, and the first successful
rush was made on the jaildoor, the fire bells
rang out an alarm, which was made general
and this added to the steady roar of voices
from the direction of the court .house made
the nightair one of awful features. What
citizens at first thought ' was an
alarm for help at the court yard or a rallying
Signal by the mob proved to be a genuine
aiarm, and the department was called to ex
anguish a burning workshop and store house
connected with the Northwestern foundry
and machine shops. The fire was soon ex-
tinguished and that part of the crowd who
had been drawn from the scene of the
lynching returned again to the court house
square where they remained until the last
act was consummated.

The body of Mr. Burton was removedfrom the drug store of Mr. Spence to his
home, during the evening. One bullet
passed through the head, two through the
lungs and two into the abdomen, any one of
which would have been fatal. Those who
stood near by when the shooting was done
say that the murderer fired all the charges in
rapid succession from one revolver, and then
two more from the second, which he carried
with him.

Mr. Burton was engaged in clearing the
road and organizing the first section or head
of the procession, and stood with his buck to
the sidewalk. The assassin stepped out
from the crowd which lined the walk and
fired a bullet directly through his back. Mr.
Burton staggered and fell on his face.
The other shots were fired while the
murderer Vas standing directly over him.
Mr. Bur'on never spoke after the first shot.
After emptying his revolver, the man threw
it at him, and kicking him three times say-
ing, "D.imnhim, he knows why I ahot
him." The impression in the crowd, when
the shots were tired, was that some one was
firinglarge lire crackers as fireworks were to
be a part of the political demonstration.

The Associated Press reporter stood within
sixty feet of the shot, when the murder was
committed and with a hundred of others did
not know that anything was wrong until the
policemen rushed by with the prisoner. The
word soon passed up the long column ol
flaring torch lights, aiyj the effect was at
first a paralyzing one, rendering action im-
possible. As soon as the reaction set in
the brilliantly lighted multitude turned
as. if moved by machinery, and
the preceding description tells what followed.
For a long time the identiiy of the murderer
was unknown. Diligent inquiries aud the
sifting of many rumors show that the mau
who has just paid the death penalty is a man
known as "Scotty," but whose true name is
Nathaniel Mitchell, a riverman who has
worked in the woods during the
winter at Beef Slough, or on some
raft boat during the summer. A
well known pilot on the river, said that he
knew him well, that he was a desperate char-
acter and that he frequently had terrible
sprees, and had been both in jail and in the
insane asylum.

Iv search for a motive for the act the only
plausible theory that is yet arrived at is that
two years ago when Mr. Burton was acting
surveyor of customs at this porl
this man was frequently importuning
him for a hospital certificate, so
that be could spend his time at the hospital
at the expense of his co-river men, and that
Mr. Burton told him to co to work and stop
drinking and he would not need the benefits
of the marine physician. Another theory is
that Mitchell thought he was killing another
man. A letter found • on his person is ad-
dressed to Nalhauial Mitchell, Neillsvillc,
Clark county, care of TipHilton, camp num-
ber one, dated February 27, 1884, at Halifax,
and aiged "your brother, William Mitchell."
The letter is written in a scholarly
manner, and is fullof good advice and fam-
ily news. Itconveys the idea that Mitchell,
the man just lynched, is not married.

At this hour, 1 o'clock a. in., the city is as
silent. as the tomb. There are a few strag-
glers on the street, and a few late idlers are
at the hotels talking over the events of this
evening. Not "a soul is to be
seen about the court bouse square.
The remains of the murderer
are tying stretched out in the jail and the oil
lamps that Dicker through the broken win-
dows cast a ghastly glare out over the green
lawn where hundreds had stood out a few
hours before to mete out justice to the mur-
derer of Frank A. Burton, for whose loss the
whole city mourn, and whose wife «and little
children are stricken with grief at tin- awful
taking away of the father aud husband.

Already arrangements are bi ing made for
the funeral,' mid the wires have been kept
busy sending messages to relatives and inti-
mate friends.

A BUHOLAR KILLED.

Menomonee, Wis., Oct. 16. —A bursrlar
was killed at Burch A: Clark's store last night
at 10 o'clock: Walt. Clark went to bed just
before ten, and had dozed a few minutes,
when he heard a noise below. There is a
hatchway in the floor. Looking down lie saw
three men helping themselves out of the
show case. He fired and gave the alarm,
and on examination they found a man shot
in the head. He probably never knew what
hit him. Before shooting Clark recognized
the voice of a boot black that has been here
for a week or more.
