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Fremont and Blatoaa Precious Pair.
Washington*, Oct. 21. —Gen. Fremont, in

assisting Mr. Blame in Michigan, is simply
returning valuable favor 3 received „ from
Speaker Blame in 1869, when the lobby push-
Ing the Memphis &£1 Paso scheme was in
full blast in Washington. At that time
Gen. Fremont was busily engaged on two
extensive branches of his. lobby. The first
was to Bell nearly $4,000,000 in absolutely
worthless Memphis a: El Paso bonds
in France. This was accomplished
by placarding the French towns and filling
the newspapers with maps and announce-
ments of the road. The maps showed the
line from Memphis to the Pacific and
branches declared to be finished from Chat-
tanooga to Norfolkand Baltimore and Savan-
nah. Although no bill had passed congress,
it was declared that congress had given large
grants of lands and bonds, that the latter
bore 6 percent, gold interest and that if at
any time the road defaulted on Interest, the
secretary of the treasury was directed to pay
the amount from the public treasury. By
these and other similar representation
$4,000,000 were taken one day from all
classes in France, chiefly from persons of
small means.

Minister Washbiirne exposed the fraud to
the stale department, and it is all a matter of
record there and in the files of the senate, to
which body it was all communicated on mo-
tion of Senator IHoward, of Michigan. At
the same time Gen. Fremont was engaged in
perfecting his lobby schemes for
carrying his bill, which had
passed the house, though not the
senate. At the next session, to aid in this
matter, he made a contract Oct. 15, 1869,
with Oen. Rdbt. C. Shenck, then at Paris,
and at the time chairman of the committee
on ways and means. This contract, subject
to ratification by the executive committee in
New York, provided for giving to a concern
culled the Southern Land agency the right to
dispose of 6,000,000 seres of the land granted
by the state of Texas and all the land which
might be granted by the United States.
It also gave the Southern Land
agency half the town Bites on the laud
granted by the United States. This con-
tract was ratified in New York the 2Sth of
the following December, and made: more
advantageous to the land agency, so much
so that it was t'j receive, with little trouble to
itself, commissions amounting to about
$1,800,000. This land agency was a mere
blind and a nephew of Gen. Schenck was
its alleged manager. It, was fully exposed in
the New York Tribune, Feb. 26, 1876,
and denounced as a mere cover for lobby
operators. Itwas, in fact, the medium for
dispensing the lobby fund. In the public
announcements ofthis company Mr. Blame's
name as the speaker of the house of repre-
sentatives led all the rest among the refer-
ences. The concern was never incorporated,

and was sisiply an advertised partnership at
Richmond, Virginia. Its advertisements
were displayed in the newspapers of that city
during the spring and summer of ISG9.
Itpretended to carry on a general real estate
business. Its "central office'1 was "No. 1004
Main street, Richmond, Ya." The an-
nouncements declared its connection well
established throughout the north, ami under
the head of references there were printed in
large letters these names among the others:

lion. James J. Blaiue, speaker of the house
of representatives.

lion. R. C. Schenck, chairman of the com-
mittee of ways and means of the house of
representatives.

The hitter will be recognized as the prcs-

The French authorities imprisoned Fre-
mont's brother-in-law for his part in the sale
of the fraudulent bonds and issued warrants
lor Fremont's arrest. The partial exposure
of the gigantic lobby here killed the bill in
congress, out 11 was not the fault of the
speaker of the bouse that Fremont did not
succeed.

Dudley's Heinous Methods.

New Yokk, Oct. 21.- -Carl Schurz, who
has arrived here, has this to say of interest
touching the Ohio election: "One of the
most effective contrivances on the Republi-
can side and the one upon which, in my
opinion, the result of the election largely
depended, was the activity of the agents of
the pension bureau in Washington, of whom
it was said that they were acting
under the immediate direction of Mr.
Dudley, the commissioner of pensions. My
attention was first called to this matter just
one week before election. I was iv San-
dusky, when an acquaintance of mine who
lived in a village near by, told me that he
had discovered among his neighbors two
men who had previously announed their in-
tention ofvoting the Democratic ticket, but
who had suddenly turned completely arouud
and were going to vote on the Republican
side. Ou inquiry into the causes of this
sudden political conversion my friend found
that these two men had claimants for pen-
sions in their families, and that the clai-
mants had been approached by agents of the
pension bureau, who told them that if they
and their friends would vote the Republican
ticket their claims for pensions would be ad-
vanced ou the list and would soon
be adjusted. The pension claimants
were thus prevailed on to change their
political attitude and they used their influ-
ence with their families and friends with
gnat effect In favorof the Republican ticket.
This was the system put in force by the pen-
sion bureau to secure Republican votes in
Ohio. As soon as my attention was called
to the matter, which was a week ago last
Tuesday, l made it a point to inquire at every

place which Ivisited whether a similar kiua of
political work was going on there and I
found that it was. A friend told me that
from among his immediate acquaintances
he knew of six votes that had been changed
by the pension agents in one day. Whether
this was going on all over the state I cannot,
of course, say from personal observation, but
the probability is that it was, and as Ohio is
full of pension claimants it is uot unlikely

that several thousand TOtes were changed iD
this way, perhaps enough, or more than
enough, to account for the eutire Republican
plurality. I regard this as one of the most
insidiou- and most effective of the mean
employed to drive up Republican votes, es-
pecially as the agents of the pension bureau
had the oilicial list of all claimants at their
di.-jiosal. with their addresses, which placed
in their hands every facility for approaching
them personally. Itwas, of course, a most
outrageous abuse of oilicial power, and I
hope that congress will make it a business
to inquire into it next winter. Witnesses
enough can be found among the pension
claimants in Ohio to establish the truth of
the facts that I have stated."

Morton, the badge of whose
memorial club Iam proud to wear (placing
his hand on his breast). To say nothing of its
significance in other aspects, the triumph of
the northern element in the Democratic
party clearly means the triumph of
free - trade. .It - means j the break-
ing . down of the great industrial
system which has enriched the United States
so marvellously in the last twenty -three
years, and which has. enriched your own
state in an equal degree with other states.
Indiana has grown into a superb J common-
wealth, great in her population, great in her
enterprise, great in her wealth. Not even
known beyond her own borders as a manu- .
facturing state when the g Republican party
came into power in 1861, she now turns out
in a eingle year one hundred and fifty mil-

[ lion dollars worth of manufactured products.
The developement, therefore, ofyour manu- j

Ifacturing resources, dependent as that is !
j upon a protective tariff, is of the highest in- I
i terest to every citizen • of the
state. A community that com-
bines agriculture and manufactures
has the necessary conditions for obtaining
an ideal prosperity. I can remember,
myself, and lam no* an old man, the time i
when in my native state of Pennsylvania j
Governor :Ritner was laughed at for saying
that the day would come, when Pennsylvania |
would not be able to supply bread stuffs and
provisions to the , miners in her mountains
and the factories in her towns. Yet that day
came Jong ago, and Pennsylvania, the first
wheat state in the Union, depends to-day
for a large share of her bread stuffs
upon the ' granaries of the west.
When Indiana . snail have developed
manufacturing enterprise to such a degree as
to be able to consume her own agricultural
products, she will have attained an Ideal
prosperity, and she can do that only by
means of a protective tariff. The issue is in
your hands. You are free men. You have
a free ballot, but in the south we have a mill-
ion of friends who have not a , free ballot.
The south to-day has thirty-seven
electoral votes, based upon the vote
of the colored men. Yet the colored
men of the south, though a million in num-
ber, cannot choose a &incle presidential
elector. As a result of that, the' political
power of a white man in the south is enor-
mously increased beyondthatof a white man
in Indiana or Maine for the time being. We
will not argue at all the question of negro
suffrage, but I submit a3 a fair proposition
to every man in the land that if the south is
to have thirty-seven presidential electors by
reason of the negro vote.then the negro him-
self ought to be allowed to cast his ballot.
The issue is in your hands. In-
diana, as I said when I began,
will have a potential voice in the decision,
and from the popular demonstrations I have
witnessed since I crossed the border of your
state, Ifeel, Iknow, indeed lam sure "thatupon the ground of patriotism and upon the
ground of enlightened self interest Indiana
may.be relied upon to maintain a protective
tariff, and to sustain, as the assurance
thereto, the Republican party.

From the park Mr. Blame was driven to
the residence of Senator Harrison, where he
dined, in company with . several gentlemen
invited to . -meet . him. After
dinner a deputation of German
American citizens called upon him and pre-
sented the following address:

Hon. James G. Blame: The Ger-
man American Republican organiza
tion, of Indianapolis, have delegated
the undersigned to express to you
their confidence and esteem. The identity
of your public lifewith the rise and progress
ofour country and our party, the eminent
Service* you have rendered to both, are mat-
ters of history, and make our duty pleasant,
as it is honorable. Your election to the pres-
idency willhonor our country and our
party. Inspired by the love of liberty
and free government we left the
land of our fathers to find a new home in
this republic, and looking toward the welfare
of the nation we have no other interests
other than American citizens. Looking over

j the pages of history we find the Republican
party to Lave been the party of liberty and
progress, and we trust it to be the same in
the future. Upon those pages we find your
name and that of the gallant Gen. Logan
inscribed in golden letters, and we feel that
as heretofore so you will in the future, do
honor to the country. Please accept this
document as a token of your
appreciation and endorsement of your life,
character and public services. We welcome
you to the capital of our great state.

Mr. Blame replied as follows: '

. Gentlemen: I am grateful for your
friendly call. I am grateful for your
friendly spirit. lam grateful for your ex-
pressions of erood will. The assurance of
German sympathy and German support in
Indiana is a repetition ofwhat I received in
Ohio. My birth and my Hearing were in a
state that made me familiar from childhood
with the German character, with its
steadiness, its industry, its fidelity,
its integrity, its truth, its friendship, itlocal-
ity of government. Pennsylvania owes
much to her German population, to the
.Mii.ilenbergs, the Heisters, the jWolffs, the
Snyders, the Shunk*, who have illustrated
her annals, and with whom Iam not uncon-
nected by tics of friendship, of inherited as-
sociations and in some cases of kindred
blood. When I reached Ohio Isoutrht a con-
ference with my German friends, "and was
assured, and subsequent events have con-
firmed the assurance, that so far from being
hostile to me personally my German fellow
citizens were, as I had a ricrht to
expect, and. as you so eloquently
declare, friendly and partial to me. Thank- I
Ing you again, gentleman, for the cordial '
expressions of your address. lam proud to I
take each one of you by the hand in token
of a mutual friendship and esteem.

Later a large delegation of clergymen,
about thirty in number, called on Blame and
presented an address as follows?

The Hon. James G. Blame, Dear sir:
"As Christian ministers we extend to you,
irrespective of party considerations, a cor-
dia> welcome to our city and we bid i
you a hearty God speed. It seems
fillingnow that you are in ta city from which,
for none other than partisan reasons,
poisoned arrows have been suet at you, that
we should at least have referred to that fact.
But let us assure you that the CnrisUan peo-
ple of this vicinity have no sympathy with
any such mod,! of warfare. We, therefore,
bring to you this word of good cheer, and
further we beg leave to say that we recognize
in you a fellow citizen justly honored, an !
experienced statesmen, a patriotic leader, a 'steadfast friend of both laborer and the op- 1
pressed. In short a typical American, and i
as we trust, the . coming president of the |
United States.

To this Mr. Blame replied: .
"Ireturn you my sincere thanks, gentle-

men; for your friendly call. I know the in-
fluence you wield, d«"ervedly,in the commu-
nity in which your lives illustrate the teach-
ing*you enforce. Although we do not have
in this country a union of church and state,
Iyet recognize tne great influence which the !
ministry fairly and properly exercises In 'forming a just public opinion, and I cannot I
in term*too warm express the gratitude I ;
feel foryour cordial assurance of esteem and \u25a0

support."

river where, notwithstanding the drizzling
rain, over 6,000 assembled. Along the line
was one continuous cheer, to which the gen-
eral responded. On the way to the stand
children in white sprinkled flowers along the
platform, and a little colored girl handed

he would not detain . them long.

Mr. Carlisle is an orator of the very highest
order, he speaks slow, clear and distinct,
and never deals in epithets. His trip across
the state is one continued ovation and au-
diences increase in size and enthusiasm as
he advances. From 8,000 to 15,000 people
listen daily to his convincing and eloquent
denunciations of the robber tarifflaws.

The Democrats seem much more happily
situated in this year's campaign, than are the
Republicans.
