COMMERCIAL
St. Paul, Oct. 22. —Another week of tropical

weather has not been very favorable to the in-
crease of the jobbing trade, and yet the volume
of business transacted by the combined mercan-
tile houses of this city for the past six days was
considerably greater than that of the week ending
October 14. A;:d this increase has been in the
face of an increasing excitement over
the political situation. It might
be reasonably expected that . business
would decrease in an inverse ratio to the increase
of the political frenzy, and this result is found
to exist in every large mercantile city excepting

St. Paml. There is no doubt the weather, de-
Ughtfnlly pleasaut though it has been, has Bad a
very great effect upon trade, more particularly
en some particular branches, and there is no
doubt that if seasonable weather prevailed —a
good bracing cold snap, disagreeable
as it might be personally — even a
larger increase of business would have
been the result. Itappears from the returns of
the common carriers, the railroads an 1 steam-
boats, that 2,155 cars of goods by rail and 750
tons by boat were brought into the city last week,
while the receipts from the week ending Tues-
day, Oct. 14, were 1,881 cars and 150 tons, which
gives an increase for the week under review of
274 cars by rail and 00U tons by boat. The ship-
ments for the same weeks were 1,242 can and
105 tons, and 1,104 cars and 85 tons, being
an increase of 78 cars and \i<) tons
of goods shipped out of the city,
which is just three times as great an increase as
that recorded last wetk. Of these gross re-
ceipts and shipments, however, only a minor part
were "merchandise," and these do not make so
good a showing. The receipts Indeed increased
greatly, but the shipments show a falling oil.and
this state of the stock account as shown last
week does not sueak favorably. The figures are
539 cars of goods received for the week ending
October 21, and 477 cars for the previous
week being an increase of 68 cars. The ship-
ments were 527 and G:)4 cars for the same Week,
being 77 cars less than the week before, that is,
the jobbing bouses sold 77 cars less of goods
than they di.l during the week ending
October 14; or 'allowing for the river usfflc 01
cars less, and about half a dozen cars lew tbau
the week ending October 7. Now, the next point
is to determine in what lines of trade the falling
oil have been, and undoubtedly it
will be found in those businesses
most affected by the weather.

Grocery houses ail report no dimunition in the
amount of business, but on the contrary assert
that the demand for goods is quite brisk and or-
ders large. Judging from the piles of goods
daily drayed down to the freight yards by every
house in the trade, grocery house* are not re-
sponsible for the falling off in the weekly ship-
ping account furnished by tie railroads. There
will be found several chagnes In trie published
price list, the most important being sugars which
are marked up. j The market is firmer
and of a fetter turn than it
has been for some time and seems
to point to continued better prices; there has
been an advance in Europe and that is a strong
argument. Syrups of course will advance in
sympathy although they have not yet recorded
like sugars, their first step. Foreign fruits are
steady ; canned goods generally quiet and Steady
although there arc some few changes hi the list.
Small fruits are linn and a shade higher. Teas
and coffee are steady and in good demand : for
the former St. Paul is even a better market than
New York as the the houses here import direct
via the Northern Pacific. Leather wear con-
tinues to Improve, and manufactures and job-
bers in boots and shoes have done a
larger trade the past week, end
report business at least equal to what it was the
same time last year. The leather market con-

firm, butbusiness i.- quiet and dull, showing a
decrease as compared to the previous week.

The
continued fineand summery weather baa had a
very depressing effect upon dry .:"\u25a0.> l> during the
; ast week and it i.s safe to say that the jobbing
bouses have not done one tithe of the business
they would have done if the somewhat cool
weather of to-day had set in earlier last week,
There has been nothing doing except a Very

small sorting up trade. Country merchants have
been doing but little and their stocks
are consequently very slightly reduced not
sufficiently so to need much, if any, replenishing.
Cold weather would noon change all this, it
-ii inld, however, be stated that lor the last two
days there ha* been an Increased Inquiry for
blankets and rugs, especially those of' the North
Star brand, pronounced by dealers lu-re the I est
mad.' in the country, and they are most certainly
splendid goods, both In the quality of the stnplu
and the manufacture.
