Livingston FEnterprise: G. 8. Barnes,
president of the Northern Pacific Elevator
company, in conversation with our reporter
to-day informs us that he expects to move
1,000,000 or more bushels of wheat from
Washington territory this year. It will be
shipped at Spokane, Sprague, Cheney and
such points, and will go direct through to
New York and probably to Liverpool, as it is
of such quality*that the Minnesota mills will
not bandle it for flouring purposes. He pays
about forty cents or less per bushel for the
wheat. His agent tried to negotiate for the
wheat crop of Gallatin and Bitter Root val-
leys, but was not able to pay what the farm-
ers wanted. No. 1 hard is only worth 55
cents at Fargo now, and Mr. Barnes said he
could better have paid 70 cents last year for
Moutana and Washington wheat than 40
cents this year.

a loss of perhaps 400 or 500 bushels. A.
Biack, of section 15, Moraine township, lost
iwo stacks of his best whaat, but fortunately
had it insured. Andrew Lee, who has been
tending bar for Thore Olson, lost his shanty,
several stacks of wheat, and farming imple-
ments. He had fire breaks, but the fire
jumped them.

The Mandan Pioneer claims that the farm-
ers of Dakota suffer at the hands of the men
who do the grading of wheat at Dnluth and
Minneapolis, and that Governor Pierce
should appoint a committee to confer with
the Jegislature of Minnesota to secure uni-
formity of legislation in that state and Da-
kota on the subject. Major Fleming is one
of the Dakota board of inspection. The
Mandan paper says: Major Fleming, of
Fargo, and Col. 8tecle, of Steele, gave the
' people of Mandan some interesting informa-
tion on Tuesday evening about the inspec-
tion of Dakota wheat. It secems almost
useless for Dakota to pass laws on the sub-
ject as long as- Dakota wheat is inspected
and marketed in Duluth. The laws of Da-
kota can not recach the wheat thieves of
Minnesota. There is mo question that
Dakoto farmors are systematically robbed.
What is needed is a uniform law in Minne-
sota and Dakota that can be universally
enforced.
