The line of march was down Siblej
to Third, up Third to Seven- corners, down
Seventh to Sibley and then by way of Sixth
again to the hall of the club. The beautiful
weather of the afternoon changed as Sight
fell to a dismal cloudy sky whose inky blackn-
ess was quite appropriate for the occasion,
and which shed dismal tears of regret over
the line of march alike upon the plug hat
of the aristocratic coachman and the fancy
dress suit or the hash 6linger.

Arrived at the hall the business of the
evening began by tins escape of one of the
chief animals, who was led out of the cage
by Frederick D. Parker (coon), president of
the club.

THE UNITED KIKGOMD.

Loxdox, Oct. 29. —A violent northwest storm
prevailed last night and to-day throughout the
British isles and neighboring seas. Houses were
demolished at Shields. Vessels in the Clyde
were driven from their moorings, and many small
wrecks reported on the cobst. Four vessels
were driven ashore off Greer.ock. Incoming
steamers report fearful weather encountered at
sea. A steamer from . Lisbon for Cardiff was
wrecked at Penzance, and the German cruiser
Undine was wrecked off the Danish coast. The

li iXH, Oct. 23. —Emperor Francis Joseph to-
day received a delegation. lie said he had every
reason to expect the empire would be blessed
with a prolonged period ofpeace. Foreign re-
lations of the country, espec,is<ly those with
neighboring states, were on the most friendly
footingi'. The conference he added, at Skecrni-
wice enabled me to renew the cordial relations
with the Russian imperial family. Itlikewise
attested the complete agreement between the
three Don irchi who participated in it to main-
tain and assure peace on the basis of the mainte-
nance ofthe treaties, and a mutual confidence
which showed some substantial guarantee of
peace. . .

These are points which will bear
hard in determining the future price of wheat,
and, if continued long, we think prove a good
basis for material advance.
