The citizens of the second, third and fifth
precincts of the Fourth ward are especially
fortunate in having presented as a candidate
for the legislature Mr. Ansel Oppenheim.

DISHONESTY EXPOSED.

The dishonesty of the attitude of Maj.
Strait upon the tariff question is very evi-
dent. He dodged the vote on the Morrison
bill in the committee of the whole of the
house, and only voted for the bill in the
house uvon the call of absentees, after
enough votes had been recorded egainst the
bill to kill it.

And now Gen. Baker advocates his re-
election on the stump because he favored
the Morrison billand a reduction of the tariff;
and Mr. Windom declared at Northfield that
Strait simply voted as he did to bring the
bill before the house, but that when it did
come up it was his intention to vofe against it.

And Strait boasts that he helped to take
the tariff off wool, while the tariff on wonl
was the only benefit the farmers of the west
were receiving under the tariff; since it
raised the price of their wool and encouraged
sheep raising. Strait is in favor of a high
fariff on woolen goods used by the farmers,
and opposed to a tariff on woel that would
benefit the farmers. And he asks to go to
congress to representa district made up four-
fifths of farmers!

While Blaine declares that the oumly issue
in this campaign is the keeping up of the
tariff, Strait, White, Wakefield and Nelson
ask to go back to congress, as supporters of
Blaine, because they are in favor of reduc-
ing the tariff!

Can inconsistency and dishonesty go
farther?

Hon. W. M. Evarts, a few evenings since
spoke at Brooklyn, New York. In the course
of his speech Mr. Evarta said:

You may say, as some people now say, & party
should not always be in power; but in this coun-
try the party that is loyal always skall be in power,
The party that raised its band against the integ-
rity, the honor, the safety of this coaptry: =o
long as it maintaine its front and its cohesion, ita.
sentiment, its passion, its purposes, unchanged,
SHALL NEVER HAVE POSSESSION OF THIS
GOVERNMENT.

This is a bold, and even treasonable threat
that if 3 majority of the eclectors -chosen
November 4, cast their votes for Cleveland
and Hendricks an attempt will be made to
repeat the crime of 15876. in other words, that
if the Democratic candidates are elected
by the vote of the majority of the people they
shall not bz insugurated. Mr. Evarts is
familiar with this sort of erime. He coun-
scled and aided in stesling the Presidency
for Hayes and in preventing Mr. Tilden,who
was elscted by the people, from being inau-
gurated. He went farther than some of his
associate confederates and accepted 2as his
reward for services rendered a seat in the
Cabinet of the greatest political fraud this
country has ever produced. Now he means
that the voice of the people shall be disregarded
and their will overthrown. The success of
the transaction in 1876 in which Evarts was
particeps criminis makes him bold to threaten
that in some way the Republicans will pre-
vent the admission of the Demacratic eandi-
dates to the offices to which they may be
elected.

OLD WORLD NEWS.

The Tiehborne Claimant Again De-
mands His Rights—Miscella-
neous Foreign News.

THE UNITED KINGDOM.
Loxnox, Oct. 20.—The first of the series
of meetings in behalf of the Tichborne claim-
ant was held to-night in St. James hall,
Picadilly. The claimant was accompanied
by his son, and delivered an address to a

large enthusiastic gathering.  Mrs.
Weldon also made a speech.
The claimant (Tichborne) in his

speech declared his persecution by the gov-
ernment was ascribed to the fact that Glad-
stone’s daughter had married into the Tich-
borne family. He stated he had determined
to devote his life to obtaining justice for
himself and children. A resolution was
passed by the meeting demanding the claim-
ant should be restored to his rightful posi-
tion.

LoxpoN, Oct. 29.—The daily News §inan-
cial article says, Hugh McCulloch, the new
American secretary of the treasury,was some
years ago a familiar figure in Lombard street.
It says it is to be hoped that the next Ameri-
can administration will find a successor
equally sound on banking matters.

OXDON, Oct. 29.—The daily News is in-
formed preliminary negotiations are pro-
ceeding between England and America with
& view to establish improved commercial re-
lations between America and the British
West India colonies. At the present time
the duties on breadstuffs injuriously affect
the West Indies.

DusLiN, Oct. 29.—The trial of Cornwall
and Kirwan for unnatural offenses resulted
in the acquittal of the prisoners.

LoxpoN, Oct. 20.—At the Cumberland
assizes nine Orangemen of Cleator parish
were arraigned yesterday for rioting July 12
and were discharged.

Loxpox, Oct. 29.—In consequence of the
statement in the house of commons by Lord
Edmund Fitzmaurice, under secretary for
foreign affairs, that the neutrals must regard
the French blockade of Formosa as a notifi-
cation of the existence of the state of war
between France and China, it is expected
British ports will be closed to transports tak-
ing French troops to China. Hong Kong
will be closed for refitting vessels after naval
engagements, or as the base of supplies and
stores.

Loxpox, Oct. 20.—The governments of
Spain and Portugal combined, oppose the
right of the Berlin couference to deal with
the territorial claims of Portugalin the lower
Congo. Should the conference persist in
discussing the question of her claims in that
country the Spanishk and Portuguese envoys:
will withdraw from that body.

FRANCE AND CHINA,

Paris, Oct. 29 —The Gawlois states that
Admiral Courbet has forwarded a dispatch to
Admiral Peyson, minister of marine, in
which he describes in the darkest colors the
sanitary condition of the men, and expresses
fears that he will be compelled to abandon
the attempt to occupy Tamsui, in which
event the admiral would leave two vessels to
blockade that port.

LoxpoN, Oct. 20.-—Official advices from
Pekin bave reached the Chinese embassy,
and bave been communieated to Earl Gran-_
ville, British secretary of foreign afiairs.
These advices state the Chinese government
is adverse to any mediation between that
country and France. Rumors have reached
here via Shanghai that seven types of choiera
is spreading through the French squadron,
undef Admiral Courbet, now blockading
Formosa.

Paris, Oct. 20.—Cassagnae, Meyer, May-
nard and other journslists here are urging
the formation of s syndicate of the Paris
press to use its influence to oblige the Press
ciub to alter its designation, upon the
ground that the organization is not a Press
club, but a gambling hell. LeMartin advises
all respectable press to resign.

The dramatist, M. Sardou, bas beea in-
terviewed and describes Madame Bernhardt
asreally ill, and bher nerves unstrung and
prostrated. Besides her artistic cares she is
gubject to money anxieties, arising from
frightful negligence in her pecuniary affairs.
She exaggerates everything in life from
grief to, joy. She deals in money
matters in a break-neck fashion,
making ber money fly right and left. She
has exhausting angers and furious heats.
8ardou visited her recently, when he found
her a prey to the most viclent excitement,
twisting her body, rolling about the carpet,
biting the rug, sobbing and in a high state of
exasperation. A domestic drama hsd evi-
dently just been finished, there were blows
in the air. Sardou expects a speedy recovery
of Madame Bernhardt, and only a magnetiz-
ing doctor is now permitted to see ber.

GERMANY.

Berurx, Ozt. 2)0.—The resuit of the par-
liamentary elections in seventy-four districts
is now kaowu. In twenty-nine districts no
cholce and a se2ond ballot will be taken. In
thirteen of these twenty-nine districts the
Socialist candidates will contest with the
candidates of the other parties. The success-
ful candidates inelude thirteen of the Centre,
seven Socialist, six German Liberals, six
Nattonal Liberals, five Imperialists,
four Conservatives, two Peopls’s party, one
Guelph. oue Aisatian, two Socialists
were elected in Hambarg, four in Saxouy,
and one each in Berlin, Altona and Greitz.
Eleven more will probably be elected at the
second ballot.

BerLry, Oct. 20.—The feature of the elec-
tions in Germany has been an enormous in-
crease in the social Democratic vote in  Ber-
lin and other cities. The strength of that
pasty in the next German parliament will
probably be double that in the last parlia-
meat.

tier, who hopes ‘‘the coming election will call
your honored guest to the high place he is so
well fitted to fill;”” from Eugene Hale, who
was als oaway owing to a campaign engage-
ment.

The various tables were supplied with
dainty designs intended to illustrate the
character of the industries of the country,
and in which the citizens were the formost
part engaged. One table was devoted to
sculpture and to arts, letters and science and
one to the iron interests. The menu was

printed on heavy crystal board. On the
front  appears two  national flags
with  their staffs crossed. Binding
the slafls st the point where

they meet is a crimson ribbon, the folds of
which are tossed by the wind so that the
streaming ends are borne upwards of the
crossed flags and form the initials *J. G. B.”
Immediately below this design appears- the
inscription, “Dinner to the Hon. James G.
Blaine, Wednesday, Oct. 29, 1884, at 7 p.
m., Delmonico’s, Fifth avenue and Twenty-
sixth street.”” The flags, the ribbons, form
ing the initials of Mr. Blaine’s name and
the initial letters of inscription below, the
most copspicuous design, are hand painted
and exquisitely done. When the guests were
seated grace was said by Rev. Dr. Henry M.
Field.

It was 9:40 when ex-Sec. Evarts rapped
for order with his gavel and began his
address. As he arose in his place loud ap-
plause greeted him, and as he closed there
were more cheers. Three cheers for James
G. Blaine were called for and given with
great enthusiasm,’and were repeated in re-
sponse to a voice from the lower end of the
hall shouting ‘‘Three¢ more.”’ When Mr.
Blaine arose he was greeted with a whirlwind
of applause. He said: 3

It is a great reversal of the positions, Mr.
President, that makes me hear you ascribe
leadership to me, for it has been my duty
and my pleasure in these long years to fol-
low you, to learn from you wisdom in public
affairs, and to join with my countrymen in
ascribing to you not merely the great merit
of leadership in the noblest
of professions, but to yield over
admiration for the singular success which
has given to you the opportunity to lead in
the three most important cases ever pleaded
by & member of the American bar. First, in
resisting your own party in what you re-
garded the impolicy of the madness, of im-
peaching a president. Second, in maintain-
ing before the greatest international tribunal
that has ever assembled in modern times,
‘the rights of your country and obtaining re-
dress for the wrongs to her that
grew out of the civit > ‘war,
And third, perhaps avoiding another civil
war by pleading before an electoral com-
mission for a peaceful settlement of the
angriest political controversy that ever rose
between parties in the United States. Iturn
from your president to thank you, merchants,
professional men, ladies in the great and
complex society of New York, to thank you
for receiving me not merely at this festive
board, but also in that far more impressive
reception which the close of this rainy day
witnessed,on your broad and beautiful avenue
Icould mnot, I am sure, by any possible
stretch of vanity take this large and generous
demonstration to myself. It is given to me
only as for the time a representative of the
principles which you and I hold in common,
touching those great interests which under-
lie as we believe the prosperity of the nation.
And it is“fitting that the commereial metrop-
olis of the continent should Ilead.
It is fitting the financial center of the con-
tinent should lead. It is fitting that the
great city, second only in the world, should
give expression to the continent, of its views
and its judgmenton the important questions
to be decided on Tuesday next by the Amer-
ican people. AndI venture, not that I
know it as well as you, but that I am spokes-
man for the present,I venture to remind you
men of New York, with your wealth
and your just influence and your magnifi-
cent prestige that 70 per cent. of the entire
prosperity of this ecity has been acquired
since Abrabam Lincoln was inaugurated on
the 4th of March, 1861. I should not men-
tion a fact of percentage and of statistics if

it did .« not carry with it an
argument and a moral. The
common apprchension to New York

is that it is simply a great commercial city.
Bo great that its exports and imports repre-
sent largely the major part of all that is ex-
ported from or imported into the United
States. That we allknow. But we are often
apt to forget that New York is the largest
manufacturing city in the world, with per-
haps a single exception. And from these
facts comes that great sympathy,
that great identity of interest which has re-
moved previously existing conflicts between
what have been known ' as the manufactur-
ing and commercial interests, and has taught
us there can be no true prosperity in the
country unless the three great interests com-
prebended under agricultural, manufactures
and commerce are acting in harmony the
one with the other, and joining together for
a common end and for the common good.
[Cheers.] It is usually thought a change of
government means but little. That we come
together with our votes on a given day
and count them as the sun goes
down and =a party goes out and
another comes in. But, gentlemen, it is
worth while to remember that the United
States is proceeding to-day upon a given
basis of public policies, I might say upon a
given series of public policies. We have a
great financial system, we have a great cur-
rency sysiem, we have an important national
credit, we have a levying of duties
as has been so well described by your
distinguished president of the ecvening,
80 adjusted that the industries of the country
are fostered and encouraged thereby, We
have three important constitutional amend-
ments, that grow out of the war, upon whieh
at this hour and in the hours and the days,
and the weeks, and the years, to follow great
issues hung in this country. Are we, if we
should be invited to step down and out and
our opponents tostep up and in, are we
t» understand that these policies are
to be reversed?! Then if wé are to under-
stand that they are to be reversed we should
one and all prepare for a great disaster.
For a single illustration let me recall to your
minds that the repeal of ten lines in the
national banking act wouid restore to vital-
ity and to vigor the old state bank system,
from which we had bhappily escaped, as we
thought, for all the remainder of cur lves.
If these policies are to be reversed you will
have to rest your accotints and review your
Jedgers and prepare for a new, and I may
say, a dangerous departure; and if" these
policies are not to be reversed they will cer-
tainly be better maintained 'by the great
party which augmented them and has thus
far sustained them with vigor and sunccess.
As I bave already said, we speak of New York
as the great exporting and importing city,
and from that perbaps we often give an ex-
aggerated importance, relatively speaking, to
our foreign trade; because this magnificent
metropolis pever would have attained its
grandeur and i!s wealth upon the foreign

trade alonme. We should never for-
get,  importsnt as that trade
is, represesting the enormous

sum of fifteen hundred millions of dollars
annually, that sinks into insignificapce and
is dwarfed out of sight when we think of
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‘set such an example as will absolutely abolish
war on this continent and by a greatrexample
and a lofty moral precedent that shall
ultimately lish it in other continents. I
am justified fn saying that every one of the
seventeen independent powers of North and
South America is not only willing and ready,
is not only ready but eager, to enter into a
compact in a congress that may be called in
the name of peace to agree that if unhappy
differences  shall arise as  differ-

ences . will arise Dbetween men and
nations, they be settled wupon the
peaceful Christian basis of arbitration. And

as I have often said before, I am glad to re-
peat in this great centre of civilization and
power, that in my judgment no national
spectacle, mno international spectacle, no
continental spectacle could be more grand
than that the republies of the western world
should meet together and solemnly agree
that neither the soil of North nor that of
South America shall be hereafter stained by
brothers’ blood. The Republican party, gen-
tlemen, cannot be said to be on trial. To
be on trial implies something to be tried
for. The Republican party, in its twenty-
three years of rulership, hasadyanced the in-
terests. of this country far beyond that
of any of its predecessors in power. It has
elevated the standard of Ameriea, it has
increased its wealth in a ratio never before
realized, and I may add never before
dreamed of. Statistics, I know, are dry, and
Ibave dwelteo much upon them in the last
six weeks that they might be sup-
posed to be especially dry to me. And
yet I never can forget the eloquence of the
figures which tell us that the wealth of this
great empire state, when the Republican
party took the reins of government, was es-
timated at $1,800,000,000, and thattwenty
years afterward, under the influence of an
industrial and finance system for what
that party is  proudly responsible
under the influence of that
industrial and financiai system the same
tests which gave you §1,800,000,000 of prop-
erty in 1860, gave you $6,300,000,000 in
1880. There has never been in ail the his-
tory of financial progress, there has never

been in ail the history of the world, any
parallel to this; and I am sure,
gentlemen, that the Republican

party is not arrogant nor over confident
when i claims to itself credit of organization
and maintaining the industrial system which
gave to you and your associates in enterprise
the equal and just law which enabled you
to make this marvelous progress. As I
have said that party is mnot on
trial. If it has made mistakes they have
been merged and forgotten in the greater
success which has been corrected. If it has
bad internal differences, they are laid aside.
5 P has bLad factional strife,
I am sure that has ceaged.
And I am equaily sure that, looking to the
history of the past and looking to that great
future whicl we are justified in prophesying,
this imperial state cannot” afford to reverse
and therefore will not reverse this great
policy upon which it hasadvanced from glory
to glory. Ithank you, gentlemen, I thank
that large numbers with whom I have had
already the pleasure of exchanging greetings
to-day. I thank the ministers, the merchants,
the lawyers, the professional men, the me-
chanics, the laboring men of New York for
a cordial reception and over generous
welcome, which in all the mu-
tations of my future life will
be to me among the proudest and most pre-
cious of my memories.

Mr. Blaine here took his seat amid loud
continued applause and enthusiastic cheer-
ing for ‘‘the next president of the United
States.”” Mr. Evarts here read letters re-
ceived by Mr. Cyrus W. Field, from the gen-
tleman named above and said: ‘“And now,

gentlemen, it has been  arranged
by those who have consulted
our comfort that the speaking at

the tables shall cease, and that we leave these
seats and meet in the parlors that surround
us,so that you may personally greet and talk
with our guest.”” Without further speeches
or delay they proceeded to the parlors, where
for an hour Mr. Blaine was surrounded by
his friends and engaged in friendly conver-
sation.
The Parade, 7

New Yorg, Oct. 29.—Notwithstanding the
rain, the parade of business men here in
honor of J. G. Blaine is pronounced by its
promoters all they desired. Twenty-five
thousand is the estimate of the number of
men in line, and the procession occupied
two hours and forty minutes in passing the
reviewing stand. The line began to form at
Bowling Green about 3 o’clock, and at 3:30
the procession began its march up Broad-
way. At the Worth monument
a stand had been erected, and despite the
rain it became filled. Mr. Blaine arrived on
the stand at 3:30 o’clock. Soon after Col.
C. B. Mitchell, grand marshal, and his aides
rode past and saluted. Then followed the
Twenty-third regiment band, with the pro-
duce and maritime exchanges 1,500 strong.
Next came the Bankers’ and Brokers’ club,
with many hundreds of men and the Sixty-
ninth regiment band, followed by two ranks
of colored men with the Seventy-first regi-
ment band. The  Petroleum Exchange
club came next, with the Fourteenth regi-
ment _ band, and then the
mining exchange followed by the cotton
men carrying canes with tufts of cotton on
the end. A great white banner and band
headed the members of the bar, who wore
silk and large white badges. The students
of the Univecsity, Medical college and the
Blaine and Logan students of the Columbia
college passed, followed by the college of
physiciaus apd surgery. Then came a
thousand merchants of Lower Wall street
and insurance Blaine and Logan men,having
umbrellas of white cloth with ‘‘protection’’
printed on them. The next to
pass were the jewelers with the First Regi-
ment band, and Rocky Moyntain followed
by the boot and shoe men. The milinery
trade was represented by a truck carrying a
large cannon labeled: ‘‘Protection to Amer
fcan industries.” Then came two ranks of
men with lamps in their hats, blackened,
with shovels and pickaxes. This was the

engineer’s club. The hardware
trade, the west side merchants,
and the paper trade followed,

and then the carpet men came next, havingz
a banuer with the words ‘‘the man good
enough for Garfield is good enough for us.’”
The dry goods men, between 3,000 and 4,000
strong, followed a truck load of dry goods
boxes decorated with pictures of Blaine, and
following them porters and drivers of the
dry goods trade, bearing a board monnted
on a staff with a crow and on the top the
words “Democratic food. In the darkness,
rain and mud the marching continued
until 6:20 p. m.

Broadway was lined with people from
Bowling Green to and beyond the Worth
monument, the review ground, while here
aud at other special points on the line of
march people were massed in great force,
and cheered those in the procession most
beartily. Mr. Blaine was most enthusiasti-
cally cheered to and from the reviewing
stand, and while thereit seewmed one con-
tinuous roar.
