He was recognized by the people, who at the
close of the parade, followed him to his hotel
and called for him until he appeered upon the
buleony. The crowd cheered him wildly, call-
ing him the leader of the Stalwarts, Mr. Conk-
ling stood bareheaded bowingto the crowd for
fully t:n minutes. A speech was called for, but
he merely thanked the people. It was noticed
that Conkling's face wore s trinmphaut look,
as he closely watched the unprecedented enthusi-
asm of the people for Cleveland. Another sig-
pificant feature of the demonstration was the
immense number of Hebrews in the crowd. The
Jewish vote of New York is very large, and has
heretofore been almost solidly Republican, but
this vote will undoubtedly be cast for Cleveland
this year.

There were great numbers of ladles in the
crowd. They endured much discomfort and
tatigue in order to show their loyalty to the gov-
ernor and rebuke his slanderers. The grand stand
was filled with ladies and every window of the
¥ifth avenue hotel and Hoffman house framed a
bevy of them, who wildly waved their snowy
handkerchiefs. The governor was pelted with
flowere several times, many of which he dexter-
ously caught aud held quite a large bouquet.
Every few minutes the enthusiasm of the crowd
would break out anew. The govercocr bore it
with his accunstomed good natured sang froid
and seemed to be relieved when the end came,
and he was cnabled to elbow his way through
the compact throug back to his hotel. When
the crowd broke up after the business men's pa-

Women were fainting and screaming in all
directions, and the crush was so great that in
several instances thieves who had successfully
gathered in a watch or a pocket book were un-
able to get away and had to return the property,
and suffer abuse in the bargain, though they
were in no danger of arrest. As soon as Gov.
Claveland could get back to the Hoffman house
he went up stairs and had dinner. The waiters
in the bar room worked and perspired and swore
tRat they had never seen such a day. Meanwhile

TAMMANY'S LEGIONS
were getting ready down on Washington square,
and thousands of uniformed men with torches
and banners were swarming from all directions
and eheering for Cleveland. At 9:30 Madison
square was packed, and the electric  light
couldn't reach the ground anywhere. A band was
heard in the distance, and at the same time Capt.
Williams, with his nine big men, was seen plow-
ing his way through the crowd, and three min-
uies after Cleveland was bowing with his hat off
on the grand stand, The head of Tammany's
parade was pouring out of lower Fifth aveunue,
and every one of the
50,000 PARADERS
was irying to lose what little voice he had left.
First came a crowd of policemen and then a big
transparency, saying that the men who followed
it all came from the Fifth assembly district and
all went with Tammany hail. Then came four
carriages drawn by skittish horses and filled with
men in silk hats. One of them stood up, turued
toward Cleveland and bowed. He was short and
thick, and had a straight, strong mouth, with a
grizzly moustache cut off just before it got down
to his mounth.

until he got far out of sight. Eugene Kelly
and August Belmont were there, too, but the
people saw no one but John Kelly. Then solid
masses of Tammany's solid voters marched by.

The Sixth assembly
district legion was headed by the three base
ball clubs in uniform, the boys carrying
their bats over their shoulders
shouting for Cleveland heartily. Behind them
came an open carriage containing four gentle-
men who carried an Irish flag with a yellow harp
upon it. The flag was dipped and Cleveland
bowed. For four hoursa solid body of men
steadily passed the stand where Gov. Cleveland
stood under a canopy of rich crimson verves,
beavily decorated with gold bullion and sur-
mounted by an eagle with outstretched wings,
The parade was almost a repetition in many of
its features of that of the afternoon, although it
was an  eniirely different body of men.
There were banners innumerable bearing many
similar legends to those in the busincss men's
parade, The enthusiasm was equally great.
Nearly all the men in line were in uniform and
carried torches, which added much to the pic-
turesqueness of the scene.

Bueravo, N. Y., Nov. 2.—A careful canvass
of Erie county, made by men who have been
recognized as the best men in Erie county,places
Cleveland’s chances hiere in the brightest light
aud compares favorably with thc memorable
campaign of 1852, A conservative judgment would
place Cleveland's majority in this county at least
1,400,and this is much less than what is expected
and will not reach half the figure of many of
those who have made estimates. In this city the
majorities by wards is as follows: Firet 700,
Second ~ 250, Third 800, Fourth 250, Fifth 200,
Sixth 300, Eighth 800, Twelfth 200, Thirteenth
100; total 8,000, For Blaine: Seventh
550, Ninth 100, Tenth 400, Eleventh
550, total 1,600. In the First ward Ald. White
concedes 500 majority. Well-informed Demo-
cratic leaders claim from S00 to 1,000. The
Second ward is claimed by the Republicans, but
there is no doubt that it will give the Demo-
cratic national ticket & fair majority.

Pistols taken from their bodies
show they had not fired ashol when they fell.
It is not known how many were
killed, but is certain there were sixteen
probably twenty. Neariy all those killed received
wounds from stray shots, It is reported that
the white Repubiicans prescot wore breastplates.
Judge Foutelien's clothing was full of bullet
holes, but his skin was untouched. Capt. Bell
was buried to-day at St. Martinsville and Gus
Giifoux at Loresuvilie. Bell and Gilfoux were
two of Fausse Point's most respected
and ‘beloved citizens. Their friends pre-
sent, six or cight men, were so infariated
that they went into the battle regardliess of
everything and fought bravely. A great many
uegroes siood sod fought until they emptivd
their pistals. The majority, however, stam-
peeded. lMundreds of them jumped into the
vayon, and some, being woltnded, did mot get
out. Une negro was found near by in his eabin
dead, without a braise. No further trouble is
expected.
