John Splan has gone to 8t Paul with John-
ston, Fannie Witherspoon and other mem-
bers of the Midway stable, and, having had a
talk with Commodore Kittson, the announce-
ment is now made that he will wear the
sume colors next year. With Dan Wodman-
sce to hold the purse and Splan to do the
driving, the commodore has a pair on the
circuit tracks upon whom he can rely.

The above statements made by the
Turf, Fidd und Farm of October 31, and as
some of them are not accurate it is well
enough to have them connected. Mr. Splan
did not come to St. Paul with Mr. Kittson’s
borses. He came from Kentucky on the
same train as far as Hastings when he left
the train and went to Stillwater with a gen-
tleman from the east, for the purpose of
looking over Lulu Judd with a view to the
Zentleman who accompanied Mr. Spian,buy-
ing Lier. Mr. Splan has since bought this
well known and promising mare for the gen-
tleman. Mr Splan left the service of Com-
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modore Kittson at Lexington, Ky., just be-
fore Mr. Woodmansee started home with the
horses, and where the trotting season had
closed, and as Mr. Splan was coming to St.
Paul on his own private business the accounts
between the two men were left open. They
were closed last Thursday between Mr.

Woodmansae and Mr. Splan, and in a man-
ner that was perfectly satisfactory to both.
All who know the pleasant, generous, con-
vivial nature of John Splan can well under-
stand that his finances are not in a very
prosperous condition,and that when he came
to settle with Mr. Woodmansee for his year’s
gcrvices the balance coming to him was very
small. This fact Mr. Woodmansee, after the

scitiement, communicated to Commodore
Kittson, and the latter with his accustomed
generosity and liberality, authorized Mr.

Woodmansee to pay over to Mr. Splan asum
of mouney, but how much no one but the
parties themselves know. This was quite a
surprise to Mr Splan and he sat right down
and dividing the money into two parts sent
half of it to his wife.

The great turf event of Australia is the
Melbourne cup, which is run on the first
Wednesday in November. Usaally from
‘dighteen to twenty horses start, and as the
chances of each have been discussed for
months, interest is arcused and much money
is wagered. People fiock to Melbourne from
all parts of the colonies, and the attendance

In theworld. The grand stand will seat ten
thousand, and the fleld stand will accomo-
flate twenty-five thousand people, Half of
those who witness the races do not patronize
rither stand. The time of each race is taken
by electricity.
with a dial six feet in diameter is suspended,
and this is connected by wires with the posts
mhich mark the the fractional distances. If
the race is two miles and a quarter, the but-
fon on the quarter post is touched the mo-
ment the flag goes down, and the eleetric
current sounds a gong at the judges’ stand
and sets in motion th: clock. Thousands
are thus able to follow the recording hands
while watching the fluctuations of the equine
battle, The instant the nose of the winning
horses crossee the score, the judge touches
& button which stops the eclock., The
time is thus accurately taken, and
thereis nmo chance for misrepresentation or
room for dispute. This is an excellent fea-
jure, and it would be well to-make use of it
'n this country, especially on our trofting
iracks, where time is made the basis of the
handicap and the temptation to shade a per-
performance one way or another is always
rery great. In. matches against time the
rlock with its long and relentless hands
would add, so far ss the general public is
roncerned, a new élement of excitement, be-
sause not one man in ten carries a stop
watch. And in the fight for the best record
Jay Eye See would be judged with the cold
Impartiality visited upon Maud 8. It would
also make authentic the running record.
The fact is notorious that some men enter
the timing stand who are so wuervous that
jhey cannot stop their waiches within a sec-
jnd of where they should be stopped.

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Middleton, Vt., in partnership with, and as
agents for, a number of gentlemen, pur-
chased Daniel Lambert, at Mr. Snow’s sale,
Oct. 16. Although on the shady side of
twenty Daniel Lambert is still vigorous and
carries himself like a coit. He comes of 2
long-lived and sturdy race, like such ex-
amples of General Knox, Ethan Allen and
Woodward’s Ethan Allen, the latter now
owned by General Withers, and a full
brother of Daniel. The best son of the
famous Ethan now has twenty-five sons and
daughters in the 2:30 list, wiih many more
that bave proved their ability to swell the
roll. This is a grester number than any
living stallion can show. Although of me-
dium size himself, he gets large coits of great
beauty,and capital drivers. They are especially
prized as roadsters for their stability, speed
and style. One of the best known horses on
our uptown drives is the bay gelding Boston,
owned by Captain Jacob Vanderbilt, and his
owner declares a better fast and enduring
roadster was never foaled. The Lamberts
are noted for longevity, and, as a rule, train
on. Statistics show that the get of Daniel
Lambert have won more races than the get
of any other sire, excepting Hambletonian,
Volunteer and Blue Bull. The horse will be
kept in the future at Broad Leaf Stock farm,
Weybridge, Vt. He will serve a few mares
this fall, and next year will receiye a limited
number at $100 for the season, payable at
time of service. It is some years since Dan-
iel Lambert made a seasou in Vermont. In
the meantime a better class of mares have
been introduced into the state, and the grand
old horse’s merits will secure for him the best
matrons.

FRANCIS MURPHY AT THE GRAND:

A
A Large and Appreciative .
Present to Listen to His Fare-

The Grand Opera house wass packed fall
at 3 o’clock yesterday afternoon to listm lo
the farewell words of Francis Murphy in St
Paul. Mr. Murphy took his gospel text from
the thirteenth chapter of the First of Corinth-
iasns, commencing, “Though I speak with
the tongues of men and of angels, though
bave not charity I am nothing.” In
bis peculiar style he  interestingly
interlarded the reading. of the
chapter  with  explanatory  remaris
and was followed in prayer by Rev. Leander
Lane, of the Church of the Disciples.

Mr. Murpky then spoke on the necessity of
turning the good that had been done in the
temperance work here to practical acconut.
What we should all try to learn was how to
make things easy to do right, and we should
€0 to work quickly at this for our time was so
short. He had already lived tb see
greater things brought about by Kkind-
ness in the temperance work than
be had ever hoped to see, in the saving of
hardened and sinful men by God’s grace.
There was either great perfume or power for
good in the dife of every man or great pesti-
lence and power for ill. Some of the men
who had fallen from drink and under its
influence were the greatest terrors-to the
public, on being reformed proved to be
bright and shining aposties for the right and
the most noble and devoted men. He did
uot believe in thumb-screws, jails and
policemen’s clubs as  instruments to
reform  any one. It the gospe
had been rightly applied there wouid be no
use for any such thing as julls. The speaker
then made an appeal for the balance of $100
needed to sustain the Gospel Temperanee
reading room for a moath, which institution
is o be opened the first of this weck, and
went down into the audience with others
alter the funtls. Tbe result was that fifty
persons in the audience pledged $1 each ana
others contributed $50.28 in cash, showing
that St. Paul sustains this grand work and
plants it on a firm footing.

Commodore Davidson responded to the
solicitation of Mr. Murphy to speak a few
words, and as he appeared before the foot-
lights of his own opera bouse 10 say a good
word for temperance, he was welcomed
with a spontaneous burst of applause and
greeting. He sald he was pot a publie
speaker, but not being & coward, and despis-
ing cowardice, especially as 1o the subjeet in
band, be would say a few words. If temper-
ance gatherings like these meaut anything,
and there was no dauger in them, it was the
duty of every temperance man and woman
in St. Paul to ask what was their duty and
what should be their course of sction in ref-
erence thereto.

MiLwaukes,Nov. 1.—Next Taesday’s work
will'eflectually settle ali political specalation
and conjecture, therefore what is here said
about the sutiook st date may be termed
*‘the last run of shad.” Next week’s letter
will gather the pieces and tell the tale of the
local battle. Party managers are bracing up
their forees and will endesvor to go to the
polls with as much of 3 whoop as possible.
To-night the Republidans will burn out what
kerosene they have on hand, and on Mon-
day night the Democrats will parade on the
eve of battle. The registry indicates that a
beéavy vote will be polled in the city. In the
thirteen wards a total of 85,861 names of
eligible freemen*have been duly inscribed on
the roll, a large increase over previous ree-
ords. During the first two months the clerks
of the United States and municipal courts
have been busy making citizens, and it is
estimated that the number of new voters thus
tarned out for the coming election will exceed
5,000, As the law allows clerks 75 cents in
each case the campaign has been a pretty good
thing for them. Geo. Paschen,the Republican
uominee for sheriff, will probably be defeated,
owing to the **bolt’” mentioned in a previous
letter. John E. Eldred, the Republican
nominee for register of deeds, will run away
abead of his ticket, and will be elected. He
is very popular except with the postoffice
ring. and bis friends are rallying around him
to offset auy cut that may be made by the
federal office holders. The congressional
fight here is red hot. J. W. Van Schaick,
the Republican candidate, is making s regu-
lar old fashioned saloon canvass, and will
roll up a good vote, but it does not Seem
probable that he will be chosen instead of
ais able Democratic opponent, P. V. Deuster.

THE EXPOSITION.

At an informal meeting of the board of di-
rectors of the exposition, Tuesday evening,.
the secrctary’s report of the results of this
vear’s big show was presented. It showed
that the attendance for the season had been
69,945, and that 785 season tickets had been
sold, being nearly twice the number sold
last year. The average daily attendance was
3,041, not including scason tickets, agains

2,062 last year with a season eight days
louger. The total receipts were $24,373,
and the experiscs as far as can be given
about $20,000. While this report gives =
little encouragement in the way of atten-
dance, it does not promise big dividends to
the stockbolders; but as expositions go it is
gratifying that the small margin is on the
right side of the ledger. The board of di-
rectors decided to continue the exhibition

It was the featdre of the ex-
position, and with the famous Bradferd col-
lection of Arctic paintings deserved all that
could be said by the most enthusiastic art
lover. But the sales were so discouragingly
small as to cause fear that the management
will not be able to secure so fine an exhibit
for, future expositions. Artists paint for
money, and need money for the practical
purposes of life, the same as workers in more
prosaic fields; and when they send their
works long distances, it is not for praise
alone—aithough adulation counts for a good
deal with some people—but for the bard
cash. Milwaukee has attained quite a name
as an art center, but as yet the more practical
encouragement for poets with pigments is
wanting. Mr. Bradford, the Artic artist,
effected a sale of two of bis paintings, and
bas gone to Chicago with his collection. He
made an attempt to lecture on Arctie seen-
ery, but was so poorly patronized that he
shut down in disgust, lighter in pocket than
when he commenced.

The Condition of Trade Hardly as
Good as Usual at this Season.
[Special Telegram to the Globe. |

Cuicaco, Nov. 2.—The report of the com-
mereial activity for this city the past week is
ashort one. It has been a dull week, almost
without exception, owing to the increasing
excitement in political matters. Everybody
is talking and thinging about better times in
tire current volume of business transactions
as so7n as election is over, but the most {ore-
seeing minds do not anticipate any rush of
business even then. The fact is the present
state of industrial depression (so-called) has
uot sprung from any transient or local cause,
but is deep seated and fundamental in its
nature, and no surface” event or passing
movement will be likely to permanently re-
move it. Still the general tone of the markets
keeps up well and there Is tirmly grounded
faith in the general prosperity of the country
and the ultimate revivals of trude prevents
any serious relapse.

The present season of the year is usually
the busy one, but the volume of business the
past weak hes been somewhat smaller than
for vrevious weeks. This is equally true of
dry goods, boots and shoes, hats and caps,
hardware and iron goods, groceries, lumber
and food products. The money market is
still quiet. High discounts are the rule and
commercial paper Is closely scrutinized.
There is little doubt, however, that this
monotony of dullness and timid conserva-
tism in finance will give way to a
season of greater boldness and more decided
confidence as soon as capitalists feel assured
that no violent reverses of our establishea
financial poiicy need be apprehbended. Bat,
in spite of all drawbacks and temporary
hindrances, we are baving a fair amount of
trade under the circumstances, and have
had it right through the fall. Profits this
year will not be as large as usual, but when
the annual figures are made out, which
make up the totai business transactions of
the year, there will not be, we predict, such
a skrinkage in volume as many suppose.
The daily consumption of materlals by this

great nation, is ftself large enough
to make a medium ©  amount
of business for every tradesiun

and manufactdrer in the land. - There .a)
be no such condition as an absolute stauc -
still of trade in a country with such resources
ond such an industrious population as is
possessed by this continent of North America,
and, looking over the country at the present
time, even after such a long period of de-
cline as has been experienced, it is seen that
the statistical position remains good and
favors a substantial recovery of trade, al-
though it does not warrant any expectation
of a sudden retarn to briskness.
