dividual was observed. Even on the board
of trade, where the excitement of speculation
usually transcends all other sentiments,
ninety-nine men were discussing the respec-
tive chances of Blaine and Cleveland where
one appeared to have such a thing as a pos-
sible trade on his mind. These political dis-
cussions on ’change and in “‘the alley,”
however, were much less boisterous than
during the week immediately preceding the
election. Ardent Democrats had ceased to
wrangle ferociously with their old time ene-
mies, and staunch Republicans were almost
forbearing in their treatment of the mug-
wamps.

The county has gone for Blaine by about
1,200, but the Democrats carry the majority
of the county offices. Never before in the
bistory of « Duluth was there so
much seratching of tickets and s straight
ticket was almost impossible to be found.
The friends of the respective candidates
worked for them alone and traded off the
rest of the ticket without scrnple.
There was very little fight made on national
matters, the Democrats seeming to allow
Cleveland to go by default, so that this could
secure the election of their county candidate.
The vote in the Vermillion mines and along
the iron range was an important factor in the
contest, and as it went practically solid for
the more important Republican officers, it
strengthened the latter ticket. The vote for
representative in the state legislature would
have been better forWhiteman had he had bet-
ter and more experienced poll workers, and
but for the Tower vote his majority
would have been large. Baxter lost
votes by mot having come here when he
promised, as at one time there was no doubt
he could have had the county. The following
is the vote in the county as far as known:

he Very Adct of Killing
o Buffal .
[London Telegraph. |

A tiger photographed in the very act of
Killing a buffalo is probably an occurance
unparalled in the annals of the camera. Yet
that a photograph has actually been taken is
vouched for in the Indian press, while the
explanation of the event, though it does not
in the least detract from its semsational
character, makes it easily credible. The
artist, it appears, had focused on the buffalo
--which was tied for the oceasion to a tree
stump in thg middle of a field—and had just
put a dry plate into the camera, when a tiger,
brought up to the spot for the purpose, went
Mat it, and struck down the great horned beast
with a single blow of its right paw. “My
instrument,” says the photographer, ‘‘was
about seven yards from the buffalo, and the
tiger might just as well have come at me if
he had chosen to do so, but he preferred the
beef, and, taking advantage of the moment
he had sprung upon his victim, I released
the spring shutter just as he had given the
buffalo bis knock-down blown.” The nega-
tive unfortunately proved to be somewhat
defective, but it is said to be at any rate good
enough to give an authentic picture from the
.life of the most terrible of carnivorous beasts
at the precise moment when it had stunued
its huge prey. The baffalo, though fatally
struck, bad not even had time to fall before
the ““sun picture™ of its dying moments was
fixed upon the faithful plate, and so there
it stands with its knees just giving
way under it, and its great head droop-
jug in death. A quarler of a second
later and it was lying on the ground lifeless;
but on the photographer’s glass it remains
forever in the actual attitude of dying, and
at the instant when drawing its last breath.
Neither alive nor dead, the huge vietim is
seen at the exact moment of time when it is
sinkingunder the weight of its dreadful mur-
derer. Swifter even than death itself, the
sensitive plate seized the reflection of the
collapsing builalo before it had time to die;
aad though decease was, humanly speaking,
instantaneous, the one beat of the heart that
intervened between the awful blow of the ti
ger's paw and its victim’s positive surrender
of existence sufficed for the photographer to
catch and fix with unerring fidelity the attri-
butes of the slayer and the slain. When
balf way to the ground the lens arrests the

tumbling buffalo as the tiger’s paw still rests
on the very spot where the lightning of its
blow descended.

After slaying the buffalo, the tiger, we
read, ‘-stretched its head round over the
neck, and, slipping its mouth down to the
buffaio’s throat, lay across it,sucking its life-
blood.”” The fact is an extraordinary one,
for it has long been decided, upon what were
considered iudisputable observations, that
the tiger never, by any chance, commenced
its meal at the throat. Sometimes if there
was a fight, it would wound its adversary in
that spot: but as a rule, it trusts to its first
bhlow to break its victim’s neck, and then
pulling it down on the ground, bezins to de-
vour a portios of the hind-quarters. Nor
does it generally commence eating at once,
but will drag its prey a little distance, taking
precautions against surprise while feeding.

That of a Tiger in

Defoe. -

The greatest and the most celebrated name
connected with Tooting is that of Defoe.
Iv the main street of the village, a few yards
north of the Angel Inn, stands the Defoe
Presbyterian chapel, which is said to have
been founded here by that reverend man of
letters in 1683. When be first founded the
chapei, Defoe is said to have lived at a house,
no longer in existence, near Tooting Coruer,
close to which runs a row of small villas
called after him Defoe road. Defoe was
quite young while he was at Tooting, and
while here he had written only one or iwo
pamphlets, which,never rose into fame, and
which are now forgotten, among others, one
on “The Young Academics’ of the univer—
sities,and another on the war between Austria
snd Turke y. He had also only lately, through
his zeal for the Protestant cause, joined in
a rash, ill concerted plot headed by the duke
of Monmouth, which brought some of bis
companions in arms to the block. It was
probably to the obscurity of his birth and
name that be owed his escape from prosecu-
tion; and both here asa writer and after-
ward as a Dosier in business, he lived unmo-
lested by the government of James II, until
the revolvtion of 1685 enabled him to breatbe
freely. Though not a minister, he appears
to have gathered around him a congregation
of Nonconformists, and so to have become
the founder of the chapel which is called after
his name. About this time he appeara to
have been admitted a freeman of the eity of '
London; and in 1695, soon after having
compounding with bis creditors, he was ap-
pointed a commissioner for managing the
duties on glass.  His “Short way with t!:el
Dissenters,” his **Moli Flanders,” and bis:
“*Robinson Crusoe,” on which his fime
ehieflv rests, were not written tiil a far later
period of his strange and chequered life—
