Mr. Blaine believes that Phelps sold
bim out In New Jersey, or at least so de-
voted nis time and money to
be furtberauce of his congressional interests
as 1o entirely ignore the national ticket in
bis state. When Mr. Blaine was lost in New
York he bad a talk with Mr, Phelps about
New Jersey. Phelps assured him that, with
the expenditure of a certain amount of
money, New Jersey could be made absolutely
safe for the Republicans. Mr. Phelps him-
self volunteered to raise the mouey required.

He was confi-
dent that it  would be carried
any way, o0 be put no money into the gen
eral campaign and devoted bimselfl entirely
to his own district. The result of this was
that he ran abead of his ticket 500 votes,
while Blaine lost the state. The fact of
Phelps running ahead of bis ticket has
rendered all - explanations Impossible.

Mr. Blaine has no further use for i
Phelps, and if Ly any strange chance he
should yet secure the vote of this, state he
would be sure to puvish Phelps for his

treachery. Mr. Blaine ssid to a friend,
who eaw bhim in Augusta yves-
terday, whatever might be
the outcome. He could not be any more

disappointed than he already is at his failare
to secure a larger vote than he did from the
Republican party. To get through now by a
mere scratch would be as humiliating to him
as a complete failure uunder the circum-
stances.
