Death nfXelton's Jlftarret*.
As the winter of 1814 drew on Lady Hamil-

ton was sometimes in absolute want She j
had for sometime been threatened with
dropsy, and the disease now declared itself,
rendering her incapable of any exertion.
An English lady named Hunter was just
then living at Calais. She was in tbe habit
of ordering a little coarse meat dally at a
butcher's for a favorite dog. The English
interpreter, a certain M. de Rhelms, finding
her thus engaged made the following appeal
In Lady Hamilton's behalf: "AhI madjt/""!,
Iknow you to be good to the English; th, .c
is a lady here that would be glad of the worst
hit of meat that you provide for your dog.'",
Mrs. Hu liter after this supplied the.sick
woman with many comforts, not allowing
her to know whence it came. Lady Hamil-
ton for long fancied that she was Indebted for
them to M. de Hhelms, but, hearing who bad
sent them, she expressed a wish to see her
benefactress and thank her. Mrs. Hunter
accordingly visited her, and found
her very ?/ ill, and growing
feebler every day. The still
beautiful Emma Hamilton was, In truth, ap-
proaching that goal whence there is no re-
turning. On the loth of January, 1811,

I she passed away. Her coffin was a plain
ileal box, with no Inscription; over Itwas
drawn a substitute for a pall, made by Mrs.
Hunter "out of a black silk petticoat Mitcl«ed
on a white curtain." At Mrs. Hunter's re-
quest (there being no English Protestant
clergyman in Calais), a half-pay officerof
dragoons read the burial service over her
grave. The place of burial was a piece of
ground outside the fortifications, wLlch had
once been a garden attached to a house In-
habited by the bigamist Duchess of Kingston.
Itbad been consecrated and was used as a
public cemetery for some time afterward.
Ithas since been converted into a timber
yard, and no traces of Its graves remain .
That Lady Hamilton should have ended her
days thus, is regarded by some with -indiffer-
ence, as being only what she deserved; by
others with a feeling akin to indignation.
Lord Brougham was of opinion that it would
have been an "insult to the country" had
the ministers allowed her to share in the re-
wards given to Nelson's relations. There
are many, though leas stern in their judg-
ments, who regret that England, while ex-
hibiting a pompous and profuse gratitude to
the departed lic-o, should have left his last
solemn request unheeded — Temple Bar.

In view of the many first class lines now
crossing the Atlantic, the question that at
first suggests Itself upon seeing a steamer in
the distance Is: To what line fa***she be-
long? Is she an Iuman, ("uion, White Star,
or Allan boat, or is she a Cunarder! lbthe
uninitiated all steamers look alike at sea. and
It is frequently a puzzle to the passengers to
understand how the officers can tell so read-
ily on being asked— ejen If the 6traugo
6tcamer be passed at night— what line she
belongs.

Each line has a distinctive "funnel mark"
by which its steamers can be told by d.v.and
a distinctive kind of firework signal by which
they can be known by night.* When
you see a ' steamer whose fun-
nel is two-thirds red, with a, white
baud aud a black top, you may know that
she is an "Allan liner." If at nig she
sends up blue, white and red rockets in suc-
cession, she belongs to the same line.

An "American" line steam, will have a
funnel the lower part ofwhich It red, with a
white keystone painted on it: abore these
will he a narrow white baud, with a blacktop.
The night signal Is first a re J light, followed
by a Roman can lie throwing Ax red bails.
aud then another red light.

If a steamer's funnel is buff with a black
top, she is a "White Star" boat, and her
night signal will be a green light and a
rocket throwing two grceu stars.

When you see a black funnel, with a white
band about a third from the top, it will show
an Inman steamer; and a night sijrual of
blue lights forward and aft. with a red light
on the bridge and a variegated rocket, will
tell you she belongs to the same Hue.

The Cunard line is known In the daytime
by a red funnel with a black top, and at night
by.two rockets and Mae light simultaneously.

It the funnel is black, with a red baud
two-thirds of the way up, It is that of a Gtilon
steamer, to which line the famous Alaska
aud Arizona belong. The night signal of
the line is blue lights burned forward, aft,
and on the bridge simultaneously.

A steamer nit h a white funnel, with a
black top to it will be a National line boat,
and her signal at night will be a blue .light,
followed by a rocket, and then a red light:

The Anchor line boats have black funnels
without any mark, and the night signal Is
red and white lights burned alternately.

A Country mth .Vine Women far Each
Man. \u25a0

On Friday morning I looked oat of my ca-
bin window to find that we were tied up at
the most yellow wharf that I ever saw, and
In front of a large barn-like building. Idid
not dream that we were at Asuncion, bat go-
ing on deck found that the barn waa tbe cus-
tom house for Paraguay, and that when we
went ashore we were In the city of tha rcpub-
lica incognita. A very nice little city we
found It to be. Not that it la pretty or pre-
tentions, or worth visiting— but it Is an en-
terprising, republican, go-ahead place. Most
of the bouses are small and old, and are built
without any regard to being on the streets.
You cannot imagine a more irregular as-
semblage -of bouses, but the symmetry with
which the public buildings arc ball! offsets
this. The president's bouse, gnvernmnnt
house, arsenal, barracks, and custom bouse,
stand on wide boulevards, and with the ex-
ception of the latter, are as well built as the
similar buildings in any American city of the
same rank. The word ''aaunclon," you
know Is net Spanish, for "ascension," as we
used to believe when schoolboys, but for as-
sumption, and In the case of the Paraguayan
city is well bestowed, for it is not often in
South America that there can be found a city
that Is mora assuming politically, socially
and generally. Remember that fifteen year's^
ago Itwas' sacked by the Brazilian army, and
look at lt now Is a busy trading town of 50,-
COO people, many of them of fine cultivation.
In short, one need ml fear to be proud of
seeing such a city, a city built by virgin for-
est* on a U-autl.uI hill that slopes from sun-
ny farmlands to the md. wide Parana. I
will not go Into dnsty details, but assure you
that though isolated, Paraguay Is a state-
worth knowing. Situated in the •\u25a0\u25a0arm heart
ofSooth Anicrira. t. He*under tbe shadow of
the Sierras, and between the 'wo great rivers,
Parana and Parana. Into its territory there
have come three and one-half century of sad-
DtM and misfortune. SY*;in bad no coiouv
that was more enslaved; aad though the
Jesuitical control gavo it» bright day, it was
long 11.*** i icy ofcruelty and adventnre. Re-
volutions came at length and resulted In In-
dependence. From 1S17 until 1Su9, first
Frauciaand then the Lopez tyrants, held the
country under a cruel despotism. Th->n
Solano Lopez involved the state in war with
Brazil, and after the sack ofAsuncion, and
the ravage of the country, the tyrant was shct
and the reign of terror gave place to a reor-
ganization of the republic, which was
modeled after the United State*. Appropri-
ations are voted by congress and that body
also fixes the salaries of the officials. The
president receives $6,000, the vice-president
$3,000, tbo ministry $1,500, congressmen
WOO, and the judges ol tbe supreme courts
$150. Tbe population is about 300,000: and i
what is strange about it I* that there are only
about 30,000 men and 270,000 women. Of
course "tie females are tbe farmers, producers
and laborers. They work slavishly and are
very poor. . While the men sit at home and
drink and smoke, they indefatigably toil and
support the families. —Correspondence
Springfield Republican.'

HEALTHY BONKS,

. ItIs undoubtedly true that the moat favor-
able conditions for bealtbfulness of mind

; and body are to be found on the side of. country life, Sunshine, pure air. and out-
jdoor exercise are each conducive to strength
jofbody and -length of day*. But a feeling
seems to exist among who lire in country

I homes, that , by . virtue of their naturally
j healthful surroundings, their outdoor life
and occupations, they may safely set at

I naught the plainest hygienic and sanitary
j rules. No doubt the pure air, which tbey
cannot help but breathe when out of doors,
and the vigorous open-air employment, in
which they must engage, does tend for a
time to counteract the influence of unnealth-
ful habits and improper ways ofliving. But
tbe imprudent exposures, the improper diet,
the lack of cleanliness, the tainted, damp
air of sleeping rooms, begin to show their
effects before the prime of life is past In
many painful and disagreeable ways. Rheu-
matic and dyspeptic troubles and nervous
affections are some of the method, by which
nature punishes these transgressors of her
laws. It i. a fact diseases coming under the
head of those mentioned, are more common
in the farming regions than anywhere else.
A distinguished medical authority has put it
on record that insanity, which so frequently
breaks out in families, Is mainly caused by
the severe and constant manual labor, with
Innutritious food, improperly selected or
poorly cooked. «\u25a0

In the building of country homes gener-
ally very little attention is paid to proper
ventilation, drainage and ether health con-
siderations. The sleeping rooms are often
constructed in utter defiance of the plainest
sanitary regulations. Their situation as re-
spects light, heat and ventilation are often
quite as bad as circumstances will peimit.
The livingrooms in winter are poorly and
irregularly heated, and the inmates are con-
stantly exposed to sudden drafts and chid*
from open doors and casements.

And as a breeder of disease there are few
things that excel the average farmhouse
cellar. Itunderlies the whole house, with
nothing to prevent its exhalations rising
into the up-y-r rooms except a thin board
floor. In this cellar all manner of thin. for
family use are kept the season round. Meat,
vegetables, milk, butter, bread, pastry, pre-
serve, pickles and fruit are here stored in
tbelr various receptacles. There is very sel-
dom anything to seperate the fruit ami vege-
tables from the other parts of the cellar, and
there Is usually more or less decaying vege-
table matter to load the air with poisonous
gems. At various seasons of the year the
cellar walls collect dampness, or small pools
or water lie under their loose board floor,
sending up malarious odois Into the rooms
above.

It is very frequently the case that there is
no system of drainage at all, unless the pro-
cess of nature can be called by that name.
Tbe rain water from the eaves, and the slops
from the kitchen sink and the dairy-house
are carried at the most but a few feet away
and .re then left to sink into the ground or
to form festering pools on top, at their pleas-
ure. - A condition of things that would put
the inhatitants of a city blocV in a panic of
alarm, and cause the peremptory interfer-
ence of the health officers, is suffered to exist
foryears under the shadow ofcountry homes.
Water for family rise is often drawn from
springs and wells that cannot be otherwise
than affected by the surrounding drainage,
and especially by tbelr contiguity to the farm
yard and other unsavory places.

In matters of diet there is the same reck-
less disregard of the rules of health. In the
busy season especially, the meals are eaten
hurriedly, bolted down, with scarcely an in-
terval of rest afterwards for the digestive
organs to perform their .work.

And there is very much less attention
paid th personal cleanliness than consider-
ations of health and comfort would seem to
ra iuire. This is owinglargely In a lack of
those facilities for the use of water that are
so common in city homes. For people who
are emyloyed in fields and around farm-
yards, toiling and sweating all day, it would
seem that frequent and general ablutions
would be quite essential. It might not be
an easy matter to build country residences
with a heating apparatus and hot an**: cold
water pipes, but they might be constructed
with a view to proper ventilation and drain-
age, and it would cost but little more in the
beginning to furnish them with bath-rooms.
The cellar could be arranged with some re-
gard for healthfulnesa and, at least, kept free
of garbage. The barns and other out-bouses
could bo placed at a respectable distance
from residences, and tho surroundings of the
latter might be kept pure and clean. There
might be less baste and more manners at the
family table and fewer luncheons before re-
tiring at night. : -',-\u25a0-

lieaf Mmxrm.
The ancients bad tbe greatest horror of all

that was feeble and Infirm; with them pov-
erty was despicable and suffering a scandal.
It is no wonder then that among the beauty
and pleasure-loving Greeks the deaf mute
was looked upon as a disgrace to humanity.
and under the barbarous laws of Lycurgus
they were exposed to die. Nor was highly
cultured Athens less cruel than Sparta tow-
ard these unfortunate creatures. Deaf mute
children were pitilessly sacrificed without a
voice being raised on their behalf. The first
who seems to have seriously occupied him-
self with this phenomenon of deaf muteism
was the philosopher Aristotle, and be de-
clared congenital deaf mutes to
be Ilcapable of instruction, and
this was the universal opin-
ion of classical antiquity. /The Romans
treated these unfortunates with . the same
cruelty as tbe Greeks. As soon as a child
was found to be deaf and dumb it was sac-
rificed to the Tiber. Only those escaped
whom the waves washed back to the shore,
or whom the natural love of their parents
kept hidden Iron the eyes of the world. Yet
In the centuries immediately preceding the
Christian era there was a sensible diminution
in the number of victims of these barbarous
laws, although about fifty years B. C. the
poet Lucretius pronounced himself in favor 'Aristotle's opinions regarding deaf mutes.
But in the course of time certain rights were
granted to those deaf mutes who gave proofs !
of ability— as bad been brought up
secretly by their parents showing
some signs of Intellect; this gradually
dissipated the horrible prejudice with j
which their brethren in misfortune had hith-
erto been regarded. Pliny mentions a con-
genital deaf-mute, called Pedius,who
distinguished himself as an artist, lie was a j
grandson of tbe consul of the same name, j
who flourished In the reign of Augustus. 'It
is also probable that deaf-mutes were em-
ployed as pan torn irai.-*ts when pantomime
was one of the favorite . amusements of the
Romans. M T. Mailer gives to the Egypt-
ians the credi loffirst instructing deaf-mutes.
They, as well a. . the Persians, always res-
pected persons thus afflicted, and their hiero-
glyph: mode of writing was especially suited
for their education. It is doubtless some-
thing more than mere coincidence that their
better treatment by the Romans dates from
tbe time of the incorporation of Egypt as a
Romon province.
