Twelfth LffjinlntiveDistrict.
|Special Correspondence of the Globe.l

Gkafton, Dak., Nov. 20.—Now that the
legislative canvassing board for the Twelfth
legislative district have finished their labor
ami settled all existing difficulties and issued
certificates of election to P. J. McLaughlia,
of Walsh, and Judson La Moure, of Pembina
county, for the council, and EL 11. Rujrer, of
Ramsey; P. IfcHogh, of Cavalier; H. Strong,
of Pembina, and Donald Stewart, of Walsh,
lor the assembly, it may not be. amiss to in-
form your readers of the proceedings which
led to this result.

The canvassing board of Pembina couuty,
consisting of the auditor and its live county
commissioners, met pursuant to a call by the
auditor, for the purpose of canvassing the
votes of Pembina county.

The returns from the townships of Crystal
and Joliet were incomplete, inasmuch as the
judges of election of these precincts had
failed to sign their names to the returns,
and they were therefore illegal and could not
be counted.

To this three of the board, namely, Auditor
Bird and two of the commissioners, objected,
while the chairman and the two other com-
missioners insisted upon throwing out the two
named precincts, which caused a deadlock
in the board for two dnys^as neither parties
would yield to their stated opinions.

Meanwhile the legislative canvassing board
had been waiting patiently for two days, in
order to give the county board ample time to
complete their labors, and, finding that no
agreement could be reached, they began the
canvassing- of the votes of Walsh, Cavalier
and Ramsey counties, which gave majorities
for the whole straight ticket as above stated.

Pembina county was not counted, as the
returns submitted of the votes of said county
were uot signed by a majority of the county
board, as prescribed in the Territorial Code,
clause 45, chapter 27, page 98, which pro-
vides that a majority of the county canvass-
ing board shall decide all matters of disa-
greement, etc.

The result is in few words that Jud La
Mourc and McLaughlin for the council have
got their certificate as likewise their com-
peers on the ticket for the assembly. Yours
respectfully.

The Confjri-ssiouat Vote.
Returns from all the counties in north

Dakota but the new one of Cavalier, which
has but 100 or 80.. votes, gives a total of

• 81,172 for delegate to congress, all but 3,350
cast for the Republican candidate —being
eight Republicans to one Democrat. To ex-
pect the north to give a Democratic majority
soon would not look reasonable in face of
such voting. In the south, with three coun-
ties estimated the total vote was not far from
52,000, with some 35,000 majority for Gif-
ford. Out of 83,000 votes in the territory,
the Republican majority will fall a little short
of 60,000, perhaps 2,000 or 3,000.. The
figures are too laiire to count close. -At the
usual lestimate of live people to a voter, this
will give a total of 415,000. This is no doubt
high enough in view of the fact that the
county seat contests drew out more than a
full vote in many counties. But the numbers
are large enough for at least one state.

Helena Notes.

The Helena Herald has these local items:
David Godfrey, a young man of probably
twenty-four years of age, just arrived from
the Judith Basin on the train from the east
on Friday Dight last, was ''held up" near the
depot by three desperadoes and robbed of all

his —about —a .watch, and a re-
volver. A dreadful accident occurred on

Saturday morning last at the Gregory Con-
solidated Miningcompany's works, by which
two men were killed and another had his leg
broken. The accident occurred by the part-
ing of the chain which carries the ore bucket.
It appears that when the chain parted it was
"carrying a bucket loaded with ore, which was
raised nearly to the top of the shaft, when it
broke lose and fell about 600 feet upon John
Thomas and William Wilcox, miners, who

were instantly killed. One of the men —a
pump man— \*a« killed at tbe 500 foot level
by the bucket ivpacing, and the Other at the
600 foot leveL The two were engaged at the
time in conversation.

Officialdelicacy
does not require ignorance of evident and
undisputed facts.

Constitutional Convention.
Many of the journals In the south, perhaps

nearly all, desire this action taken by the
legislature: The most Important step, and
the very nrat one that the coming legislature
should take, should be to pass a bill calling
a constitutional convention, at which a con-
stitution should be framed for that part of
Dakota lying south of the 46th parallel, and

a state govern ment formed, complete in all
its functions. Then, with her duly author-
ized and accredited representatives, she
could go bravely up to tbe door of the Union
and knock, as did the state of Michigan, and
the door would be opened unto us. This is
the only solution of the question which isuuw leftto a patient, worthy, but long-suf-

ring people. Will Dakota* representatives
act! Itwould be gratifying to nearly all In
both sections if this was practicable, but as
the Republicans In congress would not eon-

i sent to this course, it would look unreason
i able to expect the Democrats to throw away

their chance to obtain control of the senate
in two years.
