Bayard and the Cabinet.

WasHiNGTON, Dec. 2.—The report was
current bere yesterday, and was telegrapbed
away last night that Mr. Bayard had declined
the portiolio of state under Mr. Cleveland
and bad intimated a readiness to accept the
sccretaryship of the treasury iostead. Mr.
Bayard could not be seen, but Senator Gor-
man, of Maryland, took the liberty of pro-
nouncing the story an utter absurdity.
He said Gov. Cleveland was so busy
closing up his affairs as governor of New
York state, that he was giving no thought to
the formation of his cabinet, and that he
would not until after January 6. He said,
too, it would be manifestly indelicate for Mr.
Bayard to intimate what he should like in
advance. There was no doubt that Bayard
would be invited into Cleveland’s cabinet
and that the position which would be tend-
ered to him would be a congenial one, but
whether he would accept or not was a ques-
tion which not even Mr. Bayard could an-
swer at the present time.

The Successor of Minister Lowell.

8. Hewitt, New York, will be the probable
successor of Minister Lowell. The Pall Mall
Gazetle say* "lewitt’s eminent position as a
philantur"®st and bis free trade views fit
him exceedingly well for the position, but
who ever comes to England will find Lowell
a very difficult man to succeed. Lowell main -
tains a closc reserve upon the question of hi
retirement from the embassy.

Judge Thoman Interpretsthe Civil Service
Law,

WasHINGTON, Dec. 2.—Judge Thoman of
the civil service commission, was seen this
evening, and an inquiry was made as to the
working of the system. In his usual enthu-
siastic manner the judge proceded to ex-
plain the grand results accomplished, aud
the devotion of himself and collcagues to the
work. Out of 2,000 appointments, the result
of examinations, be represented that but ten
dismissals had followed for incapacity, but
one case of dishonesty and that questionably
had come to light, and there had been one
discharge in the navy and war depart-
ments respeetively. Of the whole number
of government employes, including the con-
sular service, which was 110,000, about 14
per eent. were subject to civil service law.
He bad arrived at the conclusion, as had
those associated with him, that the law was
intended to cover government appointments
and not dismissals, that under its provisions
a clean sweep might be made, and any man,
woman or child might be dismissed for any
reason or no reason. In short, all these
prople were at the mercy of the appointive
power, and the civil service law was no pro-
tection. This is an interpretation decidedly
atb variance with that gemerally entertained.

The Leman-Brand Conrest,

8PRINGFIELD, Ill., Dec. 2.—Gov. Hamilton
has just rendered a decision in the Leman-
Brand case, and after an elaborate review of
the evidence, citation of authorities, awards
the certificate to Leman, the Republican can-
didate for state senator in the Sixth district.

The Journal’s Springfield, Ill., special says
the decision of Gov. Hamilton is very iong,
reciting at length the circumstances sur-
rounding the returns of the election of the
judges in the second precinet of the -eight-
eenth ward, the manner in which the fraud
was perpetrated is set forth by conclusive
evidence, written and oral, before the
state canvassing board. The governor
also used as the basis for his decision the
appearance to him of the Second precinct
tally sheet and poll book from a personal ex-
amination of them. He expressed the
opinion that the signature of 8. H. Shields,
one of the judges, to the tally sheet was
forged, as well as that of Dr. Strausscr, which
was corroborated by expert testimony in the
latter case. He deduced from this evidence
that the changes could not have been ,made

for correction of clerical errors for
manifest reasons. His conclusion was that
a bold forgery had been comumitted

‘to cheat the people of the district out of their
Just rights and the object of the erasures
was 1o change the majority in the state legis-
lature, and thercby control the election of
‘the United Stutes senator. He did not un-
dertake to say who was guilty of this crime
“The opinion declares that it was the false and
forged returns which the canvassing board
of Cook county canvassed, and not the true
and correct returns; and with all due respect
to them be was of the opinion they should
not have counted that return. He said to
them it was not in this case a question of
g bebind the returns, but it was a ques-
tion of finding out the true and lawful re-
surns. He said when the judges finished

The federal grand jury this afternoon re-
turped a formal report covering the investi-
gation thus far made by it in respect to the
alleged frauds in the Sixth senatorial district
The report declares that the examingtion of
the poll book and tally sheet shows undoabted
evidence of forgery and frand. From
examination of the balivts in connection
with the returns the report says
“Jt necomes at once apparent to us that a
crime, whose boldness and wickedness was
only equalled by its grossness,had been com-
mitted. Ib other words, there had been ab-
stracted over 200 ballots cast at the said elec-
tion and bearing the name of the candidate
for representative to congress, from the en-
velope in which the baliots cast in sald pre«
cinct were enclosed, after and on the night
of the election, and there had been substi-
tuted in the place thereof an equal number
of spurious and false ballots, which were
never voted.” The jury returned a number
of indictments, but the names of those in-
dicted were not made public during the after-
noon.

It is reported to-night that the tone of the
indictments returned by the grand jury had
no connpection with the all 1 election
fraud, that thus far no such indictments had
been presented to the court, and that the in-
vestigations of yesterday and to-day have
gone far to convince the jury that the indict-
ments agreed upon last week but not pre-
sented against certain of the judges and
clerks of election, are npot warranted and
will be annulled uniess they are further im-
plicated by subscquent testimony. The
Times will say to-morrow that 8. B. Wright,of
the printing firm of Hanscom & Co.,testifled
before the grand jury to-day that J. C.
Mackin, seerctary of the Demoeratie county
committee, gave the order for the bogus
Eighteenth ward ballots, that they were
printed in Hanseom & Co.’s establishment
and delivered to Mackin in bis roown at the
Palmer house at 10 o’clock on the eveniug of
November 21st.

At a mecting of the committee of thirty
citizens, this evening,appointed to prosecute
inquiries in the alleged ballot box stuffing
io the Secend precinet of the Eighteenih
ward, it was resolved to increase the number
to eighty, to raise a fund of 25,000 for the
purpose of its work, and to offer a reward of
not less than £5,000 for information leading
to the conviction of the guilty parties.

senators have not agreed om a programme
for the winter, but they will hold a caucus in
a few days to decide what bill they will push.
The bills thus agreed on in caucus will be
passed by the senate, but their passage in
the house will be doubtful. Sepator Harri-

,son is the champion of the aspirations of

Dukola for statchood, and gave notice
tiat next Tuesday he would eall up the
bill to admit southern Dukota as
astate. Senator Vest iotimated that the
Democratic senators would resist the passage
of the bill. Probably the Republicans will
get the bill through the senate this scssion,
but in the eagerness of congress to get sclion
on matters of concern to them saud their
constituents, and in view of the large Demo-
cratic majority in the house, it is safe to say
that Dakota will Lave to wait at least apother
year. An extra Republican congressman
would not amout to much, but the admission
of Dakota would add two senators to the
Republican side, and the Democrats are
more anxious tkan ever to capture the sen-
ate, now that they bave the White bouse and
the house of representatives.

Senator Platt, who is to Washiogton ter-
ritory what Senator Harrison is to Dakota
territory, has not arrived. When he gets
here he will try to get a day fixed for con-
sidering the bill admitting Washington., As
the Democrats of the territory have just
elected as delegate to congress from that
territory the son of Scnator Voorbees,
the Democrats in  congress may be
expected to take more kindly to this bill than
to the one Senator Harrison is pushing, but
Washington is not so maturc as Dakota, and
will have to wait till the Einpire territory gets
in, so that time spent in this congress on
the admission of Washington territory wiil
be wasted.

The assisted 246 mer-
cbant vessels, shipwrecked or in  dislress,
valued with egrzoes of over §7,000,000, and
saved many whose lives were imperiiled. In
addition to the regular work the vessels
muintaived a sanitary patrol along the coast

against the introduction of cholera
and yeliow fever by ships ar-
riving from foreign ports. The work

of the revenue marine in Alaska has been
productive of most gratifying resuits, and
the recommendeation is made for a new ves-
sel specially adapted to cruising in  Alaskan
waters.  The report says the work in this re-
gion cannot now be abandoned without ser-
ions loss o the country. The cost of con-
ducting the service for the year is $851,311,
which is the average for a number of years.
Tue report notes the fact that the assessed
amount of fines upvn vessels apprebended
through the efforts of this service during the
year is almost as great as the whole cost of
maintaining it, while the value of property
rescaed through its instrumentality is eight
and a quarter limes as great

Surgeon Geperal Hamiiton, of the United
Statrs inarine bospital service, has submitted
bis annnal report.  Forty-four thousand sev-
en bundred and filty-one patients recelved
reliefl from this service during the year, ol
which 13,078 were treated in  hospitals and
31,678 at diepensarics. The danger from
yeliow fever has been lese this yesr than
usual, partly by reason of lessened severity
of that disease in Mexico and Cuba, and
partly on account of the vigilance of loecai
bealth officers avd medical officers of the
marine bospital service in charge of quarsn-

tines, and the efficient patrol
of the coast by (the revenue cut-
ter service. The occurrences of cholera

in Europe so soon afler its outbreak of last
vear in Egyvpl, occasioned much concern in
Wis country, and measures wege eariy taken
to zuard agsinst its introduction in the Uni-
ted States. The health officers of our sea-
ports, as well 88 the department, have been
kept advised by the consuls of the departure
of cargoes liable to convey infection, and
steerage passcengers from European ports
bouud to the United States, bave veen care-
fully inspected by the sanitary inspectors,
acting under direction of the United States
consuls. The cholera having materially sub-
sided in Franee, in the intergsi of economy
the inspectors at London and Liverpool were
discoulinued about the middle of Oectober,
but &s the cholera still exists in Italy and
sporadicaily in the south of France, the in-
spectors al continental por(s have been con-
tinued in service up to the date of this report.
“It appears,”” Burgeon General Hamilton
says, ‘‘that quarautine measures which are
effective agaivst yellow fever, are not equally
so as against cholers, and all quarsatines
should be conducted as inspection and dis-
infecting stations in addition to the proper
isolation of the sick. Bul guaragtive mea
sures, hbowever efiicient, will not alone suf-
fice to prevent and epidemic of cholera in
this country if it should be once pass the
outer barriers. Prompt isolation
of the first cases and municipal
cleanliness are absolutely necessary factors
in the preveution of an epidemic. The
fact is 0 well understood by local authori-
ties that further reference to this branch of
the subjecl secms unnecessary, except to say
{ that v event of an epidemic appearing in
the interior, it will probably be necessary to
suppleinent the state forees by such aid as

the government may Dbe able to
furnish.” The surgeon general
refers to  the temporary embargo

recently placed on old rags, and recommends
that the law be so amended as to provide
that bereafter no rags shall be impurted into
the United States, or be transported from one
state to another uctil such rags shail have
been boiied or otherwise disiofected, under
such regulations as the secretary of the treas-
ury shall prescribe.

RAILWAY COMPLICATIONS.

Western Roads Making Some Progress

Toward Settling Passenger
Rate Troubles,
|Specis: Telegram to the Globe.|

Caicago, Dec. 2—The general managers
of the Missouri river lines made encourag-
ing progress to day toward the settlement of
the passenger war between Chicago and Mis-
souri river points. The cow: mittee,
consisting of Messrs. Potter,
Cable and McMullin, completed
its work at the morning session by agreeing
to aud drafting & basis of settlement. In
addition to numerous detafls of passenger
agreements, the recommendations provide
for a traffic agreement to continue until De-
cember 31, 1885, for the abolition of com-
mission except to reguiar authorized agents,
for the redemption of mileage tickets,
passes and issues of foreign roads
upon am equitable basis and s
compromise between the regular tariff rate
to Kansas City, Council Bluffs and St. Louis,
and those announced by the Aiton. The
provisions of the proposition could not
be learned as to the details of the companies
regarding the principal bones of contention.

This proposition was submitted in the af-
ternoon to a full meeting and ¢onsidered
section by section. A portion was adopted
and the remainder deferred until to-
morrow morning. Mr. Hughitt, of
the Northwestern, wanted to extend the
territory of agreement 50 as to include St
Paul and Mivueapolis, but others objected,
chiefly on the ground that the arrangement
would be too complicated. Everybody was
in better spirits to-night, and it is believed
that the whole trouble will be settled to-mor-
row.

To-day’s session was ushered ifn with a
lively discussion of a side issue—the reduae-
tlon of the rate from St. Louis to Chicago to
§1. Vice Presideut McMullin, of the Alton,
said that be regarded the cut entirely

unwarranted, aund unless the rate
was at once restored to $2  bhe
could decline 1o further participate in the
conference. The maiter was urranged and
the following joint telegram was sent to St
Louis ageuts,signed by Messrs. Pottor, of the
Burlington, Chappel, of the Alton, Jeffery,
of the Illinois Central, and Smith of the
Wabash:
