PKOD JCE EXCHANGE.

The Matter Considered by the Board
of Trade and a Committee

Authorized to Report
a Plan.

A large meeting of members of the board
of trade was held yesterday morning iv re-
sponse to a call made by the president, in
conformity with the wish of several mem-
bers, for the purpose of having an informal
talk over the advisibility of extending the
functions of the board to embrace a produce
exchange. After the board call, President
liubt'urd called the members to order and
explained the object of tho meeting, that of
forming a produce exchange as an adjuuet
of the board of trade. Mr. Bobrcr, of the
firm of Bohrer & Hulsick, 6poke in favor of
the idea, especially ivreference to dairy pro-
ducts.

Mr. Mcllrath proposed a committee of
three to make the proper inquiries and con-
sult with those gentlemen who were more
particularly interested in a produce call, and
bring the matter up in some tangible shape
at a future meeting.

Mr. Gilbert thought that all that was nec-
essary was to add some rules to the present
code regulating the produce call. But the
question was whether the board was willing
to admit members to a produce exchange
without becoming full members of the board.

Mr. Harrison wanted to know if the pro-
duce exchange were to sell from sample.
He thought there could be no success with-
out a large room where samples could be
shown.

Mr. Larpenteur wanted to know if after
years of building up of the board of trade at
big expense tbe produce dealers were now to
come in and reap the benefits without paying
a membership fee. He was not opposed to
it luil he wanted to know how they would
Stand. He would like to know if, providing
he wanted to sell a turkey he would have to
shoulder the bird and come up to the board
and rueiit his customer, instead of the custo-
mer going down to his establishment.

Mr. Gritrgs on being called on said he
came to get information; he Inew nothing
of the working of the 6cheme.

Mr. Robinson, of the firm of Presley & Co.
thought the question was like resuming
specie payment if they intend to resume. If
they wanted a produce exchange go ahead.
He thought it was what tbe city wants; where
grades of poultry, grades of fruit, grades of
butter, just the same as grades of wheat can
be made and prices given. His speech was a
practical and sensible one and covered the
whole question.

Mr. Gilbert followed in the same strain.
Mr. Mcllrath referred to the time before

the board of trade was formed, when differ
ent dealers in grain often varied in their quota-
tions five cents per buehel,the 6ame thing now
exists in produce, and it was Important that
an organization be made to correct this, but
he did not know that it could be done under
the organization of the board of trade.

Mr. Hoxsie (Hoxsie & Jagger) had studied
the question of produce exchange for years,
and the only way to make it a success was to
have proper grades and to confine the trans-
actions to wholesale and commission men,
and did not think it practicable to admit re-
tailers. But he was willing to spend money
to make it a success.

The president showed how a produce ex-
change would benefit ajdealer. Afriend of his
has a thousand turkeys, the weather is warm
and he does not know what to do except to
put them on a wagon and take them round
for a customer, but ifhe could take them to
a produce exchange he would find dealers
ready to buy.

Mr. Bohrer did not think it necessary to
have samples on hand. All that was neces-
Bary was for the merchauts to state on
'change *hat they had to 6ell.

Mr. Robinson followed by another practi-
cal common sense speech.

Mr. Hoxsie thought the trouble was the
merchants don't 6ell; they make prices but
don't sell on the board. This seemed to
strike the keynote and caused a warm dis-
cussion, in which Messrs. Larpenteur, Gil-
bert, Robertson, Mcllrath and others tookpart. Mr. Robinson again spoke in ener-
gi-tic terms in support of a produce ex-
change, and 6tated that he expected to see a
produce market here larger than that of Chi-
capo.

Mr. Bohrer advocated a call of produce on
the board.

Mr. Mclrath modified his motion that the
president enlarge the present committee on
produce to ten members, and that the com-
mittee be instructed to report next Friday.
The motion was carried and the meeting ad-
journed tillFriday next.

THE CAUSE OF DELAYED MAiLS.
Dr. Day Explains Why the Mails are

Delayed Between the Two Cities.
The delay In the transmission and dellv-

try of local mall matter between St. 1 I
>, «&d Minnwpotta ha* Xor sometime past been

a source of annoyance to the residents of
tbe two cities, and tbe question has naturally
arisen "what causes tbe delay, and where
may be found the remedy?"

In order to solve tbe query a Gw>be re-
porter on yesterday called on Postmaster
Day, and In reply to inquiries, be said:

"The trouble is," be explained, "tbat
route agents have not time in the twenty
minuies alloted to sort letters mailed on the
cars. People have an idea that b? pouching
their letters into a car they willbc'transmitted
all the sooner: this is a great mistake. It
frequently occurs that letter* posted
in a car at Minncapalis,
for St. Paul are carried as far as Newport,
Hastings and sometimes as far as La Crosae
before ttie route agents have time to sort
them. The result is that the same letters are
not delivered until the next day, whereas if
they haJ been mailed at the postofflce or
street boxes they would reach the address
the- same day.

"The remedy for this." continued the doc-
tor, "is for people to btop mailing letter* on
the trains: if I had tbe authoriry there would
be no morn stuffing of letters into ears, and
frequently the wrong cars too, and when this
is done there will be no more delays or com-
plaints."

SIXTH WARD

Meeting of Committee ofTwenty Five
Last Evening — Organization

Citizens' Association-
The committee of ''Twenty-Five" held a

meeting in Bircber's hall, in the Sixth ward,
last • i-uing. at which quito a lan."; -number
of citizens were present. In the. absence of
the chairman Secretary Hare called the meet-
ing to order, and, on motion of Justice
Wood, Mr. W. M. Campbell was called to the
chair.

Justice Wood suggested that in the new
organization a model should be t.ikcn from
the chamber of commerce, and thought tbat
a committee should be appointed to draw up
a plan of organization and submit it at the
next meeting, fie paid that tue south side
of tbe river will always be to a great extent
separate from the n-st of the city. Tne light-
ing and the water supply must be of neces-
sity a separate waller from the rt-st of the
city. He also spoke of the levee and rail-
roads. It seemed to him that the plan
seemed to be to give the river
front to a railroad company and not to build
a UfMiat all. The matter is important and
must be iooki-d Into.

Mr. Wultmaack thouirht that the Sixth
ward might join the chamber of commerce
in place of organizing themselves —join in
such a body as to make themselves felt.

Mr. Sheckling did nut think it of any use
following U. m of Mr. Wblhnaack,
but to organize independently and look after
the affairs of the Sixth ward. "

Mr. A. Lawton also •fvoaatni an organi-
zation. It illicit (h.- that the organization of- Eth ward could influence, tu.- eli.iinber
on the otLer Hide to get some of its members
elected to the old chamber.

Justice Wi>od said that organization was
urgent. Dakota avenue is now graded and
the old bridges are cloned ; a flood coming
will awnep everything before it, aud a great
destruction of properly will follow.

Mr. Lawton agreed with Mr. Wood, and
stated that the only protection would be a
levee — dani the river.

Justice Wood eulogized the chamber
of commerce and ipaki in glowing
terms of tbe influence they had and still
have, but did not think much good can be
got for the West side from them, they have
enough to do on their m fide; but a body
here can keep a keen lookout for our inter-
ests and rapott to the chamber on the other
side and to the council.

Mr. Inieson was in favor of a West side
chamber of commerce but under anotuer
name, for that would detract from the dig-
nity of both li . the election of
of a board of directors at once and these
directors could invite citizens of the Sixth
ward to join. He thought there was no
time to lose, hut organize 10-uiirbt.

Mr. Wbitmasck thought a committee for
by-laws was the lir.-t M< ;>.

The chairman ruled that the question in
order was organization, before appointing
committees.

Mr. J. 11. Bohrer moved that we, the «iti-
zens of the Sixth ward, do organize a citi-
zens' association for the purpose of looking
after the iuterests of tbe Sixth ward and the
public property of the ward. The motion
was carried.

Justice Wood moved for a committee of
five and the presideut to draw up a constitu-
tion.

Mr. Campbell, Justice Woofl, Mr. A. Law-
ton, Mr. J. 11. Watson, Mr. J. W. Imeson
and Mr. John Dale were appointed and in-
structed to report next Friday evening.

The meeting then adjourned.

Mr. W. J. Footner, superintendent of tbe
Northern Pacific Expreae company, bas gone
to Chicago, aud it was whispered around
yesterday tbat bis purpose In going there at
this time is to make ao arrangement for ex-
tending the Northern Pacific Express com-
pany's business to that city over the Chicago,
8C Paul and Omaha lines. Tbe report circu-
lated was tbat inasmuch as the Wells, Fargo
&, Co. express had, through the decision of
tbe courts obtained tbe right to do business
over tbe whole length of the Northern Pacific
road and ail its branches, and had so cos-
connected itself with the American Express
company thai the latter organization would
throw all its western business that it can
in«o the bands of Wells, Fargo & Co., it be-
came necessary from tbe necessities of the
situation for the Northern Pacific road to
go into Chicago and thus divide
the business with Uie American Express com-
pany between here and Chicago. This seems
U> indicate that tbe Northern Pacific does not
take kindly to the advent of Wells, Fargo A
Co., and there is likely to be some sharp
work before the season is over. Uow much
ttiere is in all these n-porta we cannot altrinpt
to say. Some of tbe parties connected with
these three express companies plead igno-
rance, while others deny the »uum»-nU.
Toe reports are given bere simply as rvporU,
and with no evidence tbat th<-y »rt t:
even probably cornet, except tbe fact that
Weiis. Fargo & compauy ivactud St. Paul
ov.-r the Northern Pacific road against the
wishes of that road; that it has temporarily,
at leaet, become in some way coun«ct«-d witii
the American Express company, and that
Mr. Footner has goue to Chicago.
