THE HEAVIEST ON RECORD,

26,000 Barrels of Flowr Manufactured
Daily in Minneapolis Last Werk.

The following review of the flour market
in Minneapolis for the week past is furnished
the GLOBE by the Northwestern Miler: Last
week’s operations on the Falls were the
heaviest on record, falling only a few hun-
dred barrels below 26,000 barrels per day.
With a steady and nearly full volume of
water, the mills were able to accomplish most
effective work, several of them making
heavier outputs than ever before. The flour
production is shown by official figures to
have been 152,800 barrels—an average of
25,433 barrels per day—against 94,710 bar-
rels the preceding week. When the
fact is taken into consideration that a num-
ber of the mills lost timeranging from two
or three hours to two days, while a 500 barrel
mill was shut down entirely, the showing is
remarkable. The mills, as a rule, are being
run strong this week, but with not quite as
much power as a few of them could use, and
the output of flour is likely to fall off 1o some
extent. Although there is a tendency on
the part of a few, in the face of the present
weak condition of the flour market, to ecase
off operations and make needed repairs in
their mills, the majority are inclined to
crowd out the last barrel possible.

There has been no improvement whatever
in the flour market. Most mills complain of
dulness and lower offerings, but the enor-
mous production indicates that there must
be a slight margin, which makes it necessary
to run strong. 8o long as there is a margin,
mill owners will keep busy, not desiring to
shut down and throw their men out of work
at this season. The cheapness of our flour
is fast extending its patronage, and this
makes it easier to sell the vast output. This
is particularly true of the export trade of
large mills.

MixxearoLs, Dec. 9.—“For the pooral-
ways ye have with you.”” 8o itistrue to-day,
as it was eighteen hundred years ago, always
was, and while the common standard re-
mains the same, ever will be.

There can be no doubt that most of the
destitution afflicting the poor results from
improvidence, vice and crime, and could be
obviated were society disposed to deal with
delinquents as as it should and could. Were
the suffering limited to the delingents it
were less a matter of concern to the chari-
tably disposed, and the true office of charity
were very much circumseribed within the
range at present defined by the necessities
and suffering of the innocent and helpless.
Those who are unable to help themselves,
should bave the aid of society;: and yet in
the bestowment of charity, there should be
discrimination and system. The innocent
should be provided for ere they are reduced
1o a condition of suffering, while all who be-
come reduced through their own improvi-
idence and vices should also be aided, but
with compulsory industry when able to work.
All able bodied offenders should always
bave trial without unnecessary delay, and on
conviction, such as are confined should be
compelled to earn their living by some use-
ful labor suited to punitive restraint. Charity,
vagrancy and our crimiual system should
receive carnest legislative attention as of
first importance.

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An Escaped Jaguar. <
Darrox, O., Dee. 10.—Last evening Bar-
rett’s circus passed through this city on its
way east, but was stopped by a burnt rail-
road bridge near Enon, seventeen miles
from Dayton. A mouvster jaguar escaped
from its cage, and was not heard of by its
owner, J. L. Shoemate, until this morning.

The rest of
the hogs were squealing, dashing agaiast the
pen and trying to get out. He shot the ani-
mal in the hind parts. It jumped at the men
and chased them in the house. It them took
drink and fled down the pike. The whole
country is aslarmed, A hundred men with
rifles and sidearms searched for the animal
all night. At daylight two women signaled
distress. Some men hastened to their relief,
found and shot the jaguar dead in an out-
house of Dr. Winst, at Alexandersville.

President Diaz Giving Satisfaction.

Mexico, Dee. 10.—The first acts of Diaz’
administration are giving general satisfac-
tion. Congress authorized President Diaz
to reform the present unjust stamp laws, cut
down the supernumerary force of the govern-
ment employes and reduce the public
expenses in all possible ways. A portion of
the mouney due journalists on drafts collected
through the post office bas been paid, and
the remainder promised this month. The
gambling houses of the city have been closed
by the new governor.

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CATHOLIC BISHOPS.

Important Action Taken by the Ple-
nary Council Regarding

CLEVELAND, O., Dec. 10.—The Press this
afternodn publishes the following concern-
ing the third plenary council lately held at
Baltimore:

“At the recent meeting of the arch bish-

ops of America, in Rome, a suggestion with
reference to the election of bishops was
made and was acted upom at' Baitimore.
Heretofore, at the demise of a bishop the
vacancy was filled in this manner:
The biskops of thé province would
meet and select three names for the
vacant bishopric and forward them to Rome
with endorsements to each of the Digunissu-
mus (most worthy), Dignion (more worthy),
and Dignus (worthy), and in most cases the
candidate recommended as Digpissumus
would be chosen. The propaganda author-
ities supervise these episcopal appointments
and the disciplivary appointments of the
church. But the fina! approval comes from
the boly father himself. A decree was
adopted at the late plenary council that here-
after a3 new mode of entering Dbishops
will take place. Heretofore a  bishop
of the diocese had full power to
remove a priest from a parish, and priests
bad no voice whatever in selecting a candi-
date for a bishoprie. Hereafter each bishop
will appoint a court of counsuitors composed
of six priests of his diocese. This court of
priests will be irremovable. They will have
power 10 try the cases with the bishop and
each member will hold this very importaut
office for life. Besides thisten per cent. of the
priests of the diocese designated by the bishop
will be made rectors and their pastorate shall
be irremovable. After being selected, the
bishop will be powerless to relieve them ex-
cept for cause, after trial. In the selection
of consuitors the bishop may choose from
among the rectors, or may appoint other
priests. But whoever are appointed remaiun
as such for life, The mode of electing a
bishop will be as follows:

On the demise of that dignatory the rec-
tors and consultors of the diocese will meet
and send three names to Rome. Then if
the bishop of the province object to one or

more of the names in the priest’s
list, the bishops can forward
the objections, or, if they chose
can make up entirely a different list and

send it to Rome. Rome then passes on the
whole matter. But few cases could arise in
which the bishop of a province would be
likely to interfere with the will of the priests
in a diocese in the appointment of their own
bishop. This gystem attaches a great deal of
importance to the position of rector or coun-
sellor. Tke bishops are said to have concluded
that in each province they will throw their
united support in favor of one of the Catholic
papers of the province. It is also said that
the bishops of the United States desire to see
two Catbolic dailies established, one at New
York and the other at Chicago.
