The Oregon Central Land Forfeiture
Bill Oceupies the Time of
the Senate,

Together With the Dakota Admission Bill,
Which is Strongly Advocated by
Senator Harrison.

Nothing of Immportance Done in the House
--Both Houses Take a Recesa
Until Monday,

THE FORTY-EIGHTH CONGRESS,
.
The Senate.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 11.—In the senate to-
day after the routine business Senator Van
Wyck offered the following:

WHEREAS, a commercial treaty of great
fmportance has been pegotiated betweeen
the United States and Spain, which was made
public by the king of Spain to such an extent
that it was cabled from Muadrid by the Zimes,
of New York city, and given the American
people by that journal before the same was
presented with becoming solemnity and se-
crecy 1o the senate, and,

WHEREAS, the provisions of said treaty
materially affeeting the subject of revenues
and taxation and involving no serious ques-
tions of diplomacy and state secrets, the dis-
cussion thereof should be in open session,
s0 that the people may be fully apprised of
the reasous why said treaty should be ratified
or rejected, therefore;

Resolved, That the committee on rules be
direeted to report an asmendment or an ad-
ditional rule requiring that treaties which
concern matters of revenue be considered in
open session.

On objection of Senator Wilson the mat-
ter went over one day.

On motion of Senator Coke, the bill pro-
viding for the improvement of the Galveston
harbor, was made the special order for Jan-
uary 8.

The congideration of the Oregon Central
land forfeiture bill was resumed.

Tbe amendment of Senator Dolph was
agreed to providing that all settlers, in good
faith, on the lands forfeited, who are other-
wise qualified, shall be entitled to the prefer-
ence of right to enter the lands in accord-
ance with the homestead or pre-emption
Jaws, and shall be regarded as having legally
settled such lands from the date of settle-
ment. And in case such settler be not
s0 entitled, under the existing laws, he
should be permitted within a year to pur-
chase, not to exceed 160 acres at $1.25, and
reducing to $1.25 the price of even number
sections along the line of the uncompleted
portion of the road.

The amendment offered by Senator Plumb
was agreed to by a vote of thirty-three to
eleven, repealing the act of March 3, 1875,
wvhich allowed settlers on railroad lands sub-
sequently forfeited to locate to the ameunt
equal to the original entry without additional
cost.

Senator S8herman, in some remarks favor-
ing this, said the land was open to home-
stead entry, which was enough. It would
not do to permit speculators to get hold of
these lands, and hold them from settlement.
He (Sherman) would favor in this bill the
repeal of the pre-emption laws, as they bad
iong outlived their usefuluness.

Senator Morgan inquired of Senator
Dolph whether there were any other parties
affected by the forfeiture than the United
States government and the railroad company.

Senator Slater did not think there were.
He believed there had been no effort made
by the company to sell the lands. Senator
Dolph believed there was a mortgage, and
perbaps, deed trust, which embraced in their
description all the lands of the company,
both earned and unearned, but supposed
that the grantee of the land grant made up
on the ‘“‘conditions subsequent’’ could ouly
take or morgage such rights as existed, and,
if the conditions bad not been performed,
there could have existed no right which a
mortgage couid take. There were no ques-
tions !nvolved that would not be fairly and
equitably settled by the provisions of the
bill.

Senator Morgan had understood in the
committee there were no mortgages or in-
cumberances, or that anybody’s rights were
affected except those of the company aud
the government. If mortgages existed on
the lands the company matter should be
looked into and the rights of all parties af-
fected ascertained. It might be that the
mortgagee’s rights covered the right to take
the lands and build the uncompleted portion
of the roads. He moved to recommit the
bill to the committee on public lands for
further examination.

Senator Blair  supported the motion.
Though a member of the committee he did
not know until this morning that mortgages
existed on these lands.

Senator Dolph said be had made in the
committee the statement just made by him.

Senator Morgan remarked he had not
heard it, and inquired of Senator Slater when
he (Slater) bad first heard it.

Senator Slater replied, he was not sure of
having heard it before this morning, but
thought the bill protected the rights of all as
it stood.

Senator Van Wyck said day after day until
midoight the attorneys of these railroad com-
panies appeared before the committee and
made every cenceivable objection to these
forfeitures. Everybody knew that every land
grant railroad compeny had put & mortgage
on its entire grant, and it could have been
safely assumed from the beginning this com-
pany bad followed that course. If Senator
Morgan’s position was correet, Senator Van
Wyck argued, not only would every mort-
gagee bave to be heard, but every judgment
creditor, too.

Senator Morgan thought the bil) should
provide a complete method of settling before
toe courts all questions of rights that may be
involved, as had been doue with the Atlantic
and Pacific forfeiture bill. He insisted on
his motion fora recommittal. He expected
to vote for the forfeiture, as he had voted for
the Atlantic and Pacific forfeiture, and he
expected to vote for the Texas Pacific for-
Zeiture, but he wanted to see carefully pro-
vided for the rights of the mortgagee, the
scitlers and innocent people who bought the
bonds of land grant roads.

After further debate the bill, at 2 o’clock,
bad to yield to unfinished business of yester-
day, being the bill providing for the admis-
sion of Dakota.

Senator Harrison took the floor to reply to
Senator Vest’s objections, and said he would
consider it imputing a disgraceful thing to
the senator to assert he could only look at
this question from a political party stand-
point. Itwas true, that before the war, when
slavery was muking its aggressive and per-
sistent fight for the mastery of the politics
of this country, and maintaining the doe-
trine that the slave states and free states
should be kept at an equality, there were
controlling political considerations involved
in the discussion of this character. But since
slavery had disappeared, he had supposed
that exigency no longer existed for the ad-
mission of states by pairs. He asked Sena-
tor Vest what number of people 2 territory
sbould contain in order to entitle it in his
(Vest’s) opinion to admission in the Union.

Senator Vest replied, while not attempting
o prescribe any rule, ke would say the spirit
of the constitution required at
least the ratio of population suffi-
clent to entitle it to & member in the bhouse
of representatives. But even if it had that
ratio of population, it would not follow it was
entitled admission. There were many
otber circdmstances to be taken into ac-
count, and each particular case would have
to be judged of by its particular circum-
stances. .

Senator Harrison said Senator Bogy, of
Miesouri, Senator Cockrell and otber Demo-
cratic senators had formerly favored the ad-
mission of Dakota, and he appealed to *‘that
noble band of Democrats who voted for its
admission in 1876 to stand by it now.””

Senator Cockrell replied he had voted for
the proposition to divile the territory, but
not on its admission. He was opposed on
principle to the admission of those territories
with immense areas and small populations.
He had persistently and consistently voted
against :ﬁe such provositions.

Senator Harrison inquired if Scnator
Cockrell would be eatisfied with a population
sufficient to entitle the terrilory to a member
of congress.

Benator Cockrell replied, ‘‘No, mot if it
bad four times as much.”’ b

Senator Harrison declared this g frank
statement. It would mean that 600,000
ple might be withoat rcpresentation.

wae one method of disfranchising . 8en-
ator Harrison briefly summed up the voints
nl:::{o:de, and could see no reason why
a possessing o large an intell gent
and Christian ponhguon should be perf:int-
ted to remain in a condition no longer
adapted to their needs. He expressed a wish
that a vote on the bill might be reached next
Monday, but S8enator Butler thought this too
early, and declived to consent to an arrange-
ment fixing a vote for that day.

Senator Sherman introduced a joint reso-
lution, which passed, appointing the 21st of
February for the ceremonies connected with
the completion of the Washington monu-
ment, and authorizing the secretary of the
treasury to have invitation cards, suitable to
the occasion, engraved in the bureau of en-
graving and printing, and appropriating a
further sum of $7.500 to the amount alresdy
authorized to be expended in the celebra-
tion.

Senator Morgan inquired why the 21st of
February had been selectea.

Senator Sherman replied the 22] was on
Sunday.

Benator Morgan saw in that no reason for
the change. In his opinion no day was too
sacred for the work fittingly commemorating
this important event.

Senator Sherman said there were a number
of delegations coming, including some that
were military in character, and the commis-
sioners bad deemed it unwise to bring the
ceremonies into antagonism with the senti-
weut of the religious people of the country.

The inter-state commerce bill of Senator
Cullom, which was the special order of to-
day, had no opportunity of being considered,
and after the executive session, the senate
adjourned until Monday.

House of Representatives.

WasHINGTON, Dec. 11.—In the house to-
day the desks of ba!f a dozen of the Demo-
cratic members were ornamented by roosters
of brilliant plumage.

Mr. Hancock, of the committee on ap-
propriations, reported the invalid peusion
appropriation bill. Referred to the committee |
of the whole.

Mr. Mills made an unsuccessful effort to
huve passed the senate bill for a public
building at Waco, Texas, Mr. Brumm being
the objector.

The bouse resumed the consideration of
the inter-state commerce bill,

Mr. Glascock directed his remarks more
especially to the considerations of the evils
which grew out of the system of “‘pooling”
by railroad companies. He advocated a strict
prolubition of this system, and expressed a
preference forthe feature of the ‘‘Reagan”
substitute over the bill of the committee. He
opposed, however, the provision of a substi-

tute probibiting a greater charge for a short
than for a long bzul, as heing
generally unjust and especially inim-

ical to the interests of his state.

Mr. Dunn favored the substitute. He ob-
Jjected to the appointment of & commission,
because it was unnecessary, and would fail
to accomplish the purposes its friends claimed
for it.

Mr. Woodward spoke in support of the
committee bill, end severely criticised the
provisious of the substitute, aseerting their
effect to be to cripple the railroad interests of
the country.

Mr. Hepburn favored the committee bill.

Mr. Wood opposed as farcial the commis-
sion feature of the bill, and warmly favored
the substitute. A strong law fortified with
penalties was the only remedy against the
evils complained of.

Pending furtber discussion, a general un-
derstanding was arrived at that the general
debate shall close the next day the subject |
was taken up. and then a vote will be taken
as between the substitute and the committee
bill. Whatever measure shall be successful
will then be open to amendment and debate
under the five minute bill. Mr, Reagan
bae glightly modificd his motion to sub-
stitute his proposition for the entire
bill of the committce and has offered it as a
substitute only for the remedial features of
that bill.  If successful in having it adopted
he will then move to strike out the remainder
of the bill which has reference to the appoint-
ment of a commission.

Mr. O’Neill, of Pennsylvania, gave notice
that at the proper time he would move to re-
commit the whole subject.

Mr. Hiscock introduced a concurrent reso-
lution for the appointment of a joint com-
mittee to consist of five members of the
bouse elected to the next congress and three
seuators, to investigate the capacity of
canale in the state of New York. Referred
to the committee on commerce. The com-
mittee is directed to confer with a committee
of like power appointed by the legislature of
New York, and with the governor
and other state officers, in regard to the
maictenance of the canals thereof, and
ascertain if said canals are sufficient for
the requirements of interstate commerce, or
if they should be enlarged, and the cost of
said enlargement. The committee shall
ascertain on what terms and conditions the
United States can acquire title to and juris
diction of said canals, or any of them. Itis
given authority to appoint a clerk, and hold
its meetings wherever it sees fit in the state
of New York or the city of Washington.

On motion of Mr. Warner, of Ohio, a reso-
lution was adopted calling on the secretary
of the interior for information in reference
to Lee’s claim of agents in pension cases.

On motion of Mr. Weaver the senate bill
was passed authorizing the First National

bank of Omaha to increase its capital stock.

Adjourned.

Immigration Statisties.

WasriNgTON, Dec. 11.—The chief of the
bureau of statistics submits the-fullowing ad-
vance statement of immigration for Novem-
ber, 1884: During the month of November,
there arrived in the custom districts of Bailti-
more, Boston, Detroit, Huron, Minnesota,
New Orleans, New York, Passamagquady,
Philadelphia and 8an Francisco 82,509 pass-
engers, of whom 26,037 were immigrants,
4,044 citizens of the United States returned
from abroad and 2,428 aliens not iutending
to remain in the United States. The nation-
ality of the immigrant was as foliows: Eng-
land and Wales 3,864, Ireland 176, Scotland
457, Austria 791, Bobemia 811, Belgium 77,
Denmark 825, France 348, Germany 9,167,
Hungary 651, Italy 1,069, Netberland 94,
Norway 470, Russia 1,445, Poland 161, Swe-
den 981, 8witzerland 458, Dominion of Can-

HAWLEY’S PECULIAR BILL

A Scheme to Get Lieuts. McBlair and
Miller back on the Retired
List of the army.

Waspixerox, Dec. 11: Senator Hawley
bas fotroduced s bill with the queer title, “‘A
bill to empower the President to reappoint
Dot more than two persons as first Lieuten-
ants in the army. The bill authorizes the
President, with the consent of the senate, to
appoint as a first Lieutenantin the army,any
person who, baving been borne upon the re-
tired list of the army as of such rauk up to
the first day of March, 1884, has since been
dropped, pursusutto s decision of the court
of claims adverse tothe validity or the orig-
Inal order whereby said person was placed
upon the retired list,but not otkerwise affect-
ing the merits of bis case, and thereafter in
his discretion to place said officer upon the
retired list as of the date of said original
order; provided, that not more than two ap-
poiutments sball be authorized by this act.”

This bill is designed to give Lieut. Me-
Blair snd Miller a chance to get back on the
retired liet of the army. Sometime ago they
and Maj. Runkle were examined by s medi-
cal board and found incapacitated for ser-
vice from csuses not incident to the service,
and they were consequently wholly retired,
as the army phrase goes. In other words,
they were bonorably dismissed. Subsequent-
ly they secured enough influence to induce
the President to reappoint them and put
them on the retired list where they would
get three-fourths pay. Thereupon they sued
the Government in the courtof claims for
longevity pay and the court decided not
only that they were not entitled to longevity
pay, but that they were not legally officers at
all. In consequence of that decision all
three were dropped from the army list last
month. Runkle appealed to the Supreme
court and his appeal is now pending. Me-
Blair and Miller did not appeal, but the plan
is to leave Maj. Runkle out in the cold and
give the two Licutenants, one of whom,
Miller, is a friend of the President, & chance
to get legally on the retired list.

The decision of the c ourt of claims was,
that it required the consent of the senate to
make an officer, and a number of officers
who were reappointed just as illegally as Run-
kle, McBiair, and Miller but whou have been
promoted since, are perfectly secure, because
the senate confirmed their renomination for
promotion. There were twelve or fourteen
officers, however,who are In the same condi-
tion as the two Licutenants,except they have
not yet been dismissed.

Capt. Adam Badear, Brigadier Geuersl, in
waiting, as be obsequiously signed bim-
self when Grant was visiting London, bas
sued in the court of claims for longevity
claims and the case is 800D to be heard. The
court will have to decide that Grant’s Bos.
well was {llegally reappolated in the army,
and does not belong to the retired Mst. Gen.
Sickles is in the same fix, except that he
Jeft wellenough alone, and was content with
the pay he was getting on the retired list
and did not sue the Government for Jongev-
ity pay.
