RUN DOWN BY BLOODHOUNDS.

An Exciting* Chase "With Bloodhound*
ofa Brutal Negro Murderer.

Colcmbcs, Ga. Dec. 10. —The keen «cent
of bloodhounds, as they followed a devious
course through the city, and through to a
point about half a mile up the river, attracted
the attention ofthe people yesterday. A few
moments later a few horsemen following
gave evidence of fatigue from a long chase.
Suddenly the hounds came to a stand, and a
colored woman, with a babe in her arms,
stood terrified and unable to move. A little
way into a clump of bushes was seen a
colored man, who was recognized by Sheriff
Bnrkett, of Decatur county, whom
one of the horsemen proved to be,
as Moses Kcaton, the murderer of the
Godwin family in Mitchell county, grasping
the shotgun which he had stolen on the night
of the murder. Kealon was taking aim,
when Sheriff Burkctt pushed the muzzle of a
British bull dog into his face, and Eeaton
sullenly surrendered. The story of the chase
s one of the most exciting on record. On
the morning of Wednesday, one week ago,
Mr. Aleck Godwin went to the bouse of bis
brother, Stephen Godwin, who was a bachelor,
and a wealthy stock raiser. All was still in-
side and on opening the door a fearful
sight was presented. He found his
brother lying dead on bis bed in
a pool of blood, with bis head
crushed and his brains oozing out. Mrs.
Gregory, his housekeeper, was lying on an-
other bed in the same room, with a dreadful
fracture ou her temple, and was otherwise
badly mangled. Dick Gregory, her sou. was
found in an adjoining room lying dead from
similar wounds. There were no signs of
robbery about the house. Mr. Goodwin's
pants were found on a chair by his bedside
with money in the pockets. His gun was
missing and his mare and buggy were also
taken away. Intense excitement fol-
lowed the discovery. A reward
of $500 was at once ordered
and telegrams were sent the government
urging that the state add to it. A vigorous
pursuit was at once determined upon. There
was but one clew, and that was to followthe
bucgy wheel tracks which led out along the
banks -if the Flint river north. Dr. Fair-
cloth, who bad been out professionally during
the night, declared he had met the buggy
and its occupants were Moses Keaton, his
wife an child. The pursuing party pushed
the chase through the swamp and morass,
sometimes having sight of the track, again
losing it, and thus giving the criminal the
gain of time. On reaching Decatur
county Sheriff Burkctt joined in
the pursuit, and it was decided to
bring in the aid of dogs to better keep the
scent. On to the Georgia line and through
Florida to Jackson county the party pushed.
Here, in the region of the swamp land, all
trace seemed lost, and two days were spent
in an endeavor to regain it. Afterzigzag-
ging through the country tillhope was almost
lost, at last another trail was struck due
north. It was not long tillit was discovered
that it lay not more than a half a mile paral-
lel with the downward trip, back through to
Georgia and within a hundred yards of
the house where the tragedy bad
been committed, still north of
his it led until a farm bouse was reached,

where it was discovered that the fugitive had
sold the horse and buggy, and was punning
bis flight on foot. This trail was followed
until the scene just outside the city brought

the officers into possession of their prey. On
the return trip to Mitchell county with their
prisoners, Keaton confessed fully to the
crime. He Implicated several others, and I
says that robbery was the cause, as Godwin j
always kept Urge sums of money on his per- i

son. He used an ax and a razor in the hor- j
rible deed. A noise outside gave j
the murderers an idea that they
would be caught, when Eeaton
sought safety in flight, and hence did not se-
cure one cent of booty, only a gun for pro-
tection, and a conveyance for flight. Taking
bis wife with him he went through to Florida,
and hoping the better to elude detection de-
cided to return north and reach north Ala-
bama, when he would be secure. The chase
was over 400 miles in a straight line, and
must have been 1,000 when the variations
are take a into account. It is doubtful if he
will be allowed toreach a trial, so outraged
arc the people, with his crime.

A Lesson for Policemen.
Chicago, Dec. 11. —William Lynn, twenty-

two years old, died Tuesday night from blood
poisoning. It is now charged that a police
officer about a week ago in directing some
young men to move on threw bis club at
Lynn, striking him on the head, causing a
wound which resulted in his death. The
matter will be investigated.

PASTORAL LETTER.
A Synopsis of the Letter of the Bishops

and Archbishops to the Clergy

and Laity.

AStrong Plea in Behalf of Catholic Schools
and tbe Work ofTemperance.

WtmuamMM, Dec. 11.—The pastoral letter
of the archbishops and bishops ofthe United
States composing the third plenary council
of Baltimore to the clergy and laity, of their
charge, is made public through the Catholic
Mirror. It is a lengthy document, but th«
following abstract gives tbe main points of
the leading matters which engaged tbe atten- '
tion of toe council. Reference is made to
tbe great increase of Catholic institutions in
the past eighteen years, especially in the
west. The assembling, by Pius IX. ft \
tbe general council at the Vatican is alluded {
to as one of tbe mo-t important events of
oar age, and the detailed account of Its work
given. The Catholics of Prussia are com- j
mended for their good work in avail- |
ing themselves of every legal means to
check the advances of despotism, and save
their own freedom anu that of their country.
The letter then describes the laws of the
church and this country lc tbe foliowiug
terms:

'•We think we can claim to be acquainted,
both with tbe laws, tee institutions and the
spirit of the Catliolic church, and with the
laws, institutions and spirit of our country,
and we emphatically declare there U no an-
tagonism with them. A Catholic finds him-
self at home in tbe L'niied States, for the in-
fluence of his church has been constantly ex-
ercised in behalf of tbe individual rights
and popular liberties. And a right-minded
American nowhere finds himself more at
home than in tae Catholic church, for no-
where else can he breathe that atmosphere of
divine truth which alone can make us free.
We repudiate, with equal earnests? ees, the
assertion that we need to lay aside
any of our devotion to oar church
v. be true Americans, and the insinuation
that we need to lay aside any of our love for
our country's principles and institutions to
be faithful Catholics. To argue that the
Catholic church is hostile to our great repub-
lic because she teaches that "there is no
power but from God,"' because therefore
back ofthe events which led to tnc forma-
tion of the republic she sees the providence
of (JoJ leading to that issue, and back of our
country's laws the authority of God a» their
sacction. This i*evidently so illogical and
contradictory an accusation that we are as-
tonished to hear it advanced by persons of
ordinary intelligence. We believe oar coun-
try's heroes were the instruments of the God
of nations in establishing this home
of freedom to both the Al-
mighty and to his instruments
in the work we look with grateful reverence,
and Ui maintain tbe inheritance of freedom
whether they have left as, should it ever,
which God forbid, be imperiled, our Catholic
citizens will he found to stand forward as
one man, ready to pledge anew "their lives,
iheir fortunes and their sacred honor." No
less illogical would be the nation that there i«
aught in tbe free spirit of our American in-
stitutions incompatible with the perfect
docility to the church of Chr.

The attempt to grasp the property of the
propaganda is severely condemned, and our
government warmly thanked for the action
that saved tbe American college from con-

B. It is declared in all wise circles of
holy father- that the great responsibility
Of tiie progress of the church in
the I .S forms, in a special
manner, both a source of joy and an object
of solicitude. A considerable portion of the
letter is devoted to tbe discussion of the edu-
cation of tbe clergy and tlelr pastoral rights.
With respect to church properties and church
debt* ihe letter says:

"Properties are held in trust by tbe church
for the benefit of the people. It often be-
comes necessary to contract church debts,
where the multiplication of the Catholic pop-
ulation has been so rapid, rapid work had to
be done in erecting churches and schools,
and if, under such circumstances, pastors
had to wait till all the funds were in hand
before beginning the work a generation
would be left without the necessary spiritual
aid, and might be lost to the church and to
God. It is our earnest wish the existing
debts should be liquidated as soon as possi-
ble in order that the money now
consumed in paying the interest might be
employed in the great improvements which
shall be made, and in helping on the glottal
work of Christian education. (This latter
subject is treated at great length.) Chili-
hood and youth are periods of lifewhen
character ought especially to be subjected to
n-ligious influences. Now, can we ignore
tbe fact the school is an important factor in
forming childhood and youth, &n important
that its influence often outweighs that of
bo;ne and church. It cannot, therefore, be
desirable oradvantageous that religion should
be excluded from the schools. On the con-
trary, It ought there to be one of the chief
agencies for moulding tbe young life to all
that is true, and virtuous,' and holy. To
shut religion out of the school and keep it
for the home and church is, logically, to
train up a generation that * will
consider rrifcta good for home and church,
but not for practical business and real life.
But a more false and pernicious notion could
not be imagined. Religion, in order to
elevate the people, should inspire the whole
life, and rule their relations with one another.
A life is not dwarfed, bat ennobled by being
lived in the presence of God. Therefore, the '
school which principally gives knowledge,
fittingfor practical life.ought—pre-eminently
ought —to be under the influence of religion.
Tw« object*, therefore, we have in view : To
multiply our schools and to per-
fect them. We must multiply them
till every Catholic child In the land shall have
within its reach tbe means of education.
There is still much to be done etc this is
aUaiued. There are still thousands of Cath-
olic children in the United States deprived
of the benefit of a Catholic school. Pastors
and parents should not rest till this defect
be remedied. No parish is complete till it
has a school adequate to tfca needs of its
children, and the pastor and people of such
parish should feel that they have not accom-
plished their entire duty until the want is
supplied . We desire that the history of the
UniU-d State* should be carefully Unght in
all our Catholic schools, and have directed
that it be specially dwelt upon in the educa-
tion of young ecclesiastical students in our
preparatory seminaries. 8o also we desire
that it form a favorite part o.' the home li-
brary and home rending. We mast keep linn
and solid the liberties of our country by
keeping fresh the noble memories of the
past, and thu3 sending forth from our Catho-
lic homes into the arena of public lifenot
partisans bat patriots.'*. The subjects of the co-operation of the
Christian home with tbe Christian school,
Christian marriage and the indissolubility
of the marriage tie, are treated upon, and in
this connection tbe havoc wrought by tbe
divorce laws of tbe country is deplored. Tbe
importance of home virtues, good reading,
especially of the Holy Bcrlptures, and ol#up-
porting thoroughly the Catholic press is im-
pressively declared. The desecration of tbe
Lord's day is most severely condemned, and
upon this pornt the letter says : «

"Tbe Lord's day Is the poor man's day for
irst It has been taken from him, and* the
laboring classes are a seething volcano of
social discontent. The Lord's day is a home
day, drawing closer the sweet domestic ties,
by giving the toller a day with his wife and
children. But it has been turned into a day
of labor, and the home Ues are fast losing
their sweetness and their hold. How far it
be from as to advocate such Sunday laws as
would binder necessary work or prohibit
such popular enjoyments as are consistent
with the sacredness of the day. To
turn the Lord's lay into a day
of toil is a blighting curse to a
country. To turn it into a day
ofdissipation would be worse. There is one
way of profaning tbe Lord's day which is so
prolific of evil results, we consider it our
duty to utter against it special condemna-
tion. This is the practice of selling beer or
other liquors on Sunday, or of frequenting
places where they are sold. ThU practice
tends more than an v other to torn the day of

the Lord into a day of dissipation, to use it
as an occasion for breeding intemperance.
While we hope the Sunday laws on this point
will not be relaxed, but even more rigidly
enforced, we Implore all Catholics, for
the love of God and country.
never to take part in such Sunday
traffic, nor to patronize or countenance
it. atd we not only direct the attention of
all pastors to the repression of this abase,
bat we also call upon them to induce all
their flocks that may be engaged in the sale
of liquors to abandon, as soon as they can,
the dangerous traffic, and embrace a more
becoming way of making a living. And
here it behooves as to n mind our working
men, the bone and sinew of the people, es-
pecially the beloved children of the church,
that if they wish to observe Sunday as they
ought they mast keep away from drinking
places. Saturday night carry your
wage* home to your families, where
they rightfully belong. Turn a deaf ear,
therefore, to every temptation, and then
Sunday will be a bright day forailtbc family.
We invoke a blessin? on the cause of tem-
perance and on all who are laboring for its
advancement in a true Christian spirit."

"Forbidden societies 7 ' is the next subject
treated, and while the Catholics are instructed
to shun bad or dangerous secret societies.
they are counselled to take part in good and
useful Catholic associations, always remem-
bering, however, that the surest guide h the
church of Christ. The 1-tter closes with an
appeal for a generous co-operation of the
Catholic people in the work of foreign mis-
sions and missions among the Indians and
negroes.

THE CHICAGO ELECTION.

New Developments in the Braml-
Lemau Election Conte-r.

Chicago, Dec. 11.— Arthur Gleasoo, chief
deputy in County Clerk Ryuu's office, makes
public a statement this evening under his
own signature chtr^im; H.-ury Biehl, one of
the employes in the county clerk's office,
with Laving abstracted the envelope con-
taining the ballots of tbe Second precinct of
the Eighteenth ward, and thereby allowing a
substitution of the forged ballots found in
the envelopes when tbe same was opened by
the federal graud jury. Gleason relates that
the envelope in question was placed with
others in a large bur in the county clerk's
vault aud nailed up on the day the county
canvassing board closed its labors, and when
the tirst impression had been created that
fraud had been perpetrated Mr. Ryan sent
word to Gleason to take good care of the
returns. On receipt of tbe mes-
sage Gleason says he called to
his assistance Henry Biehl. William J.
Sweeney and William Haver, clerks in the
office. Search was made lor the returns,
Biehl finding them in a nailed cheat. Where-
upon tbe two other searchers were directed
not to look any longer. Gleason then went
to attend to other duties. Biebl soon after-
ward informed Gleason he had placed them
in one of ten drawers in the vault, num-
bered 244. The only person knowing the
exact drawer in which these ballots had been
placed were biehl and Gleason. Gleason
says he did not personally make an examina-
tion of drawer M4l»> ascertain wuether Biehl
iuformed him correctly or not. but took it
for granted he did. lie did not go to the
drawer until November 25, when he found
themth.Te. Previous to that lime he de-
clares he never had the envelope
in his hand?. The vault in
which these ballots were kept was
locked with a combination, tbe combination
l«.-in>: known only to four persons, Henry
Biehl, John Shield, John O'Laiigulin and
Gleason. Tbe ballots were placed in the
vault, where the combination wait known
only to four persons, and the location to but
two, Biehl and Gleason. Gleason then, says. lence, shows beyond doubt that the
change in ballots was made while in tbe
county clerk's office. Tbe evidence also
shown that neither Mdd nor O'Laughliu
knew where they were placed, and it w.>uM
have boen exceedingly difficult for any ouc
not knowing their exact location, to end
them. The ballots having been taken from
the vault the afternoon of Nov. 21, either
Biehl or himsvlf is guiity. As he declares he
did not commit the crime, it could have
been committed by no other per-
son than riiehl, ' and he, there-
fore, charges him with its perpetration.
Two persons now directly charged
with the crime are Joseph C. MaJkin, secre-
tary of the Cook county Democratic central
committee, who ordered the bogus tickets
printed, and Biehl with the abstraction of
the envelope containing tbe original ballots
to allow the substitution of the boijus ones.

Henry Biehl also makes a public statement
in which he traverses the charges made by
Gleason. He says the crime of removing
the envelope from the county vault was un-
doubtedly committed by Gk-ason or himself.
am 1, as he knows he is not guilty he believes
Gleason to be, and is strengthened in this
view owing to the contradictory statement
made by Gleason before tbe grand jury.
