The Valley City Democrat explains in this

At every station or point where
wheat is now harndled, these buyers would be
found. And as farmers with grain came to
market they would be met by those buyers
who would climb on their wagons and fix a
price upon their wheat based upon its merits.
The question of grades would vanish as far
as the farmer was concerned, and he would
get all his wheat was worth. The elevator
companies, and warehousemen, and buyers,
would come into direct competition, and
cach be stimulated to get all the wheat they
thought they could handle.

Opposing Exemptions.

Unlike most of the papers in the south, the
De Smet Leader is strongly in favor of reduc-
ing the exemptions in the law. Itsays: As
they now exist they are outrageous, a pre-
mium upon dishonesty, a disgrace to the
commonwealth. The credit of Dakota in
the eastern markets suffers incalculaby from
the fact that there is practically no such
thing as collecting debts by legal process.
It bas been thrown in our teeth as a reason
for keeping us out of the Union. Other leg-
islatures have been deaf to all appeals on
the subject. Will this one be likewise?

School House Bonds.,

It is the common practice as soon as
school districts are organizel to issue bonds
and build houses. Sometimes these are in
advance of any needs. The Bismarck Blade
says: Emmons county and several others
are in trouble. Bonds appear to be too
plenty. Worthless school houses, costing
four or five hundred dollars, are being stack
up at cross roads and turned over to school
officers at contract prices, indicating down
right robbery. Worthless scamps are al-
lowed to jump the country with pockets full
of school bonds. This should warn the pub-
lic against buying them.

Rubbish by Wholesal
All who have any personal knowledge
of Dakota, are amused when they read ab
surd slanders upon the territory like, for in-
stance, one recently in s leading religious
paper of New York. The writer assumes to
give wholesome truths concerning a much
inflated bubble, and concludes by stating
that Dakota in gemeral is a cold, barren re-
gion, fit only for the dwelling place of Nor-
wegians or roving Indians, but no place for
Americans, and advises them to remain con-
tented in their peaceful eastern homes. In
Harper's School Geography, series of 1852,
page 57, you may find a brief description of
this territory, which fully corroborates the
above statements, and the Harpers ought to
know, for don’t they publish ‘A Journal of
Civilization?”” I do hope the eastern press
will continue in the good work until this de-
lusive bubble is thoroughly pricked. For
the life of me I can’t sce anything about this
country to make people go erazy over it like
they are doing. The whole surface is covered
with a sort of stunted grass, in some places
not much over a foot high, and tit for noth-
ing under the sun but for stock to eat. And
soil is nothing but a sandy loam from
$our to eight feet deep, and underlaid with a
porus sort of subsoil strongly impregnated
with lime, gypsum and such stuff that de-
notes sterility.

Senator Vest's Speech,

Senator Vest is not earzing a reputation
for candor or accuracy of information in Da-
kota in such statements as reported in his
speech in the senate against the admission of
a state. It is difficult to see how he can rec-
ouncile his view that the territory bas not pop-
ulation enough for representation in con-
gress with the fact that it has just cast 86,000
votes and is conceded by all to have above
400,000 residents. The ratio for a member
of congress is but 154,000, and even the sen-
ator wiil not claim that more than balf of the
population are voters. The senator visited
the territory last summer on Indian matters
and is certainly better informed in regard to
them than the report of his speech would in-
dicate. But Dakota is not caring for admis-
sion as ajstate just now. The present effort
is for division. Four-fifths of the people will
be satisfied with division, and want it. They
are willing to take their chances after that.
It is admitted that the senator is correct in
the opinion that statesmen is one of the pro-
lific crops of Dakota.

A Jury Runs a Court,

The attorneys and jury in the Magill case
at Bismarck were shocked at the persistence
of the court in wanting the heart of the dead
man exhibited. The Bladesays: Mr. Flan-
nery, the prosecuting attorney, said, in feel-
ing words, that so far as he was concerned,
he did not desire the exhibition, that there
were some things in life that overcame his
feelings, and this was ome.

about the middle of last June, under advice
of able counsel assuring them that, while the
United States prohibit the removal of
timber from government land, the removal
of minera! is not prohibited, and that thereby
they neither committed any crime known to
the law nor any injury to the land.

ing land, but this did not prevent the prose-
cution of McBain and Hubbard, who were
taken %efore a court commissioner and
recognized for their sppearance before the
next United States grand jury and were en-
joined from working in the quarries. Pend-
ing this action the farmers of the neighbor-
hood have taken a few loads of stone from
the section of land where the quarries are
located, the value altogether being about a
dollar and fifty cents, and to-day some balf a
dozen of them have been arrested as before
indicated. These farmers who have been
arrested are poor, barely able to make a liv-
ing, and were doing only what for years has
been a general custom, viz., taking a few
stone for their own use on their farms, and
now are to be put to great expense to defend
themselves for committing no crime, at a cost
to the government of not less than five hun-
dred dollars, with no benefit to any one
except to increase the fees of district attor-
neys and deputy marshals, who are looking
for all such opportunities to get away with
government money. The disgrace of such
admigistration of the laws of this country is
only equaled by the indignation of the com-
munity who have been compelled to witness
it. If GovernorCleveland when he becomes
president cannot {ind better material to make
officers for Dakota we hope he will let us
entirely alone.
