ST. PAUL TRADE.
' *

Reports of the Chamber of Commerce
Regarding business the

Past Week.
During the past week trade has been quiet

in nearly all lines, even in Christmas goods.
The money market has been active and

tighter, probably on account of a general set-
tling up, which is usual towards the end of
the year. Discounts and exchange on New
York remain unchanged.

A fair amount of bales bare been comple-
ted in real estate, for this season, and quite a

I number of inquiries hare been made for
lots between the cities.

A large trade has been transacted by the
wholesale grocers, whose collections continue

>to be very good.
The dry goods business has been some-

what quiet, the mildness of the weather af-
fecting the traffic in heavy goods considera-
bly.

The drug trade continues to be well sus-
tained, and collections better, although not
by any means good. A general tendency to
decline in prices, which must, however, toon
give way to some advances. Already window
glass manufacturers are looking forsome ad-
vances. White lead dealers are trying to re-
store old prices.

Only a moderate business baa been done
by our wholesale clothing houses, but those
handling furs report trade exceedingly act-
ive.

An improvement is felt in the wholesale
boot and bhoe trade, which is better than it
was last year at this time, Mid collections are
very good. A lair trade has been done in
leather, and collections in that line are im-
proving.

The hardware business remains very good,
large aided continually coming in.

The wholesale wine and liquor merchants
report a fair amount of business doing, but
the trade is dull compared with last year, at
this season.

The commission merchants have been
quiet all the week. Large supplies of or-
anges are coming in, but sales are rather
dull.

The retail stores report business quiet,
most of them complaining of dullness for
this season of the year.

Problem* PSstWSSS Garnet.
The debate about this between the Newark

Sunday Call and the Baltimore Sunday Mm li
so entertaining and suggestive that we cannot
refrain from quoting the two opposing argu-
ments in full.

The Call complains and «ays :
"Here is where, according to our view, many

cues* columns make a great mistake. They
give the first place to problems and, provided
space be left, pad out the column with other
matter. The prime object ofa chess column is
to >-ruinate the knowledge of the came. To
do this Rood games and analyse* are the chief
requisites, by the rludy of which inferior player*
may advance to greater strength. Go into any
them club and bat will yo« see? Members
Masai at the tables playing over tome published
game or analytical article. Weak points in play
are thus provided againbt, new discoveries fixed
in the mind and the general knowledge of the
game increased. Problems are the relaxation
from deeper t>md!es. The fact is that the world
greatest players are not problem composers. Theonly problem attributed to Murphy has been die-
l>ntcd. We have never seen a problem by Stein tx,
Zokertort, Mason, Potter, Mackenzie or Kosen-
thal, and only one by Blackburne. and that civ

was ansoQDd. On the other hand the great
problem are rarely fiist-clats players. Mr.
ii. K. Carpenter, who stand* among the highest
in tie world, iv in the fourth class of the Man-
hattan ChcMs Club. Mr. S. Lloyd, confessedly
the firft probleca composer in the world, war
l.adly beaten by Delmar, who Is in the Manhat-
tan's second class. Indeed, very few first-class
problem composers are alto first-class players,
and vie* verta."

And now comes the Newt, uttering a some
what uncertain onto of denial at first, but toon
persuading itself to certainty:

"We greatly doubt the correctness of the stand
taken by the Sunday Call, according to which
the players are to be catered to in preference to
the problemist, in fact, almost to their exclus on.
We believe the class of readers who manifest the
grcste-t interest in the matter published should
receive the first attention. The problem lovers
suite to the editor criticising, reviewing and ex
pressing their' opinions freely on' any and every
topic of interest. They contribute directly and In-
directly the largest portion of the original matter
contained in his chess column, they are to the
ches* editor a*the voters are to the politician.
He must please them in order to make his de
partment a success, in fact judged from the com-
munication- received there are none others to
please, for the problemists and toilers are the
only ones that do express any satisfaction or dis-
approval.

What have the players done that they should
be racked so bii:h' Being in doubt as to the
esteem in which the players held the Sunday
Xetrt <bos column, a* they never condescended
to commend or criticize onr efforts to please
them, we determined, if Do-siblc, to lest their
estimation of its value. We first gave the best
of \u25baelected games, with good notes, which elic-
ited no comment. We then gave the best games
we could obtain with original notes, with the
same re miIt, we theu gave good original game*
without notes, ditto result; we then gave poor
games without notes, ditto again; we then gave
the poorest games we could find, ditto again.
Determined to do or die the games were
printed containing numerous typographical er-rors so Satan himself could'nt understand them,
but no response from the players. Then in the
frenzy of desperation, expecting to force an on
conditional surrender from the enemy, we sup-
pressed the game department entirely, and what
was the result? We never heard a word from
any person on the subject, and presume it badno result.

The Call apparently desires to ignore the prob-
lem art and dismisses itfrom consideration as U
not worthy of thought This is a great mistake.
The problem art can never be extinguished. It
is elevating the gum"! and will continue to do so.
During Dr. Zukcrtort » visit to the Thurlow
Chess Club he frequently spoke of artutu
mattt. While playing a (,-tme with Mr. Fox.
reaching a position where several lines of play
would easily effect *mate, be look quite a longtime to consider his wove, and, as if apologizing
for the time consumed, stated he desired to give
an* "artistic" mate. The crude mate that would
have unthinkinglybeen chosen by an ordinaoplayer before problem* were studied as they are
at present was rejected, and a clean, pure, sur-prisingly pretty mate was chosen in its stead; in
fart it was a neat and clever problem.

The problem art or to-day has become a separ-
ate part of the game,and in its present high stale
of perfection, we consider it ranks in importance
with the game. The problem art bears the tame
relation to the game as does the rude outline to
the CnUbed picture. The outline contains a!
that is expressed in the picture, but the lights
and shades which bring its salient features into
bold prominence are larking. The game con
tains the crude material, the problem the tame
in a fini«aed and more pleasing condition. Weare convinced a beginner will make better pro
gress and become a better player by devoting
about equal proportions ofbis time to the stndy
of the gust and problems than ifbe devoted a 1
his time to the game. The many striking posit
ions found in problems are seldom noticed in ac-
tual games and we contend the true beauty
of the game will never be d scovered by the
player if he does not devote some time to the
study of problems. Problemists have donemore to beautify, ornament and render the
game attractive and popular than all the great
players who ever lived."

The ChfMt Globe.
The game of living chess "took immensely" at

Milwaukee, and now St. Louis wants one in aid
of a benevolent institution there.

Some pretty fair games are being contested in
the St. Paul Club Tourney, which is progressing

J. E. Burbank, Worcester, Mass., one of the
player* in the Elmlra Telegram correspondence
tourney, writes that problem solution tourneys
have peculiar charms for him, and that at the
present time he has five of them on hand. The
charms of such an undertaking must indeed be
peculiarly peculiar. It comprises an altogether
too extensive Larem of charms to salt our taste.

A Very YVi*eDecision.
Judge Simons rendered a decision in the

district court yesterday affirming the decree
of the probate court in the estate of Eugenia
A. Wise, a girl thirteen years of age, died in
the mouth of February, ISSI. leaving an es-
tate, mostly real estate in St. Paul, valued at
{15.000. The nearest relatives were uncles
and aunts, brothers and sisters of Eugenia's
parents. In the probate court John R.
Adams eta!., brothers and sisursof Eugenia's
mother, claimed that the whole estate should
go to them, as she bad inherited it from her
mother, bo died intestate a few years be-
fore This claim was made under section 7
of chapter 40 vi Young's statutes—
John L. Wise et a!.. >i.*o appeared
in the probate court, and offered to prove
that, although Eugenia did inherit the estate
immediately from her mother, her father
was the real source of her title; that her
father, a short time before his death, con-
veyed bis property to her mother to save ex-penses of probating his estate. Judge
McGrorty refused to admit the testimony
offered by Wise et al., and ruled that ances-
tral estates did not exist in Minnesota, and
that the next of kin, that is the uncles and
aunts on both sides, should share in the
estate .per capita. A decree was entered in
the probate court in accordance with this
ruling, and from this decree an appeal was
taken to the district court. The decree w«s
affirmed by the district court. This is the
first case in Minnesota in which the question
has been tested.

The Kappahanock Disaster.
Baltimore, Dec. —The steamer West-

moreland from Rappahanock arrived to-day.

Those on board report the destruction of life
by Tuesday's storm much greater than here-
tofore reported. . Off Canoe House landing, a
considerable distance above Urbana, several
boats were swamped and all on board per-
ished. At other points lives were lost. The
Baltimore Keening Xe>ns in its account of
tne disaster says: "The officers of the
steamer Westmoreland report so far as beard
of the party of colored men whose boats were
capsized in the Rappahanock near Urbana,
twenty-eight are known to have been
drowned. In addition to those already re-
ported at least six were drowned at Canoe
House landing on the same river. At Mill
Creek, another landiug on the Rappahanock,
a young white man was drowned. In speak-
ing ofthe fact that so few who were out in
boats escaped being drowned an officer ofthe
Westmoreland remarked they could easily
have reached the shore and avoided tbe acci-
dent which befell them, but tbe squall broke
in all its fury without a moment's notice, and
tbe boats were swamped before they were
fully aware of what had taken place. The
negroes all along the river, especially in the
neighborhood of Urbana, were greatly fright-
ened."

A ONE-BONE MAN.

The Story of the Strange Affliction
of Jonathan Bass,

Who Hu B««n in Bed, Unmoved, for Twenty*
Seven Years,

Hl*Body Becoming* Solid Bone, bat HI«
Appetite Remaining Unimpaired.

Lockport, N. T., Dec. Vl—One of ths
strangest and most unfortunate cases of

I long-continued human suffering, a case in
fact without a parallel in tbU or any other
country, is to be found existing only \u25a0 sbort
distance from this city in Niagara county.
Hearing of this peculiar condition of thing*,
your reporter a day or two since, accompa-
nied by a well known physician, drove out
what is called the Ridge road, to the town of
Cambria, to a frame residence situated about
four miles east .of the village ol
LewUton, on said road, where,, ws
bad been informed, Jonathan Bass,
the sorely afflicted subject of this history. was
dragging out an existence of peculiar hard-
ship and suffering. We were granted ad-
mission to the house and conducted to a
room on the first floor, where, stretched upon
a movable or invalid's bed, lay a blind man,
fifty-four years old, who had not so much as
moved from his present position for twenty-
seven years. At the present time, and in
fact foryears back, he has been unable to
move even a single Joint of his whole body,
and yet there he lies with every vital organ
in working condition, with an enormous ap-
petite and unimpaired digestion, and with,
many prospects of a much longer life of just
such torture still before him, but this is an-
ticipating the facts of this strange history,
which are the most wonderful part of this

| strangely peculiar case.
In the year 1543 Jonathan Ba3s, then a

lad eighteen years of age, was living in the
familyof Mr. George TO". Rogers, in a house
on Main street, in this little village of Lock-
port, the house being located just where the
Journal office now stands. One evening,
while en route to a pasture field above High
street to get the cows, Bass felt a very severe
pa in the bottom of bis right foot, and,
taking off his shoe, he failed to find any
cause for the pain, but from that day he lias
never been a well man. That ni^ht and
for a numbet of days his foot and
leg were badly swollen and exceedingly
painful. They then grew mom butter, but
were more or less troublesome. On a future
occasion, in the fall of 1840, Bass went to
the Avon (New York) sanitarium, but ob-
tained norelief there, although he stayed
Borne time. That winter he attended school
In this city, and in the spring went to BufJ
falo, all the while growing worse. Fora tew
months of the following summer he was able
to act as captain of a canal boat, and in 1858
kept books for a Buffalo firm, but was com-
pelled to give it up. lie then settled upon
his farm, his present abode, and In
1534 did some little work in
writing for Lockport parties. In
1358 his trouble became very distressing, all
the joint*in bl9 body and limbs having be-
come more and more afflicted by this time.

In 1357 he was placed upon an invalid's—the one upon which your reporter saw
him, and he has never been removed there-
from. From 1857 to 1869 he managed with
great difficulty to feed himself, but since that
time he has been fed with a spoon by them,
it being a hard task to accomplish, as the
joints are now firmly set and immovable, yet
he has a very strong and hearty appetite,
the most Indigestible food causing him no
trouble. He is fond of fat pork and fat
beef, which is fed to him in long
strips, and which he sucks into his mouth
and swallows. Baked beans, potatoes and
milkare also favorites. Mr. Buss, who speak*
without difficultyand who is very intelligent,
converses readily upon any subject which he
has had an opportunity to study. He was
greatly interested in the late war, and read
everything he could get. This he was able
to do by placing a book or paper upon a rack
before him, He thus injured his eyes so
much that in 1869 he became blind and Las
remained so ever since.

As incredible as it may seem, this man's
whole frame is entirely auchslosed, or grown
Into solid bone, with the ex-
ception of his fingers and toes.
The bones of the fingers on the right baud
have been nearly absorbed and the flesh re-
maining is puffy and flaccid. In the left
hand not only the bones of the lingers but of
the whole band have undergone the same
process of absorption. The Incer nails of
the left hand have grown out from the ends
of his finger* at least ten inches, giving the
hand a weird and inhuman appearance.
The man's arms lie immovably fixed straight
by bis side, and do not measure over live
Inches in circumference at their largest
parts. His limbs are straight, with a disloca-
tion of the right hip Joint, and con-
sist of solid bone. Tbe thigh measures
only eight and a half inches around. The
bones of the toes have been absorbed in the
same manner as those of the hands, and the
flaccid toes drop over and hang down like
fringe. His spinal column is now perfectly
rigid, and, as be only weighs between sev-
enty and eighty pounds, it is quite possible
to lifthim up by placing on« band under big
head and the other under his heels. During
the lifting operation the body will not bend
or yield from its stiffened * position in the
slightest degree. His muscles are not para-
lyzed, and their action seems
perfectly under his control, as
seen by the motions of the
tendons and cords. Another peculiar fea-
ture of the case Is the heart. This important
organ is located at least six inches below the
usual position in other bodies. This, how-
ever, has no apparent effect upon its action,
as the pulse beau regularly, strong and full,
about seventy beats a minute. In fact all
bis vital organs are Bound and in active
working condition, thus rendering is possible
and even probable for him to live many
years longer, other things of course being
favorable. He does not now suffer the pain
experienced in tbe earlier stage of his disease
or affliction, as tbe anchylosis being now so
complete, there is no further change to occur
in his bones.

A large number of eminent physicians and
surgeons of this locality have" visited this
man and examined into the case thoroughly,
and all unite in stating that they never say a
parallel cage or ever beard of one. Two or
three Lockport gentlemen have several time*
visited Mr. Bass and endeavored to obtain
tbe consent of this strangely afflicted man
to a project for exhibiting "him through the
country as a living winder, but so far they
have failed his approval of the scheme.
Should any one doubt tbe truthfulness ofthis
seemingly Incredible tale, he can visit the res-
idence named, or, easier still, communicate
with almost an/ leading physician of Lock-
port, in order to obtain ample proof that tbe
statement} made are entirely within the
facts, and that still more of interest from a
medical standpoint could yet be told of this
wonderful case.

1 The Methodists.
Baltimore, Dec. 13 —Hon. G. D. Shands,

of Mississippi, a prominent member of the
M. E. church, presided this morning over the
conference. After the reading of the minutes
of yesterday, a number of resolutions were
offered and appropriately referred.

A general dis-
cussion on subject of "Revivals" ensued,
after which Rev. John A. Williams read an
essay on the "Rise and Progress of Meth-
odism in Canada," which was followed by an
essay by Rev. Cbas. J. Littleton on "Meth-
odist Pioneers and Their Work."

A Cholera Infested Steamer.
