Mrs. Kemble's Opinion of Her Dancing.

dancer, like a singer or an actor, cannot
transmit her work to future generations, as
the poet or the painter does, and it is only
from the recorded opinlons of her contem-
poraries that we can form any jndgement
upon the character of her art. JFrom none of
the panegyrics of Fanny Elssler can we learn
as much as from the careful, intelligent, and
sympathetic criticism which Frances Anne
Kemble gives us in her “‘Records of Later
Life.” Mrs. Kemble saw a good deal of Fan-
ny Elssler in ber first triumphant season in
London, when Mrs. Grote, the wife of the
banker-historian, was trying to “‘make an
honest woman” of the beautiful dancer and
introduce ber into soclety. ‘‘Mile. Elssler,”
she writes, ‘‘was at this time at the height of
her great and deserved popularity as a dancer
and whatever I may have thought of the ex-
pediency or possibility of making what Mrs.
Grote called ‘an honest woman’ of ber, I was
among the most enthusiastic admirers of her
great excellence in her elegantart. She was
the onmly intellectual dancer I have ever
seen.

Inferior to Taglioni (that embodied genius
of rhythmical wmotion) in lightness, grace,
and sentiment; to Carlotta Grisi in the two
latter qualities, and with less mere vigor and
clasticity than Cerito, she excelled them all
in dramatic expression; and parts of ber per-
formance in the ballets of the ‘Tarantella’
and the wild legend of ‘Gisele, the Willye,’
exhibited tragic powers of a very high order,
while the sawme strongly dramatic element
was the cause of her pre-eminence in all na-
tional and characteristic dances, such as ‘El
Jaleo de Xeres,’ the ‘Cracovieune,’ ete. This
predominance of the intellectual element in
her dancing may have been the result of
original organization, or it may bhave been
owing to the mental training which Elssler
received from Frederick von Gentz, the Ger-
man writer and diplomatist. who educated
ber, and whose mistress she became while
still a young girl. However that may be,
Mrs, Grote always maintained that her gen-
ius lay full as much in her head as in  her
heels. Iam nol sure that the finest per-
formance of hers that I ever witnessed was
not a minuet in which she danced the man’s
part, in full court suit of the time of Louis
XVIL., with most admirable grace and nobili-
ty of demeanor.””—Philadelphia Times.

Glory Halleluiah.

Writing from Plattsburg, Mo., Mr. A.
Musser says: In common with thousauds
of Kentuckians of the Blue-Grass region,
fifty years ago, [ knew Nat Speaks, a colored
man of undeniable genius and unaffected
piety. He was the originator of the hymn,
“The Old Ship of Zion,” with the chorus,
“Glory Halleluiah,” out of which has since
grown “‘John Bfown’s Body,” and the cele-
brated war song, ‘“‘Rally Round the Flag.”
Nat Speaks, when I first saw him in 1834,
was of middle age and black of skin as the
purest blood of his race, kind in bebavior,
and simple in speech as a child. His free-
dom had been bgstowed upon him by his
master, in whose family he had been born a
slave, where he bad been taught by the
children to read and write. He passed his
freedom in useful farm labor and his spare
time as a volunteer evangelist; teaching by
example, rather than by precept, the simple
truths of Christianity. His strong point was
earnest singing of bymns of his own mak-
ing, of the class of compositions general then
as corn-field and with
a grand chorus.
