and engagements were cancelled and the honors
of the turf, ripe to be garnered, were passed
listlessly by. DBut time and tide wait for no

man; and while activity prevailed at Palo Alto
other breeders were contending for the cham-
panioushipe, o that when Elvira, the Princess of
Glenview, trotted in 2:184% at Cleveland, on the
26th of last September, she lowered, by a quarter
of a second, the best time on record for a four-
year-old, and broke the monopoly which the Palo
Alto seemed to have on colt records, it having
to its credit at the beginning of the year the
2:36% of Hinda Rose, the 2:21 of Wildfiowet,the
5 of Hinda Lose, the 2:18% of Bonita, the
best time for the ages of one, two, three and
four respectively., But in these record-break-

ing days It is mnot safe to count upon
time, and ©Elvira is now forced into
second position by the performance last Sat-

urduy of Gov. 8tanford’s gray filly Sallie Benton,
who in San Frascisco trotted a mile in the un-
uted time, for a four year old, of
clipping off three-quarters of a second
t atitempt. ‘The fractional time of this
eecffort was: First quarter, 35%; sec-
: third, 333% ; fourth, 34% .. The trial
was to rule and for a prize, and becomes a rec-
ord. Sallic Benton was foaled March 27, 1880,
and was therefore eight months and sixteen days
past four when she accomplished the feat. El-
vira was fouled May 28, 1880, and lacked two
days of being four months past four. As a
three year old Sailie Benton won two colt races,
and “walked over™ for a third. She retired in
1883 with a three year old record of 2:30,
made in a five heat race at Sacramento, on Sept.
13, winning the contest in 2:31%, 2:30 and
2:30%, Lucilla taking the first heat in 2:2814,
and making 8 dead heat of the third in 2:291,
with Center. She is by Gen. Benton, out of
Sontag Mohawk, by Mohawk Chief; second dam
Sontag Nellie, by Toronto Sontag. Gen. Benton
wae a very fast horse, showed trials in better
than 2:20, and was purchased by Gov. Stanford
for a very long price. He i now sixteen years
oid, and has to his credit Bonnie, four-year-old
record of 2:25; Helen, three-year-old record of
2:301; George H., 2:28%, and Gypsy Queen,
2:32%, the latter two being sired before he went
to Culifornia.

- The chestnut mare Orange Blossom, a
thoronghbred, and sold as by American
Eclipse, out of the Bertrand mare, was mated
with Mambrino Chief and produced Bay Henry.
The dam of Orange Blossom was bred to Mon-
mouth Eclipse, and produced Mary, the dam of
Dick Moore, 2:22%. In the closing yeurs of his
life the temper of Mambrino Chief was bad. His
stout back and grand quarters were admired to
the very end, and they made amends for his
homely but strong head.

We think the Ken-
tucky association will make a wise move in mak-
ing this reduction, as j¢ will result m larger lists
of entries and will bring larger returns 1o the
winners.

W. J. Goardon's Place,

A writer in the Chicago /Horseman has been to
gce the etock farm of W. J. Gordon, the owner
of Clingstone, at Cleveland, and gives a very en-
tertaining description of the same, from which
we extract the following:

W. J. Gordon is another of Cleveland's heavy
business menand widely known as the owner of
one of the finest stables of American trotters.
Hig re.idence was formerly in this city, but of
late years he has resided in the corporation of
Glenville, adjoining the city on the east, where
his grounds lay along the lake shore forabout
three-quarters of a mile. Sixteen acres are used
for flower garden and green houses, which are
filled with everything in the line of flowers, from
the for-get-me-not to the century plant, and from
the smallest berries to the pireapple. The main
avenue leading from the city 0 Glenville 1s beaun-
tifully shaded to the entrance of Mr. Gordon's
park, which he has very gencrously allowed to
be opened fo the public two days in the week.
This park consists of 117 acres of land, and lies
between the Michigan Southern railroad and
lake, and no handeower locatbn could be founa.

There are five miles of drive ways, all made of
sbe finest gravel, and kept in, perfect condition,
crossing beantiful bridges, iing round hills
and bluffs bepessh apél T 1 20s0 . bhraveiros
Tultly interlocked with each . Leaviag this
beautiful park with regret, we our artention
to the horses. Nr. Gordon's celebrated four in
hand now consists of a pair o’ chestnuts, with
flaxen mane aud tail, with strip in face and white
heels, 16 hands. 'These are d-iven on the pole.
The leaders are black, no walie, 15% hands,
brecding I did not learn, The black pair have a
recora of 2:51, as leaders of afourin hand, and
have shown 2;36 to the pole, driven at the sum-
mer meeting in 1882. Everything about Mr.
Gordon's residence and barns are plain, but as
orderly and neat as one could imagine. From
here the street runs to the entrance of the

driving park; on the opposite side of
the avenue from the driving park,
18 what was formerly known as

Northern Ohio fair ground, cousisting of forty
acres, This used to be connected wita the driv-
ing park by a bridge over the avenue, but has re-
cently had the approaches taken off from both
sides and left standing, formmg a regular arch-
way over the main road. The old fair ground
was afew years ago left open for different enter-
teinments in the summer, but it is now closed
and ased by Mr. Gordon to keep his trotters,
brood mares and colts in. Mr. George Saunders
has charge of the trotting depsrtment, doing all
the driving and general superintendence of the
same. The old floral hall, 2 building 200x80 feet
has been mzade into & stable for wintering the
trotters. It has a track around the whole inside
sixteen feet wide, where their work is given
them in bad weather. The turns are
in good shape, and a horse can go along
at quite a elip; the track is soit and nice being
covered with tan bark. At the head of the stud
is the standard bred stallion Rysdyk, sire of the
great Clingstone, record 2:14,”and has shown
quarters in 32 seconds. He stands 15% hands,
foaled 1865; by Rysdyk's Hambletonian dam
Lady Duke, by Lexington, 24 dam Megdaleen,
by Murdoc; 3d dam by Sumpter; 4th dam by
Buford's Eclipse: 5th dam Maria, by Alfred.
Mr. Gordon has purchased this horse with a
view of seeing what can be done in the way of
breeding colts from a stallion that is known to
be a producer of trotters bred from trotting and
thoroughbred - strains. His idea s that a sire
kept in the best of health aud vigor and only al-

lowed to eerve three times during
the week, shounld produce a much
stronger and faster colt than

those allowed to tand still most of the time, not
properly exercised and their mascles all relaxed
by being too fat. I found this grand stallion in
a jarge box, 15x20, located ncar the old speed
ring: in the inver ring is a paddock where he is
allowed to ron out a partof the time. He is
looking as fine a8 can be, and no stallion can be
kept in better, stronger and more healthy con-
dition than he: he is worked. fed and taken care
of the same as a trotting horse every day of his
life, and if the theory is true that “like begets
like,” then certainly this great son of Hamble-
tonian. in his limited number of services. should
reap the benefit of hiz produce from the fine class
of mares that are in his harem,

NorraricLp, Dec. 20.—In the field of
dairy products, which must soon take the
place of the large grain fields, the Diamond
cheese factors shows remarkably well, in a
fleld so reluctantly adhered to in Minnesota.
During the six months past it has turned out
75,000 pounds of cheese, at an average price
of ten cents a pound for full cream, or an
aggregate of 7,700 for the six months’ turn-
out. The number of cows it takes to make
this cheese is just 500. This factory will
keep in full blast the whole of the twelve
months. Mr. Geo. Dolph, its proprietor, will
represent the factory at the World’s fair at
New Orleans.

The Farmer's Interests. y

While the farmers are dissatisfied the re-
sults of wheat raising thls season, who
bave invested in stock are generaily enthusiastic
over the cutcome. Captain Powell, of the Hel-
lendale stock farm on the Sheyenne, in the edge
of Richland county, four years ago commenced
o test the question as to the adaptation of this
section and climate to stock. He has now about
200 cattie, 120 hogs, having just killed sixty, and
several bundred sheep. BQ is just selling off
some of the fat stock, and claims that the retarns
are more satisfactory than wheat growing when
prices are good. The past six weeks he has been
experimenting with a lot of steers, feeding them
a mixture of equal quantitles of ground corn,
bariey and wheat, about four quarts each, with
very little hay and a few tarnips, and the ammals
gained 2% pounds each day. He says this is
much better than 75 cents for whest. He raises
his own corn. He also states that there is larger
and quicker profits in sheep, and eays there is
no question t stock growing in this section.

The redaction in wheat acreage in north Da-
kota will be much less than some have anmtici-
pated. The Park River Gazetle in Waish, one
of the largest wheat counties, says the redue.
tion will be mainly in the thinly settled regions,
and that in it rections there will be more wheat
sown than last year. This is evidently the true
policy, as no other country can grow a bette
quality or as cheaply as north Dakota.
