Richest Coluty in Dakota.

This Region one of Nature’s Best Produetions
—Her Rich, Black Soil Raises
Crops as Good as Gold.

[Special Correspondence of the Globe.|
BPINK COUNTY.

In writing of Bpiok county I shall only
aim to voice the sentiments of all that have
vigited it. There are instances where people
have been misled by the articles written and
published in mpewspspers apd different
pamphlets sent cut by railroad companies to
advertise certain localities in the grand terri-
tory of Dakota. Such articles are a detrimert
to uny country. They are written simply for
oue purpose, that, to get people to come
west and locate in certain portions of Da-
kota where land sharks are waiting to get
the people’s money, and then laugh at them
for being such fools. Bat I have visited this
county several times, and can truthfully say
itis the Eden of this ‘‘wonderland,” for
Dakota is a ‘‘wonderland.” A country that
has been settled so rapidly and its resources
developed as fast, is certainly wonderful. Its
equal is not. A few short years ago this
country was scarcely known; knowu only by
the red men, and they loved it, and it would
be strange if they didnot. They have been
compelled to give it up, but they did so with
& desperate struggle.

THE SOIL.

The soll of this beautiful county of Spink
is the richest in the famous *‘Jim" river
valley. Itis a rich, black, sandy loam, its
depth varying from eighteen inches to six
feet. It is underlaid by a sandy clay, im-
pregnated with lime and magnetia, which
has moved a strong fertilizer. It {s remark-
able how it retains its moisture, so much so
that a drouth is almost impossible. It has
been enriched for an endless number of
years past by the ash or decay of rank vege-
tation. Tn some of the older states where
the land has lost its richness it bas to be re-
enriched by land plaster or some other pro-
eess.  This needs nothing of the kind. For
ages it has been thus enriched by the yearly
burning of the Yroad prairies. There is no
sandy desert here as many used to suppose,
no coctus, nosage brush, but a beautiful
rolling prairie that raises yearly one of the
finest crops of grass of any country under
the sun. To-day there is no roaming herds
of buffulo as in years past; to-day the war
whoop of the American Indian is not heard
as of yore, and they are scarcely ever seen.
But in their stead is seen the vast herds of
native cattle quietly grazing, and the white
man is seen tilling the rich soil that has
waited so many years for bis coming.
How diffcrent the scene. Once a scene
of bloodshed, now a scene of peace and hap-
piness. Once nothing was seen growing but
grass, now yearly broad acres of wheat, oats,
corn, barley, flax, potatoes and garden veg-
etables are raised. *“The crops raised here
now are of the best quality, even surpassing
those raiscd in eastern states. It is an ad-
mitted fact that all of the No. 1 hard wheat
comes from Dakota. Ican remember when
people did wot think corn eould be raised
successfully in Minnesota or northern Iowa.
Now thcy raise immense cropsr  Now the
inhabitants of that country think corn can
not be raised in Dakota, but such is oot the®
fact. There is raised yearly in Dakota as
fine corn as in any country, and raised with
perfect satety. Thousands of bushels of corn
and even beans were raised here in Spink
counly last scason.

All the government land has long since
becn taken in this county, but good deeded
land can be bought for from $5 to $15 per
acre. Relinquishments ean be had for some
less. The coming season will be a golden
opportunity for eastern farmers to procure
land for these figures, after that they will
have to go farther west.

The farmers that settled here four years
&go are now in comfortable circumstauces,
and there is none that willsell at a sacrifice
for another crop will put them in fine shape.
Every farmer is going into stock raising as
rapidly as possible. This season, hundreds
of head of cattle have been shipped from
Ashton.

The land in Spink county can nearly all
be tilled. That portion that cannot be furn-
ishes immense crops of bhay, and the hay
raised here is the most nutritions of any
country, stock live on hay alone all winter
and come out iu the spring in fine order. &
farmer quite frequently put up hay enough
on his land, when sold at #4 per ton, to pay
the government for his patent.

g WATER.

There are several beautiful streams of pure
rold water that cross the county in different
directions. The famous *Jim” river of
which so much bas been said, is the princi-
pal stream. It crosses the county from
north to south. The stream is narrow but
deep. Its banks are fringed with young
trees, growing very rapidiy since the country
has become settled and the fires kept out.

Snuke creek is another beautiful little
stream winding its way through the country.
It got its name no doubt from being so
crooked.

There are two other creeks, Turtle and

Foster. These creeks rum in  dif-
erent directions and furpish water
that s pure for many herds of

cattle. There is not a county in the territory
80 well watered by streams as is Spink. And
the fact that such a vast amount of hay fis
raised and there being such excellent graz-
ing in all parts of the county. S8pink county
is bound to become one of the richest stock
raising counties in the territory.

CLIMATE. .

There wos a time when the people of the
eastern states supposed that all the weather
Dakota had was winter weather, made up
of blizzards and blockades, and there are
some that still think so: so for their special
benefit,"] wiil say that the climate in this
portion of Dakota can not be surpassed. In-
stead of the Jong and disagreeable winters
I will say the winters are less than three
montbs duration and the old time bilzzard
bas disappeared, owing no doubt to the
denseness of population. This ecountry
scarcely ever has a great amount of snow.
I can remember twenty-five years ago when
southern Minnesota was considered, so the
eastern people said, a country where they
hal three months winter and nine months
awful cold weather. Now the peopie of Min-
nesota think the same of this country. But
such is not the case, the winters here are
shorter and warmer than they bave in Min-
nesota, and the summers beautiful beyond
description.  The summer brecze 18 health-
ful, and prevents the hot and sultry air such

the people of the castern and southera
states complain. The small grain was all
put in last spring by the middle of April,
about the time the farmers in-our sister state
of Minnesota were commencing.
SCHOULS.

This county s but afew years 6ld and
many of the school districts were organized
but two years ago, but the country school
house is to be seen  in slmost every district,
and this winter schools are held in all of
them. The buildings are none like the first
oues I attended school in, log, and chinked,
and dobbed, but are all of neat frame.

? FUEL.

At present this scction is taxed for wood
and coal to an enormous exteut, all of it be-
ing shipped in and i8 controlied by & mouo-
poly, but in a few years timber will be raised
faster than it can be consumed. There are
many tree claims with trees already four
years old, and in feur years more they
begin to furnish wood for the owner and his
neightors, I have seen tree claims eight

§ears old that many of the trees are from

g
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twelve to eighteen feet high, and the trunk
from six to eight inches through.
POPULATION,

The population in Spink county is mostly
American. Therc are & few Scandinaviaus
aod something of a sprinkiing of other na
tionalities. But a more thriving and indus-
trious class of people newer scttled in the
west. The population of the county is, at
the present writing, about 12,000, aud every
year increases rapidly,

ASHTON. |

This, the chief point of interest just now
in Spink couanty, occupies & beautiful spot of
ground on the west bank of the famous
“Jim’ river, at about the geozrapbical cen-
ter of the county, and exactly on the same
paraliel (45 degrees) as the beaatiful and
wezelty city of 8t. Paul, just 300 miles west of
that metropolis. It is 140 miles south of
Jamestown and 150 miles north of Yankton.
It has a population of 800.

The towr. was platted as » town by C. H.
Prior, of Mioneapolis, aad contains in the
origina) site forty acres, exclusive of what
was set apart for raiiroad purposes. M.
F. Schofield, Esq., is the resident agent for
the town site proper. Tbe town is laid out
at right angles to the railroad, which bis a
due north and south course here. Main
street, the center of the town, crosses the

thick north or the depot and  runs due esst |

and west.  In addition o the original town
site, 160 acres west and south of town has
been platted and is in the hands of Messrs
Rogers & Atwater, who are selling lots - for
the most costly residences. The strects have

all been beautifully graded to an established !

grade, and long lines of sidewalks are on
cither side of the broad strects. Good, wide
crossings cross the sireets st every corner.
Some of the finest residences bave shade
trees set out, which will furnist an abundant
shade in a few vears.

The buildings are all frame, but are large
and beautiful, especially the residences,some
of them being of the finest architesture. It
is located on the Hastings & Dukota division
of the Chicago, Milwaukee & 3t Paul rail-
road.

Below I give some of the most prominent
institutions aiready to be found in Ashton:
CHURCHES.

The Methodist church is & besutiful frame
edifice, built at a cost of $1,60). It has a
strong membership. Rev. W. H. Matsoa is
their present pastor.

The Congregationalists are building a very
large and beautiful church, and when com-
pleted will be the finest piece of architecture
in Ashton. Ttis to cost $4,000. Rev. G. W.
Sbaw 1s pastor.

SCHOOL HOUSE.

Ashton has one of the finest frame school ‘

bouses in this part of Dikota. The building

is two stories high, and cost the district

$5,000. They employ three teachers, and

have a regular attendance of 130 pupils.
SECRET SOCIETIES.

Ashton has two secrel societies, the I. O,
O.F.and the A. F. and A. M. They both
bold their meetings in the Syndicate block in
a hall furnisbed In grand style, for them-
sclves only. They bhave a strong member-
ship.

SALOONS.

To Ashton’s eredit be it said, there is nota {

saloon in the city. Neither is there a Gool
Templsar's organization, but the ecitizens of
Ashton all believe in not allowing a saloon
in their beautifui little city. Thev all claim
that since they shut out the saloons the busi-
ness men have more money and do a  better
business.
ROLLER RINK.

A. E. Beaumont, Esq., has built a roller
rink 32x126, ‘nilbed it in fine shape, and it
is being pnd‘unizcd by all the citizens.

POSTOFFICE BUILDING.

The postoflice building is the finest in any
of the smaller towns in the territory, and E.
P. M esmer, postmaster, looks as happy as a
Republican postmaster can just uow behind
the bars.

ARTESIAN WELL,

A shton has an artesian well that she may
well feel proud of. It is 905 feet deep and
furnishes water for the whole city. It even
rans the two large elevators, grist mill, be-
sides furnishing water for railroad company.

FIRE COMPANY.

Asbton so far has no fire company, but
uow that they have all the water wanted
there is to be one organized immediately.

FLOURING MILL.

Ashton has one of the largest roller flour-
ing mills in southeastern Dakota. Itis a
large three story frame, neatly finished and
supplied with the wvery latest improved
machinery. It was buiit by Messrs. Verstegg
and Clement, at a cost of $15,000. The city
donated $2,500, The capacity is one han-
dred and filty barrels per day. It will be
ready for work about the 1st of January,

LUMBER YARDS.

The Empire Lumber compauny have a large
stock of lumber on hand, and have had im-
mense sales during the past vear. L. A.
Pratt has charge of the company’s yard at
this place.

8. M. Howes & Co. also have a good yard
here, and bave furnished their share of the
lumber to the place.

SYNDICATE BLOCK.

This is the largest block in the'eity, and
cost considerable to build it. Thue first floor
is used for the postoflice, and Boyer Bros. &
Ferguson as a general store. The second
story is used omne-half by the Odd Fellows
and Masons, and the other half as an Opera
house,

The improvements for 1884 will reach
$40,000; more than any previous year since
the town was started.

8ince the county seat trouble with Redfield,
Ashton seems to think her chances to get the
county are better than ever vefore. It would
certainly be a fine place to locate it, and if
the people of Spink county votes it to Ash
ton the citizens of Ashton will do what is
right towards building the county buildings.

One of the best cornet bands in Dakato is
here at Ashton. They accompanied the St.
Paul Jobbers during a part of their trip down
the James River valley and discoursed swect
music to the enjoyment of all on board.

NEWSPAPERS.

The Herald was established in October,
1881, by A E. Rising. The DBee was estab-
lished by Geo. L. 8hoals in December, 1881,
and in February, 1884, the two were consoli-
dated and called Herald and Bee, and bought
by Carroll Atwood, who now edits it.
