Sam’s R-surreciion Contract,

There may be sometbing rational in the
desire of the Chinese 10 bave their bones
molder into dust io the soil of China, but
there Is nothing buman about the manner in
which these bones are dug out of the sand iv
the city cemetery. There are just now being
exhumed the boues of several huodred Mon-
golians to be sent back to the Celestial king-
dom, in accordance with the soemn cove-
uant made by the various Chinese companies
with each of their members. From Now. 17
until yesterday tbere have been resurrected
at the city cemetery about 180 coffins, with
their decaying contents, and this pumber
will probably see. a large focrease before the
year expires. The capse of this wholesale ex-
humation of bones is said to be cornected
with C. C. O’Donueil’s election ascuroner, It
secms that bis anti-Chinese denunciation
bas bad some influence npon the living Cui-
uese, that in particular tbey ure afrald be wil!
carry out bis threat of ‘preventing the traus-
fer of buman bones to the iand of their birth,
«nd that for this reason they were undoing
ihe undertaker’s work as fust as possible be-
fore the dougbty O'Donuell assumes cuarge
of the morgue department of the munici-
pality. Others, however, deny that appre-
beusion of that kind bas anything to do with
the matter, but say thst a combination of cir-
cumstances bas brought about the transplan-
tation movement. Thesc circumstances are,
first, that November and December are
*“‘lucky’ months; second, that a large num-
ber of the dead are “ripe,” having been in
the ground for two years or more; third, that
the finaunces of several Chinese companies
