THE PRANKS OF AN IDIOT.

"Many years ago William Howe Windham,
of Norfolk, married Lady SBophia Hervey, a |
daughter of the Marquis of Br istol of that |
day. He had by her one son, William Fred- |
erick, who was born in 1840, and who, con- |
scquently, obtained bis majority in 1861,
From infancy this youngster exhibited many
peculiaritics of disposition, and when he be-
came of age and entered upon the possession
of large estates and an income of mnearly
£50,000 per annum, one of his first acts was
to marry a woman of loose character, upon
whom he bestowed jewelry worth $8,000, a
present annuity of 4,009, and a further an-
noity of $7,500 contingent upon Lis coming
into some more property in 186Y. He also
reckiessly and disadvantageousiy sold all the
timber on his lands, and, in short, conducted
himself in such a way that at the suit of one
of his relatives & commission de lunatico in-
guirendo was issued to ascertain whether Will-
lam Frederick Windham was or was not fit to
manage his own affuirs. Tuis commission
was opened on Dec. 16. 1861, and did not
close until Jan. 30 following. More than
one bundred and fifty witnesses were ex-
amined, and among the counsel engaged in
the case, part of which wus heard in private,
were the present Lords, Coleridge and Cuicns.

Windham was al the time a round-faced,
bullet-headed fellow, with a snub nose and a
slight deformity of the upper lip over which
he wore a scrubby black mustache. He
looked like 2 lunatic,and his bebavior during
the whole of the proceedings was that of a
man who was lost to all sense of decency;
yet, after twenty-four days’ trial, during
which the most damning evidence was
udduced and never contradicted, the jury
found “‘that Mr. Windbam is of sound mind
and capable of taking care of bimself and
his affairs.” By what process of reasoning
they arrived at that conclusion it is difficult
to guess, but I am quite certain that if the
subject of the trial had becn the grandson,
not of a Marquis, but of a poor country
farmer, the verdict would have been against
big sanity. You may be interested in learn-
fng to what lengtbs our aristocracy can go
witbout being considered josane.

EXTRACTS FROM WINDHAM'S RECORD.

And, mind you, I set down nothing but 4
what was sworn to by people who eould bave
had no motive for committing perjury. At
a very early age he was fond of low com-
panv and pursuits, ahd his tutor deposed
thut when he was seventeen be did not ap-
pear 1o know the differcnce between truth
aud falschood. At Eton, where he was edu-
cated—so far, at least, as he was capable of
being edocated at all—he exhibited the
greatest possible delight in gorging himself,
On one occasion he uate no less than seven-
teen eggs at - breakfast. He was also fond
of screeching and hooting in a way that was
calculated to alarm all who heard him. His
habits were beastly in the extreme. He went
into society improperly dressed; be gave way
to violent fits of passion and, when severely
corrected, he would not merely cry, but
would blubber like a child. In 1857 he was
taken to Spa, where be flung money about as
If it were of no value, and shortly ufterwards
be assumed the uniform of a railroad official
and npearly caused a serfous accident by
starting a train at a wrong minute, In 1860
be went for a long tour with a Mr. Peatfield,
who, judging by his evidence, must have
had a rather lively time of it. Windham
was always boisterous and noisy, and
wherever he stayed the neighbors complained
of his opening the windows and shouting
and yelling out to them. He would imitate
ropsters and cats and sing plantation melo-
dies in the middle of the night, dancing at
the same time with great vigor in the soli-
tude of his bedroom. More than once he
jumped out of his bath and ran into the din-
ing room without any clothes on, shricking
and howling, and when his landlady re-
monstrated with him

end threatened to stab her with a table knife.
He was also in the habit of ordering dinner
for eight or ten people, and of then going
out and not returning until midoight. He
once ordered a number of boots to be made
for him, directing that with every pair of
beots two boot-trees should be sent him, and
the bootmaker deposed that had the order
been executed Mr. Windbam would have
become the happy owner of forty pairs of boot-
trees. Another of his manius was for giving
pirangers into custody. Yet this man was
adjudged p be sane 2nd competent to look
after bis ovn affairs! What was thought of
the merits of the case in querters to which
backstairs jnfluence did not ou that veeasion
penetrate, may be gathered from the words
of Lord Chief Justice Knight Bruee, who, in
refusing 1o relieve the alleged lunatic from
the psyment of costs of the inquiry, said:

AN EXCITED FRENCHMAN.

He Would Not, Like Americans, Put
Up with Little Impositions.

Matthew Arnold found fault with Ameri-
caus because they were too indifferent, Le
thought, to the thousand and one little im-
positions—wrongs, I believe he called them,
—s0 frequently practiced by those in author-
ity, writes a correspondent of the New York
Tribune. An Euglishiman, indeed Ilmost
any other foreigner, he said, would, for the

sake of maiuntuining a principle, suffer
personal inconvenience and go to
uutold trouble rather than  submit

tamely and without protest to petty exuctions
and anuvoyances which Americans, he
thought, took altogether too ligutly.  He re-
ferred more particularly to those trivial

vexations and mild attempts at extortion
which one is called upon to endure in one’s
own home, perhaps, or in hotels, or while
traveling; but he also pointed out that the
Labit of overlonking them was fraught with
danger, inasmuch 28 it must ultimately lead
—aud in fact I think he hinted as delicately
48 u guest could possibly do, without giviog
uffcnse, at certsin municipal abuses com-
p-ained of in the very city he was then vis-
iting—to indifference to, and lack of interest
in, good government. The amiable critic
was probably right, but the maintenance of a
principle, however pleasant and congenial a
task 1L may proveto the one chiefly concerned
in it, Is often productive of much snnoyance
to others.

An instance of this kind came under my
notice the other day, and, as a foreigner was
the chief actor, Mr. Matthew Arnold may be
supposed to appruve the course taken by this
gentleman, and to wish Americans to imi-
tate his example. Itwas on the ‘“‘limited
express,’”’ which runs between New York and
Washiogton. As I entered the car I noticed
a commotion in one of the corners. A di-
minutive and highly excited Frenchman was
the center of a group of porters and attend-
aunts. Gesticulating wildly and addressing
first this man, then that, without ever await-
ing an answer, he kept exclaiming in a shrill
and penetrating voice: *‘I have been swin-
died; I am always swindled; the company is
swindling me every time. C'est affreta!
ah, in France you would suffer!”

The colored porters tried to appease the
wrath of the little gentleman. but in vain.
Atthis critical juncture a lady, well knowa
in Washington society, passed through the
car. The poor gentieman, who, by thutl time,
vad worked himself into a dangerous fit of
passion, where he might have committed
any kind of foolishness almost, was known
toher. ‘‘Ab, madame,” he exclaimed, as
soon us he caught sight of her, bowing
politely and rasing his hat, but scarcely suc-
ceeding iu controiling his wrath, *‘je suis—I
am swindled; I am always swindled; the
company—"' ete., etc. The lady was kind

epough to 1luquire what the trouble
was. With a good many words
and many more gestures che was

told that he bad purchased a ticket, which he
supposed entitled him to a certain chair fn
the parlor car; that no such chair as that
designated upon the ticket was or ever hud
been in the car, and that he considered the
whole conduct of the company as outrageous,
infame, and I don’t know what else. In
view of the fact that the train wus beginning
to start, and that there were still a number of
chairs remaining vacant, into which he might
have dropped without making as much
uoise as he did, the conduct of the little
Frenchman and his indignation will be ad-
mitted by everybody to have becn
rather out of place. He continued
fuming and fretting until any
sympathy which his fellow passen-
gers might bave had for him at first was
turned into disgust. It was not until he bad
turown himself into & chair 2nd buried his
face behind a vellow-covered novel witha
dubious French title that he regained his out-
ward composure.

Would auy American have acted as fool-
ishly as did Mounsicur De —?! Wouid he
not have put up with the little imposition —
purely accidgntal and no! premeditated, I
am sure,— practiced by the jgent of the com-
pany or ticket seller, instead of making a
spectacle of himself, and a very ridiculous
one at that! But where would hi«ve been Mr.
Matthew Arnold’s theory then? And did not
the little Freachman ‘‘kick” and pootest as
iustily as the English critic might bave
demaunded against being imposed upon?
