MINNESOTA AND TEXAS.
Called by ••^ath** the Two Banner

States of the Two Political
Parties. •

It occurs to me to look at the last census
and compare Minnesota and Tcxss. They
are the two banner states of the two political
parties. Texas came Into the Union in 15. 5,
absolute owner of Its own vast landed do-
main and settled by Americans as early as
1830 and by Spanish as early as 1583, a
quarter of a century before Jamestown.
Minnesota did not have a church till 1835,
twenty years after the settlement of Mani-
toba, did not become a territory tilllS49,and
enly entered the Union four years before the
rebellion. The founder of Texas, Sam
Houston, died broken-hearted and overran
by the madness of secession ; the first gov-
ernor of the territory of Minnesota, Alex-
ander Ramsay, still lives in wealth and
honor, and his name is conferred on the met-
ropolitan county. Texas has 280,000 square
miles and a population of nearly 1,600,000;
Minnesota has 53,000 square miles and
800,000 people. Texas has 116.000 foreign-
ers; Minnesota 270,000. Minnesota has
876,000.000 in the product of her factories;Texas 820,000,000. With three Umes the
area of farms Texas has $9,000,000 in farm
Implements and Minnesota $13,000,000.
Texas produces 2.500,000 bu*he!s of wheat;
Minnesota 35,000,000. Texas mows 60,000
tons of hay annually; Minnesota over 1,-
--636,000 tons. Minnesota makes abou' 5,-
--000,000 bushels of potatoes and Texas 229,-
--000 Texas has 1500,000 horses. Minnesota
260,000. Texas makes 14,000,000 pounds of
butter out of 606,000 milch cows and Minne-
sota nearly 20,000,000 pounds of butter out
of 275,000 cows. Minnesota makes ten
tlmas the amount of cheese made by Texas.
The farms of Minnesota are worth $194,000,-
--OCO, and of Texas 8170,000,000. In Minne-
sota (1870) under 13,000 could not read; in
Tex*** 190,000 could not read. Minneapolis
and St Paul are tbe New Orleans of the
upper Mississippi and gate to British Mexico.
By the next census the . population of the
United Slates will center between Indian-
apolis and Chicago.

A Chip- en "Snide."
The word \u25a0•snide," which has come Into

general use, nice many slang words, means
more than the nearest English word to its
meaning. There is the word **snod,** from
tbe provincial English, which means "sly,
cunning," and is derived from the word
"snood," used in fishing tackle and in the
way artful young misses tie up their hair so
as to tie the young man's heart with. The
word "schnide," from Pennsylvania Dutch,
means the cut as applied to a tailor, who is
called "schnider," and probably cuts the
cloth to*>short.' "Snide" is now applied ,to
almost everything manufactured which is
under quality. A '•snide" buggy is one
loosely constructed and painted up to look
well, but out ofwhich the spokes will fly driv
ing around the sharp turns. A "snide"
piano is one which bas a well-varnished rase
and brass fixings, but with a harp like that in
Turn's ball, and itwill soon be mute.

\u25a0 There is scarcely a line of business in New
York which has not its "snide" devotees.
You see an advertisement for the sale of
furniture in a private house, all de-
scribed. Yon go there, and by care-
fully provided lights of gas or
day yon see what seems beautiful, but wben
you have bought it you are surprised to find
the next day another advertisement, and
going there yon will find another set of fur-
niture like yours. The selling of horses is
another "snide" business here; you adver-
tise for a pair of horses of certain age, height
and style, and an answer comes from "a
gentleman" who wants to dispose of bis
horses before going to Europe or to Florida.
You ere taken to a stable, apparently

pri-

vate stable, standing among certain- others
belonging to gentlemen, and wben the horses
are brought out of the half light there yon
are asked to get right In before the doors are
opened, and when the doors are opened the
horses are touched np with tbe whip and they
go to the park in style. But when you re-
turn the doors are closed immediately.*These
horses, many of them, have their teeth filed
to bring them down to age. A few days
after yon have bought tbem If. yon . go back
to the same stable you will find another
"elegant pair" ready to be worked offon an
unsuapecUng public.

Should
the north go with them it will bo seen that
they will comprise a large majority of the
vote. The Bismarck interest seems to ex-
pect that the north and these central coun-
ties will favor one state.

The State Government.
One of the special needs of a state govern-

ment in Dakota is set forth by the De Smet
leader in this. In our present condition
every dollar used for the support of schools
must be raised by direct taxation. In these
days ofpoverty, when every nerve must bo
strained and the. most rigid economy prac-
ticed to secure a foothold, the burden of tax-
ation falls with terrible weight upon the
struggling settler. Our people are heroic,
and it would be hard to find in the whole
broad territory a man who shrinks from
shouldering the load, or admits for a moment
the possibility of getting along with fewet
schools. But however good th. will may be,
the power is lacking. We have not the abil-
ity to sustain schools sufficient in number or
quality as long as we have no public school
fund to draw upon. In every. Dakota town-
ship there are 1,280 acres of..Xobjijd lauds.
some of which has already become very val-
uable; but not a foot of it will ever be avail
able unless we become a state. 'As long at. we remain a tcrrritory we must be luiuill
capped by the burden of heavy t-Xes, and', th<
