The gift by Miss Mary G. Caldwell, a
young lady in New York, of $300,000 to the
Pienary couneil, lately in session in  Baiti-
more, for the foundstion of a Catholic Uni-
versily, bas excited very genersl interest,
but comparatively little has been stated con-
cerning Miss Cullw il harself or her antece-
dents. It pow transpir-s that ber paternal
grandfather was James H. Caldwell, an ae-
r of bigh repute from 1816 10 1843.

He was 3 man of wonderful
cucrgy, a0 | had macy ups and downs, both
as aclor an | manager, In 1817 be managed a
theaier in tue city of Wasninzton; in 1518 be
built a theater in Poicrsourg, Va., where
Junius Bratus Booth plaved in 1821: io Jan-
ary, I183), bhe engazed the Frionca theater in
New Oricans anl! gave the first scason of
Evzlish performances in that eity acting
bimself all  the lesding bigh  comedy
roles, such as Beleourt, Doricourt, Duke
Aranza, Benedick, Young Wilding, Clarles
Surfuce, Felix, Gossamer, ete.
